You’ve afwa 5
saved me & only You can save me & 1 trust in
Your  strength, not my own' Your
righteousness cannot be measured'* David
just starts praising, & when he gets so full
of Jesus & so thankful for his blessings &
ets his eyes on the Lord & not on all his

roubles, boy, he sure gets the victory' By
the end of almost every chapter he’s in the
victory! The Bible says, "He encouraged
himself in the Lord", (15am.30:6) & this is
exactly how he did ith

In many Psalms, David is pouring his
heart out to the Lord, then by the end of
the chapter, the Lory is speaking to him &
answering' the Lor oves praise! And These
Psalms are Songs of Praise that the Lord
gave David as he was pouring out his heart!
They’re not only prayers, they‘re also songs
of gralse! He’s singing to the Lord! Thal’s
another good lesson in Qetting the victory:
To sing & praise in song: (Techi: "The Devil
hates song because it’s praise to the
Lord.")

ve you. (MLN 2234) The first time you had
he actual talk from Grandpa, you didn’t
remember a lot of it because you were so
very sick, so we wanted to make sure you
heard it again when you felt much better.
After having a big lesson like that or any
major talk, it’s Ee]p{ul to write a simple
outline or summary of the main imﬂortant
points in your Diary or Word notebook. That
was rea) good that vou outlined the lesson

on paper yesterday, David, & repeated what
the lesson said. We know you’ve heard the

lesson now, but what we like to know most of
all, is what does it mean to you?

We need to learn how to react to the
Word & our lessons' When you read the "Self-
Righteousness" GN, or especially some Word
project you’ve been assigned for a lesson or
reason, would a good personal reaction to it
be, "Sensitivity is pride & pride is of the
Devil."?-- UWell, that’s true, but we all
learned that because it says it right there
in the GN. But the important thing to answer
in a reaction is what does that mean to you?
You can say, "I read in the ‘Sel{-
Righteousness’ OGN that Job was the most
wicked sinner of all because he was so self-
righteous." Well, we all read that too &
that’s exactly what it says. But what does
what you read say to you personally? How can
that quote or lesson or point help you & how
can you apply it to your needs & life?

A good reaction to the Word or les-
sons or  Pow-Wows would start out something
like, "The Lord showed me®, or "This 2uote
especially stood out to me, 'Pride is of the
Devil’, because 1 realised then that I have
a battle with :_!5 pride. For example, the
other day 1 reacted in gride when such-&-
such happened.” Or, "It helped me to
understand now why Job was self-righteous, &

folfwing quote®, etc. "because it made me
feel so much peace®, or "it convicted me to
realise that..,” That is a reaction.--You
take what the Word says & you put 1into your
own words exactly how it’s helped you, or
how it convicted you & spoke to you & what
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you plan to do about it now.--We can see
from your reaction how you'll take action'

Now, the following is not a good
reaction to the ’Self-Righteousness’ OGN:
"Job was so self-righteous. He thought he
was more righteous than God. Pride &
sensitivity are of the Devil, Pride is the
root of all sin.” We all know that, that’s
just parroting exactly what the text already
says, but merely repeating what the text
says doesn’t mean you learned anything from
it, or you’re going to do anything uita that
Word of God or grow & benefit from it!

But when you write some reaction
like, "Since this Letter was assigned to me
I know 1 must really need this lesson, so f
really Yrayed before I read it. And God was
faithtul, because He’s been showing me that
1’ve been guilty in this area. The section
on ‘Pride’ especially stood out to me more
than any, because 1 saw that 1 have been
acting this way," or "I need to be more this
way" or "I 1 had acted this way in my rela-
tionship with the others, I wouldn’t have
been having so many battles."

daring to correct you, or you’ll criticise
how they ?o about it, dve to your pride &
sensitivity, & then miss the lesson you need
to learn' We should of course always try to
be loving & kind with our words & I think
your overseers do pretty well along that
line. 1 haven’t seen them mistreating you or
coming down hard on you at all!
When you really need a lesson
pointed out to you, or even deserve a
reproof, you can’t just fall agart & give up
& gout & nurnur & blane & criticise & say,
*0h, poor me, that really hurts! You’re so
harsh on me! I don’t deserve all this' Don’t
any further, don’t say any more because
'm so sensitive. 1‘m going to show you that
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you shouldn’t do that to poor little me!"--
Just because of one little reproof or
correction! That’s the Devii working through
your pride & blowing this one little comment
up to big giant proportions' He can build a
big’uall to defend his territory of pride,
see’
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Sensitivity is a bi? wall of defense
built wup by the Devil that says to
everybody, "Don“t you dare touch me! 1’m too
sensitive & 1’m too delicate, don’t you dare
raise your voice at nme' ]
it’11 be your fault when I fall apart!" All
that sensi%TUTty causes you to do is to stop
learning & stop growing & hinders others

from helping you because you make it so |
difficult for them to even be around you or I

talk to you! You're sure not soldier
material if you shatter so easily over
little things--because you can’t take the
slightest reproof or the slightest raise of
the voice or correction or even comment
without murmuring that you can’t take it, &
blaming others for tryin? to help you!

This is a revolution, an Endtime
Army, Team, & it’s time you joined the ranks
as a fulltime fighter for Jesus, not against

your . elders ~ & Teadership who are
commissioned to train you! Now do you want

to be a Rart of this outfit or not?

There is a mighty, marvellous Teen
Revolution going on in the Family right now
& 'you are not partaking of it if you’re no
really soldier material, if you’re not
really thankful for reproof, & thankful for
lessons, ankful when you 9ef corrected’
Because t means you're learnin
sonethin? you’re being purged to bring
forth be {er fruit!

