We need to make a choice, whether we 
want to fol low the good sample of Jesus 4 
Grandpa or the bad sample of the bed 
kids. After Auntie Sara shared th i s with us 
we had desperate prayer 4 we real ly rebuked 
the Devi I 4 prayed against the bad s p i r i t of 
these kids 4 the Lord Is giving us "Hie 
Victory! PTL1 

Another lesson that we've been learning 
Is we shouldn't have t o be to ld one thing 

; wer 4 over again. We should be oonvlnoed 
the f i r s t time that what our Shepherds are 

1 saying Is t rue 4 rea l ly seek the Lord's face 
4 try to do bet ter . I f we bel leve what they 
say Is true I t shouldn't have to be repeated 
over 4 over again. I t ' s I Ike bent na i l s , the 
Lord 4 our teachers keep hammering on us 4
