The videos listed below here are more 
specifically suited for teens because they 
contain good story-lessons for, or about, 
teens, ages 12 4 over. Some listed here are 
atso suitable for Older Children (OC) or 
"pre-teens', 9-12 years old. 

The cardinal rule still stands that a 
competent adult should preview any videos 
before teens or pre-teens see them. Also, a 
running commentary, explanation or discus­
sion is just as helpful, important 4 needful 
for this age group as it is for younger 
children, 4 maybe even more so! Remember 
that video viewing for our children 4 teens 
is not primarily for entertainment, but for 
the~Tessons 4 good experiences they can 
benefit from; therefore the adults' 
explanation is imperative. 

Some movies here show the dedication, 
sacrifice 4 hardships some System people 
have experienced, some are fiction, some 
non-fiction. Some are about teens 4 parents, 
or a first-time love affair.—There's a 
variety of topics 4 lessons to choose from 
here, 4 we nope this list will make the 
choice of what edifying videos our Family 
teens see a much easier one to make. 

Please bear in mind that these movies 
are all System 4 although they do contain 

?ood messages, no one System movie is 'per-
ectly all right' just because it's recom-
nended. These movies may be the first look 
into the "awful truth' of the System for 
teens & pre-teens 4 will need prayerful 
explaining so that oood lessons 4 morals are 
drawn from each one. Never fail to "choose 
the good 4 eschew the evil' in any video 
viewing 4 use God's Word as your standard,

Tremendous ending! Good for older mature 
children if explained. Lots of rock music. 
BEST LITTLE MOREHOUSE IN TEXAS--(A,T) 
Hilarious sexy musical about the closing of 
a famous brothel in Texas. It even has a 
witness! Some strong language, but nonethe­
less a very good funny movie. 
«BLUE UttOUfHA, OC ) About children who 
are stranded on a remote island 4 learn to 
love as they grow up. 
'MOTHER SUN--(A,0C) Zeferelli's beautiful, 
inspiring film about the life of St. 
Francis. See ML 225. 
BUTTERFLIES ARE FREE -(A, T) Good comedy 
drama about a hippie girl who falls in love 
with a young blind boy. 
'CAPTAIN COURA6EOUS--(A,0C) Spoiled rich 
boy falls overboard at sea 4 is rescued by 
fishermen who teach him many lessons on 
leadership in the school of hard knocks! 
Very good movie. 
CHARIOTS OF FIRE-(A,0C) Inspiring true 
story about two British athletes, one Chris­
tian 4 one Jewish, who compete in the 1924 
Olympics. "A lot of Jewish propaganda in 
it, but also a clear Christian 
testimony."-D. ML 1254:38. 
CHARLES ft DIANA-(A,OC) Story of English 
Royal Family romance. Lady Diana 
collaborated on the script 4 her cousin 

6lays Diana in this version. IILDREN NOBODY UANTED, THE—(A, OC) True 
life story of Tom Butterfield, a young man 
who takes in wayward children. Touching 
happy ending. Be careful of beginning 
insane asylum scene. 
DAMAN, THE LEPER PRIEST-(A.OC) True story 
of a dedicated pioneer priest on a leper's 
island. Very good 4 not gory. 
DREANHOUSE (Nm)--(AJ) A simple, 
persevering young man determines to build 
his own house in N.Y. slums to win his girl. 
Insight into city street life, business 
world 4 hard knocks. Happy ending. 



FAST FORWARD-(A, DC) Teen dance troupe moves 
to N.Y. city 4 faces conpetition, city 
youth, etc.—The Worldly life, but good 
lessons. 
aFIRESTeWFER, THE-(A.T) Excellent Sci-fi 
about a father 4 daughter with extraordinary 
powers, much like we will have in the End-
time. Intense! Only for mature children, but 
a must for adults. 
*FL0RENCE NI6HT1N6ALE--<A,0C) .Beautiful 
true-life drama 4 love story. Good sample of 
dedication 4 pioneering! 
FORTY KARATS--(A?OC) Cute love story 
bridging a generation gap, proving that real 
love knows no age. 
61FT OF LOME, TK--(all) (Mane Osmond & 
Timothy Bottoms) A light love story, sweet. 
*HAIR--(A,0C) Movie based on Broadway musi­
cal. Historical drama for us! Good education 
for our children as to what the hippie 
generation was all about. Lots of music 4 
dancing.
