
KEEP SOAKED IN THE WORD! 
Older Children & Teens' Word & Reading Assignments 
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Many people would be surprised to 
how very little actual "schcoltlma" 
children here have had. 

It's only honest to explain here that 
we have not had a dally routine school 
schedule or cIasstline-teaching for about the 
last 1-1/2 years during the big pubs push 4 
our moves. I definitely feel, as probably 
many other Family mormiles do, that I have 
not given the kids enough classtlme 
schooling 4 practice In the 3 R's or 
especial ly the 3 G's. They have had quite a 
bit of training In practical skills 4 house­
hold duties dally, such as laundry, cooking 
(helpers), dishwashing, cleaning & baby care 
4 handyman, 4 mostly the WbrdI 

But TTL, the children have learned to 
school themselves! Our saving grace Is that 
the chl Idren al I learned to read at a fairly 
young age (David at 2, TechI at 4 4 Oavlda 
at 5) 4 have thus kept themsel ves busy 4 
progressing by dally reading assignments In 
the Word primarily, as well as more reoently 
In Science, Social Studies, History, Biology 
4 on completing their graded Math workbooks. 
No matter how busy I get, or how often we 
nove, etc., the kids remain faithful 4 
willing, G8T, to complete their dally house 
duties as well as school themselves by 
reading through different Fanlly Word pubs 4 
assignments I give them In the 3 R's 4 3 
G's. FTLI If It weren't for their being able 
to read wel I on their own, they would not 
have been as chal lenged nor enjoyed learning 
4 progressing In hardly any area 4 would've 
most I Ikely become bored 4 more of a be­
havioural problem than a blessing. 

Since the Pubs push has slowed down, we 
began a new school schedule the month of 
August. The children have four adult 
teachers.—Myself mostly In the 3 R's 4 the 
Word, Science 4 Social Studies, plus I also 
schedule the kids to do different school 
assignments 4 typing while I'm working. I 
cock dinner with the children on Wednesday 
night. Dora teaches two hours a week of 
Geography. She has Just completed teaching 
the children a full course In Biology, using 
mostly the FC School Days Book as her 
textbook, 4 the kids completed a nice 
biology notebook. I teach Math two hours 
weekly to Davlda 4 TechI, 4 Spanish or dance 
class one hour a week. We also teach the 
older children World History two hours week­
ly, using a secular textbook; also advanced 
Math to the older children two hours weekly 
using a secular textbook 4 workbook. We've 

already completed division, fractions { 
decimals with the older children 4 are no* 
studying Geometry 4 percentages. 

Alf watches the children's educational 
videos with them, explaining to them the 
various terms 4 al I 4 directs house 4 roan 
clean-up duties with them. We also teach 
WND to the older children. Including Davlda, 
one hour a week. The girls Just completed j 
sewing course 4 made their own aprons fron 
scratch by hand, which took them about 2-fc 
1/2 months to complete In a one-hour night* 
time class each week 4 Hope will take this 
sewing class now. Of course the kids ware 
learning a great deal In their house duties 
4 jobs over this long period of time 4 ware; 
overseen In the kitchen by Dora or myself, 
David gets quite a bit of handyman training 
with his wonderful Grandpa on a very regular 
basis, as well as his gardening response 
bllltles dally In the yard. 

The following Is a 11st of what Word 
projects the children have read 4 are? 
reading, beginning with the simpler, yJI 
mandatory assignments that even 6 1 /2-year-
old TechI can read well, on up to the more; 
advanced pubs, le., GN 4 WND, which can be; 
given In "assignments" or portions regular*' 
ly, depending on the child's age 4 reading! 
comprehension 4 level. x 

Even our two teens make sure to read! 
the most basic Word, le., 'Life, wlfli! 
Grandpa", which Is full of good Important 
lessons! (And the adults should read'm tool); 
The older kids write, type or dictate or 
tape their reactions or lessons learned fro* 
the Word, or I discuss It with them to sea 
what they've learned, 4 sometimes we have* 
fun quiz or test. 

This list has helped us to make sire 
that each child has sufficiently covered tfiej 
basics 4 Is also keeping up with the newest!: 
They're never without a good Word,proJectll| 
al I have a special two hours scheduled after 
lunch to lie down 4 rest while reading if 
studying their Word dally, after first; 
reviewing their dally memory versa* 
together. The younger ones nap too during! 
this time for about 1-1/2 hours,, but all tfoj 
children have another 30 minutes of Wordtlwl \ 
before bed at night. If no teacher i\ 
available for classtlme during the day, the/j 
read "school" assignments tool I alternafe; 
the assignments at times, so that they«fr 

read K7K 3, then a certain portion fronts 
"Rhyme Bock", then KTK 4, for example. 

Of course, this list can expand fc 
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other good projects, l e . , GN books (whole or 
portions assigned), Kfdz TK A Pubs Index for 
theme studies ( In Pubdex), Pubdex Themes-
specific M_'s assigned by category, special­
ly chosen parts of FSM, Dlto A Techl chap­
ters on teaching t ips, etc. but we do close­
ly oversee each child's reading project A 
they do not read pubs without permfssIon-
Try I t l I t ' s been a great blessing to our 
klds here A ensures that they grow A feed 
dally In the Word! PTLI
