We didn't have
any videos, any TVs, hardly any tape
recorders, no wine & no sext (Peter: No
bedrooms, either!) Rlghtl Mast of us slept
toge-ther communally on the floor In sleeping
bags, boys In one room, girls In another. We
didn't have any. of these thlngsl All we had
was the Word! But that was enough, because
I t was satTsfylng 4 fuTf111Ingl We didn't
need anything else, we didn't even think
about I t or want I t l We gave I t al l up!

NOBODY HAD ANY MDNEY BACK THEN FOR
ANYTHINSI Sonet I me s the food wasn't so good!
We hardly even had any clothes. Just scme-
oody's old castoffs. (Sara: We only had a
shower every t*o weeks.) Nobody worried

_about those things,* I think most everyone
turned out pretty well. I t didn't damage us
permanently for l i fe Just because we ate
donated left-over donuts 4 white bread sand-
wiches day after day. Nobody got hurt from
I t 4 the Lord kept us. TTL!

IT WAS A HArD LIFE, IT WAS RIGOROUS, IT
WAS AN ARMY! Our mornings were spent In
Bible classes 4 then we went out witnessing
for 4-6 hours, then we brought visitors horns
4 continued to witness Into the night! I t
was hard! I t was rough! I t was a sacri-
f ice! But today, most of our Family Is not
required to sacrifice In this way, and. In
fact, have not even experienced this kind of
sacrifice. You sacrifice In a way, by
working hard out In the field witnessing,
but In most ways you have all you need 4
even much of what you want.

DJD SAID ONCE, "IT IS ONLY THE FIRST
GENERATION WHO FOUGHT & BLED & DIED FOR
FREEDOM WHO REALLY APPRECIATE IT! The next
generation didn't have to pay anything for
I t l They got I t free, so they weren't In-
terested In fighting 4 bleeding 4 dying for
I t ! Al I they wanted to do was enjoy I t ! The
second generation didn't have to pay as much
for I t , so they couldn't possibly appreciate
Its value."

STILL COSTS EACH OF US SOMETHING TO BE IN
THIS FAMILY! How revolutionary are you? Do
you even know what I t means to be
"revolutionary? Have you ever even read the
"Revolutionary Rules", much less llvad than?

Or are you Just here In the Family living
for Jesus because your parents are, or

maybe because I t ' s a pretty good way of l i fe
with a lot of blessings 4 benefits.

LIKE FAITHY BROUGHT OUT. THE WAY V€
LIVE IN mt< WAYS IS MUCH LIKE THE SYSTEM.
We have a l I the System conveniences 4 money
4 we even lock like the System because we've
had 1o shape up 4 clean up for PR. Sometimes
we look so similar to the System that you
kids are probably tempted to think, "What's
the difference? There's not that much d i f f -
erence!" You really do start to feel unrevo-
lutlonary after awhile I f you can't sing
loudly or I f you can't praise the Lord out-
loud or I f you can't practice some of our
nore radical doctrines openly, 4 I f you have
to dress I Ike the System 4 I Ive I Ike the
System 4 In many ways act like the System.
Outwardly you've got to be like everybody
else, 4 the only outward dlfference Is that
you go out witnessing. And even a few other
re I Iglous groups do thatl The days for being
weirdy beardy Jesus freaks are over, 4 as
Dad says, a real revolutionary must be revo-
lutionary enough to pretend not to be a
revolutionary when dealing with the System.
We do need to look somewhat System on the
outside In order to make I t possible to
continue to witness underground In the days
to come"-and even now.

SO IT'S NOT THAT WE WANT TO TAKE EVERY-
THING AWAY FRCM YOU NOW & MAKE YOU START
SLEEPINS ON THE FLOOR WITH 30 OTHERS IN A
GOLD UNHEATED WAREHOUSE, but you young
people 4 more recent arrivals need to be
conscious that our Family djjl sacrifice 4
that I f the time cones for you to do the
same, you shouldn't murmur 4 complain about
sacrificing 4 being revolutionary! We don't
suggest that everybody throw away everything
4 go back to the way things were 17 years
ago, but we should remember that "that's a
distinct posslbl I Ity 4 that we probably wl 11
need to do I t again someday!

MIDST OF A BATTLE HAS TO FOREGO LUXURIES &
EVEN M W OF WHAT ARE USUALLY CONSIDERED
NECESSITIES* They have to lay aside al I the
weights that would hinder them from gaining
the victory. Sacrif icial, revolutionary l iv-
ing shouldn't be something that 's completely
foreign to our people. Our attitude
shouldn't be, "Why should we have to give
al l this up? We deserve these things, we're
Christians 4 the Lord should be good to us 4
provide for us!"

