INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT THE CHINESE LANGUAGE!
{from the China Newsletter by Nathanael & Peace Pillar; China V.8.'s}

Chinase is spoken by more peaple
than any gther language in the
world! Chinese has & universal wyit-
ten form, but its spoken form has
many regional dialects. By far the
most important Chinese dialect is
Mandarin which is spoken by more
than 400 mittion people through-
out the Chinese language area.

More than 95% of Chinese spear[;ers
live in The People's Republic o
China {Communist China}. Chinese
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'-‘Ve wamed to write you this note
about the things these Homes face,
as from the way things look in the
Letters (“Age of Pisces”. “Don’t
Drop Out—Drop In”, "“The Cost of
Flirty Fishing”, etc.) these works
seem almost like the avant-garde of
the way it will get to be maore and
maore all gver in the days to come.
So we thought you'd be interested
in our experiences out here so far.
{DAD: Amen!)

GETTING "SUCKED IN": This
seems to be a major battle of many
of these Homes—that is, if a brother
is spending eight or 50 hours a day
working in the system and with
systemites, 1t's a pretty powerful
spiritual influence to be exposed to
for very lang.

Chinese writing: Four thousand
years ago, the ancient Chinese
formed characters from pictures of
things they knew, such as the human
body, trees, plants, rocks, houses,
etc. Over a period of about 2,000
years, they simplified and re-propor-
tioned the pictues to be about the
same size and fit into a square. Of

only 28% have fewer than eight
strokes, the rest contain from nine
to 27 strokes each! Learning to
read and write Chinese is very diffi-
cult, but as Dad says: “The Chinese
are very smart people!” {350:129.)
“Old”* and “New” Chinese: In-
tent on transforming China into a
leading power, the Chinese Com-
munists gave unprecedented priority
to written language reform. A lang-
uage reform committee devised lists
of simplified charactees, and the
complicated forms of these charac-
ters were excluded from use by the
govenment in 1956, China now
uses these simplified characters,

commonly known as “new’” Chinese.

The traditional Chinese characters,
however, are still used by the mil-
lions of Chinese people living put-
gide Communist China, and this is
now known as “old” Chinese.

The Wonder Waorking Words in
Chinesa! The MO Letters are trans-
lated and typed in *“‘old” Chinese
for our disciples and GP distribution
because this is the form of Chinese
that will reach the people in Taiwan,
Hong Kong, Macau, Singapore,
Malaysia, Indonesia, ete. It is now
forbidden to bring written Chinese

literature of any kind, especially a
Bible, into Communist China. How-
ever, we're going to be doing special
MO Letter projects in “new” Chinese
that we'll be able to use now and in
the future for reaching the multi-
tudes in China!

We need your help to do the job!
There are 12 Homes in our VS area
of Taiwan, Hong Kong and Macau
who will directly support the Chin-
ese TCC, and we also want to serve .
other Homes in Asia and the Pacific
in countries with large Chinese pop-
ulations.
