There are also 
many days, I must say, when we 
feel it better t o let them stay 
h o m e St get more school ing St 
playt ime with M o m m y , as they 
can get bored if litnessing t o o 
much. It's important t o avoid 
that because we want 'm t o love 
it & not think of it as a chore. 
S o some days I leave'm h o m e , 
get out early t o litness 8t d o er­
rands & get h o m e as soon as pos­
sible, St this has been working 
well. 

WITNESSING TIP: After 2 
weeks in this t o w n w e w a n t e d 
t o go somewhere new. I'm so 
glad w e stayed, as it wasn't until 
the third week that we started 
t o get a lot of visitors St some 
g o o d fruit. It paid off for us to 
stay put as long as G o d wasn't 
leading e lsewhere or clos ing any 
doors here, St wait for Him t o 
work!

Viewmaster Bible slides on the 
side of the trailer. I highly rec­
ommend these for younger chil­
dren.

Dad says, "Movies can get y o u 
in a lot of places ." 

PROVISIONING T I P S : We 
always have a g o o d breakfast a t 
home & then whi le out try t o 
provision a g o o d meal b e t w e e n 
2-4 in the af ternoon before the 
managers g o h o m e St w h e n the 
restaurants aren't t o o crowded. 
Then later before bed the kids 
have just another light snack 
back at the trailer. We order

It's so excit ing to think 
of all that can be done, St what 
a tool it can be t o minister to 
neighbours, new bott les , friends, 
fish, contacts e tc . PTL! 

WELL, THO' WE'RE STILL 
VERY MUCH IN THE LEARN­
ING STAGE, we've written 
down a few tips St lessons which 
might be helpful for other VMs 
in the future. Letters like "Pic­
tures", "The Oh of Art", "Rev­
olutionary W o m e n " have some 
very good suggestions which 
apply t o filming. 

1. BEFORE Y O U S T A R T be 
sure that you check all your 
equipment, that all is function­
ing properly before you get ev­
eryone "on stage", as finding 
out that the mike is broken or 
a part not working can make ev­
eryone, especially the children, 
nervous St restless. 

BEWARE OF CHEAP EQUIP­
MENT (microphones St earphone) 
which will o f ten break easily. 
It is worth it in the long run t o 
get a good tripod for your cam­
era (so your image does not 
move), a good set of earphones 
(so y o u can hear exactly the 
sound y o u are recording & make 
sure it c o m e s out nice St clear 
without distracting background 
noise), one or t w o g o o d mikes 
(if y o u have only one , "don't 
be lazy, pass the mike", other­
wise a bad soundtrack can make 
a whole good tape unuseable St 
hard t o fo l low) , some good 
lights. A s we recently learned 
with audio tapes, once you go 
into alt the expense of getting 
into video filming, 

IT IS WORTH GOOD QUAL­
ITY RECORDINGS! "If we're 
going into the v ideo business, 
we've got to do, it St d o it well, 
the way it ought to be done, 6< 
watch all these details so that 
we get it done right." Also, 

make sure y o u keep your bat­
tery pack full at all t imes so it 
won' t be deficient when needed. 

2. WHEN FILMING a H o m e 
or Unit , we found that it usually 
takes stopping the actual work 
for necessary t ime so everyone 
can gear themselves into the 
video, pray about what they 
want to say, make themselves 
pretty, be ready t o c o m e "on 
stage" when needed etc . Then 
y o u can get the H o m e together 
t o explain what y o u intend t o 
do St h o w y o u plan t o do it, & 
pump their suggestions. 

WE T R Y NOT TO SHOW 
V I D E O S OF OTHER HOMES 
B E F O R E H A N D , so they're not 
t empted t o fo l low the same pat­
tern, but a lways t o show the 
Home their o w n v ideo after­
wards, so they can see h o w it 
c o m e s out St "approve" it. 

3 . IT IS IMPORTANT T O 
SITUATE T H E ACTION, s o 
y o u can take a few shots of the 
area, the outs ide of the house , a 
group shot of the Home , present 
the couples St families together. 
Dad St Maria ment ioned that they 
like t o hear the interviewers' per­
sonal c o m m e n t on the people St 
situation, the history or any par­
ticular point of interest, 8t also 
they like t o see y o u as an inter­
viewer. 

S O IT'S IMPORTANT TO 
L E A V E ENOUGH SPACE TO 
FILM Y O U R S E L F while y o u in­
troduce Si/or take a few relevant 
shots of the house , street, city, 
etc. which will a l low y o u to dub 
over your personal word later on . 
But don't dub over someone talk­
ing or singing. When y o u want 
t o say something about this par­
ticular person, insert your com­
ment before orafter they are done. 

4. WHEN INTERVIEWING it 
is good to have a little t ime t o 
sit with the person interviewed 
St discuss with them what they'll 
want to say. It relaxes them t o 
k n o w that y o u can stop when 
they don't find the words or go 

back & start again if it doesn't 
c o m e out right. 

E N C O U R A G E THEM TO 
DRESS (OR U N D R E S S ! ) IN 
THEIR NICEST, put a little make 
up on, find a nice set-up for in­
terviewing, a clean inspiring area, 
maybe with flowers, but not t o o 
distracting. Changing set-up will 
show diverse aspects of the house 
Si give variety. 

A N INTERVIEW OF 5-10 MIN­
UTES per person is usually suffi­
cient. Try t o get everyone includ­
ing the children. However, when 
interviewing parents, avoid chil­
dren sitting o n their laps while 
they're talking, as it will distract 
both them St the viewer. Because 
it gets pretty intense, make sure 
everyone stays inspired Si relaxed 
Si somet imes a little glass of wine 
helps! 

5. S O U N D : Make sure the 
sound c o m e s out clear. Again, 
"don't be lazy, pass the mike"! 
The person w h o is talking should 
hold the mike close to their 
mouth . D o not trust the camera 
microphone, as it will most ly pick 
up the sound that y o u d o not 
want such as the outside noises 
(children, crickets, motorbikes 
etc . ) , which will distract from 
the main interest. G o o d ear­
phones will a l low you to hear ex­
actly what sound you're record­
ing. 

IN THE CASE OF FILMING 
A GROUP OR MEETING, Dad 
suggested we get a fishing rod to 
hang up the mike, so we can hear 
each person clearly. Get enough 
cord t o bring the microphone to 
their m o u t h . Never accept back­
ground noise, except it has a pur 
pose. 

MUSICAL B A C K G R O U N D 
CAN BE V E R Y NICE behind a 
commentary or as an introduc­
tion, but Dad Si Maria suggested 
using instrumental music only , 
soft ones ,wi thout words which 
could distract from what is being 
said. 

6. SHARP FOCUS: It is im
