And my s p e e c h and my p r e a c h i n g was 
n o t w i t h e n t i c i n g words o f man's 
w i sdom, b u t 1n d e m o n s t r a t i o n o f t h e 
S p i r i t and o f power: 

The e n t r a n c e o f Thy Words g i v e t h 
l i g h t ; I t g i v e t h u n d e r s t a n d i n g t o 
t h e s i m p l e . — P s . 1 1 9 : 1 3 0 . 

He t h a t hath t h e Son hath l i f e ; 
and he t h a t hath n o t t h e Son o f 
God hath n o t l i f e . 

Whether t h e r e f o r e y e e a t , o r 
d r i n k , o r w h a t s o e v e r y e d o , do a l l 
t o t h e g l o r y o f G o d . — I C o r . 1 0 : 3 1 . 

And a man's f o e s s h a l l be t h e y o f 
h i s own h o u s e h o l d . He t h a t l o v e t h 
f a t h e r o r mother more t h a n Me i s n o t 
worthy o f Me: And he t h a t l o v e t h son 
o r d a u g h t e r more than Me I s n o t 
wor thy o f He. 

Wherefore by t h e i r f r u i t s y e s h a l l 
know them. - - M t . 7 : 2 0 . 

For what s h a l l 1 t p r o f i t a man, 
I f he s h a l l g a i n t h e w h o l e w o r l d , 
and l o s e h i s own s o u l ? Or what s h a l l 
a man g i v e 1n e x c h a n g e f o r h i s 
s o u l ? 

And i f by g r a c e , then i s i t no 
more o f works : O t h e r w i s e g r a c e 1 s 
no more g r a c e . But i f 1 t be o f w o r k s , 
then i s i t no more g r a c e : O t h e r w i s e 
work 1s no more work. — R o . l l : 6 . 

And He s a i d t o them a l l , If any 
man w i l l come a f t e r Me, l e t him deny 
h i m s e l f , and t a k e up h i s c r o s s 
d a i l y , and f o l l o w Me. 

Not by works o f r i g h t e o u s n e s s 
which we have d o n e , but a c c o r d i n g t o 
His mercy He saved u s , by t h e wash ing 
o f r e g e n e r a t i o n , and r e n e w i n g o f t h e 
Holy G h o s t . — T i t u s 3 : 5 . 

If any man's work a b i d e which he 
hath b u i l t t h e r e u p o n , he s h a l l r e ­
c e i v e a r e w a r d . 

Whereas y e know n o t what s h a l l be 
on t h e morrow. For what i s y o u r 
l i f e ? It i s even a v a p o u r , t h a t a p ­
p e a r e d f o r a l i t t l e t i m e , and then 
v a n i s h e t h away. —James 4 : 1 4 . 

W h e r e f o r e , my b r e t h r e n , y e a l s o a r e 
become dead t o t h e law by t h e body o f 
C h r i s t ; t h a t y e s h o u l d be m a r r i e d t o 
a n o t h e r , e v e n t o Him who 1 s r a i s e d 
from t h e d e a d , t h a t we s h o u l d b r i n g 
f o r t h f r u i t u n t o G o d . — R o . 7 : 4 . 

Now when t h e y saw t h e b o l d n e s s o f 
P e t e r & J o h n , and p e r c e i v e d t h a t 
t h e y were u n l e a r n e d and I g n o r a n t men, 
t h e y m a r v e l l e d ; and t h e y t o o k know­
l e d g e o f them, t h a t t h e y had been 
w i t h J e s u s . — A c t s 4 : 1 3 .

Thy Word i s t r u e from t h e b e g i n ­
n i n g : and e v e r y o n e o f Thy r i g h t e o u s 
j u d g m e n t s e n d u r e t h f o r e v e r .

For we a r e l a b o u r e r s t o g e t h e r 
w i t h God: y e a r e God' s h u s b a n d r y , 
y e a r e God' s b u i l d i n g .
