We had c o m e t o M e x i c o in ' 7 8 , just af­
ter t h e R N R 8t t h e fami ly had received s o m e 
severe p e r s e c u t i o n & t h e work had been nearly 
e n d e d , a l m o s t all A m e r i c a n s d e p o r t e d & t h e 

* nat ional brethren scat tered & unsure of what 
t o d o . 

WE W E R E N ' T T O O S U R E O U R S E L V E S 
W H E N WE G O T T H E R E ! We had w a n t e d & 
n e e d e d a change drastical ly after 4 years of 
be ing in the " s h o w " group in Brazil. We had 
w a n t e d t o get t o t h e field & really b e miss ion­
aries again, living by fai th, see ing the Lord 
supp ly . We realised u p o n arriving in M e x i c o 
that it wasn' t go ing t o be easy! We didn't have 
h o m e support , had o n l y $ 4 0 left w h e n w e ar­
rived in t h e capital c i ty & with no o n e there t o 
m e e t us or h e l p us o n arriving! A n d there was 
def in i te ly no poss ib i l i ty of l i tnessing there in 
t h e capital as t h e m e m o r y of t h e Fami ly , 
" t h o s e bad p e o p l e " , was still very fresh & 
s trong in the p e o p l e ' s minds . We sang in res­
taurants . G e n t l e n e s s be ing 7 m o n t h s pregnant 
& myse l f wi th our then 2 kids & provis ioning 
every meal & s tay ing in h o t e l s the first weeks 
we were there. 

T H E N O N E N I G H T G E N T L E N E S S M E T 
A L A W Y E R whi le h i tch-h ik ing t o the Shera­
ton , w h o invited us t o c o m e live wi th him in 
his l ittle 2 - b e d r o o m apartment . He was single
