URGENT LESSON ON SECURITY! 
ONE LESSON WE LEARNED 

WHILE LIVING IN DAD'S HOUSE 
concerning security is how to handle 
"Certif ied" mail. One day the post­
man came to the gate with a certi­
fied letter for the owner of the 
house we were renting. When I an­
swered the gate, he asked me to 
sign for it, even though I was not 
the person it was addressed to. So 
I did, but later Dad said that— 

NO ONE SHOULD EVER SIGN 
FOR A CERTIFIED LETTER FOR 
SOMEONE ELSE! He said the let­
ter might have been some legal 
charge or something which the own­
er might not want to see! So this 
was a big lesson for me that I want­
ed to share with the Family at this 
time as, 

TWO TIMES RECENTLY, A 
LOCAL HOME BLEW IT ALONG 
THIS LINE! One time a guy show­
ed up at the door with a certified 
letter for an individual who was 
not living there. This letter con­
tained legal charges against the Fam­
ily for illegal distribution of litera­
ture. 

THE GUY CONVINCED THE 
SERVANT OF THE HOME TO 
SIGN ANYWAY, even though he 
was not the addressee. He used 
much pleading & convincing to get 
him to sign. Once he signed it, it 
was too late!—The system had de-
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livered the charges & the Home was 
in for trouble! 

IN ANOTHER CASE in the same 
Home, the Handmaiden went to 
the Post Office to pick up the mail 
& was notified that she should go to 
to the window to get a piece of 
certified mail. It was addressed 
simply "Family of Love" with the 
box number. (The box itself is not 
registered in the name of FOL, but 
in the names of two individuals!)

TO STERILISE OR NOT TO 
STERILISE? This is a rather con­
troversial subject. Some modern 
baby books de-emphasise it. But 
with so many of our new moms liv­
ing under difficult conditions such 
as in Third World countries or on 
the road or just setting up house 
etc., sterilising is needed, I believe. 
—For the first 3 months at least, 
and up to 6 months or more if 
travelling or in Third World coun­
tries.—Better safe than sorry! 

STEPS TO CLEANLINESS 
BOTTLES & NIPPLES WITH THE 

MEREST TRACE OF MILK left on 
them are liable to breed germs from 
bacteria in the milk and are harder 
to sterilise. This means that clean­
ing the bottle & nipple immediate­
ly after each use is a must! 

1. RINSE BOTTLE & NIPPLE in 

cold water to remove any leftover 
milk. Hot water makes the milk 
stick. (If you're unable to thoroughly-
wash the bottle immediately, be sure 
to at least fol low this step.) 

2. WASH YOUR HANDS & NAILS 
thoroughly with hot water 8t soap. 

3. RUB THE NIPPLES WITH 
TABLE SALT, inside & o u t This 
is t o remove the milk slime that 
always clings to the rubber even 
after rinsing. 

4. WASH BOTTLE well with 
clean, hot water & dish detergent, 
using a bottle brush. 

5. WASH NIPPLE in the same 
way with a nipple brush. You can 
make sure the hole is not blocked 
by putting your thumb over the 
opening & squeezing the water thru' . 

6. RINSE BOTTLE & NIPPLE 
well with hot or warm clear, clean 
water. 

7. DRAIN DRY. Avoid using tow­
els as they can harbour germs if not 
kept very clean.—Or put nipples & 
bottles immediately into sterilising 
vessel & sterilise.
