OUR THREE-DAY & NIGHT 
TREK BY 4 DIFFERENT TRAINS 
turned out to be a miracle every 
step of the way as the Lord raised 
up people continually, including 
train conductors themselves, through-

^ out the entire trip to help with tug-
£> gage & children (who were the keys 

to reaching everyone's hearts!) & al­
so supplying us with extra food, 
funds 8t special privileges! 

THO' THE TRIP WAS GENERAL­
LY QUITE HARD, we all survived 
the discomforts & sacrifices. We 
began to understand more fully Dad's 
favourite passage about the blessings 
of sacrifice: "I will not give unto the 
Lord of that which hath cost me 
nothing" & were truly thankful for 
being counted worthy to suffer these 
afflictions for a new pioneer field & 
its people & to grasp hold of the 
blessings awaiting us in "fighting the 
good fight of faith"! Hallelujah) 

AFTER ARRIVING IN MOROC­
CO, we spent only three nights in 
hotels before the Lord miraculously 
raised up some students from an up­
per class family who opened the 
doors of their hearts & homes in 
both housing & feeding all six of us! 
They are presently helping us out all 
they can in trying to get more per­
manently located with housing, job 
etc. It's such a blessing to be able to 
minister to such sweet people & to 
so quickly get such a first-hand took 
at how the people here really live. 

PLEASE PRAY FOR US in the 
Lord's prow&cxi O-f the 

sonnel, system employment & visas 
necessary to help us reach this needy 
field, where the labourers are few & 
the harvest truly plenteous!

Lessons from 
a Dropped~in 

Housewife! 
WE HAVE BEEN IN THIS CLOS­

ED COUNTRY for some months 
now & my husband R. has had 
to hold system jobs for cover & sup­
port. In this situation, we have en­
countered some battles that are not 
common on an open litnessinq & 
witnessing field. 

FIRST OF ALL, THE IDEA OF 
MY HUSBAND HAVING TO GET 
UP AT 7:00 A.M. every morning to 
go to work at a secular job was a 
psychological wrench. I know living 
underground has been in the Letters 
for some time, but as always, until 
the Lord makes us do it we don't 
really come to a full realisation of 
what's being said. 

ALONG WITH THIS, UNTIL RE­
CENTLY R. & I LIVED ALONE 
for the first time, with our two chil­
dren. This slowed down our FF'ing 
a bit, but mostly t found it difficult 
to be alone most of the day with 
the kids, especially in the summer­
time when the heat is so intense 
here that you can't even take the 
kids outside during the day! 

A THIRD PROBLEM WE EN­
COUNTERED was dealing with the 
pressure that working for a very un-
Godly boss & typical super-selfish 
systemites all day can put on a hus­
band. -Being tough enough to take 
it on the job & tender enough when 
back home with Mommy & the kids. 

BUT PTL1-THE LORD GAVE 
US SOLUTIONS which I'd like to 
share. First of all, 1 found that en­
couraging R. about his work and 
getting up with him to see him off 
to work really helped & unified us 
a tot. Then to break up the mono­
tony of the tfeys during the hot sum­
mer we started inviting people over 
for lunch as a way to minister to 
them when we couldn't get out with 
the kids. 

WE FOUND THAT IF WE SUR­
ROUND OURSELVES WITH VISIT­

ORS, it keeps us flowing & alive & 
from getting into a selfish little fam­
ily unit spirit. Now after nine 
months, we are intimately involved 
with quite a few people, so nearly 
every evening & quite a few after­
noons we have people over. 

WE MINISTER TO A LOT OF 
PEOPLE AS A "FAMILY".-Our 
kids play with their kids & I've 
learned how to relate to people as a 
housewife which bears a lot of good 
fruit in giving them the confidence 
to confide in me. We don't do much 
direct witnessing until people have 
known us for a white St we feel we 
can trust them, but just our way of 
life sure rubs off on them & they 
know what we stand fort PTL! As 
far as witnessing, the possibilities 
are limitless, even underground. It's 
a real "change the world" vision of 
slow planting. 

