Witnessing Under The Covers! 
Discovering the Ins and Outs of Escort Work! 

From Fa & Joanna; Australia: 

WE RECENTLY HAD A BIG 
INSPIRING FF MEETING to 
discuss the possibilities & poten­
tials of escort work. First Joanna 
& I went "under the covers" to 
find out how the mechanics of 
the escort business works! 

FIRST I PHONED A LAW­
YER who told me that escort 
agencies & prostitution are legal 
here in Australia but that solicit' 
ing is not (walking down the 
streets to get paying customers 
& using your premises for the 
act of prostitution for money}. 

WE FOUND THAT THE EX­
PECTATION OF ESCORT 
AGENCIES DIFFER. For in­
stance in Malaysia the agencies 
only expect the girls to go to 
dmner/ntghtclubs/d rinks & finish 
the evening with a goodnight 
kiss; Sydney agencies expect the 
bait to get swallowed! Often 
you are paid according to the 
number of hours you ant with 
the man & you are expected to 
make love, altho' it is up to you 

within the first 10 minutes or 
so to decide if he is a sheep or 
a goat & act according to how 
the Lord leads. This job cer­
tainly keeps you desperate with 
the Lord, ha I 

BUT WE H A V E N T HAD A 
GOAT YET, PTLI In fact, be­
cause most of these men are 
sometimes desperate & have no 
choice but to hire a girl, we 
have found it extremely easy to 
lead 75% of them to the Lord! 
So alot of our time with them 
is not spent in bed, but talking, 
laughing, inspiring, opening their 
ayes to His new life. We have 
also given them selahed lit & 
once they're hooked they go to 
the agency & ask for us again & 
again. 

WORKING FOR THE AGEN­
CY, YOU HAVE TO BE CARE­
FUL TO ABIDE BY THEIR 
RULES, one of which usually is 
that you cannot see the men ex­
cept thru' the agency as long as 
you are working for that agency. 
But we do take the men's add­

resses so that when we quit the 
agency or leave, we can turn 
them over to another sister or to 
the Home for feeding. We have 
been counselling very closely 
with Amos OTest who is Servant 
of a Sydney Home who is encour­
aging us & the sheep with his 
burden for follow-up classes & 
Church of Love-so necessary to 
keep these fish fed & give them 
the sample. 

SO OUT OF OUR FF MEET­
ING St OUR 2 WEEKS OF PIO­
NEERING ESCORT WORK 
here are some conclusions: Be­
fore getting into escort work, we 
feel i t would be wise to first 
check into the legalities in your 
country. A possibility for Aus­
tralia because it is illegal to prac­
tise prostitution on your own pre­
mises, is to open a totally selah 
FF apartment just for FF'ing, 
with no formal lit lying around, 
using instead xeroxed typed cop­
ies or handwritten only, so that 
there would be no connections 
between the Work & the "under 
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
