Sir Charles Gore, 74, 
Industrialist in Britain 

LONDON. July 26 (AP) — Sir 
Charles Gore, 74, one of Ihe richest 

^, men in Britain, died today in the 
London Clinic, where he had been 
admitted 10 days ago. 

Often called "the nun with the 
Midas touch," Sir Charles built up 
a personal fortune estimated be­
tween £30 and £50 million ($70 to 
$120 million). 

He was born in the East End of 
London on Dec. 24, 1904. die son 
of a tailor who had fled from Rus­
sia during a wave of anti-Semitic vi­
olence at the turn of the century. 

Sir Charles 
astonished the financial world by 

his takeover techniques — acquir­
ing companies for a mixture of cash 
and shares, and developing their as­
sets and potential into flourishing 
successes. 

As the head of the £750 million 
Sears Holdings, his empire includ­
ed such enterprises as Selfridge's 
department store in London; the 
Bntish Shoe Corporation Ltd., the 
major force in footwear retailing in 
Britain; Mappin and Webb, and 
the William Hill chain of betting 
offices. 

Sir Charles had been living in 
Monte Carlo after having had a 
major operation. 

Sir Charles was knighted in 1971 
in recognition of his philanthropic 
activities. 

He was a supporter of Israel and 
presented the Israeli government 
with a check for £1 million for war 
relief after the 1967 war broke out.
