But If any man draw back, my soul 
shall have no pleasure in him. 

If 1t be so, our God whom we 
serve 1s able to deliver us from the 
burning fiery furnace, and He will 
deliver us out of thine hand, 0 king. 

And ye have forgotten the exhorta­
tion which speaketh unto you as unto 
children. My son, despise not thou 
the chastening of the Lord, nor feint 
when thou art rebuked of Him: 

But I say unto you. Love your 
enemies, bless them that curse you, 
do good to them that hate you, and 
pray for them which despitefully use 
you, and persecute you; 

When thou art in tribulation, and 
all these things are come upon thee, 
even in the latter days, if thou turn 
to the Lord thy God, and shalt be 
obedient unto His voice; 

Then they cry unto the Lord In their 
trouble, and He saveth them out of 
their distresses. He sent His Word, 
and healed them, and delivered them 
from their destructions.—Ps.107:19,20, 

The steps of a good man are ordered 
by the Lord: and he dellghteth In M s 
way. Though he fall, he shall not be 
utterly east down: For the Lord up-
holdeth him with His hand.

And I heard a great voice out of 
Heaven saying. Behold, the tabernacle 
of God Is with men, and He will dwell 
with them, and they shall be His peo­
ple, and God Himself shall be with 
them, and be their God.
