THE E N D OF 1979 T O GET 
A C A R A V A N & launch out on 
the road by faith, it proved to 
be the best decision we have 
made in a long time. Dad sure 
knows what he's talking about 
when he says that for families 
to continue to live by faith & 
serve the Lord full-time, we all 
need to get out on the road.

OUR F IRST N I G H T I N 
T O W N T H E L O R D L E D US T O 
A CHURCH & asked if we could

park on their property for a 
week & the minister gladly ob­
liged. We started ministering 
to them & God opened the 
doors. After our week was up 
I called another church that 
agreed to let us stay on their 
property for 2 more weeks.

Christian lady who operates a 
refuge house for children. When 
we did a few shows for her chil­
dren she opened up her heart & 
without our asking she gave us 
her own house to live in for a 
few weeks. This is where we are 
now 8i it's giving us a chance to 
fix up the van, repair our tents 
& generally clean things up. 

What a blessing, as we "follow 
God"! 

GOD'S PROVIS ION HAS 
BEEN SO ENCOURAGING. 
We have never missed a meal, but 
tike Dad said, sometimes it comes 
at the last minute. The children 
are all healthy with no sickness­
es, T T LI We have learned not 
to shirk any opportunities for 
eating out as lots of people in­
vite us for tea, lunch etc. Altho' 
the most idea! thing would be 
to buy food on a weekly basis, 
it's just not worked out that way 
Si the Lord is teaching us just to 
be thankful for our daily bread. 

THE C H I L D R E N ARE AL­
WAYS IN N E E D OF CLOTH­
ING & God's never failed. Sally 
provisioned shoes for the 3 old­
est & the man who runs the city 
mission where we did a show & 
took the Sunday service for the 
alcoholics gave us the choice of 
all the best clothing in his big 
warehouse. One of the main 
lessons learned thru' this has 
been to "seek first". This verse 
has become such a reality. We 
have also learned not to be af­
raid to ask. Every time we do 
a show we always make mention 
to someone what our needs are. 
We have learned to be very 
bold in this area. 

ALSO SINCE WE'VE DE­
CIDED TO S T A R T T I T H I N G 
15% starting this month the 
Lord has doubled our income 
from last month! You can't 
out give God! We still have ma-
•ly needs but have learned that 
God will supply when we need 
it most. 

WE'RE F R O N T L INE SOL­
DIERS & love every minute of 
it! Our main ministry is a sing­
ing minstrel one with the chil­
dren, but want to say first that 
the children love to litness too! 
To keep a balance we try to 
get downtown every Saturday 
morning when the most people 
are shopping & mass litness, 
really getting out the message, 
especially in small country cities. 

Among us we usually get out 
between 4-500 pieces. Our great­
est testimony so far has been 
that we are serving the Lord & 
living by faith as a family, & 
this is what most people com­
ment about on the street. So if 
possible we usually try to do 
everything together. 

WE H A V E A V E R Y SIMPLE 
L I T T L E SHOW that we can put 
together at a moment's notice. 
When we first started perform­
ing with our children a few years 
ago we were having them do 
the whole thing but found it 
was too much pressure on them 
& that if the adults share the 
load with singing & skits our 
children enjoy it more all 'round. 

WE'VE L E A R N E D TO BE 
ADAPTABLE as we get invita­
tions to sing at so many various 
sorts of institutions, schools etc. 
So far here in this city we've 
done 50 shows (about 7 a week) 
at such places as hospitals, old 
folks homes, children's homes, 
psychiatric hospital (adults only), 
schools, scripture classes, church­
es, youth clubs, city mission for 
alcoholics, Christian fellowships 
etc., & each place needs some­
thing a little different. 

WE F O U N D T H A T T H E 1ST 
10 M I N U T E S OF OUR SHOW 
we need to break the ice, so we 
start with our 2 best songs with 
the children followed by an ac­
tion song or participation with 
the audience, especially if there 
are children. By this time, every­
one is warmed up & can start 
getting across the message. We 
have 2 skits that have been very 
effective as a Salvation message. 
After the skits we do a few 
more songs & then I tell a story 
like Tommy which really has an 
effect. We try to keep the whole 
show simple & power-packed 8t 
not too drawn-out, to keep ev­
eryone sucking. Often we've 
been asked to stay longer than 
expected. 

MOST OF TH IS WE'VE 
L E A R N E D BY EXPERIENCE, 

but you never learn until you 
obey & we have found out that 
the more we do & obey, the 
more new inspiration the Lord 
gives us, plus new songs & ma­
terial. Doing these shows toge­
ther has kept us united & help­
ed us do everything together, 
like learning new songs, mem­
orising, witnessing etc. 

I CAN REMEMBER M A K I N G 
A PROMISE T O THE L O R D 
that if He opened the doors we 
wouldn't refuse one opportunity 
to minister. Well, He has kept 
us at our word as He is provid­
ing much more than we thought 
we were capable of doing. We 
do our part too as when we en­
ter a new town we get on the 
phone to schools, churches etc., 
& start making appointments, 
& God never fails. If we want 
to' be used by the Lord to the 
fullest, we have found the steps 
to be: Pray, then "ask & ye 
shall receive, seek & ye shall 
find, knock & it shall be opened 
unto you ." 

T H E 2 OLDEST C H I L D R E N 
ARE DOING SCHOOL BY 
CORRESPONDENCE (free 
here in Australia) under Sky's 
supervision. It takes up about 
an hour a day, & they are each 
way ahead of the system stand­
ard. Each place we go we take 
them to do something special so 
they can write up 8 news report 
for their correspondence teach­
er—such as a nature walk, visit­
ing a cave, a cheese factory & 
even a tour of an airplane where 
the children got to sit in the pi­
lot's seat, so our travels have 
been very exciting for us all. 
We pray our testimony will in­
spire other families to go out by 
faith because God wilt fulfill 
His promise to supply all our 
needs, if we obey! Love, Aaron, 
Sky 8t "The Happy Family".
