For a pioneering family in South America/ 

From Boaz & Kidron; S. Amer-

WE A R E SO THANKFUL 
FOR A L L THE MIRACLES the 
Lord has done over the past few 
months to enable us to move 
from one field to another here 
in South America with our little 
family of (now) 6 children, PTLI 
We wanted to share our testimo­
ny at this time to encourage 
other brethren, especially large 
families) 

ABOUT 8 MONTHS AGO 
WHILE STILL I N BOLIV IA we 
began praying desperately for 
the Lord to show us His will for 
us. Many of our doors there 
seemed to be closing.—The tele­
vision show on which our chil­
dren had been singing bi-weekly 
was suspended, & altho' they 
wanted us to continue singing on 
a new show they were planning, 
it kept getting postponed. Also 
our 6 months of rent-free housing 
were coming to an end & we had 
nowhsre to move to nor suffi­
cient funds to of ford to rent a 
place. And with 5 children & 1 
on the way we were having to 
evaluate our situation. 

WE H A D A B U R D E N T O 
RETURN T O A N O T H E R 
COUNTRY where we had spent 
a month prior to the RNR & 
had seen it was a very potential 
field for a children's singing min­
istry as well as a mobile ministry. 

A FEW DAYS LATER T H E R E 
WAS A COUP IN BOLIV IA fol­
lowed by a week of confusion 
with everything closed down, 
soldiers & tanks everywhere, 
shootings in the streets & threat 
of civil war. We talked to my 
parents by telephone & mention­
ed our desire to go to another 
country, & the following night 
my father called to say they had 
sent tickets for us all to our des­
tination, GBH! Two weeks lat-

er we were ready to leave. We 
had written a letter to some 
brethren there explaining our 
burden & asking if it would be 
possible for us to stay with them 
upon arrival until we got settled. 
At the very last minute a tele­
gram from them arrived saying 
"come", accompanied by their 
phone number. Halleluiah! 

W E A R R R I V E D I N O U R 
PRESENT F I E L D A M O N T H 
BEFORE CHRISTMAS & launch 
ed into a full-time ministry of 
singing & litnessing with the chil­
dren, mainly in restaurants & 
shopping centres. The Lord add­
ed 2 on-fire little girls to our 
singing group, the daughters of 
a couple who opened their Home 
to us. One day we sang in a 
textile store & the owner gave 
us enough material of our choice 
to make matching singing dress­
es for all the girls. On Christmas 
Day the children were able to do 
a show in a hospital, winning 
souls & distributing literature. 

AS T I M E WENT ON WE BE­
GAN TO PRAY ABOUT GET­
T ING MORE PERMANENT V I -
SAS to enable us to stay here. 
You can stay a maximum of 6 
months as a tourist, renewing 

your visa each month, after 
which you need to leave the 
country. In the past we would 
have left the country & re-enter­
ed again as tourists, but we were 
finding it increasingly difficult & 
expensive to travel with 5 chil­
dren & one on the way, & they 
warned us also that the borders 
were tightening up considerably 
in an effort to keep out foreign­
ers trying to come in to work. 

WE WERE T O L D T H A T WE 
WOULD NOT BE ALLOWED 
TO RE-ENTER AS TOURISTS. 
When we enquired about getting 
a long-term visa, we were told 
that it was extremely difficult 
to get but the fact that I was ex­
pecting a baby was the key, as 
according to their laws they 
have to let you stay if you have 
a child here. The advice 
we received was: Wait until the 
baby is born & then go apply 
for the visa. 

THE BABY A R R I V E D UN 
EXPECTEDLY A MONTH EAR 
LY, but thank the Lord was 
healthy, a beautiful little girl. 
However when we went to regis 
ter her they refused saying that 
a new law had been passed that 
only babies born to parents 
who were "residents" of the 
country could be registered as 
nationals.

WE'RE WRIT ING BECAUSE 
WE HAVE A QUESTION con­
cerning our field here. We ar­
rived in this country about 14 
months ago. We had been in­
formed that it was a "drop-in 
closed field" where we would 
have to take Jobs for cover & 
support. We understood this 
& hoped that we would be ab­
le to FF & witness despite the 
closed conditions. 

AS SOON AS WE A R R I V E D 
RIPHATH WAS ABLE T O GET 
WORK QUITE EASILY teach­
ing English & we also were able 
to get temporary resident work 
visas. Soon, however, Riphath 
found himself working full-
