DTD TIPS: " I t 's good to take 
down names & addresses of peo­
ple whom you consider to be 
the slightest bit receptive-those 
who smile back or give donations. 
You can give reasons such as: 
We need to know who has given 
& how much, & we need to write 
you a letter of appreciation, or 
we have to record who we have 
distributed to. For those who 
feel suspicious, write to them & 
thank them so they won't feel 
cheated. Also this is a good way 
to break the ice & make friends 
with many people whom you 
probably wouldn't know person­
ally if you didn't write to them 
first. This way they'll know 
you are concerned about them 
& they'll take the time to write 
you back. A self-explanatory 
letter of your work as an intro­
duction helps divide the sheep 
from the goats, & adding 10 peo­
ple to your mailing list a day is 
no problem. I don't know if 
many brothers & sisters have 
been doing this—my first en­
counter with the Family was 
thru' some sisters coming to my 
place to distribute lit & they 
didn't even try to contact me 
even when I let them know how 
interested I was. This could cause 
a lot of sheep to be lost."
