push together in this tremendous project, Ulus-
trkttng the Words of David!

—Keithor has any preceding generation ever 
needed, the Il lustrated Word BO greatly before, 
for we and our growing families a re to be God's 
strongest witnesses in the Endtime, s s "they 
lhat understand shall instruct many ."

The Lord promised in "Birthday Warning" 
and many other p rophe t ic Le t t e r s , that Vol­
umes would be published, and i t ' s cer tainly 
coming to p a s s , not only with the printed Word 
but also with these Dlustrated Volumes! 

We have been so encouraged recently at 
how Borne of you a r e doing such a good Job of 
editing the Let te rs for your TKs! Editing the 
Words down to fit a 4-page Komic is a rea l 
talent, and not everybody can do i t! For those 
of you who a re having trouble doing a c lea r , 
concise and eas i ly- readable Job of editing, why 
not ask your mate, or another brother or 
siBter to help you? 

Please also r e - r ead your final TK text to 
make su re that It flowB coherently ( is not d i s ­
jointed or jumps too suddenly from one thought 
to another ) , especially when you take sentences 
or thoughts from different pa r t s of the Let ter 
and put them together! Also, make sure that 
the line of thought between two paragraphs ( or 
blocks of text in your Komic ) does not change 
too abruptly, but always leads as smoothly as pos­
sible from one to another! Thankyou BO much! 

Another thing to avoid is having too much text 
with your i l lustrat ions. As mentioned previously, 
most other languages a re longer than English, so 
when your TK is translated. If the text was a l ­
ready wordy to begin with in the original it 
will be even longer in the translation. They will 
often have to print or type their text even 
smaller to make it all fit in, and this is some­
times far too small to be eas i ly- readable , e spec ­
ially for GP Komix! God help u s ! 

P lease don't go to the other extreme and 
have only a few words per page though, because 
we definitely want enough text included to help 
get the message across clearly. 

Dad and Marin say a good rule to follow would 
be that the amount of pictures and text on a 
page should be about equally divided. Sometimes 
you might have more and sometimes lees , d e ­
pending on the par t icular TK you a re working 
on. Sometimes you might want a full Cover i l lus­
tration, leaving you with only three pages Inside 
U> put in the rest of the Ulastralxaas *sri terr 

and in this case you may want a l i t t le more 
than just .half text per page. 

Dad and Maria a r e personal ly very pleased 
with the way that most of you are doing it, 

and are pretty satisfied with the balance between 
fttuslrat/ons and text lhat most of your TKs 
have. But p lease Just r emember , in general , 
to have about foajf feat and faajf p ic tures . 

Editing can be tremendously rewarding and 
enjoyable—though i t ' s often quite a bit of pick 
'n shovel work, and it hur ts somet imes to have 
to leave out some of Dad's Words . It even has 
its humourous moments . As Laban recently said 
when he finished doing a 6-page TK out of 37 
pages of text, " I t ' s l ike going into the crowd of 
5,000 and t rying to find the original S loaves 
and 3 f i shes !" —ha! 

Finally, h e r e a r e some helpful pointers on 
editing TKs from a note by Samson Warner 
( writ ten 1978 ). 

(1) Read the Let ter through a few t imes , 
each t ime underl ining ( or notating) the p a r t s 
that c a r r y the message of that par t icular Le t ­
te r In the most p r e c i s e , concise and abbrev i ­
ated form possible , 

(2) While doing t h i s , look for scenes that 
Dad descr ibes pictures that can be drawn with 
only brief captions to descr ibe them. 

(3) Sketch a rough "thumbnail" design for the 
layout of the ent i re Komlc. ("Thumbnai l" sketches 
a r e tiny rough ske tches that you make to plot 
out your basic ideas . ) In the rough sketches, you 

will not be trying to draw the final picture at 
this point jus t try to work out the idea of the 
drawing that will best i l lustrate the Words. 

Or , instead of doing tiny sketches, you 
can do them the exact s i r e of your final d raw­
ing. ThiB way, if you work out a sketch with 
the proport ions, details and l ines of action ex­
actly the way you want them to appear in your 
final i l lustrat ion, you can easily t ransfer them 
to your final a r t paper using the transfer tech­
nique described on pg. 179 of FN 39. 

(4) These quick rough sketches (used to 
plot out the basic layout and text placement of 
your TK) can be constantly re fe r red to as you 
execute your final drawings and handlettcrlng, 
though you will still need to refer to the text 
of the original Let ter frequently. 

