£jin just a few months' time 
Owe were completely out from 
under the old rut we had 
been stuck in for so long. 
It was such a terrific feel­
ing to be free at last. But 
as Dad says, "The Enemy 
doesn't start shooting till 
you come over the top," £ 
he didn't waste any time in 
trying to attack us £ dis­
courage us in our efforts to 
flee. 

WE SOON roUND THAT JUST 
LITNESSINC ALONE WAS NOT 
GOING TO BE ENOUGH TO SUP­
PORT VS on the road, as well 
as enable us to build up the 
necessary funds to flee 
south. The people's hearts 
were growing colder, £ they 
were more £ more reluctant 
to give. It was then after 
desperate prayer that the 
Lord took us back to Dad's 
Letters in Hag 27 on booking 
the MWH Show. 

WHAT A HIRAC^ A? WE'VE 
FOUND THAT NOT ONLY HAS

the key to opening many 
other doors which in the 
past were difficult to open 
because of our similarity 
with other "cults" etc. HWH 
is in a class all by itself, 
£ we have found that in 
working for it people are 
very respectful to what we 
are trying to do with this 
show. PTL! Use it! 

WE HAVE FOUND AS DAD SAID, 
that many of the radio pro­
gram directors or station 
managers are indeed very 
busy men, £ to not expect 
to get an appointment for 
the very same day we get in 
town. Usually when I call 
them on the phone I ask for 
about 20 minutes of their 
time £ mention it's to lis­
ten to some demonstration 
tapes. They, for the most 
part, are very friendly £ 
are very public concious 
people. We donrt tell them 
any more than necessary over 
the phone, but save—the de­
tails for our appointment. 

KEEPING APPOINTMENTS ON, 
TIHE IS A MUST. £ we've 
found that following Dad's 
suggestion about being a 
little early can really be 
a blessing, £ possibly give 
you even a little more time 
to promote the program. 

BEING ORGANISED £ LOOKING 
SOMEWHAT PROFESSIONAL IN . 
WHAT YOU ARE DOING is ex­
tremely helpful,.but we also 
found that a lot of these 
people are pretty casual 
themselves, £ that it was 
to our disadvantage to be 
too overdressed or real 
churchy-looking when pre­
senting the show. In most 
cases, casual, neat £ clean 
clothes are sufficient. 

WE DIDN'T HAVE VERY HANY 
OF THE BROCHURES that MWM 
sent us £ weren't able to 
get any printed, so what we 
did was buy a real nice pho­
to album £ make up a nice 
portfolio of the MWM Show 
using pictures from vari­
ous Hags, etc. The first 
page consists of all the in­
fo about the show which is 
in the brochure, £ then on 
the next page we put the HWH 
stats that are now coming 
out in Hags. We change these 
as they come out, £ this has 
proven to be the most impor­
tant page that they all look 
at, as the statistics are 
very important to them £ 
have a great deal of influ­
ence in their decisions. Use 
those stats! 

THE REST OF THE PAGES CON­
SIST OF "WHAT THE LISTENERS 
§AY". quotes, pics, etc. 
Then in the back of our lit­
tle book I have two envelopes 
attached which contain booking 
cards £ envelopes already 
bearing the MWM .address. 

ALSO. WE HAD MWM BUSINESS 
CARDS PRINTED which have the 
C.P.O. address as well as our 
names S local address on 
them, as we found that many 
times they wanted to know if 
we had a business card we 
could leave with them. With 
everything all compacted into 
one nice little picture al­
bum, plus a book-type cas­
sette case that we keep the 
cassettes in, it all looks 
£ is very organised £ makes 
it easy to present. 

ANOTHER THING WE FOUND WAS 
THAT SOHETIHES THEY DIDN'T 
HAVE A TAPE RECORDER right 
in their offices, so now we 
simply bring in our own lit­
tle compact recorder with us, 
£ this helps in getting them 
to listen to a tape. Normal­
ly we follow Dad's suggestion 
i do not leave demonstration 
tapes with them, but occa­
sionally we have found that 
if it is the only radio sta­
tion in that area, £ for some 
reason or other we are going 
to be there for a few days, 
then we have left tapes with 
them. But we always tell them 
exactly when we'll be back to 
pick them up. Of course, be­
ing led of the Spirit is the 
most important thing, £ the 
privilege of working for 
HWM has given us terrific 
insight into dealing with 
the system; and the more we 
do it the more we learn. 

