HAY 21 WAS flUR DEPARTURE 
DATE FOR QUE «F.W FIELD in 
South America, so we pre­
pared for it by selling 
our trailer, van £ odds £ 
ends. When we got on the 
plane we met a nice elderly 
American lady who owned a 
plantation in the country 
where we were going. She 
told us what to expect, £ 
as we arrived we discovered 
that she couldn't speak any 
Spanish. So Andre1 helped 

her thru customs using his 
limited Spanish. 

SHE HELPED US AFTERWARDS 
BY HIRING A TAXI VAN TO 
TAKE ALL OF OUR t HER LUG­
GAGE TO A HOTEL. That was 
a real help, as taxi vans 
are very expensive—$50 a 
ride. We had hoped to be 
met at the airport by the 
Family already living In 
this city, but they hadn't 
received our letter to them. 
We had sent a donation with 
it, £ neither the letter 
nor the money arrived at 

their post office box. 
SO HELPING THIS ELDERLY 

LADY THRU CUSTOMS REALTY 
HELPED US TOO. We stayed 
at a hotel owned by a Bap­
tist family who immediately 
opened their arms to us £ 
the kids. The wife told us 
about a large house she had 
outside of town that was 
for rent, so after praying 
about it £ our not being 
able to contact the brethren 
thru their phone number— 
we didn't know if they were 
still in the country—we 
decided to rent the house. 

THE COUPLE SUPPLIED US 
WITH LOTS OF FURNITURE FOR 
THE HOUSE & we were all set. 
After living there for 2 
days the couple from the 
Family had gotten our note 
that we placed in Poste 
Restante for them £ they 
were really surprised to 
see how the Lord provided 

a place for us. The church 
people had also offered us 
a couple of teaching jobs 
which helped us get started. 

NOW WE ARE IN OUR THTMl 
MONTH HERE £ have left our 
first house £ moved together 
with the Family—a couple £ 
their 2 children.

It is the 
only U.S. territory in the 
Pacific where you can re­
ceive food stamps, free 
housing, etc.(besides of 
course the State of Hawaii).

APTS. OR HOUSES! Usually 
rent is between $?00-$300 
monthly for a furnished 2-
bedroom place, £ it is easy 
to find one. 
COST OF LIVING 

AIR FARE: From Calif, I 
think it's about $450 APEX 
(which means you purchase 
your ticket 3 weeks in ad­
vance). From Guam elsewhere 
it's about $260 to the Phil­
ippines, $188 to Japan, £ 
$310 to Hong Kong(all i-way). 

WELL. I HOPE THIS HELPS 
SOME FOR BITHIA £ anyone 
else considering a move to 
American territories. Hawaii 
is about the same, I spent 
5 years there when we first 
pioneered the islands almost 
9 1/2 years ago. However, 
housing is more expensive, 
welfare harder to obtain, £ 
it's a lot more expensive 
to get out of there when you 
decide where you want to go. 
Also the people are harder.
