No other food 
is quite so extraordinary as the or­
dinary, inexpensive, delicious, nu­
tritious and all but miraculous 
everyday egg. 

Its high-quality protein is amaz­
ingly complete, containing all of the 
essential amino acids, those build­
ing blocks necessary for growth and 
general good health. With the ex­
ception of vitamin C, all the vita­
mins are present, plus 13 minerals. 

Eggs provide quick, easily pre­
pared meals. Dieters especially 
appreciate the egg, which offers 
more protein per calorie than most 
other high-protein foods. 

What about the old bugaboo, 
cholesterol? "While excessive con­

sumption of eggs is inadvisable for 
people with high cholesterol levels," 
says famed heart surgeon Michael 
DeBakey, "individuals with normal 
cholesterol levels run no risk in en­
joying sensible amounts of this 
wonderful food." 

To test an egg for freshness, put 
it in a pan of hot water. If fresh, 
the egg will sink. And never buy 
cracked eggs; they can contain bac­
teria that will cause food poisoning. 

Experts do not recommend stor­
ing eggs in the special tray provided 
on many refrigerator doors. Fre­
quent opening and closing exposes 
the eggs to air. This hastens the 
loss of carbon dioxide, which in­
creases the air cells in the shell that 
flatten yolks and thins whites, 
causing unwanted middle age 
spread and decreasing flavour. 

Store eggs, large end up, in the 
carton in which they were bought, 
on the bottom or coldest shelf of 
the refrigerator. Eggs kept at room 
temperature lose more quality in 
one day than they do in a week in 
the refrigerator.

Braz i l , of 
course, speaks Portuguese or Brasil ian 8 even in Brazil 8 Portugal you can make yourself under­
stood I f you know Spanish. 

SPANISH IS THE MOST IMPORTANT ONE TO LEARN BECAUSE I t ' s not only spoken in almost a l l the 
countries of South America. Central America, Caribbean, but i t ' s also spoken in the Philippines 
8 of course there's also Spain. Even in some of the former Spanish possessions in North Africa 
Spanish is s t i l l understood. So you have a tremendous variety of choice of f ie lds in a l l kinds 
of climates who speak Spanish, as well as a tremendous variety of f ie lds in a l l kinds of climates 
who speak English:
