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RA3FU1IN (1*65-1917) has already been covered in Dad's L e t t e r , "Rasputin -
dtro? - Or Heel?" ( h o . 1 2 ) . He was known as a "mad monk" or Holy dev i l" 
with hea l ing powers, the power to perform mirac les 4 a great capaci ty for 
wine ft s ex ! His g r e a t e s t enemies were the Church of that day, who c o n t i n ­
ually denounced him aa a d e v i l ft wanted him s h o t , but he was always pro­
tected by the Cear ft Csarina. He waa a conf idante ft c o u n s e l l o r of the Czar 
ft once helped a v e r t war in 190b, when the Czar wanted to go to war over 
the annexation of the Baikane. And he might have helped to aver t World 
War I aa w e l l , but by an i n c r e d i b l e co inc idence Rasputin h imsel f was the 
vlotim of an a s s a s s i n a t i o n attempt a t p r e c i s e l y the same moment that 
Archduke Ferdinand was shot in S e r b i a . When be heard the news of the Caar'a 
order for m o b i l i s a t i o n he sent him a telegram (from the h o s p i t a l ) begging 
him to change h i s mind, but i t waa too l a t e . Austria had declared war on 
Serbia, and when the Czar m o b i l i s e d , Germany declared war on Russ ia . The 
Great War bad begun. In i y i 2 Rasputin to ld the Czar, "While I l i v e , your 
throne i s s a f e . I f I d i e , you w i l l l o s e your throne ft your l i f e . " A few 
years l a t e r he suddenly bad a premonition tha t the end was near ft had a-
notber v i s i o n . As he walked along the Neva River i t seemed to be red with 
the blood of the Grand Dukes. And he wrote a l e t t e r to the Czar to pro­
phesy that i f be was murdered by the Russian people then the throne would 
be safe f o r hundreds of years to come. But i f he was k i l l e d by the n o b l e s , 
d i s a s t e r would f o l l o w ; brother would k i l l brother ft none of the Czar's 
family would remain a l i v e f o r more than two yeara . Less than a month l a t e r 
Rasputin waa k i l l e d by the n o b i l i t y . And within two years Russia waa in 
the throes of the Bolshevik Revolut ion ft the Czar ft b i s family were a l l 
•urdered i n a c e l l a r i n Ekaterinburg. Rasput in ' s s trange prophecies had 
cone truel 

FRAHZ AMTOH KESMER ( 1 7 0 0 ' s ) was bee t known in h i s day aa a miraculoua 
8n healer - a l though today he i s far more renowned for having developed 
*• hypnotism, o r i g i n a l l y c a l l e d "mesrterlsm"! He seemed to be a godly man ft 

when h i s f r i e n d s aaked about h i s hea l ing a b i l i t y he s a i d , "There i s a 
force by meana of which the sou l can work upon a bodi ly organism." He 
a l so b e l i e v e d that the p a s t , present ft future were a l l one - and here 
r ight sow - and sa id t h a t "God a l o n e , beyond space ft t ime , s e e s every ­
thing." He a t t r i b u t e d part of h i s power to the force of magnetism ft once 
told a f r i e n d , "Some cosmic or magnetic power, not m e t a l l i c but animal , 
•oves through my body by meana of which I can h e a l . " A l o t of s i c k n e s s 
he a t t r i b u t e d to the people themse lves . "Half the people who consu l t us 
•re only i l l , " sa id Hesmer, "bscauee they imagine i t . With l e i a u r e enough 
ft money enough, they f a l l aick the moment they are borvd. people re fuse 
to l i v e a natura l l i f e , take too l i t t l e e x e r c i s e , eat deadly food . We 
have become divorced from n a t u r e . " In a day when moat p h y s i c i a n s healed 
by l e e c h e s ft magical po t ions i t d i d n ' t make him too popular with the 
sed ica l e s t a b l i s h m e n t , who arranged to have Kesmer e v i c t e d from both 
Austria ft Prance. Most of h i s l i f e was a f i g h t a g a i n s t ft f l i g h t from the 
sed ica l pro fe s s ion o f h i s day, who would not b e l i e v e h i s h e a l i n g s even 
though shown dozens of t i m e s . Ha f i n a l l y s e t t l e d down in Germany, where 
he wrote h ia l i f e ' s work ft d ied p e a c e f u l l y a t the age o f 78 . 

JOSTRADAMUS, Phys ic ian ft Prophet ( 1 5 0 5 - 1 5 6 6 ) . Nostradamus was a Jewish 
Christ ian ft one of the most remarkable men o f h i s day, both phys ic ian ft 
prophet. As a h e a l e r he performed miraculous cures ft p r a c t i s e d almost 
sodern medical t echn iques , a l though he l i v e d in an age steeped in super­
s t i t i o n , f e a r ft l e g e n d . Doctors of h i a day warded o f f the Black Death by 
magical meana. Bext to t h e i r s k i n s they wore rough co t ton s h i r t s soaked 
in seven magical l i q u i d a ft s t r i n e d with seven symbolic c o l o r s . Over t h i s 
went a heavy l e a t h e r Jerkin to keep out f o u l a i r . Many doc tors blamed the 
• tars for i l l n e s s e s ft b e l i e v e d that the plague could only be fought by 
a s t r o l o g i c a l meana. Like o ther c i t i z e n s , the doctor covered h imse l f with 

amulets ft charms ft a bone from the head of a toad was cons idered very 
b e n e f i c i a l . In c o n t r a s t to t h i s , Nostradamus was apparent ly a g r e a t 
b e l i e v e r i n c l e a n l i n e s s . Ht used a s e c r e t d i s i n f e c t a n t on h i s person 
ft a l s o used remedies based on the p r i n c i p l e of fumigat ion , e f f e c t i v e 
even today i n thoae parta of the world where the plague s t i l l e x i s t s , 
ha ordered r a t - i n f e c t e d areas to be burned ft f l e a - r i d d e n bedding to be 
des troyed , unheard-of meaeures in h ia dayt During h i s t r a v e l s through 
Europe he acquired the g i f t o f prophecy ft apent years w r i t i n g down the 
prophecies he r e c e i v e d . They were f i r s t publ i shed in 1555 ft brought him 
immediate fame throughout Western Europe. He was a devout Chris t ian ft 
in the preface to h ia book he made i t c l e a r t h a t the prophec ies were de ­
l i b e r a t e l y obscured. He s a i d , "Consider a lao the words of the true 
S a v i o u r , ' e a s t not your p e a r l s before swine '" , and he wrote to ensure 
that only those armed with the key of wisdom would c l e a r l y underatand. 
Among b i s prophecies be foresaw the French Revolution' 200 yeara before 
i t happened. He a lao predicted the death of Henry I I of England. Other 
prophecies were about Hapoleon, P a s t e u r , the Spanish c i v i l war, the 
Kennedys, Pope Paul , modern warfare ft the Ant i -Chr ie t l And f i n a l l y , N o s t r a ­
damus predic ted h i a own death . He l e f t I n s t r u c t i o n s f o r h i a b u r i a l ft a 
curse on anyone who might d i s t u r b h i s tomb, which he a l s o seems to havs 
p r e d i c t e d . During the French Revolut ion h ia tomb was v i o l a t e d ft the church 
in which i t had been placed waa d e s t r o y e d . He a lao p r e d i c t e d that h i s 
works would be more widely read a f t e r h i s death , which has c e r t a i n l y come 
true today I He seemed to be a r e a l prophet of God f o r h i e day!
