Thailand: 

WELL, IT WAS A FAIRLY 
EXCITING MONTH BEGIN­
NING WITH THE APRIL1ST 
ATTEMPTED M I L I T A R Y COUP! 
It was quite a surprise & taught 
us 1 few lessons. The main thing 
we've seen from it is how much 
the Lord must love the Thai peo­
ple to allow us to continue to 
burn free openly & freely, & that 
He is by no means finished here 
in Thailand. In fact, we've jutt 
begun to explode in new areas 
of witnessing! 

IT WAS A SERIOUS & SOB­
ER WARNING TO BE PRE­
PARED tho', as things can change 
so quickly. It's really a miracle 
that with all the military involv­
ed in the coup attempt that there 
was only one casualty, an inno­
cent civilian. We had prayed spe­
cifically for the poor soldiers 
caught in the middle of this in­
sanity, that the Lord would spare 
their lives, & He truly answered 
our prayers, PTL! So He's been 
merciful to the lost sheep in Thai­
land & has allowed us to continue 
on openly in this fruitful & excit­
ing field, TYJ! 

THE COUP OCCURRED AT 
2 A.M. ON A WEDNESDAY 
MORNING. In Bangkok, it was 
a normal day. The only visible 
evidence of a coup was that key 
buildings had a few soldiers & ar­
mored vehicles around them. 

There were no soldiers in the 
street & all was quite calm. The 
newspapers & radio stated that 
all was fine, that Prime Minister 
Prem had resigned. Parliament 
dismissed & political gatherings 
of over 5 people illegal. But ev­
erything In daily life seemed nor­
mal. 

T H A N K GOD FOR SHORT­
WAVE RADIOS) We soon found 
out from BBC & VOA that Prem 
had not resigned but was resist­
ing the coup & planning to fight. 
We also learned that the Royal 
Family was behind him & had 
joined him in the city of Korat. 
Calling other Homes we were 
surprised that only one was lis­
tening to BBC, & some did not 
even own a shortwave radio & 
were totally in the dark. We 
found that our shortwave was a 
real blessing in keeping up with 
the latest developments, as the 
coup had taken control of the 
radio network. Only later did 
Prem begin broadcasting from 
Korat & that was in Thai. So 
a shortwave is very important 
to have in time of emergency. 

THANKS TO DAD, ALL THE 
HOMES WERE PREPARED 
FOR SURVIVAL, so there were 
no worries there. Also everyone 
kept in close contact throughout 
the crisis, which without the 
Lord's mercy could have turned 
into something very serious. 

WEDNESDAY EVENING WE 

FELT BURDENED TO CRY 
OUT T O THE LORD T O HAVE 
HIS WAY, that the best govern­
ment would remain ih power. We 
felt led to pray for Prem who 
has seamed honest, tinosre & 
concerned for the problem* of 
the country & under whom the 
Family hat enjoyed freedom in 
all types of witnessing, that the 
Lord would give him courage, 
wisdom & a heart to handle mis 
situation, ft we prayed especially 
for the poor soldiers caught in 
the middle of it all that if it 
were possible none would be hurt. 
The quote that came to me was 
about the course of nations rest­
ing in our hands & that our pray­
ers could determine the outcome. 

BY FRIDAY MORNING 
THINGS BEGAN COMING T O 
A SWIFT CONCLUSION. At 
9 a.m. tanks moved up the street 
in front of our Home. Groups 
of heavily armed soldiers were 
placed about every 20 feet along 
the street Talking to them, we 
found they were Prem's soldiers 
& it was evident the coup attempt 
was over. By 11 a.m. Prem's 
soldiers had retaken the city, & 
by a miracle no shots were fired! 
By evening everything seemed 
back to normal. 

SO, GOD ANSWERS PRAY­
ER! We are convinced that be­
cause of Dad's prayers, our pray­
ers & the prayers of our Family 
around the world everything 
worked out quickly & above all 
peacefully, a real miracle! It 
seems the Lord has had mercy 
on the people of Thailand & is 
allowing us to continue on in 
this extremely fruitful ft definite­
ly exciting field!

We wanted to wr i te & share th is encoura­

ging testimony o f a speci f ic answer to 
speci f ic prayer. 

With the Greek Sumner, with I t s warm 
balnry evenings, coming to a gradual end, A 
cooler weather A ra in on the way, the need 
for a big comrnunal tent for Music With 
Meaning was get t ing c loser , & so a request 
was made to the Provisioning Home to get 
one as soon as possible. 

We began checking into the d i f f e r e n t 
p o s s i b i l i t i e s * what was ava i lab le l o c a l l y , 
checking the normal, n a t u r a l , reasonable, 
possible sources. . .but to no a v a i l ! What 
was ava i lab le was e i ther too smal l , too 
expensive, or 'out of reach ' . We t r i e d the 
G1rl Scouts, a UN refugee o f f i c e , tent 
makers, the U.S. Army base, S even a big 
construction company, e t c . ! The tent 
makers could, of course, make something, 
but the estimated cost for such a large 
tent was well over $1500, & not only t h a t , 
but the time 1t could take was ye t another 
f a c t o r , not to mention the question of 
q u a l i t y ! 

Time went by & the evenings i afternoons 
began to get cooler un t i l one Sunday F e l ­
lowship 1 t was very cool & no longer 
pleasant to gather outside in the "Love-
v l l l e Taverns" f, so everyone prayed des­
perately asking the Lord s p e c i f i c a l l y for 
a strong, ra in -proof , wind-proof ( learned 
from l a s t Winter 's experience wi th the 
make-shift communal tents) t e n t , big 
enough to hold everyone.. .and now!!! 

The next day Joy found a ChTVSren's Camp 
Ground in the yellow pages. She phoned and 
explained what was needed & asked i f they 
could help or had any Ideas, and the man 
offered almost Immediately that he had a 
50-square-meter tent & that he could Ipati

came back with not only a f i rm commitment 
of t h e i r help wi th the t e n t , but also a 
beaut i fu l testimony about the Lord's hand 
In th is couple's l i f e !
