And they started asking me who renewed this passport and 1 didn't 
te l l them the truth (because I t was renewed by one of my friends on the outside) and these 
people started beating me l ike I am not a human being and brought me to this J a i l ,

about and that Is : I met three friends here In this j a i l and they were from Ghana (Africa)

2 start moving with this man to te l l me more about Jesus and I became a good friend of this 

man because he sees that I love Jesus and I start making prayers with this man to receive 
Jesus In my heart. Praise the Lord! 

One day this friend gave me a book to read and the name of the book Is TRUE KOHIX, and 
immediately after he gave me this book I go Into my room and star t reading I t and the 1st 
day I couldn't sleep because what I was thinking about a l l Is In this book and I t Is true.
