floor level for air to come in or
for the gas to escape, and

another ventilation hole up high
in the ceiling or toward the ceil=-
ing. So be extremely careful with
any gas or oll stoves or appli-
ances of this nature and with
apen fires.

35, YOU, AS THE SAFETY AND
HANDYMAN, NEED TO BE NOTIFIED OF
THE SMELL OF GAS in your house
and investigate it immediately,
because there could be a gas leak
which could hurt or kill someone.
So maintaining proper ventilation
is extremely important.

36. LD BE SURE THAT
GARBAG EVERY DAY.
You should know the garbage man's
schedule and make sure that the
trash cans are outside at the
pickup time. Every trash can
should be lined with a new plas=-
tic bag as soon as you empty it.
