ums. We didn't rule out the possibility of using professional studios, but Tor many
reasons of convenience, cost, travel & the greatest “freedom of expression” we wanted to
see if it would be possible for us to have bur own home studio. The results have been
fantastic & fully used for God's glory!

We certainly are an impossible situation here, which makes us &1l the more ridigulous
yet God has blessed & used 1t, #n encouraging miracle! We are a large family of 10 living
in two small flats, one of which Isn't even ours now, a3 we're awaiting the owner's
possession. Yet this very thing made & vacant room possible, & the Lord has helped us to
hald on to Lhis very temporary situation long engugh to really get rolling, TTL!

Taking & very tentative step, Joey hung & clothes 1ine around the walls of the room
& hung up blankets on each wall. Carpetting, with thick under-carpetting, cut out the ‘
spartment nofses from below. At first we put o mattress in the outside door b window of the
room, but we needed the mattress for a bed, so took that down, a5 we have from time to time
some of the blanketing, & miraculously haven't noticed it to cause any problems, Though
we realise 1t 15 perhaps not the ideal situatfon, we really thought 1t would be encouraging
to others that the lack of ideal conditions needn't hinder their falth!
