1 . WELL. THIS DREAM WAS JUST SO UTTERLY 
CLEAR! I irean I t was, I guess I was rea l l y 
arguing with the Lord that I couldn't forget 
anything, but He kept t e l l i n g me I would 
forget I t . And I guess He deliberately made 
me forget I t jus t as a punishment, a lesson. 
I thought, w e l l , I might forget a few l i t t l e 
detai ls or something but I ' l l certainly 
never forget that name!

LITTLE BUTTON THAT JUST ERASED IT. JUST 
DELIBERATELY ERASED IT BECAUSE OF DISOBEDI­
ENCE I I t was a lesson on fa i th 4 dlsobedl-
enoe, I wouldn't be I leva what the Lord was 
t e l l I n g me, or whoever I t was. Of course I t 
was a l l the Lord, probably Abrahlm, saying 
that I must record I t r igh t then, 4 must 
wake up 4 f ind the tape recorder or wake 
you. But t h a t ' s the last thing I wanted t o 
do, because you were so sick, 4 so I argued, 

3 . "NO. NO. I COULDN'T POSSIBLY FORGET IT1 
LOCK. I CAN SEE THE WORD. I CAN SPELL IT 
OUT! I ' l l never forget I t , Impossible!" I 
f Igured, you know, whenever I get those key 
words, then I always can recal l the drean I f 
I have the key word tha t unlocks the door 
that opens up the picture , 4 I Just couldn't 
believe I could forget I t l So I d idn ' t obey 
because I d idn ' t bel ieve, see, a lesson on 
f a i t h . I t ' s a lesson In unbelief, because I 
wouldn't believe that I could forget. 

4 . THE LORD WAS TELLING >€. "YOU'RE GOING 

TO FORGET"—probably because He was going t o 
make me forget I t because I wouldn't obey! 
Therefore I d idn ' t obey 4 I d idn' t get a 
tape recorder 4 I d idn ' t t e l l I t r igh t then. 
I f I 'd to ld I t r ight then, I could have 
recal led, I'm sure, a lot of other things 
the Lord would have helped me recal I , a l I 
the other things about the revelat ion. 

5. IT WAS REALLY M3RE LIKE A REVELATION 
THAN A DREAM. I mean I t was I Ike I t was 
actual ly happening, you know, 4 I was dis­
cussing I t with the Lord 4 He was t e l I I n g me 
these things j u s t l ike He was narrating the 
whole thing about th is nane 4 what I t would 
do, what kind of a devll-god I t had been 
down through history 4 Its relationships 4 
historical Influence 4 methods In the v a r i ­
ous cultures e t c . 

6 . IT WAS JUST LIKE A HISTORY OF THIS GOD. 
AMAZING THINGS. IT WAS ALL SO CLEAR! I 
thought, "Oh, I can never forget tha t ! " 
Which shows I t was j u s t l ike a miracle that 
He made me forget I t delIberately because I 
was disobedient. He wouldn't hat me remember 
I t , especially that name! I mean that was 
so clear I couldn't possibly, normally na­
tural ly , have possibly forgotten that word! 
But He del Iberately made me forget I t as a 
punishment for not obeying, for not making 
the I I t t l e saorlf loe t o wake up 4 get a tape 
recorder even I f I t woke you up. 

7. THAT WORD WAS AS CLEAR AS IT COULD BE! 
I could see i t , I could spell I t , I could 
hear I t l I t was jus t plain as day, a simple 
I I t t l e word, a short word certainly not more 
than one or two syltables, 4 I t began with 
"A". But a l I of a sudden the next morning 
when I woke up, sure enough, I had not only 
forgotten a l I the other detai ls but I had 
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even forgotten the word! 1 could j u s t hard­
ly bel ieve I t when I wdce up, I was so as­
tounded 4 so disgusted & mad a t myself 4 so 
ashaned at myself too for not obeylngl Be­
cause I knew I t was d e f i n i t e l y the Lord, 
that He was I I t e r a l l y del Iberate ly making me 
forget I t t o spank ma for not obeying, be­
cause I t was so obvious, I mean I t was so 
simple! 

