12, THIS IS WHEN WE FIRST BEGAN TO HAVE SERIOUS TROUBLE
WITH THE CHAIN, beginning with Jethro & Deborah back In the
States. | said, "| don't want to get involved, that's one
reason | left. | want to get away just to be with You, Lord,
& listen to You, Lord, & get the Word & pass it on to the
flock." But the Lord as good as sald, ™ell, |'m sorry, but
you're not only a Prophet & a Priest to pray for the pecple,
but  |'ve also made you a King & you must also rule over the
Kingdom,"

13. | NEVER THOUGHT | HAD THE ABILITY OR THE TALENT OR
THE TRAINING FOR IT OR ANYTHING, because | had never done
anything great in the way of organisation or personnel or
business. | was usually broke, a poor Gospel beggar, what
some pecple call a Gospel bum, so | didn't have any money to
worry abouts We were usually ministering independently &
alone so we didn't have any personnel or organisation to
worry about, & | wasn't writing any Letters or Bocks or
anything so | didn't have any pus to worry about!=-Nothing
o worry about but to be absolutely free & just go'round |ike
a Gospel Gypsy, preaching the Gospel & expecting the Lord to
feed me meal by meal & usually give us some place to lay our
heads, thanking the Lord for the freedom to just be a mouth-
plece for the Lord etc.

14. IT WORKED FINE FOR ABOUT 50 YEARS, |T WORKED GREAT!
But then all of a sudden came the big bomb & the boom & |
landed right in the middle of the muddle & had to learn
organisation & finances!=——Of course it's not too hard to

learn finances because we trust the Lord & He always sup~
plies, we just have to figure ocut how to give it away & how
To best use it for the Lord, who needs it & who doesn't,
what's needed & what isn't.

tried teaching & | really enjoyed that. | think it was good
training for what |'m doing now, because a lot of what | have
to do now Is teach you folks what | know & what |'ve Iernad
& what |'ve learned fram others.

16 HOMEVER, | DID LEARN A LOT FROM WATCHING Fm
PECPLE & FAMDUS LEADERS & FAMDUS PREACHERS & FAMDUS DENOMI-
NATIONAL HEADS who,when | was a |ittle boy, | ived in cur hame
& preached in our church. | heard the adults' conversation &
| sensed & felt their spirit & attitude & how they treated
little children Ilke me, & | learned a lot fram that. |
found out the greatest men were truly humble men. They never
passed up a |ittle child without a pat on the head or a kind
word or a loving attitude & thoughtfulness, & "suffered even
the I|ittle children to come unto them.”" (Mt.19:14.) And |
think that was a great lesson to me. The bigshots who wanted
to be bigshots, they didn't have time for |ittle kids. They
Just breezed on by |ike | didn't even exist!=—And children
sense that Too.

17. YOU MAY THINK IT'S RATHER |IRREGULAR OR PERHAPS UNIM-
PORTANT, NOT NECESSARY, A DISTRACTION, BUT | CONSTANTLY STOP
WHEN |'M SPEAKING AT THE TABLE DOWNSTAIRS TO SPFEAX TO THE
CHILDREN OR PAY ATTENTION TO THE CHILDREN. |f they even
Interrupt me or ask a question | answer it immediately,
because | thirk they're Important & | thirk they need to be
pald attention to. |f you just brush them aside |ike same-
thing else is more Important, pretty soon they get the im=
pression that you don't think they're important at all!

18. | THINK THE CHILDRENS' CONTRIBUTIONS TO A FAMILY
MEETING ARE JUST AS IMPORTANT AS ANYBODY'S, & MAYEBE SOMETIMES
MORE IMPORTANT! Therefore response Is required, is necessary,
even though It Interrupts the general train of thought. Their
little minds may be travelling on another track, & just
because they heard you say same word they didn't understand,
they want to know what it meant. Well, at least it shows
they're listening. And they don't ask about every word you
say, so they must be understanding same of what you say. And
It pleases me to stop & pay attention to the children.

