But asyou read
this GN | believe you will be greatly inspired
with Steven's desperate desire to change and
his wholehearted, sincere decision to do what-
ever it takes to become the leader that the Lord
isasking him to bein this eraof action.

3. Steven visited our Homein November
2000, along with Gallio, Abner, Juan and
Swestie. The main purpose of their visitswasto
discuss the board vision, in preparation for the
summit. During that time, however, Peter and |
also took advantage of the opportunity to spend
more time with Steven and give him some per-
sonal shepherding. Peter had seen Steven regu-
larly at past summits, and he had visited Thai-
land in 1997 for three weeks.

If you stop to think about it for a mo-
ment, having been there yourselves, | believe
you'll appreciate the determination, humility,
stick-to-itiveness, and perseverance required
for someoneto hear what can be painful correc-
tion, accept it as the truth, and then actually
change. If you go into the reading of this GN
with that on your mind, you'll be blessed to
find that agreat number of thelessonsand prin-
ciplesthat the Lord isteaching Steven also ap-
ply to you, or canin someway benefit you and
help you to be abetter sample, discipleand shep-
herd of others.

More and more and
more was heaped upon your shoulders, and you
willingly accepted it for My work’ssake. You're
a strong man with great determination and re-
solve, but nonetheless, | know that hasn’t been
easy. It hastried you to thelimit to see the prob-
lems, needs, questions and challenges mount
without end. Even when you’ ve desired just to
relax and lay down the burdens for a while, to
escape the madness around you at times, still
you stayed faithful and pressed forward, un-
daunted.

aresofewwhoremain faithful for thelonghaul.
There are those who are willing to run the race
for awhile, afew laps, or even many laps, but
there are few who are marathon runners, who
arewilling to train and sacrifice to havethe en-
durance and strength to keep going thefull dis-
tance. That'syou, dear Steven. Youare My cher-
ished marathon runner who has kept the faith
and remained true in spite of whatever hard-
ships, injuries, or setbacks you encountered.

11. You havenoideahow much that sample
has impacted the younger generation. Their
knowing that you've remained faithful for so
long, through such breakings and testings, gives
them faith that they too can make it. They look
at you and are strengthened in their commit-
ments, and they admire you. If yours had been
an easy run, without incident, delay, or prob-
lems, then they wouldn’t pay nearly the same
attention to your record and your accomplish-
ments.

Though a heavy
burden, they’re a source of great joy and are-
flection of My love for you. Your lifeisfull of
sunshine because of the love and devotion of
these little oneswho call you daddy. They keep
you young, they help you to remain in touch
with those who are weak, they slow you down.
They’re My love to you in so many ways. The
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sum total of their fruitfulness will far surpass
your own, and their rewardswill also be yours.

14. | so need leader s of both generations
whoarewillingtobear children for My glory.
Therearefew, realy, who giveto thefull, espe-
cialy inthisday and age. Eventhough few com-
ment to you personally, and it seemsyour large
family makeslittleimpression on others, or poss-
ibly even a negative impression at times, take
heart in knowing that many secretly admireyou
and Pearl for your faith, unselfishness, and sac-
rifices.

15. Thesedarlinglittleonesar eoneof your
greatest accomplishments. And though you fedl
you had littleto do with it, really, that it was all
My doing, | want to remind you that you chose
totrust Me, even though there were timeswhen
you both wondered if you' d be able to take one
more. | know there weretimeswhen you wished
it could be different, and that makes your will-
ingness and saying yes even more precious to
Me and to others.

16. | know ther € snot usually much talk of
thewonderful “ project” of your great big fam-
ily. Usually eyes are focused on the marvelous
doors that |'ve opened, the important people
the onesin your areaare ministering to, thetre-
mendous progress in follow-up, the shows and
obvious miracles and testimonies. But believe
Me, up Herein Heaven thereismuch talk of the
daily progressand victoriesgained by your little
ones—the new words they learn to read, the
songs and dances they so enjoy and perform
with such bol dness, the potty-training victories,
the progresswith long-standing little bad habits,
and the list goes on and on!

