He canlaughat mecalling him“King
Neb” now, but it would have been suicidal to
call him that then! My old friend has changed a
lot. Took a while at the “funny farm.” Well, |
know that isn't a very nice term, but Neb was
actually down on thefarm acting funny, because
the Lord humbled him and made him like an ani-
mal for awhile. Then when he straightened out,
he didn’t live much longer. Heaven really mel-
lowed you out, didn’t it, Neb? Stand up and take
abow! Look at that smile, folks. Hestill lovesto
get up before a crowd!

28. Wdll, if hewasaround down therenow
and had thekind of power hehad then, youwould
begettingalot of subscriptions! Hewould make
sure everyone was getting the mag on the pain
of death. “Want a sub? No? Okay, furnacel
Next!” Believe you me, though, you wouldn’t
want those kinds of subscribers. You want the
ones who are hungry to get it—not those who
areforcedto get it. | even had to suggest to him,
oncehisinitial fervor to haveall the peoplewor-
ship God had cooled a little, that it would be
better to let the people make up their own minds
on the subject.

29. But I’vegoneoff picking daisiesagain!
| was always a little proud of the fact that my
book was pretty concise compared to Isaiah’s
and some of the others, and that I’ d managed to
pack the “meat” without a lot of “fat”! Isaiah
kept telling methat washardly fair, sinceit wasn't
him doing the talking anyway, that it was God.

Whoops, | see Jesusisstiflinga
yawn. Hal I’d better get to the point before |
fulfill my own prophecy and “wear out the
saints,” not to mention my welcome.

Here | waswith my unshak-
ablebelief inthe power of the unseen God whose
angelswould come and show methisreally far-
out stuff. | mean, some of those beasts were
ugly! Made me sick! | kept telling Gabriel he
was scaring me to death! But back to the story
... the others had all these idols that they said
weretheir gods, and they’ d ask, “How can you



believein your God, who obviously didn’t do a
very good job of protecting your people? It's
plain that ours do a better job on that score!”
And I’ d haveto explain that we hadn’t deserved
Hisprotection, but that if they wanted to havea
contest to seewho was more powerful, we could
fire up the furnace!
