To the Prayer Tower

4. (Dad speaking:) Shall westep insidethe
Prayer Tower? Let me take you on atour and
explain more about the marvelous wonders of
the power of prayer and al that it can do for
you.

5.Hereweareright outsdethedoor. Above
in pale pink, blue, and yellow neon lights are
the words “Prayer Tower.” Well, we don’t ex-
actly have “neon” lights here, but that’s the
best way to describe it for you.
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6. Asyou notice, thedoor sof theentrance-
way arear ch-shaped. Did you ever noticethat
praying hands are shaped kind of like a pyra-
mid? The Heavenly City ispyramid-shaped, and
handsfoldedin prayer arelikeaminiature pyra-
mid. You' rebeaming your prayerstoward God's
great communication tower. The Prayer Tower
isthe center of God's communications system
Hereinthe Heavenly City. You canimaginewhat
ahub of activity itis.

7. Faithisabigfactor hereinthePrayer
Tower, for without faith it isimpossibletoplease
the Lord. Shall we step up to the information
desk?We can pick up abrochurethat will guide
us on our way. The first time | came here and
took thetour, | was amazed at the wisdom of the
Lord. Hethinks of every singlelittle detail. He
coversevery little point when it comesto prayer.
It'struly quite amazing.

8. Thebuildingiscircular, yet spacious.
On the ground level near the door there'sthein-
formation desk, and all along the walls are big
postersmuch likethoseyou seeat moviethesaters,
showing the coming attractions. These posters
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display current and upcoming attractions of the
Prayer Tower. Thereare many levelsof thetower,
and each level specializesin a different aspect
of prayer.

9. Okay, up the stairswe go! Herewe are
onlevel two, wherewe have an introduction and
insight to prayer and how it works. It's set up
like atheater where you can simply walk in, sit
down, and learn more about prayer. There are
different“movies’ explaining how prayer works.
Didyou know that some of my L etterson prayer
wereinspired from here? | was so surprised when
| first sat down and saw the different illustra-
tionsabout prayer power and how prayer works,
and lo and behold, there was the billiard ball
illustration! And then the illustration of our
prayers beaming off the mirror, and so forth.
Thisiswherethefoundation principlesof prayer
are illustrated and explained for those in
Heaven, and sometimes those on Earth can get
aglimpse, if they tunein.

10. You want to seealittleclip? Shall wesit
down and get alittle something new? There'sa
guote on the screen titled “ Faith and Prayer.” It
says:

11.“Prayer hasalot todowith your faith.
TheLord in HisWord has said that it isaccord-
ing to your faith that it will be done unto you.
It'saccording to your faith, your belief in God's
Word, that you will see the answers to your
prayers come to pass. If you aren't seeing re-
sults, you know you simply have to go back to
the Word and get the faith that you need. It's all
built onthe spiritual principlethat ‘faith cometh
by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.’
Very basic, yet very important. Faith and the
Word equal prayer power. Youfirst get the Word
in your heart, whereby you receive faith, then
you claim the Word and take the stand and see
the wonders of prayersthat will be performed.”

12. 1sn’t that something? Prayer isaspiri-
tual force, and you can't let the things of the
physical dimension sway your faith, but you
must stand on the Word and know that God will
answer your prayers. Shall we go onto the next
level and see what's up there?

13. Remember when | shared about the
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prayer corner and how wecan comeand seethe
effectsof different ones prayers? Well, that's
onthislevel. We' re not only ableto monitor and
see the effects of our loved ones' prayers and
other prayers that are being prayed, but thisis
where we get to put our own prayers into ac-
tion.

14. Thebest way | could explain how this
worksisthat it'salittle like you would do a
search when you go on the I nter net. You enter
the specifics of what you' reinterested in check-
ing on, and then all the different “hits’ come up
and you can check the specific progress of how
different prayer requestsaredoing. You can also
enter your requests, claiming the Word and
Heavenly spiritual forcesthat are needed, clear-
ing it with those the L ord has put in charge, and
send it straight to the ones who need it. That's
why they call the Prayer Tower the center of
God'scommunication system Herein the Heav-
enly City!

15. Another level in thistower isreserved
for prayer meetings. We gather together and
pray for specific requests. It's alittle different
than your earthly prayer meetings in that we
have alot of assignments and actionistaken to
actually help with the different prayer requests
at our prayer meetings.

16. Let’sstep insideoneof thehallshere
and see a sample. At this prayer meeting you
will noticethat there are variousrequestson the
roster we have in our hand. Different ones vol-
unteer to help to answer the prayers and are
givenassgnmentsto carry out the Lord’sanswers
to prayer requests.

17. Hereweseea Family member on Earth
in need of help. He'sasking for prayer for deliv-
erance from the spirit of pride. Notice that as
soon as the request for special help is made
known, hands are being raised to volunteer to
go down to help him? Those are spirit helpers
who will be assigned either temporarily or per-
manently to help that brother. Folks here just
loveto be ableto help God's children on Earth.
They’re eager to help fulfill the desires of those
who cry out to the Lord. It makes for alot of
positive spiritual activity. If folks thought that




they would be coming to Heaven to play on
harps and float on clouds, they sure are going
to be surprised! There's alot to be done and a
lot going on. Our God isa God of action!

18.Let’sgoon uptothenext level, whichis
where the urgent prayer requests are taken
care of. Thisfloor is devoted to the more seri-
ous prayer reguests, matters of life and death,
where people are in desperate situations due to
persecution, disasters, or seriousillness—crisis
situations.

19. On this floor there are halls like on
thefloor below, and those attending these prayer
meetings are those who have been chosen by
the Lord specifically for this ministry of crisis
management. They are briefed and shown the
details about the different desperate prayer re-
guests. Those who are in this ministry are spe-
cial angelic forces, or handpicked spirit helpers
who have been given special clearancefromthe
Lord. It's a high-intensity job, and it takes a
certain kind of person, even in Heaven, to be
ableto handleit.

20. TheL ordiskept abreast of all thevari-
ous activitiesand progress of the prayer re-
guestsfrom all thelevelsin the Prayer Tower.
Not one prayer request escapes His notice.

