267. What if adoctor wastreating people
comingto hisoffice, and after each treatment
hedidn’t ask for payment, but let each patient
walk out thedoor without paying? Well, pretty
soon that doctor is going to be out of medicine,
he’'sgoing to be out of theinstruments he needs
to perform his services, and he's going to be
scrounging to keep his practice open and con-
tinue treating people! It's easy to see how un-
wise that would be—ridiculous, in fact. But
many of My sincere missionaries do just that.

268. My children, you havesold your selves
short! Yes, you don’'t work for money, but you
need money in order to work. That isthe differ-
ence, and you can and should tell that to all you
minister to. You're the doctor, you' re attending

269. Asking is not a little thing. It’s not
something you should just consider doing. It's
something you have to do, and any man or
woman in their right mind wouldn’t even think
of not asking for afeefor their services!

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274.1fyou'reashamed of Meand My Words,
if you're ashamed to ask for afair pricefor
them, then you simply need to break down those
wallsof pridefor your own sake, for the sake of
your work, and for the sake of the many more
sheep that you could reach if you would oper-
ate without shame according to simple godly
business principles. It's natural for you to ask
for apricefor your productsor services, at least
a suggested donation. If someone doesn't like
you asking, they don’t have to shop with you,
but they won't find abetter product for the price
anywhere! Of course, you don’t want to turn
the sheep away if they can’t pay, so you also
give discounts and even have pro-bono cases
for thosewho truly can’t afford it. But it isyour
duty and it isyour job to ask.

Jesus madethat clear fromthe
beginning when He said: “If any man come to
Me, and hate not his father, and mother, and
wife, and children, and brethren, and sisters,
yea, and his own life also, he cannot be My
disciple. So likewise, whosoever he be of you
that forsaketh not all that he hath, he cannot be
My disciple.

290. Tobeaproyou havetogiveyour sport
everything. Your full workday istaken up with
training, practicing, playing, or traveling to
games. In the off-season you continue to train,
body-build, run, and keep in shape. You don’t
smoke, over-drink, or abuse your body, because
if youdo, it affectsyour ability to play. You have
to beaway from your loved oneswhen youtravel
to other places to play. You virtually live with
your teammates and you watch out for each
other. You have coaches who make you prac-
tice, who giveyou ordersthat you haveto obey.
You play for ateam. You wear auniform. There
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are functions you’ re required to attend. You're
expected to keep yourself in shape and work
hard toimproveyour skill, and if you don’t, then
the coaches get on your case and make you work
out. If you constantly cause trouble on the team
or your performanceisconsistently poor, you're
usually dropped or traded to another team. If
you break therules, you' refined, suspended, or
fired.

291. Sowhy dotheprofessional athletesdo
it? Only for the fame and/or the money?1 don’t
think so. | believe they do it because they love
the game. There are other rewards and benefits
—such as the fame and money—»but | believe
most of them play becausethey loveto. They're
willing to put up with aregimented lifestyle, the
rigors of training, and the sacrifice of not being
able to do some things that others can do, be-
cause they love the game.

292. Why would anyonechoosetobeadis
ciplein the Family? Why put up with all that's
expected of adisciple? Why live the sacrificial
lifestyle?>—BecausewelovetheLord. Our love
for Him causes us to live the discipleship life,
and that’s not easy. We're not just Christians,
we're professional Christians. Christian service
isour profession. It'sour full-timejob. It swhat
wedo. It'swhat welivefor. Asapro, we haveto
keep ourselves in shape, work with our team,
grow in skill, and submit to our coaches, just
like aprofessional athlete. If you're adisciple,
you're a professional, and with that comes the
requirement of being and remaining a profes-
sional. (ML #3399:26-31, GN 993).

¥ New Message

293. (Jesusspeaking:) In order for you to
havethefaith toask for financial and physical
remuneration for your services, you haveto
know you'relivingaquality lifeand truly in-
vesting your time, kill, and talent asa profes-
sional. Some of you, My children, have fallen
prey to low self-esteem, because you know in
your hearts that you're not doing all that you
could. You're not applying yourselves fully to
thetraining that isat your fingertips. You' re not
devoting attention, counsel, and teamworking
to developing aquality work. You have slacked
off in your personal quest for excellencein all
that you do. Your Home has becomedisorganized,
loose, unfocused, scattered, and weak. Thetrain-

ing of your children and young people is not
consistent. And especially your work outside
the Home in ministering to others and bringing
forthlasting fruit asmissionariesisvery lacking.

294. All theseaspectsof poor performance
haveaffected your feelingsabout your self and
your ministry. You don't feel successful, and
therefore you feel you don't deserve the sup-
port or payment. When you give and give with-
out being willing to receive in return, without
asking, it's because you have taken on an “ex-
cuse me for living” attitude. Rather than con-
ducting yourself with confidence and pride in
Me, you're a little ashamed or embarrassed
about your works and sample. You know in your
hearts you’'re not doing what you should be
doing, therefore you lack faith to ask and re-
ceive. You feel it's okay if people take advan-
tage of you because you' re not really important
or al that great anyway.