When you start being able to receive

it means you’re growing in
the Lord & you’re grouing up too! Every one
of you talk about how much you want to hurry
& grow up & become more adult, but then when
we try to help train & correct you or even
give you some pointers, you get all hurt &
offended & act 1like a pouty little child!
Well, qh:n you learn t& show &us that you
appreciate receiving training & correction
we now you're really becoming more adult
& revolutionary material!
I you’re not receiuing correction &
from the adults’ reproofs &
then you’re not learning anythin
or growing! If you don’t get rid of tha?
dangerous & hurtful sensitivity you could
become like a dead branch that is cast forth
Who can use a withered old dead
You teens need to
learn that lessons are for your benefit to
learn & to grow by, & that you shouTd not
jud?e or blame or accuse your elders because
of their tone of voice or the way they knit
their eyebrows, & think, "0Oh' How could they
tell me what to do?" Or "Oh, they’re so bad
& harsh'® You’re blaming, you”re oubtin?, &
it’s the Devil that’s pufling you away trom
the Truth & de\udin? & deceiving you into
not receiuin9 the love of the Truth, all
cloaked in "sensitivity®, the "poor-me’s".-
-1t’s just pride!

When Grandpa talks with the office
peogle about some big boo-boos they make
with the publications, do they start cryin
& blubbering & dragh around all day out o
the victory? And think “Ooooh, you’re so
harsh' You’re so mean' Poor gg!'--NﬁT'THEt’s
murmuring against leadership, against God’s
Prophet & Anointed' 1f yow can’t take
correction or orders from your adult
overseers, how can you ever take it from
Grandpa & Mama? All your elders & overseers
represent the Lord’s authority to you, &
don’t you want to obey God? That’s reafly
what it all comes down to!' (Exo.16:7,8)

0f course we all want to show as
much love & mercy as we can, but did you
know that chastisement is also love, that
spankings are also love, that punishment is
Jove & scoldings & rebuke are love' The Lord
thastens us out of love for usT You get lots
of reminders & entTE_‘loving, helpful hints
all the time, but if you don’t respond to

entleness, then we’ll have to get through

%o you some other way'! Maybe you should have
taken heed & obeyed the first time or two or
three, then you wouldn’Y need correction or
rebukes! Again, it’s up to you'

correction well
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How many times in that lesson from
Grandpa did he pray, ‘Lord, help David not
to be offended at rebukes! Lord help him to
accept rebuke!®--Rebukes'--Not correction
not reminders, not Toving gentle hints, bu&
rebukes'--Scoldings' “Whom the Lord loveth
He chasteneth®! (Heb.12:4)

The Lord sometimes "chases" you with
chastening! The Shepherd sometimes has to
chase after you with a little rod & whack
your bottom, like a little sheep, & me too,
& everybody in this Family gets it because
we need it!' And if you haven’t learned that
by now, you could turn out to be a little
qoat who “"butts® at every ‘"rod of
correction®, & it’11 be you who'll suffer
from it!

Just learn to take it' That’s what.
yieldedness is all aboutT Is it really worth
?etting all upset & hurt about if you forgot

o empty the trash & someone comes & reminds
you? It’s the Devil that makes us so
sensitive & makes us get all proud &
offended, & it’s doubt & self-righteousness'
It can actually cause you to doubt
leadership! You don’t think it’s right that
they should correct you, you think you’re
being mistreated' It’s a serious problem! So
don’t let the Devil build u? a blockade in
your life, a brick wall of pride &
sensitivity between you & your leadership or
others & the Lord’s work, & thus ruin your
usefulness!'

I hope that this scolding fron
Grandpa is going to seal that lesson in your
heart forever, that you should be able to
receive & obey & submit better, & if you're
not able to, then you’d better ?et prayer &
help, & pray for nmore correction so that
you'il be "exercised thereby".

Correction is supposed to yield
'Reaceable fruit", (Heb.12:11) And what are
the peaceable fruits of the Spirit?
Correction is supposed to yield peaceable
fruits of...let’s hear it'--Love, joy,
peace, longsuffering--that’s like patience--
gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness,

emperence, Right! Tha{'s what chastening is
supposed to yield in your heart, the
peaceable fruits of the Spirit, peaceful
fruit, good fruit!--Not turmoil, confusion,
pride, judgement, doubt, criticism & self-
righteousness'

We’re all rather sensitive at times,
we’re all proud, Lord help us, but I believe
you should take more of a sample from the
big people here in the house who get lots
more correction & even occasional scoldings



than you do' Actually we rarely get real
bawlings-out & the same goes for you! But

we’ve learned through experience that all

types of correction have helped us & we
appreciate it! We don’t want Yo go astray ¢&
never be told or rescued, do you? Wouldn’t
you rather have quidance & help & counsel?
Well, you won’t get it if you react so
sensitively to it. We hardly can look at you
seriously but your tears start welTing up &
you start falling apart & getting all sensi-
tive, usually over just li?tle things!

In this case, crying is not a
broken spirit of humility, it’s pride' A
broken & contrite heart crying before the
Lord is in desperation & repentance, being
truly sorry & humble. Do you undersiand the
difference? Brokenness 1is bein% repentant
for your sins. "A broken & a contrite heart
God will not despise.” *God is nigh unto
them that are of a broken heart, & saveth
such as be of a confrife spirit®, (Psa.51:
17; Psa.34:18)--a yielded, repentant spirit!
Bu{ "6od resisteth the proud”, (Jam.4:6)--a
sensitive, proud spiri a doubtful
criticising or self-righteous spirit that
causes you to cry or murmur in defense, &
feel mistreated by others.--"Poor me"in-
stead of "Lord help me'!' Praise the Lord!
We‘re fighting & we’re learning' As long as