You
young people have never even had a taste of
I t , but you need to see that there are. some
sacrifices that wl l I have to be made 4 you
need to be prepared for I t l You need to
learn a b i t about sacrifice 4 about having
to do without things I f necessary.

NING DAYS OF OUR REVOLUTION FOR JESUS IS
REALLY A HELP IN GIVING US BACK A VISION.
even I f we can't now exactly l ive In the
same style as before. We can't go back to
those days, but I f we' 11 Just ref lect on the
dedication 4 sacrlfloe of our f i r s t teens
we'II be challenged to be wl11 Ing to do the
same I f we're called upon to do I t . I t keeps
the vision before us 4 the goal a l i t t l e b i t
closer, otherwise we may tend to d r i f t away
from the real reasons that we are In this
Family.

Are you
will ing to fight 4 die 4 suffer 4 do
whatever I t tekes to carry on this war of
the Spir i t against the Systwi 4 Its evl 17
Are you willing to be tota l ly married to
Jesus, forsaking a l l other people 4 things
that would keep you apart from Him? In
sp i r i t are you I Ivlng ttiat way now?—With
the same wl11Ingress, the same dedication,
the same desire to serve Jesus with al I your

heart 4 soul 4 mind 4 spir i t no matter what?

NOBODY HAD ANY FREE TltE BACK THEN, we
didn't have any coffee, we didn't have any
wine, 4 we loved I t l Those f i rs t teens had
many more System hang-ups to forsake than
you present teens do! Most had been In the
System for 14, 16, 19 yearsi But they had to
stop a l l their Worldly habits Immediately,
no questions asked, no complaints, no
nothing I They had to drop out from doing
their own thing Into a completely different

YOU YOUNG PEOPLE HAVE TO DO THE SAME.

You have to drop In to wanting Jesus 4 the
Word 4 souls above all else. "Turn your
eyes upon Jesus. Lock full In His wonderful
face, 4 the things of this World wl 11 becom
very dim In the Light of His glory 4 grace."
So If we ask you young people to give up a
few of your old habits 4 hang-ups (It's
really the Lord that asks you) that's
nothing to what the early teens dldl Not
only the early teens at Huntlngton Beach,
but the whole Family sacrificed like that
back than!

But voy have to make a decision also: This
Is i i I'm going to follow, not Just because
my parents are In the Family, but because I
want to fol low the Lord! I want to be a
disciple of Jesus! I want to forsake what-
ever | need to, whether my things or my
Ideas or my bad habits or my time or my
loved ones! I want to fight 4 die for the
Truth!") That's right!

I THIMC ME ALL NEED TO RENEW OUR VISION
FOR SACRIFICIAL & REVOLUTIONARY LIVING,
BECAUSE ME HAVE IT PRETTY GOOD I These days,
for new disciples to drop out of their
System home 4 Into a Family Home does not
make such a drastic difference. This Is
especially true on poor fields! In fact. In
many cases It's a real step upward for babes
who Join, because our Families have videos 4
TVs 4 tape recorders 4 money 4 retreats 4
good food 4 al I kinds of freedans.—They
have all kinds of things! When tt>ey Join,
they no longer have to slave away anymore at
a dally Job for hours 4 hours with vary



I I t t l e pay, I Ike most of the people wo nave
Joining the Family now an accustomed t o .
Many are from poor oountrtes 4 they are
actually getting up In the World to Join one
of our Family Hares, 4 therefore not real ly
required to make much of a sacrif ice. But
I f the tin© cores when they hove to give I t
al I up. I t may be hard for a lot of then
oecause they've advanced their social status
In SORB ways. They are I Ivlng with "rich
Americans 4 rich foreigners!" Some have a
lot more things than they had before; even
the richer system kids didn't have as many
things materially as a lot of our Homes have
now.

IT'S G0IN3 TO BE A BIG SHOCK FOR A LOT
OF FECPLE TO EVENTWJLY HAVE TO ME SOME
SACRIFICES & TO LIVE WITH A LOT LESS. Of
course I t ' s not only going to be the Family
that has to suffer deprivation 4 sacrifice

'material thlngsl—The whole World Is going
to be In that condition! I t ' s not going to
look like only the Family Is poor 4 deprived
4 everybody else Is so r ich. I t ' s going to
happen to everybodyl In fact, the Lord wl 11
probably bless the Family morel But s t i l l
there's going to come a tlma when I t ' s going
to gat worse 4 when the Lord's people are
going to have to f lee, 4 conditions are
going to be a lot rougher for the Family
than other people, especially In the End. So
we're al I going to have to somehow be pre-
pared for some sacrifices!