AS FAR AS THE PRESSURE OF 
JOBS, we believe we've found a 
solution with the men in our Home 
(we now have another couple with 
us) now working on the beginnings 
of our own company. So far, it's a 
real blessing as the Daddys have a 
lot more time for their kids. Both 
R. & I feet the most useful and 
fulfilled in this particular ministry 
than we have ever been in most of 
our years of serving the Lord! 

IF GOING UNDERGROUND does 
as much for others as it has for us 
tn helping us find a way to be a bless­
ing financially & still witness, it 
should only deepen our impact on 
the world as we influence that influen­
tial few Dad talked about in "Pisces". 

THANKS. DAD, FOR YOUR 
GREAT EXAMPLE of keeping go­
ing for God & helping us see how to 
adapt instead of giving up when 
there are still so many worlds to con­
quer & fruitful methods that we 
can use!

AFTER BEING SEVEN YEARS 
IN THE FAMILY. I found myself in 
the same oW rut. still trying to fit in 
me same mold-sleeping in bunk 
beds, following the daily routine, 
finding little freedom of expression 
and very seldom a quiet place to pray 
I felt I wasn't making the progress I 
should in my personal life, living this 
way for so long, at 28 years old! 

SO BY FAITH, I MOVED INTO 
THE HOME OF A FISH-FRIEND 
who provided me with my own free 
room. And I have taken a part-time 
job as a "social escort"! Often be­
fore, I had a hard time finding a fish­
ing partner as the other girls had 
dates or other duties. 

NOW I HAVE FOUND A WAY TO 
FF ON MY OWN, WITH PAY. and 
have met some very interesting, un­
usual and receptive, appreciative 
people, some of whom have received 
Jesus and made extra donations for 
the Work! Hallelujah! At first, I was 
paid only for wining and dining them 
and if they wanted sex afterwards, 
that was between me and the custom­
er. I was doing it for free, if I felt 
the burden. But now 1 get paid for 
that too, if it is arranged in advance 
with the escort service. 

NOW I MEET MEN WHO WANT 
LOVE SO BADLY that they're not 
too proud to go thru' an agency and 
pay for itl Whereas before, I had 
some fish who did not appreciate me 
no matter how much I gave them 

t-c «*- z- t cor* nn /w i th pro-
mfces" of donations, etc. Now. the 
ouys I meet know they can't be pos­
sessive, and appreciate what they can 
get, since they have to pay for it, es­
pecially here in Hong Kong where 
everyone is so money-minded! 

NOW I HAVE MORE MEN FALL­
ING IN LOVE with me and appre­
ciating my time more, believe it or 
notl-Because I have the Lord and I 
put everything I've got into it. 1 tell 

• them that in the daytime I do Chris­
tian volunteer work for the Family 
of Love and that we can go together 
on Sundays if they like for "The 
Church of Love". 

I DON'T KNOW HOW MUCH 
LONGER I CAN CONTINUE with 
this job, as I am one-month pregnantl 
•PTL! In the meantime, 1 also have 
an offer to go to China to teach Eng­
lish from an ex-university teacher 
from there. He was my first "custo­
mer" when I got the "escort" job! 
So PTL the horizons are limitless! 

RIGHT NOW, I LIKE "PLAYING 
FOR PAY" because the men appre­
ciate what they pay fori Then I can 
give'em the Lord! Also, the escort 
service is registered with the tourist 
board. In that way, it's pretty safe 
and most of the men I've met have 
been real gentlemen. One thing I 
understand, as Dad said, this work is 
dangerous and we're not playing 
games. At the same time, if I do 
get into any trouble I am separate 
from the Family and they don't have 
to get involved. I've met and been 
able to witness to all kinds of peo­
ple. Halleluiah! And I have some­
thing to give them all! Thanks to 
Jesus and the Words of David! •