(5) When trying to i l lustrate a brief 4-pg. 
TK for s t r ee t distribution, "draw the text 
around the p ic tures , don't draw the pictures in 
the space left over from too much text. In other 
words, draw big, full p ic tures with the a reas 
of text and word-balloons Bort of super- imposed 
on top of the picture. " 

Philippe la Plume sava. "I first read the 

sage then break down the different high points 
of the Let ter on the second reading. Last ly, 1 
choose the exact quotes that best desc r ibe the 
main thought* of the L e t t e r . " 

Whatever way the different Ar t i s t s go 
about editing the L e t t e r s , they all ag ree that 

attempting; to i l l u s t r a t e i t . ta * must? "F i l l 
up your hear t , and you won't have any trouble 
knowing what to s a y r — o r what to d r a w ! " 
("Stop, Look and L i s t e n ! " no. 74:6) 

P l e a s e r e m e m b e r that for GP Komlx. 
keeping It down to a 4 -pager is essential .! It 

is good to t ry keeping your DFO TKs down 
to 4 pages as well if you can, but p lease try 
not to exceed Jj. pages , and cer ta inly abso ­
lutely no more than ji p a g e s ! It can often be 
the "path of l e a s t r e s i s t ance" to le t your TK go 
on for page after page , with jus t a p ic ture o r 
two and a bit of t e x t — r a t h e r than to "work it 
o v e r " and make each page t> graphic p r e s e n t a ­
tion of text mixed with lo ts of p ic tures!—which 
Is what a Komic Book is supposed to be l ike , 
after al l . 
( Amen! Thanks, sons — a n d daughters— for 
your beautiful works of a r t ! Love 'm! — D.)

Nonetheless , some of our very bes t Ar t i s t s , in­
cluding Zebulun Geppetto, Laban, Abraham Snow­
man, Tiago, Jacques Elan and o the r s work this 
s ixe , o r only slightly l a r g e r . 

Caasi Athens recently wro te , "I just wanted 
to mention I 'm starting: to work normal s i r ed with 
Vol 4 , and i t ' s cut my work a lmos t In half. Of 
c o u r s e . I t ' s a bi t more difficult, but we rea l ized 
I was working a lmos t twice aa l a rge ; thus, a r e a -
wise . Inking, drawing, and even sc reen ing . It 

was m o r e cos t ly by far t ime-wi se , and even 
the expense of s c r e e n s ! I t w a s nea r ly dr iv ing 
me nu t s—-l ike for a 4 - p s g e r , it was l ike 
doing 8, and for an 8 - p a e e i \ — 1 6 ! Whew! 

And then on top of i t . losing; i t al l In r e d u c ­
t i o n — s u c h as In "Cas t Thy B r e a d ! " , where I'd 

en gotten so mln l scu le ! " Amen! God b less you Caas i ! 
£g (Don't m i s s C a a s i ' s even m o r e beautiful a r twork 

In the coming TK Volumes!) I would like to mention 
3 other good reasons for drawing s m a l l e r : 

(1) The Pos t Office has no p rob lems putting 
the smal l to med ium-s ized TK pkgs. in our P . O. 
Box, but the l a r g e r ones a r e often bent when they 
t ry to scrunch them in! If you jus t find It Impos ­
sible to work s m a l l e r , then p lease wr i t e on the ou t ­
side of your pkg. "No Doblar, por favor !" which 
means , in Spanish, " P l e a s e don' t bend!" 

(2) We a r e trying to be even m o r e Secur i ty-
Conscious all the t ime, and It goes without saying 
that the sma l l e r the pkg. , the l ess attention it 
will draw. 

(3) If you work f inal-print s i ze o r only a 
bit l a rge r , you can then use all the beautiful 
graduated Tone Screens , which just will not r e ­
produce well when done on a l a r g e r TK s ize . 

We ' r e truly thankful and grateful to all 
of you for so quickly changing to the new m a x ­
imum drawing s i ze , as requested in one of the 
las t Mags. (It was 19. 0 cm X 27. 3 cm. ) 

We would now like to reques t you p l ease , 
if a t a l l poss ible , to work no l a r g e r than a max­
imum of 17.0 cm X 2 4 . 6 c m . ( Leaving a one 
cm margin around each s ide , the total paper 
s ize will be © 19. 0 em X 26 .6 cm. ) This i s 
purely voluntary!—And if you can even work 

'MAKE IT EASY..." 
In conclusion, h e r e is a personal note from 

the photographer at the Spanish /Por tugese LIMM 
to a l l our Worldwide A r t i s t s : 

" God b l e s s you for all your hard work! Hope 
these tips will be a b less ing for the LIMMs and Lit 
P ICs that have to reproduce them (the TKs) ! 