AFTER ARRIVING IN A NEW 
TOWN S SETTING UP OUR AP­
POINTMENT WITH THE LOCAL 
STATIONS. Saffron usually 
gets on the phone calling 
various churches in the area 
£ sharing with them what we 
do with HWM, £ telling them 
that we are missionaries 
who are working our way to 
Latin America to work with 
HWM there. 

WE NORMALLY TRY TO CALL THE 
CHURCHES THAT.HAVE HIP-WEEK 
SERVICES £ the denominations 
that have been receptive to 
us in past. Name dropping 
can be very helpful in this 
type of ministry, £ we al­
ways throw a little plug in 
about where else we have 
been £ other churches we've 
sung in £ the pastor, etc. 
WE USUALLY ASK THEM ABOUT 

THE POSSIBILITIES OF C0HIH3 
TO THEIR MID-WEEK OR EVEN 
SUNDAY NIGHT SERVICE, shar­
ing the vision of HWH £ its 
accomplishments around the 
world. Offering to sing E 
sharing some of the type of 
music on MWM is very helpful, 
£ of course your own personal 
testimony is one of the most 
powerful tools to use with

church pastors. We have 
found that most church pas­
tors are somewhat leary over 
the phone £ usually will 
want to meet us, which is to 
be expected. Again we use 
our HWH portfolio to help 
introduce ourselves £ our 
work. 

DURING THE SERVICES TO 
WHICH WE ARE INVITED, we usu 
ally share songs along with 
our personal testimonies, 
which include the HWM vision 
If at that time we already 
have the show booked we in­
vite people to listen for 
it, £ I usually ask for peo­
ple to correspond with me 
£ to monitor the airing of 
the show for us. This has 
worked really well for get­
ting names £ addresses for 
our monthly prayer-letter. 
We also have received some 
good donations from various 
churches, as they almost al­
ways feel obligated to help 
out; and one church has even 
offered to help sponsor us 
as we work toward Latin 
America. This offer really 
impressed on us how fruitful 
the church invasion ministry 
can be, but also the serious­
ness £ dangers of such a min­
istry. 

HWH IS CERTAINLY THE PER­

FECT TOOL FOR GETTING IN. 
but once in we have to be 
very careful to not associ­
ate ourselves with any "sect" 
or "cult", as they have been 
completely conditioned 
against anything even slight­
ly apart from the "norm",. 
Most of all, be prayerful! 
After leaving a church we 
immediately follow up with 
a little thank-you card for 
their help. 

USING OUR LITTLE HWH PORT­
FOLIO, along with our busi­
ness cards, has really open­
ed the door to increase our 
provisioning. Sometimes if 
we are going to be in a town 
for a number of days, we 
simply spend one of the 1st 
days going around to various 
restaurants £ sharing what 
we are doing £ asking them 
to help with a meal for one 
of the nights we are going 
to be there. In one town we 
were able to line up meals 
for each night of our stay. 

SO USING THE HWH MINISTRY 
HAS REALLY BEEN A BLESSING 
TO US. £ we want to thank 
all of those who work so 
hard to make it possible for 

-us to do it. Especially, 
thank you Dad £ Haria for 
grasping the vision £ pass-

. ing it on to us. We love 
you £ hope to do all we can 
to get this show on the air 
before fleeing south. 

WE BELIEVE THAT IF WE ARE 
JUST FAITHFUL TO DO ALL WE 
CAN TO GET MWM ON THE AIR 
here in-our own little cor­
ner of the world, the Lord 
will raise up the people to 
help us escape to the South 
in time. "But If Not", then 
we'll have the satisfaction 
of knowing we did the job 
here, £ we'll probably be 
home with the Lord. Either 
way we can't lose.