8 . WELL. HE LET M£ REMEMBER THAT MICH 
ANYHCW, so I t must be He let me remember 
that much as a punishment I guess, as a 
spanking, so I 'd remember how I disobeyed 4 
how I wouldn't bel ieve Hlml (Maria: At least 
also t o t e l I us that a t least you got the 
reve la t ion . ) And I t ' s j u s t enough of a 
c lue, yes, enough of a c lue, yes! 

9 . WELL. THAT WAS OF OOURSE A BIG ANSWER 
TO PRAYER, my trouble the night before was 
not because of the way I was feel ing or that 
I was too hungry or anything, I t was Just 
the Devi I tha t had attacked ma! So tha t was 
a greet answer t o prayer 4 a re l lef I But 
then I could have gotten a l l tha t Interest­
ing story 4 de ta i ls about that horr ible god! 

10. (M»RIA: DO YOU KNOW AW REASON WHY IT 
WOULD HAVE BEEN A VIKINS GCD 4 NOT THE 
SPHJJW?) I don' t know, except that I t was 
I Ike I t was reminding me of a lot of other 
things, tha t I t was re la ted t o the Sphinx 4 
I t had something to do with the Sphinx, 4 I t 
was frcm tha t far back, even In Egypt. Now 
I don't think they even to ld us that on the 
Viking series about that god. I t was shown 
as a snake In my drean or reve la t ion . 

I t . (WRIA: AND IN YOUR DREAM IT WAS LIKE A 
SNAKE SITTING WITH ITS BACK TO YOU. SITTING 
ON ITS TAIL?) Yes, s i t t i n g on I ts t a l l , 
j u s t l ike I ts t a l l was upturned In the back, 
almost l ike a l i t t l e f a t l i za rd , but never­
theless a snake s i t t i n g on I ts t a l l , facing 
away frcm ma a I i t t l e b i t to the r i g h t . 
(Maria: Like he was a f ra id t o look at you?) 
Yes! Yes, j u s t I Ike he was a f ra id to look 
me In the eye but taunting me, del Iberately 
taunting me t o see t h i s , t o lock at his 
back, an ugly l i t t l e th ing! 

12. BUT THEN I REMEMBER SEEING IT CLEARLY. 
AS WELL AS THOSE EARLIEST GODS OF THE V I ­
KINGS, those ugly l i t t l e Idols! Remember 
those l i t t l e seated Idols , remember? Remem­
ber those I I t t l e ugly-lccklng Idols, some of 
them? I t ' s one of the ear ly ones I f not the 
f i r s t , maybe I t was the very f i r s t , the 
f i r s t one. I t was a l l about the i r gods 4 
s p i r i t s 4 names of the gods that they wor­
shipped 4 a l I , I t was sort of a history of 
t h e i r r e l I g l o n . 

13. ASHARAF OR ASHRAF. I KNOW I RFMEM3ERED 
THAT NAKE ALSO WHEN I SAW THE PICTURE. I 
remembered having heard that nana before, 

you know? I maan when I saw the movie, at 
that time I remembered ha/Ing heard tha t 
part icular name of tha t god before, but I 'd 
never heard I t that way as being one of the 
gods of the Vikings, I think I must have 
heard I t as being one of the gods of the 
Egyptians. (Maria: Oh, so I t had the same 
neme7) But then In my dream or revelat ion 
I t was Just as clear as anything that I t was 
th is part icular god. I t was l ike I saw the 
movie again, l ike I was seeing a picture of 
I t again, the l i t t l e god, ttie stupid l i t t l e 
Idol , which of course Is only a representa­
t ion of the actual demon-god or spir i t -god 
behind the Ido l . 

14. THAT'S WHY GCD HATES THEM, because 
I t ' s not that the Idols are anything, but 
because I t ' s a manifestation or representa­
t ion of that demon, see, that they f a l I down 
4 worship 4 fear, that they l i t e r a l l y draw a 
picture of I t or make an Idol of I t 4 then 
worship I t l That's what the Lord doesn't 
l ike about Idolatry I'm sure, that they 
visual ise I t 4 make pictures 4 statues 4 
Idols of those demons so they can worship 
ttiem! That's what must make the Lord so 
angry! 