19. | GUESS | DID LEARN A LOT FROM OTHERS—GREAT MEN &
WOMEN OF GOD, PREACHERS, TEACHERS—& READ A LOT, & |I'M SURE
AL OF THAT CONTRIBUTED TO MY KNOWLEDGE OF LEADERSHIP, READ-

ING THE BIBLE EVEN, HOW THEY DID IT. There was only really
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one great Prophet of God who was an organiser, Moses, & he,
yasn't even a good organiser if he hadn't had an advisor who
fold him how to do it, Jethro. That's why | named Jethro,
Jethro to begin withe | as good as told him | didn't want to
be bothered with all these |ittle things, |ittle decisions,
little items of business. | said, "You teke care of itl
Assemble your judges & let them decide on these minor little
things."—Just |ike the Prophets of God did in the days of
the Apostles. They soon learned they had to turn the tables
over to deacons to take care of business & the ordinary run
of affairs of every day & the people, so they could devote
more time to the Word of God & fo prayer, as they themselves
sald. (Ac.6:2-4.)

~ 20. SO | DIDN'T REALLY WANT THE JOB! As |'ve sald be-
fore, | think most of the great Prophets of God & men of
God--of whom | 'm probably the least——didn't really want the
Job, didn't ask for it, but sort of got pushed into It,
sometimes even against their will. They even camplained about
it, they even objected, |ike Moses. |t says he was the meek-
est of all men. (Nu.12:3.) Apparently he was namally sort of
shy & quiet & meek, so for him to get aroused enough to kill
an' Egyptian who was abusing & apparently torturing & almost
killing one of his brethren was quite something!

21. WELL, ONCE IN AWHILE | GET AROUSED LIKE THAT TOO! |t
takes quite a bit to arouse me, but when | do, |'m apt o
arouse you! But | think |'m usually pretty patient & pretty
easy-going, in fact |'ma little lazy & | don't usually do
anything that | don't have to do. The trowle Is that there
are an awful lot of things that | have to do, so | can't get
by with being too lazy. And of course | give everybody else
something to do--everything | can possibly get aut of &
flghwe 1'he{ can do that | don't have to do~-so that | by
with as I11ttle work as | possibly can, which most leaders
should! Because as | have sald many times before, any |eader
should only do those things which he or she alone can do &
nobody else can do for them. You should only do the things
that only you can do, because you'll usually have plenty of
that to keep you busy, & you should shove off on other pecple
everything you possibly can that they can possibly handle.

Here he was phoning me halfway around the World, & | was
standing in a hotel lobby with everybody |istening on the
only telephone in Oyprus——at least in that hotel=—screaning
to be heard! And here he's asking me what to do about this
little thing & that little thing over there when | didn't
know a damn thing about it! | hadn't the faintest idea what
the situation was or anything. The only reason he wanted 1o
ask me was he didn't want to have +o make the decision be-
cause he didn't want to have To take the blame in case he
made the wrong one, which so offen happens.

28, SO MANY TIMES |'LL TELL YOU, "ELL | 'M SORRY, BUT
YOU'RE GOING TO HAVE TO MAKE THAT DECISION BECAUSE YOU KNOW
THE SITUATION BETTER THAN | DO, YOU KNOW THE PECPLE BETTER
THAN | DOI" | often say that 1o you & Maria, don't |, Maria?
And therefore that's up to you. You know your finances, you
know exactly how much you have available right now or what
cash & this, that & the other, so i+'s up to you to make that
decision. If's not up to me to make all those table-level
decisions=—only when it comes fo being a major policy de-
cision, a major reorganisational or structural change or
personnel change, Unit change, ministry change. Then the Lord
usual ly has already spoken & given us leading along certain
lines & advance knowledge of how things are going & which
direction they're moving, therefore how we should move, which
| think He's doing now.

29. WE'RE GETTING READY FOR THE BIG BUST & THE BIG BLOW,
& it's time to get things reorganised & +rimmed down to size
40 where we as the top shepherds will not have such interna-
+ional Worldwide responsibilities other t+han feeding the
sheep the Word. We're trying to trim down our organisational
responsibilities & oversight because we believe the day is
coming when it may be very difficult, if not impossible, o
communicate, particularly on lots of minor, local decisions
which these folks are going fo have t+o handle on their own
indigenously, to be self-governing, sel f-supporting & self-
propagating=—the three phases of indigenuity.