17. Thesemight seem likelittlethings, and
perhapsthey are. But each of theselittlethings,
becausethey affect thehealth and happinessof
your little children, are big things up Here.
There aremany who monitor your family’sprog-
ress, health, unity, and happiness, and take spe-
cial careto do miraclesand provide needs. Yes,
they’re one of the“big shows” up Here. They’re
real stars, and so are you and Pearl for theyears
and years you've invested of steady, unseen
giving. You' ve both given your lives—not just
for the work, your Home, your flock, and the
Thai people, but alsofor your little children, your

greatest treasure.

| delivered toyou a special messageof direction.
[Notefrom Mama: Thisisin reference to some
correction and prophecies that Peter and | sent
Stevenin October 1998. Excerptsof these proph-
ecieswereincluded in GN 820, “ The Weakness
Revolution, Part 2.”] That was a difficult and
painful day for you. | still recall thetears, confu-
sion, embarrassment and shock that you felt. |
still can feel the anguish of spirit | felt as| held
you in My arms as you rocked and reeled from
the agony you fét at having harmed My chil-
dreninany way. What adifficult timeof testing!

20. Thank you, dear love, for receivingthat
message, evenif it had tobeby faith. That makes
your acceptance and yieldedness al the more
admirable and a greater evidence of your love
for Me and your faith in the king and queen.
When a person receives a message of instruc-
tionand the“proof” of the veracity of that mess-
ageissomewhat veiled and hidden, it takes great
faith to believe. Though it was difficult for you
to clearly see how that message could apply ex-
actly, you still receivedit. Youwerewillingtodo
that, even though it was extremely difficult and
puzzling, because of your great lovefor Me, your
flock, the Words of David, and the king and
gueen.

21. Because it was so difficult for you to
seewher ethat cor r ection wascoming from and
how it could betruein someways, | honored
you and blessed you even mor efor accepting it
by faith. You could have argued your case. You
could have chosen to present your side, to jus-
tify yourself, and to try to improve your stand-
ing or your reputation by a good comeback to
what could have looked like discrepancies, in-
accuracies, and exaggerations. But you didn’t.
Regardless of how difficult it wasfor you, you
determined tojust takeit. And you did. Because
of that, you continued with My blessing and
protection. | continued to pour My full bless-
ing upon you and the works of your hands.



22.1"'mforever grateful for that decision
you made, for without that, wewouldn’t bewhere
wearetoday. Thingswould bevery different—
for Me, for you, for many people. Man often has
little understanding of what great things pivot
on such seemingly small decisions. It was only
amatter of daysthat you were deliberating that
message. You went back and forth in a mighty
spiritual battle. The Enemy’s attacks were very
strong. His persuasion to rebel, to take excep-
tion, to resent and disbelieve were enormous.
He knew what was at stake, and he mounted an
all-out assault.

24. You wer e given a precious gift of the
jewelsfrom My Heavenly mine, and you cared
for them, protected them, and donned them with
great care. Some people don't see the value of
My Word jewels. They laugh at them or scorn
them, and then tossthem out. What foolishness!
But you hid My special jewelsin your heart and
let no one steal them away or minimizetheir value
inyour eyes. You put themin asafe placewhere
no one would break in and steal them, not even
the Devil! You've proven that your treasure is
Heavenly; therefore, because you've invested
those gifts well, now | honor you with a great
return.

25.1 givetothosewho appreciateMy Heav-
enly wealth. When | pour out My personal words
of encouragement or instruction, it's a precious
gift of greater value than anything in existence
on Earth. In some ways | test people with that
gift. If | see that they take care of it, protect it,
guard it, and make good use of it, then | give
them more. That'sthe casewith you, dear Steven.
You've been faithful with the great treasure |
gave you, and therefore | have faith that you
will react the same way to this addition to your
Heavenly riches.

26. Together wewent intotheminesand
pulled out jewelsof many kinds. Someweremore
beautiful than others. Some were easy to appre-
ciate and wear, and it was a pleasure for others
to behold such jewels as you donned them al-
most with pride.

You have done so, My darling
Steven. You weretested and tried. It could have
meant your whole service to Me—that's how
big it was—but you endured and came through
victorioudly. It wasavictory of acceptance, faith,
and yieldedness. I’m so proud of you. Now, asa



reward, | give you what you need now and for
the future.