21. There are different branches of the
Prayer Tower throughout the Heavenly City.
They could be described as “prayer bubbles,”
as they are buildings that look like bubblesin
structure. Here anyone can check in with the
Prayer Tower without enteringit.

22. Prayer isavital part of our lifeHerein
Heaven. A lot of what we do and how the vari-
ous spirit helpers and departed spirits help out
isindirect relation to prayer. It'sall quiteintri-
cate and detailed and wonderful—God’'s way
of communicating and caring for each of your
prayer requests.

23. That'salittle preview, alittletour of
someof theinner workingsof God’sHeavenly
communication system in answering your
prayers. There are other levels and functions
going on in the Prayer Tower too, but I'm just
giving you a little peek so you get the general
idea. You can come on avisit sometimein the

spirit, if youlike, and find out more. (End of mess-
age fromDad.)

Untangling the Muddle

24. (Jesus speaking:) Though theweights
areheavy, though thebur densarecumber some,
though theproblemsaremany, | wait tolift you
up on the wings of My Spirit asyou call out to
Me for the help that you need.

25. When something seems so messed up
and tangled, | am the OneWho can help you
untanglethe muddleand set thingsright again.
When things are confusing, | am the One Who
will give you clarity of thought and peace of
mind.

26. Asyou call untoMefor solutionstothe
problemsat hand, | send forth spirit helpersin
answer toyour prayers, littlemessengersof light
to makethingsright, no matter what the circum-
stances may be. Through your prayers for situ-
ations, | am able to send forth these spirit help-
ers and spirit messengers who work in the situ-
ations that concern you, to turn things around,
to make the conditions right, and to sometimes
even solve the problems before you have the
chance to do anything personally.

There are thousands upon
thousands upon thousands of
miracle warriors in Heaven.
We are strong and well trained
in the art of spiritual warfare.

27. Ther€ ssomuch todo, and you areonly
one. You do what you can—prayerfully and with
My help and strength—and commit everything
into My hands. Sin not in ceasing to pray for
those who are afflicted, going through difficul-
ties, or having problems. You can do so much
through your prayers. It may seem like only a
little, because you aren’t doing anything in the
physical to rectify the situations, but prayer is
themost that you can do. | translate your prayers
into action. | work in the hearts and lives of the
onesthat you pray for, and | help to movethings



alonginthespiritin order to solvethe problems
that you bring before Me. (End of message from
Jesus.)

The Golden Key Ring of Prayer

28. (Jesusspeaking:) Timeand timeagain
| ask you topray, My children. | ask youto pray
upon waking, to pray at noontime, to pray inthe
evening, to pray beforeyou rest your head upon
the bed, and to pray at all timesin-between.

29.1 haveplaced in your handsthegolden
key ring of prayer. Onthering are many keys.
Thereisakey for every problem, akey that will
unlock for you every solution that you will ever
needinlife. Thesearethekeysof power prayers.
To be the keepers of these keys is not to be
taken lightly. Truly itisahigh honor, apriceless
privilege, to bethe holders of these prayer keys,
great possessions of inestimable worth, which
| put in your hands.

30. With thesekeys, | giveyou unlimited
accesstotheworld, aswell astotheuniverse
beyond. With these keys, you can go anywhere
and do anything. Thereisno mountain you can-
not climb, no river you cannot ford, no valley
you cannot cross. Asyou usethese prayer keys
to unlock the doorsthat stand before you, there
will be no difficulties you cannot surmount, no
obstacles you cannot overcome, no hardships
you cannot get around, no troubles you cannot
rise above, no foe you cannot defeat.

31. Asyou put thesekeysto continual use
inyour life, you will never bein want; youwill
never be destitute; you will never befound lack-
ing. With these keys, there are no boundaries
for you. Thereare no restrictions, no controlsas
towhat | am able to do for you. The sky is not
thelimit, for with these keys| giveyou accessto
realms beyond.

32. With thesekeys, | put immense power
into your hands—power to mend and to heal,
to change hearts, to fix bodies, to redeem souls
and to influence minds. With these keys | give
you My sovereign power. With these keys, |
give you authority to alter any situation. If you
will use them to open the doors in proper se-
guence and pray with intensity, al the forces of

Heaven and Hell are at your command.

33. Thisiswhy, My beloved brides, | ask
you to pray without ceasingin everything you
do. For asyou continually usethesekeys| have
placed in your hands, power is given to your
hands over al theworld. (End of message from
Jesus.)

34. (Question:) Lord, thosepromisesare
rather mind-boggling! It'samazing that You'd
give ussuch power now, even though You made
similar promisesin the Bible. But what happens
when these promisesdon’t seem to be fulfilled?
We know You have various reasons why, and
Dad has explained some in the past, but it just
seems like there are times when we don’ t meet
Your conditions or something. Can You please
explainalittlemore?

35. (Jesus speaking:) My children need
continual reminder sof thepower that isthere
for them, at their fingertips, if they will but
ask. Yes, if you look at it in the physical, it can
be mind-boggling. That is why you need eyes
of faith to see and understand these things. Yes,
you can go anywhere and do anything, by faith!
You have My power and promisesto avail your-
selves of. This message is meant to stir you up
inthespirit to seethat “all thingsare possibleto
themthat believe.” It ismeant to demonstrate the
power of prayer. It is meant to encourage those
who areweary inwell-doing, thosewho aredis-
couraged, depressed or tired, that thereis hope,
that you can remove mountainsif you avail your-
selves of the keys | have placed in your hands.

36. You can go anywhereand do anything!
Look at the testimonies that are printed in the
Grapevine and other pubs! The Family is pio-
neering and getting results in countries where
missionaries before you didn’t accomplish an
iota of what you are capable of! How do you
think these things came about?—Through the
power of prayer!

37.1f it appearstoyou that | don’t answer
prayer becauseyou don’t get immediate heal-
ing or | don’t appear to be answering your
prayer sright away, that doesn’'t meanthat | never



heal instantaneously or supply miraculously. Just
read My Word in the Bible if you want proof!
You can even find proof of thisin secular writ-
ings—testimonies of miraculous healing and
supply by Christians and even non-Christians!
Just becauseit doesn't happen every timedoesn’t
mean it never happens!