295. That attitudeiswrong. Whilel would
not have you lifted up in pride, | would have
you know, with boldness and faith, that what
you haveto offer theworldisof such great value
that people could never pay you enough. There
are New Age movements, psychic readers and
fortune-tellers, lackluster teachers, exercisetrain-
ers, and even telemarketerswho have more pride
in what they do and have to offer than you do.

296. Haven’t you hear d of people paying
bigbucksfor aweekend at thefeet of someodd
guru who teaches a self-help doctrinewith alot
of hype and temporary camaraderie? And some
fortune-tellers are paid enormous amounts of
money as counselors and personal psychics to
those in need. And many private teachers and
tutors are paid hefty salaries by the hour for
anything from academicsto weight lossto fash-
ion coordination or amillion other services!

297. Now how do you think these people
manageto havetheir talentscatch theatten-
tion and inter estsof needy peoplewho arethen
willing to pay for their services? Sometimes
it'smotivated by an actual need, but many times
it'svery much aresult of the salesperson’sdrive,
conviction, and ability to simply “sell” the per-
son ontheir need for whatever itisthey’ re ped-
dling. If these people can become successful
and have a thriving business and growing cli-
entele with some “product” that's so inferior to
yours, or even defective, what's the problem?
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298. Il tell you what theproblemis: Asa
man thinketh in hisheart, soishe! You have
let the Enemy kill your enthusiasm, drown your
fire, and blind your vision. You have accepted
his lies and taken on the deadly mindset that
you're afailure, that you're ordinary, that you
aren’t anything special, so you don’t really de-
serverecognition or attention. You feel that what
you haveto offerisn’t really so special or great.
“Yeah, it'stheWord, it'sthetruth, it'sthekey to
eternd life... isthat al?Ho hum.”

299. Don’'t you see, My darlings? You
should bewalking in great pridein your profes-
sion. You should be eager to proclaim it to all
you meet. Just asanew graduateisthrilled to be
abletotell peoplehe'sfinally alawyer or doctor
or teacher after years of study, you should be
overjoyed to announcethat you' veforsakenaall,
you' ve become adisciple of Jesus, you' rechang-
ing theworld!

300. Thisnotion that you “don’t work” is
ridiculous. Of courseyou work! Yes, you'rea
volunteer; yes, you live by faith; yes, you don’t
receive a set salary, but you do work! Many
people are self-employed, they are salesmen or
writersor entrepreneurs. But just becausethey’re
their own boss and they make their own sched-
ules and don’'t punch the company clock each
day, certainly doesn’t mean they don’t work. So
getrid of that “1 don’t work” mentality right now.
It's not true, and you're doing yourself an in-
justice when you think of yourself or your pro-
fession in that way.

301. You dowork. You'd better work, and
work hard! You areaspecialist, you aretrained,
you are a professional missionary. You plan to
work at that for your wholelife, so you shouldn’'t
minimizeit or downplay it asif it'snothing or no
big dedl. It is a big dedl; it's the biggest deal
happening, so be proud of your profession, and
be aprofessional for Me! (End of message from
Jesus.)

v New Keys Promises

302. Call on the keys of godly pride to be
confident in the spiritual products you have to
offer to the customers of this world, and they
will be willing to pay for My riches that money
could never buy.

303. You're a professional, and you can
act like it by calling on the keys of conviction
and tapping in to My unlimited supply that is
available to those who give their all to Me.

304. Those in the world don’t hold a candle
to you, My professional missionaries and dis-
ciples, who can go anywhere, do anything, fill
any need, and be proud of what you do, as you
call on the keys and let Me possess you fully!

305. Rebuke the Devil with key power when
he tempts you to feel inferior, and | will open
your eyes to the riches I've given you that are
worth more than all of the money in the world.

v ASSIGNMENT

306. Each of you should writedown your
“résumé&’ that explainsyour lifeexperiences.
This should include where you’ ve lived, what
languages you speak, what ministries you've
had, and what training you’'ve had (including
“real life” training from various opportunities
you' ve had in missionary work). (Note: You may
find it helpful to read through FSM 150 before-
hand, “Writing Personal Résumés,” to glean
helpful tips and a better knowledge of the best
way to express your talents.)

307. Then each of you should ask theL ord
thefollowing question:

Darling Love, how should | look at my life's
work and experiences? How should | translate
this wealth of training into terms the people of
theworld can understand and appreciate? How
should | present myself so it will be clear that
I’m aprofessional missionary, someonewhois
worthy of respect, admiration, and support?

308. After each of you hashad achanceto
writeyour résuméand pray about it, then have
a time of fellowship, including snacks and
drinks. Oneby one, each of you cantakeaturn
giving alittlefive-minuteintroduction of your-
self. Afterwardsthe othersin the Home can help
tweak each person’s presentation, just in case
someoneisn't giving themselves enough credit
for al that the Lord has taught them.