WE'RE PRETTY RICH 4 INCREASED IN GOODS
COMPARED TO WHAT WE USED TO BE A I'M NOT SO
SURE IT'S SO GOOD FOR US SPIRITUULYI Of
course. In some ways I t ' s necessary for the
reasons we brought out before, 4 also be-
cause we're winning a different class of
people than we did In the Early Days. The
hippies were glad to Join an "any old pad*1

type of I I f e . But there are some advantages
to having a l i t t l e more "respectability" for
PR I FFIng 4 for reaching the top & their
children. The Lord seems to be blessing us
material ly so we can appeal more to System
people who look so much on the outward ap-
pearance.

OF CORSE THERE'S A DANGER IN LOCKING
TOO GOOD, because here you're supposed to
nave forsaken everything to I Ive for the
Lord, 4 your friends & fish & kings 4 queens
may wonder how you could have done that 4
st 111 have so much. There has to be seme
kind of balance. I f you can take them Into
your house 4 say, l o o k , we provisioned this
A the Lord sent us this 4 we also provision-
ed that 4 our other king gave us th is , I the
Lord supplied this by a miracle," that 's
different. You should show then that the
Lord real ly did provide I t , that you gave up
everything In order to I Ive for Jesus 4 He

blessed you & provided for you & gave you
back much more In return. But I f you look
too rich & you have even more than they do,
they're not going to feel much like helping
you I

THAT'S THE THINS ABOUT KINGS & FISH,
THEY DON'T WANT TO GIVE TO A FAILURE, but
neither do they want to give to people who
look like they don't need anything, who are
even more successful than they are. So
there's a balance 4 the balance Is to not be
greedy or overly mindful of material things
to where you t ry to col lect them Just for
themselves or for your own carnal desires.

YOUR MOTIVE SHOULDN'T BE TO GET THESE
THINGS JUST FOR THE CCMFORT OR THE LIMJRY OF
MATERIAL THINGS OR FOR WHAT OTHER PEOPLE
MIGHT THINK OF YOU! I f your motive Is rea l -
ly for the ministry's sake 4 the sake of the
Lord's work 4 accomplishing your Job, then
the Lord will bless 4 give you Just what you
need, 4 not too much 4 not too T i t t l e . PTLI

JUST DON'T LET THE MATERIAL BLESSINGS
THE LORD BESTOWS ON YOU BECOME SO IMPORTANT
to you that you can't give than up I f He
asks you to . Don't let the "cares of this
World 4 the deceltfulness of riches choke
the Word" (Mat.13:22) so that you become
unfruitful I Make sure that you have the
right attitude about those blessings 4 that
you Insti l that attitude Into others by your
good exaiplel The Word 4 Jesus must always
have f i r s t place In your heart 4 your
thoughts 4 your time.

SACRIFICE IN OUR LIVES SHOULD NOT BE
MERELY AN EXERCISE TO PROVE TO OURSELVES,
OTHERS OR THE LORD HOW SELF-DENYIN3 WE ARE 4
how righteous we are. We don't want to sac-
r i f i c e merely for the sake of sacrifice or
fry to earn merit with the Lord, as do mi I -
I Ions of poor people al I over the World who
try to reach God by Inf l ict ing upon them-
selves cruel tortures like whipping them-
selves 4 walking on nails 4 fasting for many
days to gain God's approval 4 favour 4 even
to t ry to earn their salvation or to show
others how righteous they are. For us sacri-
f ice 4 forsaking a l l 4 denying ourselves 4
taking up our cross are Just part of the
requirements for being a dedicated revolu-
tionary for Jesus, something we do when
called upon 4 necessary In the line of duty
In our l i f e as a Christian soldier In the
Lord's Army.

THE MOST JtfiSIMLTHING IN OUR LIFE
FOR JESUS IS NOT SACRIFICE, /LTHOUGH WE'LL
BE HAPPY TO SACRIFICE IF NECESSARY. THE K)$T

resulting In our obedience, submission,
yleldedness A a wil l ing s p i r i t . I f we have
these, we wil l be a true revolutionary for



Jesus. We won't have to worry about sacr i f i -
cing, because sacrifice wl 11 Just cow a s a
matter of course In our l i f e for Him, & when
we are cal led upon to sacrifice we* 11 do I t
because we love Him. I f we're wil l ing,
yielded 4 obedient we'11 be good soldiers
who aren't going to be entangled with the
things of this World or dragged down by
than, neither material wealth nor the per-
sonal weights of own selfish desires 4 a t t i -
tudes.