Here i s one thing that would be a bless ing if the 
Ar t i s t s could follow in the le t te r ing of their Komix: 
If a Komic has only one s ize of le t ter ing, it is 
so easy to find the r ight propor t ions of the text 
and type i t But many different s izes of l e t t e r ­
ing means different propor t ions and lots of 
ex t r a work. ( Reducing a n d / o r en larg ing . ) 

Also, if the Ar t i s t puts too much t e x t — a n d 
the type o r the le t te r ing is very s m a l l — t h e t r a n s ­
la t ions , be ing always a l i t t le longer in o the r 
languages, will cause the type in these languages 
to be s m a l l e r than the English type, which in 
these ca se s Is a l ready very smal l . (This was 
mentioned on the f i rs t page, and is being r e ­
peated he re for emphas i s ! —Har t . ) 

The t rans la t ions could be edited also, but 
I t ' s not always easy , n o r i s it the bes t solu­
tion! If our LIMM could l e t t e r the Komix by 
hand, it wouldn't p r e sen t such a big problem, 
but we have to type them a l t , for lack of t i m e ! " 

Amen! God b less our hard-working LIMMera 
and L I T - P I C e r s ! As Dad said in a recen t Letter , 
"Do you try to make it easy for them to be good? 
Try to make their job as easy a s you can, try to 
help them all you c a n ! " ( 974 : 20 It 28.)

Praise the Lord! Here's another point to keep 
In mind when editing your TK text, particularly TKs 
list will be used in Lttnessing to the General Public. 
Whenever possible, please try to include a Salvation 
B3U*g£ »t the end. an invitation for them to receive 
J aim personally! Our Family's beautiful artwork, 
llluitrations of Dad's Letters on spiritual subjects, 
tax, childcare, economics and even heavy political 
subject* Is probably the best bait in the World I So 
please don't forget the hook! 

Don't Just "feed the fish"—meaning, letting them 
cat all our bajj without getting hooked! (549:10.) 
Remember."Jesus said. 'And I, if I be lifted up, I 
will draw all men unto Me.' (John 12:32.) Are we 
trying to draw them unto Jesus?"( ML 873.) 

As Dad said about the GP Komix, "These 
Komix really pack a wallop 1 They're extremely 
effective, very readable and almost irresistible!" 
(Seek First 697:12-13.) So please remember 
when you're doing your drawing, to also "dra,w 
the net"!--Halleluiah!—BO thev can be born again 
"through these illustrated Words in their hear ta . . . 
portrayed before their very eyes through your 
own Incomparable art , the wonder-working work 
of your fingers to delight the heart ol man and give 
him the Joy of Salvation!" (The Oh of Art 325A:26. > 

Even though certain Letters contain messages 
primarily intended to warn the nations, even these can 
have a short Salvation message on the end, as Laban 
did on the end of the TK "Which Way War?" and 
certainly TKs on spiritual subjects should contain a 
pjear call to receive Jesus 1 The Salvation "plug" need 
not be in as large lettering as the rest of the text, 
it could be in slightly smaller text—but whenever pos-
fble, please try to include it! Here is a sutptesled 
•ample—-probably a bit too long; but you can either 
print It fairly small, or else edit it down or change 
it to fit your individual TK. Dad's Words will be 
the sermon, so keep the hook short and to the point! 

If you are searching for the Truth a n d find your­
self unable to cope with this money-mad society 
which is hell-bound for destruction—receive Cod's 
Son, Jesu.s Christ. Into your heart today! fie alone 
can save your immortal soul, and give you Love, 
Joy,and Peace of mind both now and forever!

For those of you who Just do not have the 
gift of lettering neatly no matter how hard you 
try. why not ask your mate r r someone else nearby 
to do your lettering for YOU?

Most of you Jtre faithfully mailing to the new Box, 
and it makes things so much easier for us, so 
U..'s reminder is to those who may not have under­
stood.the instructions clearly. 

One other small point is: with the Artist Box, 
you need only write the address! Please do not 
write Attn. Hart or Attn. TK or anything else on 
the envelope, as all mail sent to this address 
comes directly to us anyway. Thankyou! 

The suggestion we made in the last Art Class 
to use dramatic black lines and shading instead of 
thin lines and pale Tone—did not mean to dis­
continue using Tone at aJL In fact, some Artists 
like Tlago and JuanJo do such beautiful, Tonework 
over their illustrations, that It almost looks like 
they're painting in colour 1 ( You can even mix 
cross-hatching and Tone aa Tiago now does! ) 
Juat work in the style lhat you personally feel best 
suited to, and that gets the message across In the 
most graphic way possible! 

Several Artists have suggested recently the 
Idea of working together with another Artist and 
family—to be able to live with others who share 
the same vision for illustrating the Words, and 
to band together for Fellowship as well as to pool 
ideas, resources and the financial burden. It 
sounds like a good idea, Let us know how it 
works out! 

In closing. I'd like to say a very big "Thankyou!" 
to all the dozens of new Artists who have answered 
our call for help in illustrating the TK Volumes! 
We now have well over 100 Artists! It's thrilling! 

Almost all the Letters have been assigned by 
now. so we would like to apollgise to some of you 
that we are unable to givv you as many Letters to 
illustrate as you would perhaps like! However, we 
truly do appreciate your help, and will give you as 
much to lllufl"'^te as possible! Ood bless you!