15. AND HE WAS EXPLAINING TO ME ALL ABOUT 
HOW IT WAS THIS PARTICULAR GCD 4 BY THAT 
PARTICULAR NAME. 4 I t ' s jus t I ike He was 
t e l l i n g me his whole history, l ike seeing a 
movie or a video or something. And i t was 
so simple with such a simple I I t t l e name, I 
d idn ' t dream I 'd ever be able t o forget I t ! 
So I t had to be an act of God that I forgot 
i t , He del iberately just erased I t ! He jus t 
le t me remember enough Just to t a n t a l I s e me 
4 tease me 4 teach me a lesson for not 
obeying, because I d idn ' t think I t was pos­
sible that I could forget . 

16. IN OTHER WORDS. THE LORD TOLD ME. IN A 
SENSE. THAT THE IMPOSSIBLE WAS COINS TO 
HAPPEN, but I wouldn't bel ieve I t , t ha t I 
could possibly forget i t ! I would have had 
to go by pure f a i th to obey, because I 
d idn ' t believe I could forget i t , I t wasn't 
natural for me to forget I t , i t wasn't nor­
mal, i t was so clear 4 so p l a i n ! But He let 
me forget I t , I mean He del iberately ap­
parently erased I t frcm my mind so I can ' t 
remember I t , except for jus t that much, jus t 
to tease 4 tanta l Ise 4 punish me 4 spank me 
for forget t ing, for not obeying. He de l Ib ­
erate ly made ma forget I t . 

17. BUT I'M SIRE HE'S LEFT THAT MICH Cf A 
CLLE SO THAT WE CAN FIND OUT. He's tha t 
merci fu l , thank the Lord, that now, a f te r He 
made I t real easy for us In the revelat ions, 
that now He's going t o make I t hard for us 
t o f ind out, now we're rea l l y going t o have 
to work for I t . I t was pure grace before. 

i t s a pure g i f t from God, because I wantec 
t o know what caused ire t o be sick, but I he 
no Idea I t was s p i r i t u a l . I was going t o 
sleep tha t night thinking about I t , asking 
the Lord, "Now what could I have done, whal 
was I t , was I t the posit ion I was s i t t i n g 
In? You know, a l l kinds of natural things, 
never dreaming r e a l l y tha t I t was an abso­
lute d i rec t dlabol leal sp i r i tua l attack, 
purely s p i r i t u a l , 4 had nothing to do with 
the physical , what I a te or my position or 
my condition or time of day or anything, tx. 
that i t was j u s t a d i rec t sp i r i tua l attack 
of the Devil or one of his devi ls ! 

' 8 - IT WAS SUCH A REVELATION TO FIND OUT 
THAT THAT'S WHAT IT WAS. I WAS SO AW2ED 4 
WAS SO THRU I m 4 EXCITED TO KNOW, that I 
could j u s t hardly wait t o t e l l you! But yc 
had been so sick I Just d idn ' t want t o wake 
you up, yet I t kept coming, "She'd be 
t h r i l l e d ! " We l l , I knew you would of 
course, but a t the sane time I knew you hac 
t o have your sleep. (Maria: Oh Fbney, I 
could have gotten I t l a t e r . ) I was Just 
t h r i l l e d to pieces tha t I had gotten I t , 11 
was so t h r i l l i n g , e x c i t i n g , a l l these side 
IInes 4 relat ionships 4 associations 4 his­
tory of t h i s thing 4 history of a l l t h a t , I 
I thought of course tha t , because of thai-
key word, I couldn't possibly forget the 
name, I 'd remember a l I the r e s t . 

19. BUT THE LORD. IT'S JUST LIKE HE W1PEC 
IT OFF THE SLATE. JUST WIPED IT CFF THE 
BLACKBOARD 4 JUST LEFT ONE LETTER 4 Just t t 
Idea, the general idea so I 'd remember thai 
I 'd had I t , tha t HB gave I t t o me, but I 
wouldn't obey, I wouldn't put I t down 4 I 
wouldn't make the sacr i f i ce to belleve i t c 
obey I t or do I t then. He has His times, h 
jus t apparently knew tha t that was the besl 
time t o do I t , In the st l11 of the middle c 
the night when i t was st l11 f resh. 