29. Totruly appreciatethisgift you must
seeit asareward. Thiswill not beeasy for you
in some ways, | know; nonetheless, this is a
reward, for itisdeep truth. It isamanifestation
of My faithinyou, and thefaith of theking and
gueen. Because you proved yourself worthy
and believing, you will receive more.

30. Much hasbeen invested in you and your
field. In some ways this has been a source of
great joy and satisfaction to you. But the other
side of that blessing is that it's not without a
price. Because you've been the head in many
ways, leading the way, yours is the glory and
the shame. It's no small thing to be the leader,
the shepherd, for your actions are so far-reach-
ing.

39.1 know you'retryingtounderstand the
concept of theboar ds. You' vewetched thevideos
made by the king and queen, and you will par-
ticipate in many discussions. But you've had a
mental block, which has hindered your receptiv-
ity tothefull application of thisvision. Youdon't
realizeit, dear Steven, and | know you don’t do
so intentionally, but deep in the back of your
mind you're still considering your areaan “ex-
ception.” You think intermsof (a) therest of the
Family, and (b) your area. Thiswill not do. This
board vision applies as much to your areaasto
the rest of the world. There are no exceptions.

42. 1t’splain and smple: You can’t expect
to have thelast say. You will not. If you can’t
accept that, | won't be able to use you to the
same degree. For | must raise up other leaders
and other peoplewith good ideas. It'sinevitable,
and you must not stand in the way by expecting
things to continue as they are. They cannot,
and | will take you out of the way before | will
allow you or anyone to thwart My plan.

43.1 know thissoundsterribly hard.1’'m
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not threatening you; I’ m war ning you. In spite
of the progress you' ve made, because we go to
another level, comparableto awholenew battle
plan, | must find thosewho will receivethe plans,
believe them, and move forward with the new
vision and weapons. You can't go into thisnew
battlefield with the ol d-style methods. It won't
work. If you do, there will be loss—both per-
sonally and for the work.

44. 1 will ask you, Steven, like the other
generals, tolimit your self. Your authority and
influencewill belimited to those areasin which
you're particularly gifted. There will be others
who will take thelead in other areas, and you'll
need to takethe lower seat. You do thisnow to a
certain degree, but this will be required of you
much more. In fact, you'll be asked to take the
lower seat to some who you feel uncomfortable
with.

45.You'll lack faith at times; you'll worry
for thefutureand security of thework. Your
concernsfor thework, especially those areasin
whichyou' veinvested so much of your personal
time, attention, prayer, management, direction
and lifeto build up, will bewhat will pushyouto
till try to contral.

46. But you must not do so. You must let
the sceneplay out. Yes, therewill be somemis-
takes, therewill be some setbacks, but | will pro-
tect overall if those who are making decisions
are seeking Me. Remember, | am the one who
opens doors, softens the hearts of the people,
givessupernatural protection, winsconvertsand
new disciples, and causes the powersthat beto
receiveyou. Itisl. And | will continueto do so
asyou embrace thisnew vision, for itisof Me.

47.1 winked at your weaknessesin thepagt,
Steven. | had mercy and poured over your work
a special protection and provision of angelic
helper s. There werewaysin which you walked
outside of your realm of healthy authority. There
wereways in which you intimidated others and
caused people to feel stifled and oppressed.
There were ways in which you demanded and



pushed and took control beyond what was nec-
essary or beneficial to the growth of others. But
| allowed you to continue in your position of
|eadership because the othersweren’t ready, and
because you were sincerely trying and making
progress. Again, | say, you have progressed and
I’'m proud of you, but | must makethisvery clear,
infinitely clear, if you’ reto understand.

48. Thefuture of the Family dependson
the board vision. The Family will not survive
without it. You will make the choice whether to
embrace that vision wholeheartedly, no matter
what the cost, or you will stand in the way. If
you stand in the way, then you will suffer the
lifting of My special force field of protection.
You will seethat thingswill not continue asthey
are. For thereisawholearmy of willing, trained
and ready soldiers who | wish to raise up to
positions of greater authority, responsibility, and
accountability. | want them to befree. | want to
see them fly.