38. You wonder about rough field condi-
tionswhen your brethren seem to belacking
and in want. Well, that depends on your per-
spective, My dear ones. Havel left My children
on the street, destitute, begging, without food
and clothing? Of course not! | always supply,
when they seek Mewith all their heart. Many of
My children on the field in poverty-stricken
places are not living in luxury, but they defi-
nitely are not destitute and in want! So what |
have said here is correct, “As you put these
keysto continual useinyour life, youwill never
beinwant; you will never be destitute; you will
never be found lacking.”

39. You dohavethepower savailabletoyou
that | have said. All power is given unto you,
both in Heaven and in Earth. That power was
given to Me, and now | have given it to you,
through your prayers to Me. It is not for the
future nor for the Millennium; it isfor right now!

40. Read thiswith faith, receiveit by faith,
and believeit, and if you haveany further ques-
tions, cometoMeand ask Me. If you need help
ininterpreting this message or in knowing how
to apply it to your own life and put it to use, |
can show you if you will come to Me. (End of
message fromJesus.)

Why Bad Things Don’t Happen

41. (Dad speaking:) TheL ord protectsyou
from alot, from so many bad thingsthat you
don’t even know He' sprotectingyou from, be-
cause you prayed. He overshadows you and
shields you with His force field of protection,
His angels and Heavenly helpers, because you
faithfully prayed and asked for His help.

42.You can’t possibly foreseeeverything
that could happen. You have noideaof what's
going on down the road, what all the other
people around you are up to, what's happening
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intheareayou’ retraveling through, or thebuild-
ing you'rein. But because of your faithfulness
to pray and acknowledgethe Lord and seek His
protection and blessings, He protects you from
so many bad things that could befall you.

43. You alwayspray when you get behind
thewheel—for safety, for your vehicletowork
well, for Hisprotection—andit’sagood thing
you do, because you have no idea how much
the Lord protects you from as a result of your
prayers. He keeps you from having atire blow
out, from unsafedrivers, from bad weather con-
ditions, from bad roads, and on and on. He does
alot for you in answer to your prayers. Or if
something does go wrong, He' Il often still keep
your vehicle going long enough till you can get
it fixed, because you’ re calling on His help.

44. So many thingscould gowrong, even
simplethingsthat you takefor granted, like
carryingahot pot acrossthekitchen floor. You
might have done it a thousand times over the
years while cooking dinner, but by asking the
Lord to help you, you could be calling on His
protection when you need it most—the day the
handle breaks.

45. Wetend totakedaily livingfor granted
and figure that nothing could possibly gowrong
inthisor that situation, but it'swiseto pray and
ask for the Lord’s help. A lot of things can go
wrong, but if you pray, things will go smoothly
andyou'll havethe Lord'ssupernatural help and
miracles to make things turn out right. (End of
message fromDad.)

What Is a Prayer Warrior?

46. (Spirit helper speaking:) You on Earth
arecalled prayer warriorswhen you wield the
weapon of prayer. We in Heaven are called
miraclewarriors, miracledelivererswhenwehelp
answer your prayers. You pray the prayers, and
thus you wield the weapon of prayer. We, the
ones who help to bring your request to pass at
thebehest of our Lord and King, areyour miracle
workers. We work to bring to pass the will of
God through your prayers, through your des-
peration, and through your importunity and
faithfulnessin prayer.




47. Wefight thedemonsof Hell and wage
power ful warfarein thespirit,in order toin-
tercedeon your behalf or onthebehalf of those
for whom you’ repraying. Wetransformimposs-
ible situations through the miracle-working
power of the Lord’s Spirit entrusted to us. We
change circumstances and events. We move
hearts, we change minds, we touch lives. We
move theworkings of the spirit world according
to the power infused in us by Jesus.

48. We are your miracle workers, your
prayer partnersin thehallsof Heaven. When
you pray a prayer with real desperation, with
power and with faith, we start to work in the
spirit world right away. Not asecond islost, not
aminute is wasted. As soon as you utter your
prayer, we begin to work in earnest on your
behalf—sometimes even before you' ve prayed
your prayer. When we know you're going to
pray, we begin to adjust things in the realm of
the Spirit to prepare the way for the answer to
your prayer.

49. There are also prayer warriorsin
Heaven whosesolejob istopray for you. Some
prayer warriors pray as Jesusdid, that your faith
will not fail you—that you will hold on. Some
pray for your health. Others pray for the many
other aspects of your life. You can call on our
wonderful Husband and L over to ask that these
prayer warriors in Heaven intercede on your
behalf, and they will not cease to pray for you.

50. Even asJesuspraysfor Hischildren,
soaretherehostsin theHeavenly realm that
alsopray for you. But their ministry isdifferent
than ours, the miracle workers. These ones pray
for you. They intercede on your behalf. They
come before the throne of Heaven to be your
advocates and to plead your cause. These are
the prayer warriors in Heaven. But we are the
miracleworkers, the miraclewarriors, thosewho
fight the Enemy, those who work miracles
through the power of the Lord’s Spiritin us.

51. Therearethousandsupon thousands
upon thousandsof miraclewarriorsin Heaven.
Wearestrong and well trained in the art of spiri-
tual warfare, mind influence, changing physical
circumstances, giving checks, encouraging,
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delivering healing, leading and guiding, and
much more. So much goes into the answers to
your prayers—so much work inthe spirit world,
S0 many details, so much thought and love and
diligence.

52. Wewhowork miraclesin the Nameof
Jesusareat your beck and call through prayer.
We cannot do the miracles or work thewonders
or change the course of history without your
cooperation through prayer. Without the power
you give us through your prayers, we are help-
less and cannot fight for you in the spirit, or
change situations, or create the circumstances
that you need for amiracle.

53. You must call on us through your
prayers. When you do, we are abuzz with ex-
citement! There'snothing that welove morethan
to help the children of David, to answer their
prayers. You keep us busy, and we loveto fight
onyour behalf, to wage spiritual warfare onyour
behalf, to fight the demons of Hell for your sake.

54. We've trained long and hard to be
worthy of such aspecial honor and privilegeof
being Heavenly miraclewarriors. Wetreasure
our place, wetreasure our job, and wegiveit al
we've got. We lovethe fight, the challenge, the
excitement in the spirit, and we love waging war
against evil and conquering it with good! We
love to see the Spirit of the Lord prevail. We
love to see evil forced back and the light of
victory shining in its place.