20. IT WAS A TEST OF FAITH. IT WAS A TEST 
OF OBEDIENCE 4 I FLUNKED IT. I PLUM3 FLUNXE 
JTI I wouldn't bel ieve tha t I could posslbl 
forget tha t , I j u s t wouldn't bel leve when F 
said, "You could forget I t ! " — "Ot\ no, no, 
I ' l l remember the name, I couldn't forget 
that nana. I t ' s as p la in as day!" (Maria: 
I t ' s a good lesson for a l l of us!) I irear 
I looked a t I t , I photographed i t In my 
memory, I spelled i t over 4 over again. "Nc 
Lord, I c a n ' t forget I t l Don't worry, I'm 
not going to forget I t . " But the Lord was 
trying t o get me t o bel leve what He said 4 
obey I t , 4 then teach me a lesson. Boy, I 
don't think I ' l l ever do that again! He's 
taught us a few lessons I Ike tha t before, 
where we d idn ' t obey r i g h t then 4 record I t 
r ight then 4 we forgot a lot of i t , or He 
had to remind us l a te r . Real ly . He d i d . 

2 1 . SO THAT. ALTHOUGH HE IS PUNISHING US 
RIGHT NOW FCR NOT OBEYING. I KNOW HE IS 
GOING TO HELP US EITHER REMEMBER IT OR DIS­
COVER IT OR FIND IT AGAIN. JUST SO WE'LL 
KNOW. But now we've got to do I t the hard 
way, through j u s t natural research 4 history 
4 combing through the books 4 the encyclope­
dias 4 stuff l ike that Instead of gett ing I t 
the easy way from the Lord. (Maria: Yes, 4 
In the r i g h t perspective.) 

22. HE WAS EXPLAINING ALL ABOUT HOW THIS 
DEMON HAS OPERATED 4 HOW IT RELATED SOMEHOW 
WITH THE SPHINX! (Maria: This was when you 
were asking the Lord about tha t stomach 
trouble?) I was asking the Lord what caused 
that acute Indigestion that I had las t 
night, I t j u s t h i t ma suddenly without any 
explanation whatsoever for no reason at a l I ! 
I was j u s t eating a I I t t l e cr isp piece of 
chicken a t the beginning of the meal 4 I t 
went down j u s t l i ke a kn i fe , real slowly for 
a long time 4 very very painful ly , almost 
causing me t o throw up. I t was the most 
severe pain I 've had since I don't know 
when! I thought I wasn't going to make I t . 

23. SO IN THE NIGHT I WAS PRAYING IN THE 
SPIRIT. APPARENTLY ASKING THE LORD WHAT 
CAUSED IT. 4 SUDDENLY TO MY SURPRISE HE 
GIVES NE THE NAME CF THIS DEVIL-GCOI Funny 
part about I t I s , I t ' s such a simple name 
that I thought I couldn't possibly forget 
I t , 4 I t kept being repeated 4 repeated 4 
repeated, 4 He went on 4 on In a narration 
explaining a l I o f his operations 4 tha t he 
was one of the gods of the Vikings 4 he was 
one of the i r Idols, 4 He kept t e l l I n g me I 'd 
better get up 4 find a tape recorder. I 
cer ta in ly wasn't going t o wake you, as sick 
as you've been, I was not going to wake you 
up. This voice jus t went on 4 on narrat ing 
the whole th ing, about how I t was respon­
s ib le for th is 4 tha t , 4 had come t o me for 
t h i s 4 that , 4 I thought how amazing, how 
wonderful, t h a t ' s jus t marvellous! I 
thought I couldn't possibly forget I t , that 
key word, that I ' l l never forget I t . I went 
over 4 over I t again. I t began with an "A". 

24. (MARIA: DO YOU REMEM3ER ANYTHING 
ELSE?) Honey, I 'm t ry ing to remember, I 
thought I couldn't possibly forget. I t kept 
coming to me, "You've got to record t h i s or 
you'11 forget I t . " I thought, "No, Lord, I 
couldn' t forget I t , t h a t one word, t h a t ' s 
such a shook, tha t one word Is so shocking 4 
amazing, that tha t power could have caused 
tha t t e r r i b l e Indigestion! I t couldn't be, 

I couldn't forget , t h i s one word wl 11 be the 
key word that wl11 open I t up 4 remind me o f 
everything."