51. Thereisastrange, even weird contra-
dictionthat | know isbotheringyou right now.

173. (Mama:) At thesummit, the CROsall
madenew commitmentsto changein theareas
theL ord highlighted intheir lives. They sought
the Lord and asked for prayer and were very
desperate to follow through with their promises
to our dear Husband. Sometimes, even whenwe
are very sincere in our efforts to change and
we're as determined as we can possibly be, it's
difficult to keep up the momentum to change.
That's when the idea of praying a“whatever it
takes’ prayer is beneficial. What | mean is, in-
stead of simply asking the Lord to help you
change, you can go a step further and ask the
Lordto“dowhatever it takes’ to make sureyou
change. Such aprayer can bereceivedin proph-
ecy. | presented thisideato the CROs and many
of them prayed such a prayer. Here is Steven's
heartfelt prayer:

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How Steven Has Changed

181. (Mama:) Whilewewer eat thesummit
it wasapleasureto see Steven again! Hisface
shonewiththelight of the Lord. Hiswhole coun-
tenance seemed different—happier, younger,
and morerelaxed. It waswonderfully encourag-
ing to see Steven holding onto hisvictoriesand
the commitments he had made months earlier. |
knew Steven had changed remarkably; therewas
no doubt about that in my mind! But | wanted to
hear the Lord explain how Steven had changed,
not only for his own encouragement, but for
yours as well, so you can see the great things
theL ord can do for amanwhoiswilling, yielded
and desperate. He can do the samefor you too if
you will humble yourself and call out to Him
with utter desperation to be made the person He
wants you to be.

182. If you or othersaretrying hard to
changeand improvein your weak ar eas, you
might want to ask the Lord to speak to you,
answering the same question | asked about
Steven. This could be helpful, because some-
times change comes slowly, and you might get
discouraged with yourself or others because the
changes you desire don’'t seem very evident.
You shouldn’t give up on yourself or get critical
of others if, after having united prayer, the
progress seems sl ow, because big changes often
take along time. It's often a case of two steps
forward, one step back. You can’t expect your-
self or someone else to become a new person
overnight, presto change-o! It just doesn’t hap-
pen. To achieve lasting change, especialy in
long-term habits or mindsets, takesadaily fight,
repeated humbling, and ongoing yieldedness
and desirefor change. So don’t expect too much,
too fast, of yourself or others.

183. When you ask theL ord for Hisview
on how you're changing or how others are
changing, Hecan show you what’ shappening
inyour heart and thechangesthat have been
madedeep down in your character and mindset.
Sometimes such deep changes aren’t manifest
by radical, obvious changes in your personal-
ity, but rather by such qualities as being more
opento others’ ideas, being willing to go slower
and givethe L ord moretime and honor, working

better with others and receiving counsel and
suggestions more readily, listening to the Lord
more and taking heed to theinstruction He gives
in prophecy, etc. So when you're sizing some-
one up who is trying to change, please don’t
rush to criticize or doubt their sincerity or even
the things the Lord has said, because there's
much more to a person than meets the eye, es-
pecialy if you just have casual, not-so-frequent
contact with that person.

184. Keep thefaith—either for othersor
for yourself! The Lord will bring the desired
changesin Hisway and time, and Hecan doit! It
ispossibleto changeif youwant it badly enough
—Steven is proof of that, asyou will seeinthe
following messagefrom the Lord.

185. (Jesusspeaking:) My dear Steven, you
arealiving, walkingtestimony toMy power!
You are ashowcase of what | can do with some-
one who humbles himself and is willing to let
Me work in hislife to change him. Your testi-
mony on adaily basisof theway |’ ve been able
to change you and re-create you is a glory to
My miracle-working power. Youdidn't doit. You
weren't ableto. | didit, in answer to the desper-
ate prayer of your heart! I’m so proud of you!

186. You didn’t want to betheway you used
to be—you really couldn’t even see how you
weremissing the mark. But when it wastimefor
Me to make the need for change very clear to
you, by means of My personalized Words to
you, you passed the test with flying colors!

187. First of all, you werewillingto believe
My Wor dsfor you, even when you didn’t seeit
clearly. | took you along in stages, in steps,
gradually leading you to the place where | asked
youtogiveitall up and alow Meto make some
big changes. You were willing once again. You
didn't know what would happen. You didn’t
know if it was even possible to change in the
areas| pointed out. You didn’t know what you' d
turn out like, or if it would be avery painful pro-
cess. But youwerewilling. Youliterally laid down
your lifeasyou knew it, and werewilling tolive
whatever and however | would dictate. Thisis
incrediblefaith and willingness.