When you put yourself in the
place of the one you’re pray-
ing for, you’re guaranteed to
be desperate. This despera-
tion ensures the effectiveness
of your prayers.

55. Theonly thing that saddens us some-
timesiswhen you don’t pray. We can seethebig
picture. We see the problems, we see the needs,
we see the struggles. When you don't pray in
such times, we are disappointed and saddened.
WEe're saddened because we know how much



even just one prayer could do. We're bound until
you pray, until you ask for help, until you ask for
miracles. If you don’t pray, we' re powerless.

56. Wecry tear sof sadnesssometimes, be-
causewe see how wonder ful asituation could
havebeen if you had only prayed. Weseehow an
answer could have comeif you had only prayed.
We see how the circumstances could have been
changed if you had only prayed. We see the
miraclesthat would have taken placeif you had
only prayed. We cry for you, that you may one
day realize the full power that you hold in your
hands through your prayers.

57. But mogt of thetimewe rehappy. We're
thrilled, we'reinspired, we'reexcited! When
you pray, we can work the miracles and do
what’s needed in order to answer your petitions
and requests. Don’'t ever neglect to call upon
us, your miracle warriors of the spirit. You're
the prayer warriors—you have to pray in order
to unleash our power and avail yourselves of
our help through the power of the Lord’s Spirit.
So pray, and we' || beworking behind the scenes,
behind the veil of the spirit, to perform miracles
for you on behalf of our Lover and Husband,
Jesus. (End of message from spirit helper.)

The Spirit of Prayer

58. (Jesus speaking:) Thespirit of prayer
isagift of the Spirit. Ask for thisgift, that your
prayers might be empowered with the fervor of
My Spirit. You don’'t always see the need and
therefore don’t have as much desperation as
you should, but the Holy Spirit knowsthe need.
Asyou let Her take over and pray through you,
your prayers can reflect the desperation necess-
ary to work miraclesinthelives of others.

59. When you pray for acountry or for a
situation, ask for spirit helpersfrom that coun-
try, or for aspirit helper of thesick person, to
come and to possess you—to speak through
you and petition in the courtsof theLord. You
don’'t know what to pray, but those Heavenly
beings who are assigned to mission fields, or
assigned to loved ones in need, know. They're
at the heart and soul of the need, and asyou cry
out for one of them to possess you, so you will

be able to express the need to Me.

60. Be not alarmed at thisterm “ posses-
sion.” Thedifference between good spiritsand
bad spirits possessing a human is that the bad
spirits don’'t want to leave. They want to stay
and do harm and damage, whereas good spirits
only take possession when the human spirit al-
lows it. Then when it's done, the good spirit
doesn’'t hang around; it has other things to do
and missions to accomplish.

61. “ Possession” issimply the best word
to describewhat happens, asyou need to get
your self out of theway and | et the spirit hel per
or spirit being come through and temporarily
take control of your mind so they can speak
through you. Thiswill not necessarily make your
prayerslengthier, for it isnot the length of your
prayer that matters most. But if you do this,
your prayerswill contain the power and fervency
that you need. (End of message from Jesus.)

The Gift of Prayer

62. (Jesusspeaking:) How inestimablein
value, how awesome in power isthe gift of
prayer! Each of My children hasthistreasured
gift in different measures deep within, in the
inner sanctuary of their spirit.

63. | placed thisgift, thisdesire, thislink
of communion with Mein theheart and spirit
of each of My loveswhen first | dwelt within
your heart and spirit. Thisgift, likeall gifts, can
be honed, exercised, devel oped, and even sharp-
ened to such a degree that mighty oak doors of
impossibility can be opened at your behest,
mountains shifted at your request, and visions
revealed before your mortal eyes as with My
prophet Daniel.

64. This gift is given in a unique way to
each individual, and because it is a spiritual
thing, each gift’'smeasureand ministrationis
known only to Me. It is not something that is
tangible, that can be seen or measured there on
Earth. It is the same principle as love, for how
canyou measurelove? And asyour gift of prayer
grows, so doesitsmeasure and ministration. The
continued development and growth of this gift
in each of My bridesisvital. Asthe days grow




darker, the devel opment and enhancement of this
gift will become more and more essential. Each
of My brides will be forced to strengthen their
gift of prayer and this channel of communica-
tion with Me, and through it will | perform
miracles of great magnitude on their behalf.

65. For somethisgift isalready quitede-
veloped from much use, but for othersthisgift
still lies dormant within their spirits, for their
spirits lack the exercise in putting forth the ef-
fort in prayer. For others this gift is awakened,
butin asleepy state. But now | stir all My loves
to hone this gift within and utilize this power
and force of great proportions. For thisgift stirs
and moves the world of the spirit on your be-
half. It moves My hand, and it strengthens your
link with Me and the many hel pers about you.

66. Your bodiesareliketempleswhereMy
Spirit can dwell, and within your templethere
exist various chambers. Thereisthe chamber
and sanctuary of praise, which then leads into
the secret chamber of prayer. Thereisthe trea-
sured inner chamber reserved for My intimate
brides, wherein lies our bed of love. Time spent
in each chamber is avital part of your spiritual
growth and connection with Me. Each chamber
islinked to the others, and your spiritis ableto
easily and quickly dlip from one chamber to the
next.

67. Todevelop and honeyour gift of prayer,
each of My bridesmust desire M e, must seek
Me, must comeuntoMe, liewith Meand love
Me, and so will | whisper into the ears of your
spirit the key, the waysin which your spirit can
grow inthe ministry of prayer, can more easily
focusin prayer, and can use the gift within you
to its greatest potential.

68. Toget thevery most out of your prayer
time, | call upon all My bridestolay thefounda-
tion of growth in thisvery important ar ea of
prayer by first seeking M eand asking M efor
the personalized key, or set of keys, that be-
longsto your own inner sanctuary of prayer—
the key that frees and unlocks your spirit and
flesh to the ministry of prayer as never before,
the key which creates within you adeep desire
for prayer, a knowledge and understanding of

the essential need and importance of thisgift, a
craving which cannot be satiated, a cry and a
seeking of Me which comes from deep within,
from the altar of prayer, a panting and a crying
of your spirit for itsgreat Creator.