26 . I MEAN IT WAS SO INFRESSIVE. A SHORT 
NAME. I CAN SEE THE IDOL YET, one of those 
l i t t l e short stubby ugly-looking Idols l ike 
we saw In the video about the Norseman V i ­
kings, 4 oh, I couldn't possibly forget I t 
because the name was repeated so many times, 
4 I went over the spel l ing 4 everything. I 
thought, " I ' l l spell I t 4 I ' l l think about 
I t 4 I ' l l repeat i t 4 then I can ' t possibly 
forget i t . " But I t kept coning to me j u s t 
I Ike a warning, j u s t as c lear as anything 
the voice kept warning me, "You're going to 
forget I t I f you don't put I t down now, 
you're going t o forget I t . " I j u s t couldn't 
bel ieve I was going t o forget I t , I t seemed 
Impossible, 4 I woke up th is morning 4 I had 
conpletBly forgotten I t , besides a l l the 
commentary! 

27 . ALL THAT I CAN REMEMBER IS THAT I HAO 
THE REVELATION 4 GOT THIS ANSWER, THIS WORD. 
THIS NAME. 4 I was having al I t h i s ccmmen-
tary about i t . I guess the Lord jus t pun­
ished me that way 4 jus t made me remember 
that I d idn ' t get i t , that I d idn ' t obey. Him 
4 put I t down, so I forgot. That 's Just 
t rag ic ! That was r e a l l y some revelat ion! I t 
was so logical 4 reasonable 4 I t j u s t went 
on 4 on a l l about t h i s devil-god 4 what he 
does, what he did 4 what he's responsible 
for 4 what his methods 4 operations are , how 
he was manifested In th is 4 tha t , 4 the 
h istory , 4 I mean i t was a whole big long 
thing!—And the name was repeated over 4 
over again! I thought, " I ' l l never 
forget the name!" 

28 . (MARIA: YOU SAY IT STARTED WITH "A"7) 
I know I t started with "A", I t was a short 
name too, l ike two sy l lab les . Oh, I f that 
I s n ' t something, I'm such a poor untrustwor­
thy channel I How the Lord ever uses me at 
a l l I don't know! Here I ask Him for the 
answer 4 He gives i t t o me, a big long 
answer a l l about I t with the name, 4 I don't 
wr i t e I t down or record I t , I wake up 4 
forget i t l I j u s t kept going over 4 over 4 
over I t again 4 again, 4 I thought, "Now I'IT 
going t o go over t h i s so I can ' t possibly 
forget I t , " 4 I 'd go over 4 over I t In my 
mind so i t was recorded in my mind so I 

couldn't possibly forget I t , 4 i t ' s gone! 
29. ALL I CAN REMEMBER IS THE GENERAL 

PRINCIPLE. I asked the Lord 4 He gave me 
I ts name 4 explained a l l about t h i s dei ty 4 
a l I about his powers, 4 how he's operated 
down through the centuries 4 history 4 
everything e lse , tha t he Is the one t h a t 
attacked ma! I t was actually an attack of 
the Dev i l ! (Maria: Yes, i t was quite amaz­
ing! I was praying for you 4 I f e l t led t o 
rea l l y rebuke the Enemy, rebuke the Devi I ! 
Because there was no real natural cause at 
a l I . ) I mean I 've eaten a l I kinds of things 
harder 4 rougher 4 more d i f f i c u l t t o digest 
4 everything. (Maria: Yes. And then I was 
thinking about I t l a te r , how some time when 
you're In the S p i r i t I should ask the Lord 
about that 4 what I t Is 4 what causes I t . ) 

30. WELL. HE GAVE THE ANSWER. HE GAVE THE 
ANSWER AS CLEAR AS CAN BE. THIS NAME 4 the 
power 4 a commentary a l I about who t h i s god 
was 4 what he does 4 what he did 4 how he 
operated, 4 I t was a l l so amazing. I t was 
enlightening 4 so logical 4 reasonable 4 
such a revelat ion! I j u s t thought, T h a t ' s 
wonderful, tha t ' s amazing, t h a t ' s marvel­
lous!" I was Just wondering a t the whole 
thing, i t was so c lear , 4 to have I t a l l 
along with his name, 4 I thought, " I 
couldn't possibly forget i t ! " I thought, 
'Tlow the name, I c a n ' t forget the name, 
therefore I f I remember the name I t wl11 
bring a l I th is back t o rre." And so when I 
d idn ' t get up 4 record I t , I t must have a l I 
been taken away, 4 I went back t o sleep! I t 
was a l I so clear 4 so amazing, I thought, 
how wonderful, how amazing, how true! 