188. And it hasbeen rewarded, My love,
many timesover. | have given back far morethan
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you have given to Me, for | have made you a
new man. | have helped you to change in ways
that are humanly impossible, and | will continue
to help you! You had to give Me your pride—
and that was difficult, for without your prideyou
felt naked and worthless. But you stripped com-
pletely, youlaidit al down, youwerewilling to
accept whatever | might bring along. You signed
the blank sheet of paper—and not just once,
but many times. And now | have dressed youin
the robes that | wanted you to wear—the robes
of humility, gentleness, tenderness, sensitivity
to the needs of others, hunger for My Spirit and
My counsel, deferenceto others, respect for My
Spirit in others, the deep knowledge that you
don’t have all the answers, and the willingness
to humbly search for them along with others.

Youwill seemore
change, more new robes, morefaith, more anoint-
ing—all asaresult of your willingnessto let Me
work unconditionally inyour life.

191. You took thestepsof obediencethat |
asked. You got a little apartment where you
could be alonewith Meand away from the press
of the people, literally unavailable for counsdl,
whichwould force othersto goto Memore. This
small step of obedienceboregreat fruit. You have
been honest with those you work with, honestly
asking for their help and counsel. This is an-
other step of obedience that has borne great
fruit. Youwerewilling to have your lessons pub-
lished, and even all the persona wordsfromMe
to you—private, personal thingsthat were very
humbling. You werewilling because | asked it of

you. Not only were you willing, but you were
thankful. Thisisanother step of obedience, which
will bring great, great fruit—not only in your
personal life and happiness and continued
change and growth, but in the field that you
love so much, with the Family membersthat you
have served so tirelessly. Each one will benefit
from your honesty, from the Words | spoke to
you, from your heartfelt and candid reactions
and lessons.

192. All thingsarebecoming new for you
now, My love. You have worn these new robes
gracefully. You have put them on each day
through your timewith Me. You have continued
to embrace the changesthat I’ m bringing about
in your life. You have continued to desire My
voice and My counsel regarding how you can
continue to change in preparation for the board
vision and all that isto come.

193. An added blessngand reward for these
changesyou havebeen willingtogothroughis
that you will adjust moreeasily totheboard
vision and will be one of My pillarsasyou con-
tinueto moveforward and change with the way
| am leading. | will seek to use those who are
wise, or who are experts in their field, or who
have been good and faithful leaders before, but
the primary requisite is that they be willing to
work within the board structure that | set up,
and not only that, but that they embrace the
need for this change and open themselves up
to change with it. This you have done.

194. Thereisnow nolimit towhat | can do
with you and through you, for you have passed
theultimatetest—thetest of for sakingthelife
that you knew and letting Mere-create you.

It'svery humbling,
and when you bare your heart so completely,
you naturally worry that people will be critical
of you, look down on you, or expect too much
of you.

197. Few of uslook at confession and ask-
ingfor united prayer and being honest about
our weaknessesand lessonsin theright way.

But really,
when you' rewilling to do these things, it opens
thedoor for the Lord to bring very special bless-
ingsinto your life.

198. If you fedl theneed to unbur den your
heart about someof your mistakes, sinsor praob-
lems, if you feel you need cleansing and a spiri-
tual boost and united prayer, then please do
whatever is necessary to get the help you need.
It'snothing to be ashamed of . Reach out. Talk to
someone. Hear from the Lord. Try to get over
the idea that it's so awfully embarrassing that
you could never be honest, or that it’s just not
cool to open up your life and break down the
wallsof your much-protected “ privacy.” There's
such freedom in being open and honest.

199. Wereally need to change our way of
thinking sothat our attitudesabout openness
and honesty aremorein linewiththeLord’'s
per spective. To bring home the point I’ m mak-
ing, | want to share with you some excerpts of
the confirming prophecies that Steven sent me
when | asked hispermissionto print hislessons:

200. (Jesusspeaking:) What ajoy and trea-
sureand honor it isto sharethewonder ful and
life-changing Wordsthat | havegiven for you
with your brethren and co-workersintheFam-
ily.