69. 1 call you, My dear ones, to morefer-
vency in prayer, more desperation, more aware-
ness of the necessity to pray without ceasing—
to keep that line and link of communion and
communication opento Meat al times.

70. Comeliewith Meand let Megiveyou
thekey toyour own gift of prayer. | hold thekey
to each one's spirit and gift. Itisherein My hand
for the asking, and with great pleasure and de-
light | placeit inthe hand of each of My lovesas
they come unto Me. (End of message from Jesus.)

Prayer as Persecution Prevention
And Prep

71. (Jesus speaking:) Persecution is one
of themany fiery dartstheEnemy would loveto
useagaingt your houseand kingdom, knowing
that itisaparticularly painful one, and onethat
can often seem very overwhelming and like a
great defeat in the beginning. It's one of his
most powerful heavyweight weapons that is
armed with many teeth.

72. My Family hasalready received much
prepar ation and training on how tohandlesuch
an attack of the Enemy, and for this reason—
and because of the limitsthat | have put on the
Enemy’s doings—he has not been ableto strike
with thisweapon as much or as often ashewould
haveliked. Butitisstill in hisarsenal, and hewill
not hesitate to use it whenever he can get away
with it, whether on asmall scale or alarge one.
When he does, however, it will be by My per-
mission, because | know that it will bring a
greater victory. Yetit will still beatrial and atest
for My children.

73.Your preparation of strength in prayer
will be a great weapon against such attacks,
and many other attacks. It'syour prayersthat
will hedge you about with strength and protec-
tion, and limit the influence the Enemy would
seek to exert over the individuals who would
otherwise be motivated to instigate such attacks.




It's your prayers that will turn the hearts of the
judges to My children and open their eyes to
thetrue cause of justice; or elsg, if they are chil-
dren of Satan, expose their prejudice and cor-
ruption to the public so that they will be dis-
credited.

74. Therewill bemany battlesthiscoming
year for My Family, for thetime of battleand
action hascome. On aglobal front, the weapon
of united prayer will be one of your greatest
strengths—the hedge of spiritual protection
and intervention generated by the heartfelt and
persistent prayers of your Homes around the
world. Avail yourself of the power of prayer,
and the strength of unity and singleness of
purpose that this gives.

United prayer is like a massive
volley of arrows falling on the
head of the Enemy.

75. When oneof itsunitsisin trouble, the
army can count on other unitstocometoits
rescue, to fight for them, to even leavetheir own
posts for atime to come to the rescue of their
brethren. The Family issimilar, for other Family
membersand Homeswill do all they cantohelp
their brethrenin bonds, tofight for themin prayer,
to help rescue them from the attacks of their
enemies. Such isthe unity that | will bless, and
that will generate great strength among My chil-
dren. Such is the preparation that will prepare
you not only for persecution, which will come
upon you sooner or later, but for any other at-
tacksthat the Enemy would seek to makeon My
children. (End of message from Jesus.)

Defining Desperation in Prayer

76. (Question:) There' saquotethat says,
“Thevery intensity with which you pray isre-
flected in theanswer.” How can we be sureto
aimaccurately in prayer and hit thetarget? What
if | don’t fedl likel’m praying anintense prayer;
does that mean I'm not? How do | pray a des-
perate prayer?

77. (Jesus speaking:) Desperate prayers,
thekind that get results, arethoseprayed with
fervency and ear nestnessof spirit. Theway to
properly “direct” and “aim” your prayersis by
putting your whole heart and soul into the mat-
ter at hand. It seems simple, but you might be
surprised at how oftenit’s not done properly. So
many times, although you might have the best
of intentions, you're distracted, or you don’t
have a clear enough understanding of the need
and its urgency in order to be motivated to be
desperate.

78. A key to praying desper ateand effec-
tiveprayersistoput your sef in theplaceof the
person or the situation being prayed for. If
you're praying for someone going through an
intense battle, put yourself in their place. Imag-
ine how youwould feel if you werethem; or ask
Me to help you imagine a scenario in your life
that would cause you the same battle or diffi-
culty. When praying for someonesick or in pain,
try to think how you would fedl if battling that
same affliction or weakness. When praying for
those in danger or suffering persecution, visu-
alizeyourself inthat prison cell, or under inves-
tigation by the authorities, or at risk of losing
your children. When you pray for thosein war-
torn lands, imagine that you are the one who
lost your brother or sister, parent or child, be-
cause of the falling bombs or whizzing bullets.
When you put yourself in the place of the one
you' re praying for, you' re guaranteed to be des-
perate. This desperation ensures the effective-
ness of your prayers.

79. Desper ation isnot amatter of theway
you fedl or theway you behave. Of course, when
you imagine you' re the one you're praying for,
you'reusually going to feel something. Yet even
if you don't have a big surge of emotion—and
some people don’t—if you' refocusing all your
thought and energy and love on them, if you're
asking Meto help them, heal them, comfort or
encourage them, this earnestness and sincerity
is desperation.

80. Somepeoplearenaturally moreemo-
tional or excitablethan others. Thereforewhen
they pray, they feel moved, sometimes even to
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tears. This is desperation, but such outward
manifestations of emotion or empathy are not
necessary in order for it to be considered a des-
perate prayer. | know your heart and | know
when you are truly desperate. Desperation also
doesnot requiretheraising of thevoice, change
in your tone of voice, or speaking in tongues.
Nevertheless, when you do take on afirm and
intense tone of voice, it helps you as well as
others praying with you to be more focused and
desperate. You are physical beings and are af-
fected by physical manifestations. Therefore,
whilethese are not required in order for prayers
to beeffectiveand hit their targets, they are help-
ful “props’ or “aids’ for many people, and can
prove useful.

81. The goal isthat all your prayersbe
intense, focused, and desper ate. You should not
reserve intense and desperate prayers only for
those times when things reach a point of crisis.
You should pray earnestly for each and every
prayer request that comes before you. In many
cases, by doing so you can avoid the “crisis’
or “life and death” situations, because the fer-
vency of your prayers when the situation till
seems manageable will be more effective and
will prevent it from worsening.