3 1 . THE FUNNY THING ABOUT IT. IT WAS RE­
LATED TO THE SPHINX! I t ' s j u s t l ike seme 
sphincter muscle down there In that tube 
jus t closed up l ike that 4 wouldn't l e t the 
food pass through, Just l ike strangulation! 
(Maria: Oh, remember what you thought, r e ­
member you got something about that one time 
In regard to David wBttlng the bed!)("The 
Talisman!", No. 1369) 

32. THERE WAS THIS SHORT SNAKE ABOUT 18 
INCHES HIGH SITTING ON ITS TAIL! I mean 
th is reve la t ion, t h i s narration was marvel­
lous! He went through the whole history of 
th is god, th is demon-god, 4 a l I the way frcm 
the time of the Egyptians on down t o the 
Vikings 4 everything, 4 a l I I t s whole his­
tory 4 how i t has affected t h i s 4 that 4 the 
other, 4 the Lord j u s t as p la in as anything 
said, "This Is the thing tha t attacked you 
last n ight !" (Maria: What do we do about 
i t?) 

33. I MEAN YOU JUST NEVER. SHOULD NEVER 
HAVE AN~UNGUARDED MOMENT! Another th ing. I 
don't think we prayed before we ate last 

night. I t was before prayer, I was dishing 
up the food, 4 then we usually hold hands 4 
pray when we're ready to eat , but as I was 
dishing up the food some of these l i t t l e 
crumbs 4 crusty pieces were f a l I I ng down 4 I 
d idn ' t want t o lose them, you know me, I'm 
always picking up the crumbs, I don't want 
t o waste anything, so I began popping them 
In my mouth. 

34. I GUESS IT WAS SOME KIND OF A DEMON OF 
GLUTTONY OR SOUTHING! (Maria: Oh, Honey! 
You're not gluttonous!) Well , I t was almost 
tha t . I t was so del icious, I was lusting for 
food, a real lust , I was so hungry! (Maria: 
You were hungry!) Honey, don't apologise 
for me! Because I t was bad, I d idn ' t pray, 
I d idn ' t r e a l l y pray, I don't think I prayed 
at al11 So the Lord le t that happen, le t 
him attack ire as a punishment for not pray­
ing 4 rea l I s lng that we have t o depend on 
the Lord a l l the time for everything, we 
can' t stop praying for one minute! 

35. WE'VE GOT TO PRAY ABOUT EVERYTHING 4 
STAY IN THE SPIRIT. 4 r e a l l y , we're f ight ing 
a sp i r i tua l b a t t l e , a warfare In the S p i r i t ! 
I ' l l never forget how Grandmother said there 
was a t e r r i b l e ba t t l e being waged In the 
S p i r i t , with great noise 4 clashing of arms 
4 shouts 4 screams 4 everything else In the 
S p i r i t world against us 4 what we're doing 
for the Lord! The Devi I Is r e a l l y mad! I 
think he was t ry ing t o kl11 me last night, 
but see, the Lord won't le t him touch us 
unless we get out of the S p i r i t , 4 then He 
lets those sheepdogs (devi ls) sock I t t o us 
4 cause us pain 4 make us pray 4 get back In 
the S p i r i t !

I did pray, but I d idn ' t have h is name.) 
See I t ' s Important to have the name, i t 
r e a l l y Is Important to have the nana. (Ma­
r i a : I r e a l l y was rebuking the Devil 4 I 
f e l t led t o do tha t , b u t . . . ) I mean I t was 
so clear in the night, that whole long nar­
rat ion about his history ever since the time 
of Egypt, i t re la ted somehow t o the Sphinx, 
I think i t had something to do with tha t 
strangulat ion. (Maria: what strangula­
tion?)