82. Thetruthisthat | need youtoprayin
order for My will tobeeffected—nomatter what
My will is. It may not be exactly what you're
praying for, but your prayers will nevertheless
empower Meto fulfill that will. And | will dways
answer. It isalways My will to heal and deliver;
itisonly amatter of thetiming and method | will
use.

83.1f you'reearnestin prayer, thenthere's
morelikelihood that | will doasyou’reasking,
evenif at first it wasnot My intention. You can
change My mind. This may cause some of you
to worry, thinking that if you change My mind
you'll messup My overall plan. But that’snot a
valid concern. I'm perfectly able to rearrange
small bits and parts and pieces and still ensure
that My overall plan plays out. That's why all
things work together for good. Because even
though there might be changesfrom the original
pattern because of people’s personal choices,

or because | work differently than at first intended
in answer to aprayer, I'm still in control of the
overall scope. I'm not going to let you or your
loved ones or those you pray for get out of My
will or stray from My path, evenif aprayer you
pray changes My original plan.

84.1'veestablished rulesfor thegovern-
ing of the universe and rulesfor the overall
work, ticking likeagreat and intricateclock.
Thisincludesthe physical workingsof eachlife
form on the planet, of each body and soul. Yet
within that overall framework, while| have an
overall plan for each individual, much of that
plan is subject to variety.

85. Your liveson Earth arenot an “ experi-
ment” in thesensethat somewould put it, be-
causel’m not playing around with you. Yetitis
abit of an experiment in that, whilel’mgoingto
ensure that you get to your destination, the way
you reach it is largely dependent on you. The
outcome of specific situations, events and cir-
cumstances is also largely dependent upon the
power of prayer. Through prayer you can change
a situation; you can change a person’s heart,
attitude or mindset, causing them to make adif-
ferent decision than they would have otherwise.
Thisin turn creates a chain reaction of change,
all inanswer to prayer.

86. So you seg, it’struethat you have all
the power of the universe at your disposal
through prayer. Through prayer you arein fact
assisting Me in the planning and programming
of life on Earth—of your own life, the lives of
others, and even the fates of cities, countries,
continents and the world scene.

87. This, and somuch more, can beaccom-
plished through your fervent prayers. Sokeep
those prayers focused. Aim the prayer beam
straight by clearing your mind of all else—just
as when you open yourself like a channel to
receive My Words. Be a channel of My power
through prayer by likewise emptying yourself
of other matters, and focusing your entire mind,
spirit, and even your body, by putting yourself
intheir place, on the person or situation you are
praying for. Ask Me to make plain to you what
their specific needs or problems are—even be-
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yond those that are apparent—and then delve
inand fight boldly. Your prayers are guaranteed
to be effectiveif you follow thismethod. (End of
message from Jesus.)

United Prayer Perks
88. (Question:) We know there is great
power in united prayer. Can You giveusmore
detailsastowhat awholegroup of uspraying
can do?

89. (Jesusspeaking:) When two or mor e of
you aregather ed together in My Nameto lay
your requestsbefore My feet, each oneistes-
tifyingtotheother sthat you havethefaith for
Me to do miracles. So much is dependent on
your faith, and by praying out loud before the
body you are saying, “I have the faith that the
Lordisgoing to answer thisprayer and | want to
see miracles.” And when | do answer your
prayer, not just you but many others will see
that | work miracles.

90. It’ simportant that each of you takes
personal prayer time, for it’sgood for your soul
to pour out your heart to Mein private. But
never neglect the power of united prayer. When
| seethat there are many peopl e together mani-
festing their faith to Me and being a testimony
to each other, | not only want to answer your
prayer, but | sometimeswant todo it in an espe-
cially marvelous and miraculousway. Thiswill
inspire and encourage many, increasing their
faithfor moremiracles.

91. Sometimes you simply can’t have
enough faith on your own, and it helps im-
mensely to seeother swho have morefaith. A
prayer of faith not only gets an answer, but it
can strengthen others as well.

92. United prayer can be compared toa
meeting, such asaHome Council. It'struethat
one member of the Home could probably sit
down and try to think of waysto makethe Home
a better Home, and he or she would probably
come up with some good ideasthat would work.
However, it'sincomparably better when asmany
Home members as possible are gathered together
for the discussion, because many opinions and
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aspectswill be brought out by somethat others
would not have thought of. The end result is
much more well-rounded decisions.

93. It’scertainly possiblefor you to pray
alone, and thisiseffective. But whenyou'reall
together you'll cover aspects that may have
never crossed your mind when praying alone.
The prayerstherefore become more specific, as
do the resullts.

94. When theangelsin Heaven know there
will be united prayer, they realize there are
going to be some very specific jobsfor them
coming soon. United prayer isan exciting event
inthe spirit world. Great things can happen when
thereis so much desperation and faith concen-
trated at one time in one room. I’m excited as
well to be able to answer prayer in a specific
and miraculousway.

95. Another timeunited prayer isimport-
ant iswhen I’m speakingtoyou about your per-
sonal lifeand teaching you lessons. By asking
the body for prayer, you' re showing Me by your
actionsthat you' rewilling to humbleyourself in
order to make progressand learn. Inthe process,
you're aso sharing your lessons with others,
which enhances your unity and causesthe other
members of the body to continue to intercede
for you.

96. In general, united prayer engenders
more prayer power, because many people are
praying while together, and then everyone is
aware of what the needs are and can add these
reguests to their personal prayer list.

97. The Enemy does all he can to fight
united prayer because heknowsit’sso effec-
tive. United prayer is like a massive volley of
arrowsfalling on the head of the Enemy. It'strue
that asinglearrow might hit animportant target,
but awise general will blanket the enemy with
hordes of archers. The Enemy can try to delay
or distract you before you begin praying, but
once the prayers start coming his way in great
numbers, thereislittle he can do. United prayer
isjust too much for him to handle.

98. Sodon’t let the Enemy trick you into
neglecting united prayer, becauseit will cause
himtoturntail and runin horror. Youmust be



aware that he'll do his best to stop you before
you start because that’sreally his only opportu-
nity. Onceyou’' ve cometogether you' ve brought
together anarmy of spirit hel pers, and the Enemy
won't stand a chance. (End of message from
Jesus.)

A Time Not to Pray?

99. (Question:) When have you prayed
enough on any given subject? Isthere atime
when continuing to pray for somethingisreally
asign of alack of faith?Isthereatimetorefrain
from prayer for any certain thing?

100. (Jesusspeaking:) Therewasatimein
theBiblewhen | told My children toget up and
not pray any longer. | told Joshua* get thee up”
because there was sin in the camp, and | could
not answer his prayer and bless the people be-
cause of thissin.

101. | will answer prayer, and | want toan-
swer prayer—to giveyou blessingsout of the
goodness of My heart. | alow My heart to be
turned thisway and that asaresult of the plead-
ings that arise out of the lovethat | have putin
your hearts. For example, | have been entreated
by My children, such as Moses and Abraham
of old, to have mercy when My anger had been
stirred, and in this sense | changed My mind
because of their prayers (Genesis 18:20-32; Exo-
dus 32:7-14). So it does work, My children, to
keep on praying, to plead with Me and to ask
Me for blessings, or for help, or for provision,
for changesin situations, even when they seem
hopeless or when there is no answer in sight.

You must be spending time in
the bed of love with Me in
order to maintain a fruitful
and vibrant prayer life.

102. Therearetimeswhen | do not answer
asyou would like, and when it’snot good to
continue praying. Inthe New Testament | said,
“Yeask and receive not, because you ask amiss,
that you may consume it upon your lusts.” This

isan exampleof atimewhen | would not answer
your prayers and give you what you were ask-
ing, because you were asking for the wrong
thing. Other times| can't answer as you would
like Me to because My hands are tied through
someone’s disobedience, rebelliousness, or
stubbornnessto My Word. Inthiscase, the situ-
ationislocked until theright decisionismade—
and | don’t intercede and force people to make
the right decisions. | leave the choicesto them,
andif they don’'t choose aright, then | can’t give
the blessingsthat | would like to, because | can
only give these blessings when people follow
My will.

103. Therearealsotimeswhen | havean-
swered your prayers, or theanswer ison its
way, and you need to get up from your prayer
bonesand “ count it done,” showingfaiththat |
have answered by arising and going about your
business. If you are uncertain asto whether it is
asituation where you should continue petition-
ing Me or whether you should count it done
and trust that | have answered, you can ask Me
and | will show you what to do.

104. Therearevariousconditionswhich
impedeMeanswering prayer asl would like. |
know that you may find this hard to understand,
because | am all-powerful, but | say that if your
prayersare not being answered and you want to
know if you should keep praying, the best thing
would be to stop and ask Me if there is some-
thing stopping Mefrom answering your prayers.
In the case of Joshuain the Old Testament, there
wasthe situation with Achan, which caused Me
to not be able to answer Joshua's prayer. Be-
cause of this, the nation had to handle the sin
within their borders before | could blessthem.

105. Inlikemanner, if you haveasituation
or an area of your lifethat isnot completely
yielded to M e, sometimes| can't givethebless-
ing that you're asking for. So in this case it
would do no good to keep on praying and ask-
ing for it, if you're not meeting all the condi-
tions necessary to receive My answer.

106. Prayer hasso many facets. Init there
are vast wonders to be discovered, treasuresto
bewon, soulsto be changed, livesto be altered
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forever. But for your prayers to be efficacious,
you must come before Me with a clean heart,
ready to dowhat | ask in order for My promises
to befulfilled. | long to pour out My blessings
on you.

107. If you would likeyour prayerstobe
answered, then do all you can to fulfill your
part of the bargain. Ask Me what conditions
you need to fulfill, if there is anything that is
obstructing My answering asyou would like, if
there is anything that should be done on your
part. Once you've asked this and done what |
require, then come before Meagain and ask Me
if it's the right time for Me to answer these
prayers, or if it istime for you to proceed as if
possessing and count it done.

108. If all theconditionsareright, and if
thematter issomethingthat | havesaid that |
wishtodo, then keep on praying. Keep on com-
mitting situations and people and heartsto Me.
Keep on bringing them to Me and claiming My
promises for them. It isin this attitude of trust
and faith that | can work freely. When you’'ve
met all the conditions, such as those listed by
Grandmother in her class “How To Get Things
From God,” then take astand of faith. Intaking
thisstand, you do well to keep praying, to keep
reminding Me of My promises, and to keep on
believing that | will answer! And | will!

109. Strivetokeep up the practiceof seek-
ingMefor howtoget rid of any obstructionsto
your prayer sbeing answer ed, any areasof fur-
ther yieldedness that are needed, and then trust
and believe asyou pray prayersof faithand praise
—and | will answer! (End of messagefrom Jesus.)

Is One More Needed?

110. (Question:) If awholelot of peopleare
praying, why ismy prayer important or necess-
ary? If the Lord hears and answers, even if
there’'s only one prayer, why do many people
have to pray?

111. (Jesusspeaking:) Prayer benefitsyour
personal lifeand your connection and walk with
Me. If prayer werejust for My benefit, so that |
would know what you need and want, then

prayer would not be necessary. | know what's
in your heart before you speak it. | know the
need beforeit’sasked. | know the thoughts and
intents of the heart.

112. Thereason | stresstheimportance of
prayer,thereason | ask all My children tolift
up their heartsin prayer for asituation, when
only onewould beenough, isfor your benefit.
When you pray, your faith grows, and your link
with Me grows stronger. You show that you're
willing to set aside the thoughts and the things
of the day and spend that timein the closet with
Me, pleading with Me, pouring out your heart
infervent prayer for your Family and your loved
ones in need.

113. Eventhough | doanswer loneprayers,
when | hear all your prayers rising before My
throne, when | seeyour tears and seeyour hearts
joining together in desperation for ancther in
need—this stirs My heart to answer speedily. It
rejoices My soul to know that so many have
faiththat | will answer. If arequest hasgone out
toall My children to pray for asituation, some-
times | will limit myself to the prayersthat are
voiced; | will chooseto answer according to the
fervency of the prayer and according to how
many of My children move themselves to pray
and to seek Me.

114. 1f therequest ismet with indifference
by someand with ear nest prayershy others, |
will still answer therequest. But the blessings
will go to those who have chosen the good part
—blessings in their own personal lives, bless-
ings of strength for their own battles, blessings
of health for their own sicknesses, blessings of
faith and supply in difficult situations that will
arise—so many blessingswill | heap onthem. It
also excites Me to see so many of My brides
opening their heartsin prayer to Me, and it moves
Me to want to do special things for them, to
answer them when they’ rein need. It can change
My mind and move My hand to work for them.
There are so many blessings that come from
being faithful in prayer.

115. Asfor thosewho meset therequest with
indifferenceor whofed itisnot important, the
lossistheirs—for | will still answer therequest,
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but they will not be able to partake of all the
blessings and the happiness that come from
knowing they’ ve upheld their Family in prayer,
of knowing that they had apart in bringing about
the answer. For those of you who want your
personal faithtoincrease, your relationship with
Me to become more intimate, and who want to
partake of all the blessingsthat | have in store
for you, if you will but pray at every opportu-
nity you will have tapped into the source of
blessings, and will receive abundantly of the
flow that’sthere. (End of message from Jesus.)

Two Pillars
116. (Question:) If I'm feeling dry and un-
motivated to pray, what can | doabout it? How
can | stay stirred up in prayer and not become
familiar withit?

117. (Jesus speaking:) The Enemy fights
prayer like he fights nothing else. He knows
that it’'sthe battleground on which all great vic-
toriesarewon. Soif he can keep you fromit, he
has won a very great victory.

118. Therearetwo main areaswhich must
bekept up in order tomaintain agood prayer
life. Firstly, our lovetogether aslovers. If you're
personally connected to Me, if you're desirous
of My seeds, if you're reading My Words and
absorbing them and putting them into practice
inyour life, if you' reobeying My specific Words
of prophecy to you, you have the foundation
for agood prayer life, because you love Me, you
lovetotalk to Me, you know that | hear you, and
you have faith in My love to answer you.

119. In short, you must bespendingtimein
thebed of lovewith Mein order tomaintain a
fruitful and vibrant prayer life. Otherwise, with-
out the element of deep and passionate love be-
tween us, prayer becomes nothing more than a
formality, abusinessrelationship. It becomesdry,
it's harder to keep up and be faithful with, and
thus your prayers are less fervent and heartfelt.

120. Secondly, you must fight to makeit a
habit. There are many practical tipswhich you
canimplement to help remind yourself and others
to pray. These include praying in a variety of

ways during your time together; assigning
prayer requeststo individuals to be responsible
for throughout the week; scheduling prayer dea-
cons to remind people to pray—they can use
many different formsof remindersto makeit more
interesting; having aprayer vigil chart and prayer
vigil lists easily available; making it a point to
pray morefor specific requestsduring your times
together—at meals, before trips out, when hav-
ing a conversation with someone, while in the
car together, while waiting for an appointment,
before movies or united activities, etc.

121. Hearingfrom Meregularly about the
benefitsof your prayersand readingup onitin
My written Word isanother good thingtodoto
help give you thevision. If you' re doing your
best to put into practice My counsel in “Ask
Me Everything,” it will come naturally to also
commit to Me your requests and the requests
of othersmorefaithfully. You'll be communing
with Me much more frequently and you'll re-
member more often to lift your requeststo Me
in prayer.

122. Thesetwo main pillarsarethefoun-
dation of agood prayer life. You must havethe
pillar of regular timein the bed of lovewithMe
in order to have the desire to pray. The closer
you areto Me, themoreit will comenaturally to
you to include Mein everything, and the more
heartfelt your prayersto Me will be. Then you
also havethepillar of practical remindersto help
you to remember to pray even more. When these
two work together, you have the foundation for
analive, thrilling, and extremely fruitful relation-
ship with Me through prayer! (End of message
fromJesus.)

Unlimited Power.
Keep the Current Flowing!

123. (Jesus speaking:) The value of your
intercessory prayersisof inestimableworth
in worldly terms. If you took all thericheson
Earth and combined it with all the riches of the
universe, it would not compare to the worth of
your prayers. The true value of your prayers
cannot be measured nor comprehended. Prayer
accomplishesthings of eternal importance.
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124. Thepower you havethrough prayer is
unlimited. The strength you have in prayer is
all-powerful. Through prayer you are ableto take
on My nature; therefore prayer is omnipotent, as
am|l. Asadl thingsarepossiblewithMe, al things
are possible to you through prayer. Through
prayer you adopt My power, My strength, My
resourceful ness.

125. If you could seethefull capabilities
that areat your fingertipsthrough theprayers
you pray, you would never doubt, not for one
moment, that all things are possible to those
who are strong in prayer.

126. Thereisno stronger power or force
than that which comesthrough prayer. Thisis
why you, My loves, must keep the current flow-
ing. Asahydroel ectric turbine needsthe motion
of water to generate electricity, so your prayers
generate motion in the spirit world. Prayer is
what setsthingsin motion—without it, nothing
gets done, nothing is accomplished, nothing
moves. Thisiswhy | implore you to pray.

127.1n Heaven, prayer sarealwaysbeing
offered up; prayer warriors stand watch con-
tinually from the towers of the Heavenly City.
Yet | have specifically designed it so that with-
out your prayers joining forces with theirs, the
prayers of Heaven are not as forceful as other-
wise is possible when you pray.

128. The prayers of departed saintsin
Heaven, together with theprayersof My angels
and spirit helpers, effect awesome changeand
accomplish many purposes. Yet whenyoujoin
your prayerswith those of the Heavenly realm,
the power is far superior. When your prayers
are joined, the surges of power | am ableto re-
lease go way beyond what the prayerson either
side can do alone. | have made it this way so
that you might work in teamwork with the spirit
world to accomplish greater results through
your prayers. Thisis a principle of My Spirit,
for in the strength of unity there is unbeatable
power.

129. Thecurrent of Heavenly prayer power
isalways on. It never stops or cuts off. Prayer
warriors in Heaven are always on duty. They
areawaysready to join forceswith you. When

you pray in the spirit, when your prayersarein
linewith My will and directed to Me, then your
prayersjoin forceswith Heaven and their might
and power ismultiplied many timesover.

130. Thisiswhy you must prevail in prayer,
for in the strength of this unity, when your
prayersjoinforceswith Heaven, then| canredly
go to work for you in demonstrating unlimited
power and authority over all thingsin Heaven
and Hell, on Earth and throughout the universe.
