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Be True to the Revolution!

servethe Family asweknow it, sowe'll till be
arevolution in the yearsto come, rather than
getting lost in the maze and morass of the church
system. Some of the points covered so far are:

2.+ TheCM Family needstobeasample
of full-time discipleship so the new members
who join as aresult of the Activated program
will be believers who are following the teach-
ings to the best of their ability, not lukewarm
members like the millions of sick sheep in the
church system.

3.« ThelLordwarned of acoming purgeof
somekind if thosewho arecompromisingdon’t
changeor moveon. Thispurgewould be brought
about either by more apostates’ wild stories, or
by actual persecution from the mediaor authori-
ties. That means get rid of the compromisesin
your lifeand Home, and if you don’t want to be
in the CM Family, move on to another place of
service, either inthe FM Family or the churches.

4.+ All need tobeddivered fromthespirit
of lethar gy.

5.« Wemust overcomethedestructivediv-
ision inthe Family; wemust rid our selves of
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work hard for Him. If youdon't put inthehours
witnessing and following up, you can't expect
Him to supply. Many arewilling to work much
harder for the System than for the Lord.

9.« We aredisciples, missionaries, pio-
neer s, and an ar my on themove, sobuying prop-
erty can cost you your freedom and eventually
your discipleship.

10. « Getting System jobswith thehope
that year sdown thelineyou can gotothefield
with financial support iscompromisefor gain,
not to mention thefact that it'sarare exception
foritto evenwork.

11.» UsingActivated and winninga“ con-
gregation” whowill support you through their
tithesisthe “retirement plan” theLord has
provided for FGAs. Thisisn't just afinancial
plan, but a plan to obey the Lord, feed and
strengthen His sheep, and avail yourselves of
His blessings and promises. Work hard to win
your flock now whilethere'still time.

12. « If you're a disciple of Jesus, then
you'll spend most of your timewor kingfor Him.
How you spend your timeis how you live your
life.
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Compromised Church Members
Or Endtime Prophets?

13. It's clear that the Family has got to
change, and when | say the Family, | mean you.
You arethe Family. The sacrificesrequired to
change have been spelled out, and our Good
Shepherd has warned that we will suffer the
consequencesif wedon’t heed Hisadmonitions.
We'vegot alot tolose; it’saprecarioustimein
our history.

14. Your commitment tofull-timedisciple-
ship isbeing weakened by thedistractionsor
sinsinyour lives, and in addition tothat, many
of you aremovingtowar d toning down our mess-
age, trying tofitin and be generally “accepted.”
Isn’t that the age-old temptation of every revo-
lution? With time, the natural tendency is to
want to conform, to please man, towalk amore
accepted path and be more “mainstream.” Of
course, the argumentsfor such ashift are many.
| hear them alot.

15. The time has come to assess where
we'reheaded regar ding our message so each of
you can honestly deter minewhat you want todo.
Some complain because our message and life-
style are becoming too compromised; others
complain because we' retoo “ different,” too radi-
cal, too controversial. Obvioudly, we'll never
please everyone. So the only thing to do is to
determine what the Lord wants and then you
can each choose where you stand.

16. Onething Peter and | will not do, and
what Dad never did, istolet other sconvinceus
that weneed to compromiseor conformfor the
sakeof support, comfort, or tolook good inthe
eyes of man. We are revolutionaries. We are
dropped out. We are prophets. Since when did
the prophets of God give a convenient message
that was accepted, so they could avoid rattling
the masses or preserve the status quo? They
didn’'t! And neither will Peter and 1.

17. Some of you have very logical argu-
mentsasto why we should be more*“ reason-
able’ and why weneed totonethingsdown and
not be offensive. | imagine you've had alot of
practice preaching your argumentsto your friends
and even your converts. But | have news for
you—we are not getting more mainstream or
more acceptableif that means compromising the
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very important messagesthat the Lord has given
us and expects usto be examplesof. Again, this
brings us back to the question of: Arewe part of
the established church system, along with the
millions of others? Or arewe God's chosen End-
time mouthpieces? | know what we asthe Fam-
ily should be, but what are we? What are you?

18. It’snot likewe can blend into society
and bejust likeeveryoneelsefor now, for the
next X number of years, and then when things
get hot intheEndtimewe'll just morphintoa
radical, disciplined, united army of disciples. It
doesn’'t work like that. We will be what we are
becoming! What we' Il betomorrow dependson
the choiceswe' remaking today. Arewe becom-
ing those Endtime prophets and disciples, or
are we becoming compromised, lukewarm
church members? We have to make the deci-
sions today that will enable the Lord to fulfill
Hispromises! It'saday-by-day process. We're
either walking thewalk of the dropped-out army
God has intended us to be, or we're heading
back into the System.

19. Thisisa defining moment, a turning
point for each of you and the Family asawhole.
At thistimein our history we have the opportu-
nity to grow and betremendously strengthened,
or wefacethethreat of compromiseto the point
that the Family, asweknow it, will ceaseto exist.

20. That’swhythelL ord isdoing everything
He can to put clear choices before you, and
that’swhy He' seven willingto allow suffering
or persecution tovariousdegreesin order to
try to preservethe Family. So much has been
invested in each of you. Each one of you is a
unique creation of the Lord, trained and pre-
pared. But you stand at a crossroads, and the
threat of compromise and defeat isvery real.

21. Thereareother inroadsof compromise
inthe Family today, besidestheones|’vead-
dressed sofar in thisseries, including System
schooling for our children, an inordinate desire
for theworld (Internet, computer games, worldly
knowledge), pursuing System education, living
in the Family because it’s a cushy life and the
Lord provides more abundantly for you than
you could for yourself, etc.

22. All of thewaysthat the Family sample
isweakening and each individual’slifeisless




fruitful due to compromise are part of the
Enemy’s attack on the future of the Family.
WEe' vegiven our livesto thisrevolution, and we
who have been around for any length of time
have seen cycles of growth and purging. There
has been a time of independence and years of
“floating your faith,” which in some cases has
given way to alot of compromise of the basic
foundation of the Family. The L ord allowed such
atime, obviously, because through it some les-
sons have been learned that couldn’t have been
learned any other way. But now we must al rec-
ognize that the Lord isleading us back to more
dedication and full-time discipleship, aswell as
a purer sample of Jesus' teachings and the
lifestylethat makesthe Family different and revo-
[utionary.

Charter Members Must Remain

Pure and Free of Compromise

23. Now isthetime for this change, be-
causetherewill bemany new member sjoining
our ranks. Thefoundation of our inner circle of
discipleship—the CM Family—must be strong,
so those in each of the outer concentric circles
will honestly know what the Family isall about
and will bestrong infaith and conviction. We're
not just after quantity; we're after quantity and
quality! Yes, we want the Family to grow by
leaps and bounds! We want to win disciples,
laborers, supporters, and believers who will be
a part of us, who will make the Family their
“church.” But along with that quantity we want
quality!

24. But let me ask you, what is quality?
What are we looking for? What isthe right bal -
ance between gaining new membersand having
them be strong, sold-out fighters? How much
do we expect of those who want to be a part of
usinsomeway?How doweknow if we' reeither
expecting too much or compromising for gain?
TheLord defined it simply asfollows:

25. (Jesusspeaking:) My beloved bridedis-
ciples, | know that not ever yonewho comesinto
your fold will beadropped-out, full-timedis-
ciple. That isunrealistic. That is not what | ex-
pect, and neither should you. That wasthevision
in the early days when there was no place for

those who couldn’t or wouldn’t drop out and
live communally, giving their wholelivesto Me.
That was My will in the beginning when David
was building the foundation for the army of the
End. There could be no in-between, no compro-
mise with My call to full-time discipleship, no
watering down of the vision that “ straightway
they | eft their netsand followed Him.”

26.But now | put beforethosewhowould be
member sof theFamily many door sof member -
ship, and each oneleadscloser and closer tothe
life of full-time discipleship. You can beckon
the " other sheep” to comein, according to their
own faith. For now the Family is a mature and
well-trained army, and you are prepared to shep-
herd such avaried flock without losing sight of
your goalsand your personal “identity.” Now is
the time to win many sheep to enlarge your
flocks, so you'll be bulging and happy as pro-
ductive, fruitful shepherds.

27.But all thewhile, you must keep your
inner circle(theCM Family) pureand freefrom
compromise. That'sthekey. You canwalk freely
in the pastures, calling for the sheep and tend-
ing to their needs, and there is room for much
variety inlifestyle of thosewho would sit at your
feet to befed. But the shepherdswho call them-
selves My full-time disciples (the CM Family)
must remain pure and unspotted from theworld.

28. Therewill be many, many sheep, and
they will choosetheplacewherethey fed safe
and happy. They will seek out the pasturewhere
they like to graze, and you will care for them.
But they must all know who the true shepherds
are, who the leaders and guides are. Those of
youintheinner circle, the CM Family, who claim
to be full-time disciples must be those who the
sheep recognize as the head herders of sheep,
the experienced and mature ones, and they will
see this by how you live, what your fruit is.
Then they will hear My voice and they will fol-
low. (End of message from Jesus.)

29. (Mama:) Thevision of theexpansion of
theFamily is<till developing. Wehavereceived
many promises of how the Lord will bring many
into our folds, many “ other sheep,” referring to
those who cannot or will not drop out. We are
preparing a place for these sheep, and we will



receive them with open arms. We aren'’t to con-
demn them or regject them for the limitationsthey
place ontheir serviceto theLord, for now isthe
time for the Family to diversify and grow. We
will nolonger bejust an officers’ training corps
that specializesin and only has time for those
who will be leaders. Now we will broaden our
gatesand many morewill enter, and wewill care
for multitudes of sheep at variouslevelsof dedi-
cation and availability. (See ML #3308:91-99,
GN908)

30. Thepoint theL ord wantstomakeclear,
however, isthat even though therewill bemem-
bersof the Family at many levelsof service, the
inner core, the CM Family, isnot to weaken
through compromise. We are to remain the
dropped-out disciples that we have been called
tobe. That'sthekey. Therewill bevariouslevels
of service, sacrifice, behavior, lifestyle, dedica
tion, and adherence to the Word for those who
cannot or will not serve the Lord full-time, but
their becoming members of the Family on their
level should not changethe CM Family. Youwho
are Charter members are to remain focused on
theLord'scall inyour livesto full-timedisciple-
ship. You are to continue to be the sample, to
show it can be done, that it ispossibleto livethe
Word, that Jesus' Words are just as real today
as when He walked the Earth. You are to con-
tinue to be Jesus for those who look to us as
their shepherds. You are to be as His disciples,
following 100 percent.

31. Thegreater tolerance and flexibility
inthe Family ismeant for the new sheep—not
for thosewho are Charter members. For you
who are full-time disciples, there should be no
change in your conviction, lifestyle, goals and
discipleship. Aswe open the door to those who
arenot ableor willing tolivefull timefor Jesus,
you can't let their decisionsjustify your compro-
mises. Always, we must remember that we'reto
be the samples. The inner core of the Family is
till to be asample, not asermon! That has not
changed. That is the foundation Dad laid, and
we are not departing fromiit!

32.If you area Charter member, but you
personally don’t feel you can livethelifeof a
full-timediscipleanymore, that’sokay. You can
chooseadifferent circleof member ship within

theoverall Family, or another lifealtogether,
outside of theFamily. That'sperfectly okay. But
for those who choose to stay as Charter mem-
bers, that means discipleship—asin following
Jesus, living the Word, dropping out, not com-
promising for gain, living Acts 2:44 and 45, etc.

33.1 hopethat clear sthingsup for those of
you who seem to have gotten thewrongidea.
Many think the Family has given up our early
radical goasbecausewecan'tlivelikewe usedto
anymore. That'swrong! That isprecisely where
we're headed—back to the purity that the Fam-
ily haslost, back to the level of dedication that
has been compromised!

34. That isthewholepoint: ThelL ord wants
theFamily tolook awholelot morelikeit used
toasfar asdedication, full-timeservice, unity,
communal living, having all thingsin common,
witnessing full-time, living by faith, home
schooling our children, etc. We retheonly ones
doing it, and the Lord is determined to preserve
that sample. In fact, the need to preserve that
sample is the main reason the Lord will alow
suffering, persecution, and more detractors to
test and try you, so that all of you who need to
will make some decisions—either to get right
with Him and liveasyou should, or tofind alife
that is more suited to you, either in a different
circle of the Family or inthe System.

35. Thesampleof full-timediscipleship in
theCM Family isthecrux of what theLordis
dealing with. Welove our Fellow membersand
you’ re each very important to us; you areavital
part of the Family. Thosewhowill bejoining the
other circles of membership—Active members
and general members—are aso crucia to the
forward movement and fruitful ness of the Fam-
ily. But thedifferenceisthat asFellow members
you aren't claiming to beliving asfull-time dis-
ciples. That's not the standard you are required
to uphold, and that's okay. The Charter mem-
bers are, however, and that’s why there cannot
be such compromise and worldlinessin the CM
Family; otherwiseit weakensthe whole concept
of what full-timediscipleshipin the Family isall
about. That'swhy it's necessary that those who
cannot or will not live as disciples in the CM
Family become Fellow members. It'samatter of
honesty. It's amatter of owning up to reality.



36. It worksboth ways, of cour se. Just as
Charter members can seek reclassification if they
don't feel they can meet the qualifications for
full-time discipleship, Fellow members, Active
members, and others can seek to become Char-
ter membersif they do meet those qualifications.
Your obedience, dedication and discipleship will
make room for you. In fact, we' re thankful that
you' ve chosen to serve the L ord no matter what
circle of discipleship you choose to serve Him
in.

Faithfulness to
Our Unique Message

37. Okay, after that summary and recap of
thoseimportant principles, | want togoback to
thesubject of faithfulnessto theunique mess-
agetheL ord hasgiven us, thechildren of David.
I’'mreferring to the meat of the Word—theradi-
cal, different, controversia Wordsof David. Even
if these other weaknesses are strengthened—
the division, the dependence on System jobs,
thelack of living communally as Jesus’ disciples
did, the compromise for gain, etc.—that won’t
be enough if we're not willing to be true to the
message the Lord has given us. Even success-
ful communal living and trusting the Lord for
supply, even building a greater church isn’t the
al indl, if that meansyou’ rediscarding or bury-
ing the unique and important Words of David
that the Family is blessed to have received.

38. There arethose of you who writein,
chiding Peter and mefor what you consider
our lack of wisdom regarding what we've
printed. There arethose who fedl that your ex-
perience being out on the field makes you the
expertsonwhat’sto be preached if we' reto avoid
“blowing people away” with what you call “un-
necessary doctrines.” The bottom line of your
suggestionsis: “Can’t wejust preach Jesus and
theBible?’ Theargument that'smadeis. “That's
all you need to be amissionary, so why stumble
the sheep with all this other stuff, these strange
truths that no one else is preaching. And if no
one else is preaching it, why do we need to?
After dl, couldn’t we have aperfectly effective
missionary movement and win new members
without having to get al distracted with these
new private doctrines?’

39. Thethinking of thesewhowant todo
away with therevelationsthelL ord givesusis
that they'reintended for theFamily, asprivate
reading, but whatever wepublish becomesavail-
ableto the general public fairly quickly. We
acknowledge that that is true. Peter and | are
completely aware of the fact that putting desig-
nationson our literature doesn’t in any way keep
it out of the hands of those outside the Family.
Wekeep that in mind with every GN! We prayer-
fully consider the legal implications of every-
thing we publish. We have many proofreaders,
asyou know, and they often bring up questions
related to security that are seriously considered
and prayed about.

40. Sowear eawar ethat whatever wepub-
lish in the GNsis quickly made availableto
outsiders, eventoour enemies. Wea soredlize
that thereisa possibility that anything we pub-
lish could be presented as evidence against us
in a court of law in the future. Peter and | and
our counselorsin WS are fully aware of this.

41. That bringsustoaquestion: Wheredo
you draw theline? If weweretolistento those
of you who want to avoid anything controver-
sial falling into the hands of the general public,
our enemies, or even new converts, thingswould
bevery different inthe Family today. Becauseif
wewant to prevent anything that’s new, radical,
and not according to the mainstream church
system from reaching the public or those we're
witnessing to, or our enemies, the only solution
would be to not print it, to completely censor
theLord’sWords. Redlly, isthat what you want?

42. Herear e excer ptsof what one person
wrotenot toolong ago:

43. (Comment from witnesser:) | don't
think that at this point we are really perse-
cuted for being a radical Christian group. |
don’t mind being persecuted for that. When
we speak about “New Wine,” we mostly
speak about new revelations, like the prac-
tical application of the Law of Love and the
“Loving Jesus” revelation (not the spiritual
one, as the spiritual one is also easily ex-
plained and very well Biblically founded). It
is written in the Letters that these new rev-
elations are reserved for us (the Family) in



these days. These are doctrines particular
to the Family. | think that what we face really
as persecution is the result of our lack of
discretion with these things, which | feel
should be and stay private.

44. 1 think that some very sensitive things
come out even in CM/FM mailings, which
we need to realize will be made public to
the whole world nearly immediately. [Note:
Examples given were: “Loving Jesus” rev-
elation, ML #3024-25 and 3029-33; men-
tion of striptease at Peter’s birthday party,
ML #3296, GN 893; innuendoes of sexual
sharing on Valentine’s Day, GV 84; auto-
matic “waving” as an application of loving
Jesus intimately, ML #3284, GN 912; and
the date Mama had with Steven, ML #3345,
GN 939.]

45. | personally have nothing against
these things, except maybe the fact that they
are rather personal and | wonder if it's wise
to publish this in these days when we no
longer have any security. The Statements
state that our sexuality is something pri-
vate, and | think that it should be. Unsaved
or even saved people who are new in Jesus
will take this as adultery, which | agree we
do not necessarily believe in, but why make
it public to the world that does not under-
stand and will automatically turn our “good”
into “evil"?

46. | am only talking as a witnesser. In
my last six years of discipling, | have seen
that these things hurt us more than they
help. We are having more success now by
putting these things on the back burner and
just preaching Jesus and the Bible. As soon
as | mention The Family, these things men-
tioned above are the things that | have to
defend, instead of teaching the Bible and
teaching the sheep to love Jesus and wit-
ness. | don't think that these things should
even come into the picture, as they're not
part of what is needed to be saved and
learn to be a missionary. ...

47. In the early days, when we started
out, we were only required to believe the
basic Bible elements of the “Revolutionary
Rules,” which didn’t even require believing
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that Dad was a prophet. (I didn’t even know
there was a “Dad” when | joined in 1975.
But the Holy Ghost confirmed it with time,
asitis initself “meat” to a “babe,” and really
is not even essential to salvation nor to be
a fruitful missionary for the Lord.)

48. Again, please understand, | don't
have anything against the doctrine; | just
think we need to be more cautious with our
lit and doctrines, and that our “gospel” that
we preach should not be the “new revela-
tions” the Lord gives us between Him and
us in our intimate life together, but that it
should be the simple Gospel of Jesus for
the world as outlined in the Bible, as it was
with us when the Family first started. | know
that we don'’t preach these things as our
Gospel purposely, but by not being cau-
tious, we actually are, and by making these
things, which are actually the personal
maturation of the Family in 30 years of
growth, part of our essential beliefs, we are
actually stumbling sheep by not letting them
grow with the “milk of the Word.” (End of
comments.)

49. (Mama:) | understand this person’s
point of view. | believe there are quite afew of
you who feel the same and who have resorted
to the same kind of witnessing.

50. It isperfectly acceptableto feed babes
with milk and to not get into controversial
issues when it’s not appropriate. But | must
clarify afew points that this person and many
of you have lost sight of.

51. Asl explained earlier, and asthisper -
son also mentioned, thereisnoway that what
wepublish for the Family will remain private.
That doesn’t happen. So if Peter and | really
wanted to keep anything radical, new, or con-
troversial out of the hands of the general public
or our enemies, we' d haveto not publishit. That
would be our only choice. That isnot generally
an option.

52. Peter and | areresponsiblebeforethe
LordtogiveyoutheWord Hegivesus, prayer -
fully consideringthe security aspect. You prob-
ably don'tredlizeit, but we have even consulted
variouslawyersbefore publishing our moreradi-



cal GNs, to be very sure the presentation is ap-
propriate and safe. There's nothing illegal in
what we say, much lessin what we practice, but
we are aware that controversial subjects can be
twisted and made to appear that way unless
they’ re presented with careand prayer. We aren't
living in a dream world; we know that what is
published will come back to us, and we want to
do all we can to protect you, the Family. That is
also our responsibility.

53. But what thispersonthat | quoted ear -
lier issaying, alongwith anyoneelsewhofeels
thesame, isthat weshould just “forget all that
New Wineand just stick with theBible,” that
we should just preach “the simple Gospel of
Jesusfor theworld asoutlined inthe Bible, asit
waswith uswhen the Family first started.” That
isclearly not what has made the Family what we
aretoday. If you only want to witnessthe Bible,
you should be in the churches! If you want
things to be like they were in the early days
when you only had to follow the “Revolution-
ary Rules’ and you're willing to downplay or
forget 30 yearsof Letterssincethen, thenyou're
in the wrong place! God help us!

54. The feelings this person articulates
and thestance hehastaken in hiswitnessing
isaclear exampleof thekind of deadly compro-
misethat hasseeped into our ranksregarding
our witness. Clearly he doesn’t want to have to
defend any of these doctrines in witnessing,
and sincethey come up when the Family ismen-
tioned, | assume that he no longer witnessesin
the name of the Family. And if he believes that
you only need Jesus, the Bible, and salvation
to be an effective missionary, | can’'t help but
ask why in the world he or anyone else who
feelsthisway isin the Family. Why should you
risk being persecuted for our radical beliefs?
Why go to all the trouble of covering up the
doctrines of the group you’ ve been apart of for
yearsif you don’'t even believe they’ re necess-
ary?

55. For God’ssake, if you can’t takeeven a
mention of sexual freedom and sharing between
consenting adultsin our in-house pubs, if you
want to avoid mentioning anything at all sexy,
or thefact that there was a semi-nude dance for
Peter in our al-adult birthday party, if all thisis

so “personal” that you' d rather it never even be
mentioned in the pubs—in fact, you wish it
would just go away—then you're in the wrong
place! What do you think the Family has be-
come? If some of you can’t take any mentionin
the pubs of legitimate, Godly, Charter-allowed
sexual freedom, then there is something seri-
ously wrong with you! And if you think you can
bein the Family and witnesswithout letting your
convertsor even new disciplesknow about Dad
or our radical doctrines, you are mistaken! It's
ridiculous!

56. For Heaven’ ssake, think about it! Do
you realizewhat you’'resaying?! You' rewant-
ing to gut the Family of everything that isunique
to our message, and you might as well start
building church buildingstoday, becausethat’s
what you're becoming! It's pitiful and upset-
ting!

57.1’'mvery concer ned about theconserva-
tive, churchy, religiouselement in our CM Fam-
ily, wonderingwhat in theworld happened to
many of you! Where'sthat dedication you once
had to the Words of David, when you were even
willing to get out the most radical Letters and
posters on the streets by the millions? Now any
little mention of sexual freedom or sharing or
anything that might stumble someoneis hooted
down as unreasonable, unwise, unnecessary,
and alack of discretion!

58. What in theworld doyou want? Doyou
want al the unique doctrines of the Family to
be forgotten, or to be just for your private per-
sonal enjoyment, or even to be relegated to the
shelves in our older Volumes as a part of our
“history” which we'd just as soon forget? I'm
sorry, but all of those options are impossible!
Some of these same criticsare plenty willingto
practice the sexual freedom of the Law of Love
intheir ownlives, and yet they’ d deny thistruth
to the sheep the Lord brings across their path!
And it goes further than that with alot of you;
you don’t even want peopl e to know about Dad
or the Letters or that you're even part of the
Family!

59. It’ sthiswatering down of themessage
and compromisethrough cover -up or deliber-
atedenial that wecannot havein theFamily. Of
course, there are plenty of things about the Fam-



ily that alot of people won't like, especially if
you' re witnessing to churchy, narrow-minded,
got-their-minds-made-up religious people. Just
tonameafew: thefact that we believein David,
our Endtime prophet; our history of FFing; our
belief in and practice of sexual freedom as per
thefull truth of the Law of Lovethat Dad taught
us; hearing from the spirit world (not just Jesus,
but spirit helpers and departed spirits); Dad
continuing to lead the Family through his mess-
ages in prophecy; the practical application of
the“Loving Jesus’ revelation, etc. Let'sfaceit,
the Family isnot mainstream, and we never will
be.

60. Wehaveaccepted into our outer circles
thosewhodon’t or can’t drop out, and wehave
lotsof excellent literaturetofeed the GP and
new convertsthat issimilar totheproductions
of other Christian groupsor churches. But |
want to makeit clear that theradical elementsof
the Family and the meat of the Word are not
going to disappear, so you’ re doing yourself and
your sheep adisserviceif youtry tolead adouble
life where you read the GNsin your Home and
maybe even practice them privately, but in your
witness you try to completely divorce yourself
fromthedoctrines of the Family or eventhe Fam-
ily name. That justisn’t fruitful, and it won’t work!
Your sheep will find out eventually and then
they’ll distrust you and disrespect you for your
lack of honesty.

61. Again, theargument that our radical
doctrinesshould remain privateor that they
“shouldn’t even comeintothepicture” isir-
relevant to Peter and me, becausewefully real-
izethat anythingwepublish or havepublished
won'’t remain private—not in thisday and age.
It will comeinto the picture eventually! You can
think that you're keeping our meaty doctrines
private by not teaching them and by not wit-
nessing in the name of the Family, and you can
hopethey won't come up, but that’sonly astop-
gap. That only delays the inevitable. If you re-
main a part of the Family, your sheep will find
out, and when they do, your lack of honesty will
be aterrible testimony. Not only will you look
likeahypocrite, but aliar.

62. Sotakemy word for it, if you want to
remain in the Family and win new disciples,
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you'’ d best bemuch morehonest and open about
what we'rer eally about—our history and some
of our radical doctrines. You can explain some
of these things with the Statements that are
availablefor your use. Those provide very well-
presented and well-rounded explanations.

63.1"'m not saying you should immediately
giveyour sheep themeat of theseradical doc-
trines. I'm not saying you should necessarily
preach them; but neither can you hide them in-
definitely. Therewill be persecution eventually,
and when that happens, your sheep or new dis-
ciples will find out about our radical past, our
former persecutions, theaccusationsmade against
us, and our controversia doctrines. They’ll find
out about these things through twisted tabloid
TV shows and exaggerated, lying newspaper
articles, or through publications of apostates,
things posted on the Internet. |s that how you
want them to be taught and introduced to these
doctrines? Of course not! Be wise, and teach
your sheep yourself, with love, prayerfulness,
wisdom, and patience. (Seeaso “ Preparing Con-

64. Regar dingthemindset that any of you
havethat’ssimilar towhat’sexpressed inthe
letter from aFamily member that | quoted ear -
lier,theLord said:

65. (Jesus speaking:) Thisisprecisely the
kind of compromising of the message that |
want toroot out. It'snot that | expect the Family
toactively promotetheradica, private messages
or to try to stir up controversy and trouble, but
the deliberate hiding and denying of theradical
doctrine is a compromise that must stop. This
is exactly the kind of compromise that | hate,
that which compromises and denies My Word!

66. Thecompromiser sarethosewho think
everythingisfinewith just theBibleand salva-
tion. If everything werefinewith just that, why
would | still betalking today? I that wereall that
is needed today, why would | have raised up
David and Maria? Why would | haveeven created
the Family if all that were needed werethe same
messages the churches give? It'sridicul ous and
isthe epitome of compromise of the meat of the
Word.




67. You see, some people get alittle con-
fused, and when you talk about not compromis-
ingthe messagethey get scared, becausethey
think that meansthey need to actively promote
or even preach theradical Word, thetruths
that are uniqueto the Family. That is not the
case. That's not what | expect. But | do expect
that they won't deny them, or try to bury them
or pretend they don't exist, or that they won’t
try to hide them from their converts at the time
when they should be feeding their sheep the
meset.

68. Some of these conservative, fearful,
compromised shepherdsarelikeirresponsible
parentsor teacher swho only feed thechildren
intheir caremush and baby food and milk, when
they should be giving them meat loaf sand-
wiches, hamburgers, or a stew with plenty of
tender, juicy meat! It's pitiful. Those kinds of
caregiverscan be charged with negligence. When
the heads of the folds of David don’t provide
proper nourishment for their “children,” that is
negligencein the spirit, and the reason many of
them don’t do it is because of compromise for
gain. They're afraid of losing their flocks, but
part of the problem is they’re not winning the
right kind of sheepinthefirst place; they’ rewin-
ning churchy, lukewarm sheep. Or they’re not
willing to put forth the time and patience needed
to teach them and answer their questions and
help them understand and receive the truth of
the meat of the Words of David.

69. Any way you cut it, that kind of compro-
miseof theWord iswrongand cannot betoler -
ated. Those who are the caregivers and shep-
herds of the sheep of David must havethefaith
to explain and teach (when appropriate) the meat
of the Word. The sheep will find out anyway,
and it's a matter of either preparing them step
by step, with wisdom and patience, or letting
them stumble upon it themselves, usually with
the spin of your enemies, which makesit almost
impossible for babes to understand.

70. Those of you who think you can hide
thesetruthsfrom your foldsarelivingin de-
nial. That is naive and ridiculous. | will not let
these words be hidden. They will be revealed
and shouted from the rooftops, because these
are the very truths and messages that will win

the strongest leaders and laborers. You aren’t to
go out of your way to preach it, for | will open
the doors in My way and My time, but neither
are you to deny the truth, or blatantly hide and
bury it. I will not blessthat, and your sampleand
character will be tarnished as a result of such
shenanigans, astherewill undoubtedly be ques-
tionsastowhy someonewould evenremainina
religious movement if he or she were ashamed
of its doctrines and message. (End of message
fromJesus.)

71. (Mama:) Asl said earlier, | realizeour
enemiesdo eventually get ahold of our CM L et-
tersor thingsthat arewritten specifically to
certain circlesof the Family, or to certain Fam-
ily members in specific situations. They take
thosewords and quote them out of context, wrest
them, misapply them, and do their best to use
them against the Family asawhole. Sometimes
they prepare entire compilations of “twisted
truths,” which they’ve used against us in past
court cases.

72. Whilewer egret that theseL ettershave
fallenintotheir hands, and wecertainly hope
noneof you areguilty of passingthem on, we
don’t regret thewordsand truthsthemselves!
(I'mreferring hereto the pubstill in our Homes.
We acknowledge that some of those purged in
the lit purge lacked the needed safeguards, or
were easy to misconstrue, and for that reason
they are no longer in our Homes.) In defending
them, in “ contending earnestly for thefaith that
was delivered unto us,” it gives us a chance to
present our side of the story, God's message
and full truth, and to spread it far and wide. So
nevertheless, the Gospel is preached, even if
it's through contention sometimes! In defend-
ing the faith, we' ve often made more progress,
gained more friends, spread more message, and
won more people to the Lord than we could
have any other way. All things truly do work
together for good to those who love the Lord,
thank God!

73.1 want toremind you of what theL ord
said in Part 1 of thisseries:
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Only if the Family members are strong
in faith and willing to preach the truth as
given in the Words of David will you fulfill
your special place in the big Endtime pic-
ture. It's that uncompromising witness that
will allow Me to continue to give My full
blessing to the Family. This is one of those
spiritual principles which is contrary to the
mind of natural man. You would think that
the Family would grow and prosper and be-
come strong and financially powerful by re-
cruiting sheer numbers, by tickling people’s
ears with what they want to hear, by making
them feel good about themselves and not
“blowing them away” with strong uncon-
ventional doctrine. But the opposite is true.

80.« You cannot hideor deny theFamily,
Dad, or our radical beliefsindefinitely, because
your sheep will eventually find out.

81.+ Itisyour responsibility toteach your
sheep, to bring them along, to help them re-
ceivethebasicsof themeat of theWord. If they
can’'t handle it when taught lovingly, patiently,
and in the Lord’stime, then they would do bet-
ter to become members of some active charis-
matic church.

82.+ Wewill never havestrongdisciples
unless we win the kind who can receive, be-
lieve, and livethemeat of theWor d. We' re after
quantity and quality!

83.« TheWord teachesusthat all wholive
Godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecu-
tion, and that wewill be per secuted for right-
eousness sake, for the Gospel’ssake. Areyou
willing to stand up for the Gospel—the Words
of David—that the Lord has delivered unto us
and given usto preach in these Last Days? Do
you believe that the meat of the Word is part of
the “righteousness’ God has given us as His
Endtime children, with the message of David
our Endtime prophet?1f not, you' d better find a
place with more basic beliefs you would have
the faith to stand up for, bearing in mind that
you'll probably be persecuted even for those
someday!

We’re Still a Revolution!
84. Hereisamessageof confirmation from
Dad:

85. (Dad speaking:) ThisFamily began as
the Revolution for Jesus! We weren't church
folks or namby-pamby spineless noodles for
Jesus; wewereradical, dropped-out revolution-
aries who wanted to change the world for
Jesus—and we gtill do! And you don’t change
theworld by becoming just another church, just
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preaching Jesus and salvation. We started off
by preaching the full Gospel, everything Jesus
said, and not only preachingit, but livingit full
time.

86. That’ swhat madeusnewsaround the
world and why wehit the headlinesin nation
after nation! Wewere different, wewere news,
and the Lord’s message made news! Evenif the
media sometimestwisted it and misrepresented
us, nevertheless the Gospel was preached!

87.Weweren't your normal meek and mild
littleChristianswho drifted along, witnessing
alittlehereor therewhen we had time—the
silent majority, who have never made a sound,
never changed ajot or atittle, never sank so low
or rose so high, never made amark, never made
any impression, so you never even knew they
ever existed! Wewerefiery, fervent followers of
Jesus, and still are. We don't believe in being
conformed to theworld but in being transformed!
We believe in offering our bodies as a living
sacrifice unto God, whichisjust our reasonable
service after al the Lord has done for us!

88. You may say, “Wdll, Dad, those days of
the Revolution for Jesusaresort of past now,
aren’t they? That was the sixties and seven-
ties. Aren't we the Family now, and aren't wea
little more mainstream, so shouldn’t we have
doctrinesthat are alittle more mainstream?’

89. L et meask you aquestion: What does
theFamily stand for ? It’ sshort for the Family
of Love, aFamily that wasbornin thewhite-hot
firesof the FF Revolution! That'sanother revo-
lution that changed tens of thousands of lives
around the world and spread our message—
God's message—further than we could have
ever imagined! Wedon't FF anymore, but that's
the revolution that gave us our present name,
won multitudes of souls, and made God's love
news in hundreds of news articles around the
world!

90. Now we witnessthe Word instead of
FFing, and that’sarevolution too, becauseit’s
not just the Old Wine of theBible; it alsoin-
cludesall theNew WinetheL ord hasgiven us
over the years. Aswe' ve obeyed His Word to
the best of our ability, He's given usrevelation
after revelation, showing uswhat HisWordreally
meant, from our earliest days up to the present.

91. He sshown usthebest way toreach the
world isto live together in unity, having all
thingsin common, and distributing our belong-
ingsto each man or woman asthey have need.
He'sshown usthat Hemeant it literally when He
said we should love Him with al our heartsand
our neighbors as ourselves, and that all the law
hangs on these two commandments—His Law
of Lovel He's shown us that we can live this
Law of Loveinevery way, even sexually, for you
who are of age.

youfeel aremaybealittle controversial, abit too
radical, inconvenient, things that need toning
down or tossing out or whatever—then you’'re
in trouble! Those words, those bags of grain,
are what keep the building on its foundation—
steady, stable, sturdy and strong!

99. It would do someof you good todiginto
thosebagsof grain that keep uson afirm foun-
dation and remind your self of what’sin there!
When's the last time you read “Dropouts’ or
“God's Explosions” or even looked through
“Revolutionfor Jesus’ inthe MOP? You' rewon-
dering why we can't be a little more conven-
tional and “normal” in our life and outreach?
When'sthelast timeyou read “ Did God Makea
Mistake?’ or “ Jesus People?—Or Revolution!”

105. | don't believein going out of our way
toantagonizesincereChristians, but neither
do! believein toningdown or compromising
our message in order to make friends with
thosewhoar ealr eady saved and alr eady belong
toachurch, etc. Those people are not our main
audience. They already know the Lord, and if
they’re churchy at al, you can be pretty sure
they’re not going to like our kind of religion!
Some of you have written in, asking why we
have to be so controversial asto blow away the
Christians you' ve grown close to; or if they're
not blown away yet, you fear that they will beas
soon asthey hear of some of our radical beliefs.
Hereissome counsel from Dad on that and other
points.

106. (Dad speaking:) I f you' retalking about
toning down the presentation of some of our
doctrinessothat you can work with thechurch
system and be more acceptableto them and make
friends with them and have them accept you, |
can guarantee you that you’ re going to betoning
things down so much that you’ re going to have
very little of God's present-day message | eft!

107. Asfar back as 30 yearsago, church
Christians were having difficulty with the
Family’sdoctrinesof personal witnessing! And
even 40 or 50 years ago, that used to get meinto
so much trouble when | would talk to churches
and church folks about personal witnessing,
because they didn’t want to do it; most of them
didn’t want to beinvolvedin it or makethe sac-
rifices to get out and personal witness. They
wanted to leave that up to the pastor on Sun-
day morning. And they didn't want to accept
forsaking al, they didn’t want to accept thefact
that you didn’t have to have a church building

worship Him standing out in the park with your
friends. And they certainly don't want to ac-
cept our beliefs on sex!

There'satimeto present
the Family’s beliefs and doctrines to outsiders
inaway that will makeit aseasy aspossiblefor
them to understand it and accept it. You don’t
haveto go and stand in front of the church doors
and insist that they believe the way that you do.

109. But we have every right to what we
believe and what we stand for. God has every
right to get His message out through the Family,
and we're free to believe and live and practice
and follow the messagethat God isgiving to the
Family today. And although it’s not our aim to
force anyone to believe and accept our beliefs
or doctrines or lifestyle, we would like them to
believe and accept, and we want to give them
the opportunity to hear the message. But we
also have afirm belief that we have every right
to our freedom of choice and belief and doctrine
and religion and lifestyle and mode of operation
and everything.

110. The churchestried to persuade me
for years, asdid my first wife, that | wasgoing
about thingsthewrong way, that | shouldn’t be
challenging them left and right, that |1 should
tone things down, that | shouldn’t be going
around telling peoplethat wereally canlive ac-
cording to the Bible, that Jesus did really mean
that true Christians should be willing to forsake
all and follow Him. The minute | started stand-
ing up for the truth, | was never fully accepted
by the church Christians.

111. And that’swhy theL ord had usstart
the Family, becausein you He saw peoplewho
wer ewillingtoaccept Hismessage. The Family
didn’'t want it toned down. They wanted to be-
lieveit. They were excited and thrilled and turned

to gotoinorder toworship God—that you could

on and happy to have finally found others who
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wanted to live the Word, to preach the Word, to
give the Word, and to obey the Lord and follow
Him no matter what! They werewilling and happy
and were honored to deny themselves and take
up their crossdaily and follow Him.

112. That waswhat tur ned them on! It was
their key! Andthe morethe L ord asked themto
do, and the more He presented them with, the
crazier the idea, the more it challenged or ex-
posed the System or the churchy Christians, the
happier our people got—the more excited they
got! They got even more conviction and more
fire to give everything to Jesus and serve Him
with all their hearts. They loved Him, so they
loved thetruth. They loved Hisnew fresh wine!
They loved Hisnew fresh revel ations and mess-
ages!

113. That | wasDavid, theEndtimeprophet,
wasthegreatest thrill in theworld to our one
hundred per cent, sold-out, loyal disciples! Be-
causethat’ swhat they needed—a shepherd who
could |ead them through the Endtime, someone
who the Lord had anointed with great convic-
tion, faith, and boldness, who wasn't afraid of
the wrath of the System, who wasn’t afraid to
stand up and face the lion’s roar. They had to
facemy roar! Hal

114. You are personally responsible for
what you doin your lifeand with your lifeand
with thetruth that God hasgiven you. No one
can tell you what to say, and no one can make
you say anything when you' re face to face wit-
nessing to someone. It’s between you and that
person and the Lord, and it's up to you to de-
liver the L ord’s message to them—whatever the
message is that He wants you to give that indi-
vidual. And it variesagreat deal from person to
person depending on where they’'re at in the
spirit and how much they can receive at atime.
Some need to be spoon-fed with milk, and then
they grow and grow in the spirit and they can
take stronger feedings, and then they can take
the meat, and then they can take the fresh New
Wine and revelations.

115. But you'retheinstrument and thetool
that deliver sthemessage. God'sgiven the Fam-
ily Hismessagefor today in all of itswonderful
glory. He'sgiven you Hisrevelations, Hislead-
ing and guidance through me, and now through

Mama and Peter, and it’s your choice what you
do with it, how you treat it, how you handleit,
how you deliver it. It's one thing to tone down
your presentation of one of the Family’s doc-
trineslike"Loving Jesus’ or the voice of proph-
ecy, or whatever, with the purpose in mind of
helping the person to receiveit and fully under-
stand it and gradually letting them grow in the
spirit until you can give them more and more. If
you're being motivated by true, genuine love
for that soul and for that person, then the Lord
will befaithful to lead and guide you asto how
to present the message.

116. But if your goal isto tone down the
message becauseyou don’t even likethemess-
age, and you don’t want to talk about it, and
you don’'t want to present it in the first place,
and maybe you don't even believe in it, then
that's awhol e different story!

117. Likel said, wehavefreedom of reli-
giousbdief and thefreedom tofollow theL ord
and obey His message. The church also oper-
atesaccording to their belief, and they havethe
freedom to do so. Each individual hasthe free-
dom to decide where they feel they fit best.

118. God called meout of thechurch sys-
tem sothat He could usemeand makemeinto
thevessel that Hewanted metobetogiveHis
messagetotheworld in the Endtime. He per-
sonally spoke to me and to others and told me
my calling and my job. He was the One Who
told methat | was David for the Endtime, that He
would set up one shepherd over His sheep and
He would feed them. And even though | didn’t
understand everything at that time, | still had
the personal conviction and faith to follow God.
| believed that God knew what He was doing
and that He knew best.

119. And that’swhat each person hasto
decidefor themselves. No oneisforcing youto
believe anything that you don’t want to believe.
You're not being forced to stay in the Family.
You're completely free to stay if you want to
uphold the standards and beliefs of the Family,
or you're completely free to serve the Lord in
another way, whether it be with the churches,
with another Christian group, or whatever. You
have freedom of choice.

120. Our Family beliefsarenot a secret;
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we'revery openwith our beliefsandtheLord’'s
message. That's our job. We are witnesses. We
are Histools in the Endtime, His mouthpieces.
That's what we live for—to bring people the
truth, to set them free, to give them Jesus, tobring
them happiness and eterna life. And although
the road may sometimes be rough and bumpy,
we know that we're doing the Lord's will and
we' re obeying Him. (End of messagefromDad.)

Comments from one of our COs:

121. It's not uncommon for the Family
today to be looking at the seeming suc-
cess of some churches and question our
ways, methods, tactics, message, etc. |
think this is something that will need fur-
ther clarification as we proceed with the
Activated build-a-church vision. It's real
easy, when we're talking in terms of build-
ing a church, to compare ourselves with
those in the church system who have been
successful with that type of thing. | guess
because the terminology is the same, you
sort of inadvertently compare with different
churches, what they’re doing, how they're
attracting people, what their message is,
etc., and because they are often pretty suc-
cessful at drawing larger numbers, then
they look more successful at serving the
Lord.

122. But we're talking about two very
different things here: Building a church and
having a place where people come for spiri-
tual feeding is one thing; being the priest-
hood or serving the Lord as one of the 12
is very different, as well as being respon-
sible to serve up a meatier message. That
is our calling, and that is the standard that
we have to judge ourselves by—not by the
70 or the 120 or the 5,000. (End of com-
ment from CO.)

Denying Association

With the Family
123. (Mama:) Ashasbeen brought out, ton-

ing down the message is closely linked with
distancing your selves from the name of the
Family. This subject was covered fairly exten-
sively in“Mama sMemos#9,” “ Preparing Con-

tacts For Future Persecution,” ML #3243:80—
122, GN 845, whichwas publishedin March 1999.
Pleasereread that counsel. Also, the Lord gave
more counsel recently in “Activate the World,
Part1,” ML #3348:57—72, GN 943.

124. Oneof the COsrecently commented:

In one country in our area there was a
prevailing fear of persecution due to past
persecutions, which resulted in their ton-
ing down the Family’'s radical message
and distancing themselves from the Fam-
ily. The counsel at the end of “Activate the
World, Part 1,” “Don’t Hide Your Light Under
a Bushel,” was a real help in clarifying the
right way to approach this, and I think gave
the Family greater faith in this area. It was
interesting to hear some brethren talk about
other Christian or Catholic groups who get
persecuted there, but who are very bold and
upfront in their witness, and are growing
by leaps and bounds. This also helped dis-
pel their fear. (End of comment from CO.)

125. (Mama:) Not toolong ago, the Eur o-
pean M edia Desk wroteabout aproblem situa-
tionthat cameup in an Easter n Eur opean coun-
try where one Home had a fruitful, long-term
ministry going, but they had never mentioned
their association with the Family. Eventually a
journalist put the pieces of the puzzle together
and did an article showing how they were in-
deed the Family. The mediadesk wrote:

126. (From EMD:) This situation is a
sobering example of the hazards of not let-
ting people know that you're part of the
Family. In this case, their whole work is now
in jeopardy, and they’re going to be fighting
an uphill battle with everyone, from their
landlord onwards, as to why they never said
they were part of us and why they never
helped their friends understand the Family
better. There is little we can do for them at
this point. Of course, we can pray for them,
and we have offered some suggestions
about how to explain themselves now. We
are concerned for their landlord, to whom
they basically denied outright that they were
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part of a “sect.” Their sponsors may also
be unhappy, not to speak of the places
where they've been ministering.

127. For the short term it must be easier
in many places for support, and to be ac-
cepted, to avoid connecting to the Family,
especially in places where there has been
a concerted anti-cult campaign going on
for years. But now, in a case like this, their
whole work and financial support are
shaken, and we don’t know if they will even
have a work to speak of at the end of it, not
to mention the poor testimony that they
haven’t been upfront, which can reflect
negatively on the Family as a whole. The
issue of “deception” and “front organiza-
tions” is a hot one.

128. | don't think there’s any problem
with doing a project in a different name pro-
vided the affiliation to the Family is acknowl-
edged when appropriate. We explain it like
this: Each Family community is indepen-
dently run and self-supporting. Family
members undertake local projects and
choose to adopt a name for that certain
project.

129. However, if the name of the Family
is never mentioned, then you’re opening
yourself up to an allegation of deception. If
a Home has friends and supporters who
either ask directly or they are dealing with
them closely and regularly, and the Family
members have never mentioned that they
are affiliated with the Family, aren’t those
supporters going to feel deceived? (This
is one of the points made in “Mama’s
Memos #9.”)

130. If we don’'t acknowledge the Family
part in our project or foundation, if it comes
out later and we then try to justify the rea-
son we never mentioned the Family be-
cause, “The Family is my religious belief
and therefore it doesn’'t have much to do
with the project,” I'm not sure it's going to
work. For one, it isn't really true. We are
Family members and we do receive Fam-
ily literature. For another, this is not the
government’s perception of us.

131. On the other hand, if we have openly

stated that we'’re affiliated with the Family,
then an article like the one in this particular
country wouldn't have nearly as much ef-
fect. In many ways the article in question
was a good testimony of all of our good
works, and the history was fairly accurate
and up to date, although it did have some
negative twists. But the fact that the Home’s
relationship to the Family was never ac-
knowledged is going to make people won-
der and suspect that there really is some-
thing wrong with the Family, or why would
the brethren have never mentioned it?
132. It doesn’t take much for someone
with a nose for information to ferret out all
the connecting pieces and come to the
conclusion that this reporter did—that these
people are part of the Family. And now what
kind of a testimony will it be to their friends?
133. We got something interesting from
the Lord when praying about this situation.
He said: “Bear in mind that in this day and
age the warfare is a complicated one, with
information spread around the world. This
reporter, sitting at his computer, found out
much information that you yourselves have
published. He just strung it together. So all
should take heed to this, for this is not the
first time that something like this has hap-
pened, and it will not be the last.” (End of
comments from European Media Desk.)

134. (Mama:) Werealize, of cour se, that
therearetimeswhen your connection with the
Family would need to be kept secret, such as
when you're in a country where your work is
banned, or wherethe authoritieswould imprison
you, or where being a Christian in itself is dan-
gerous. But obviously the trend to not make
known your connection with the Family ismuch
more widespread than that. | asked the Lord for
more counsel about it, especially how thisfitsin
with Hiscall to rid ourselves of the compromises
that are making us ineffective. His message is
very clear.

135. (Jesus speaking:) Much dependson
themotivation and thedetailssurrounding each
individual stuation. If aHomeddiberately hides
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their association with the Family to the point
that they're actually denying their faith in the
Family and the Words of David, thenit'sa piti-
ful, terrible sample! | can understand taking on a
certain namefor aparticular “ Consider the Poor”
project if that name has meaning and possibly
communicatesmoreto thelocal peoplethansim-
ply the name “The Family.” | can understand
that it might be more effective for the upfront
name of a project to be such things as “ Defeat-
ing Drugs in Our Neighborhood” or “Help for
the Homeless” or “Tough Love for Teenagers’
or “Foundation for the Benefit of Underprivi-
leged Families,” etc. Such namesareimmediately
sdlf-explanatory, and therefore people know right
away what you' re doing.

136. If the motivation for adopting such
namesisfor such alegitimatereason, thenit’s
acceptable. But there should always be some
association with the Family, some explanation
or tiewith the Family; otherwise your presenta-
tionisdeceptiveand | cannot fully blessyou. If
you deliberately hide or even deny your asso-
ciation with the Family, then when it becomes
known that you are not just associated, but ac-
tualy longtime, full-time members of the Family,
your reputation, testimony, and works will be
tarnished!

137. Your supportersand colleagueswill
concludethat you'vebeen lying, and if you lied
about something asfundamental asthat, then
they’ [l wonder what elseyou’relyingabout. The
trust you haveworked so hard to build with others
will be dashed, and your Christian testimony will
be sadly tainted. Newswill travel, and you' Il find
many doors that would have otherwise been
opened to you will be permanently and tightly
closed. Inthe end you will suffer much morefor
your deliberate deception than you would have
had you been honest and presented your asso-
ciation with the Family wisely, at the appropriate
time and in the appropriate way.

138. Those of you who think you can in-
definitely work under another namewith no
association with the Family, whileremaining
member sof the Family, arelivingin adream
world. It is foolishness and naiveté for you to
think that your membership in the Family will
not eventually be discovered. So unless you

want to face devastating embarrassment and a
collapse of your work, you must be upfront and
honest.

139. That doesn’t mean you need to tell
every singledetail about the Family immedi-
ately, but to actively hide or actually deny your
association with any religious movement and
to not mention the name of the Family fairly
early oninyour work relationship with othersis
extremely unwise and will only backfire.

140. Theworst part of thisisnot just the
way your wor k will suffer, and how you might
even have to completely shut down and move
on to something else, because your benefactors
and sponsorswill havelost faithinyou and will
haveto retaliate to save face, but even worseis
the damageit will do to your personal sample as
a Chrigtian. You should be known for your in-
tegrity, honesty, and fairness. You should be
known for love and truth. You should be known
for doing theright thing, for making choices ac-
cording to your conviction, even to your own
hurt. You should be known to be like Me, the
Man Who was known for going about every-
where doing good.

141. But how can lying, covering up, being
deceptiveand actually leading peopleastray
through half-truths, omissions, and lies be
looked at as* going everywheredoing good” ?
You'll bevery sorry, but the damage will beim-
possible to undo. Once you’'ve hurt people’'s
faithinyou by lying and deceiving them, even if
not by what you say but by what you don’t say,
it'simpossibleto regainit. They' Il always, for-
ever after, bethinking in the back of their minds,
“Hmm ... | wonder if they are telling me the
truth.”

142. Not only isit a terrible, damaging
sampletoyour supporter sand somethingthat
destroysyour personal testimony asa Chris-
tian, but it also undermines the conviction of
your children and the younger ones and new
disciples who work with you. Just stop a mo-
ment and think honestly about what you' re say-
ing to the younger ones when you deny asso-
ciation with the Family. Do they seethat you're
proud to be a member of the Family? Do they
see you boldly standing up for the truth? Do
they see you accepting your place as a prophet
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and voice in the Endtime? Or do they see you
compromising, cowering, and hiding?

143. You whohavelied, deceived, and com-
promised in thisway should beashamed of your -
selves! | am ashamed of you! You know it is
written: “Whosoever shall be ashamed of Me
and of My Words, of him also shall the Son of
Man be ashamed.” To deny the Family name
and to deliberately cover up your association is
to be ashamed of Me and My Words that |'ve
giventothe Family. Youmight try tojustify your
actions and get out from under the conviction
of this verse by saying, “Well, | do tell people
about Jesus. | do witnesssalvation. | don’t deny
the Lord or the Bible.” That's not enough for
those who claim to be part of the Family. Be-
causeyou havereceived much, much isexpected
of you. If you are ashamed of the Word as you
know it, as you've been taught through the
Words of David, you are ashamed of Me.

144.1f you havesolittlefaithinMeand My
ability toraiseup thosewhowill stand by you
for what you truly are, aspart of the Family; if
you have solittle convictioninthemessagel’ ve
giventhechildren of David; if you havesolittle
prideinthework and lifestyle and sample of the
Family; if you can so easily hide your faith and
deny your association with the Family; if you're
soworried that you' re going to blow away your
churchy contacts; if you're compromising for
gain so much that you can’t even let peopleknow
you're part of the Family or usethe Family tools
or promote Activated, then you might as well
not even be in the Family! You should have
enough conviction to drop out of the Family
and join some organization that you aren’t afraid
to at least say the name of! For Heaven's sake
and your own personal testimony, if you can’t
bear to be apart of the Family openly, then you
shouldn’t try to be a part secretly!

145. Theprivilegeof readingthe GNsthat
you receiveasatithing member of the Family
can't bethat important to you, and they cer-
tainly can’t be making much differencein your
life if you're so compromised that you won’t
even let your association with the Family be
known. As| said in earlier times, “| would that
you were hot or cold, but because you are luke-
warm | will spew you out of My mouth!” It's

time to decide. Are you hot?—Or cold? Quit
being lukewarm! (End of message from Jesus.)

146. (Mama:) After readingan advancecopy
of thisGN, Dawn in EURCRO commented:

147. This GN talks a lot about our relation-
ship with other Christians and churches,
and compromises that come about be-
cause of fear of people’s churchy reactions.
In Europe, | feel the bigger problem is with
the AC anti-sect propaganda, which has
spread throughout Western Europe and
many of the EE countries now, too, as well
as actual anti-freedom-of-religion laws that
have passed in some countries and are
being considered in others. Many countries
are still free as far as their religious laws
go, but the Enemy has sure spewed out
his flood of media-incited fears and propa-
ganda, so the Family is hard-pressed in
an increasing number of countries to find
people who haven't been polluted and
brainwashed to automatically react nega-
tively to anything that looks or sounds like
a sect in general, and against anything that
sounds like the Family in particular.

148. This of course affects the Family’s
withess, so many brethren tread softly with
an initial introduction and explanation that
whoever they're talking to will understand
and accept, but then often they don't let the
full truth be known for fear of rocking the
boat. | suppose it's the same basic prob-
lem as compromise for the sake of gain,
just from a different angle.

149. It seems that if anyone has chosen
to remain in Europe, seeing the times are
changing so rapidly toward the fulfillment
of the Endtime Scriptures for these coun-
tries, they should be prepared to be wit-
nesses even amidst the AC spirit, which
we all know is going to become even more
rampant here in years to come. It seems
that as long as the countries haven’t adopted
actual laws which ban us or our witness,
that the counsel in this GN should apply no
matter how AC-leaning a country is or how
strong the anti-sect media and propaganda
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is. Of course, wisdom and discretion are
necessary, but our goals and message
should still be the same. (End of comments
from Dawn.)

150. (Mama:) Thesearegood pointsfrom
Dawn! Assomeof you might know, in some Euro-
pean countriesit seemslikethe Family istrying
to beasclandestineaswe can be, whilethe Scien-
tologists or Jehovah's Witnesses or Mormons
and othersare operating relatively openly—not
flaunting their presence, but not ashamed of who
they are, either. They don't necessarily get bad
publicity related to the same accusationswe do,
but they do get beat up and havetheir buildings
bulldozed or get refused permission to operate
and thingslikethat, so they undergo persecution
aswdll. Hereissomeimportant counsel fromthe
Lord on this subject.

151. (Jesusspeaking:) Not associating your -
self with thename of the Family, especially in
countrieswher ethereisastronganti-cult move-
ment, reinfor cesin people smindsthat all new
religious movements are bad, because they
never hear or see otherwise. They'releft with
that delusion, and with time grow moreand more
close-minded about it. They don’t have an op-
portunity to see the truth. Whereas if you're
continuing with your good, solid, Christian
sample, while at the same time being honest
about who you belong to and what you believe,
then people can see the truth for themselves,
and it breaks down the negative, twisted per-
spective built up by the media and the ACs.

152. That might not seem like such an
important point now, but in thefutureit will
havegreat consequences. The Antichrististry-
ing to condition people to think a certain way,
to be closed to anything out of the norm, to
assumetheworst about small groupswho don’t
do things the established way. He's preparing
them for his takeover and total control.

153. You are a shining example of living
outsdethe System, of living aperfectly healthy
and productivelife, and anyonein their right
mind can seethat. You arealiving example of
truth. You are part of My truth to the world in
that way, and part of the choices and chances |

want to givethem to seethetruth and receiveit.
But if they don't hear or seethetruth fromyou,
they will slowly swallow more and more propa-
gandafromthe AC, and in the end they will be
easy prey. Whereasif you are more open, more
honest, more upfront, evenif some peopledon’t
automatically receive you or want to help you,
even if it makes things a little tougher, it gives
people a chance to see the truth and to see that
you're not ashamed of it, that there’'s nothing
wrong with it. And it helpsto prepare them for
the days when they will have to make achoice,
whether to accept the AC control or to help
AACs, likeyou! (End of message from Jesus.)

154. (Mama:) | pray that wakesyou up and
motivatesall of you who areusing a different
upfront namein your projects, provisioningor
witnessing, to really get desperate about your
testimony and presentation, to make sureyou’re
being true to the Revolution! Thisisone of the
most serious inroads of compromise, and for
your own good, and the good of the Family, it
needs to stop!

Each of You Must
Make a Decision

155. Peter and | know what compr omises
are creeping in. We know that many of you
claim to be Charter members, but your lifestyle
is hardly distinguishable from the average Sys-
tem person. Weknow thereare still alot of half-
hearted or unbelieving peoplein our Homeswho
shouldn’t even bein the Family. We know what
doctrines many of you aretrying to bury dueto
fear of man, lack of conviction, or compromise
for gain. Weknow there are many who are hardly
witnessing at all, much less full time, and that
System jobs are sweeping whole continents. We
know division threatens to defeat many works
and whole countries.

156. TheLord hasmadeit clear that the
compromising of our basicfundamental beliefs
and what makestheFamily different cannot be
tolerated any longer. If you think the Family
will just keep getting weaker and more compro-
mised and worldly, you' re wrong. If you think
weno longer believein forsaking all to live to-
gether, being full-time missionarieswho live by
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faith, and being dropped out of the church sys-
tem, you' rewrong. If you' re hoping things are
going to “cam down” and that we'll become
more “mainstream” and start preaching just the
“basics of Jesus and the Bible,” you're wrong.

157. Our radical doctrinesarenot going
away, andif you honestly can’'t handleit, or you're
ashamed of them, or you deny being associated
with the Family in your witnessing, and you wish
you could just be “independent missionaries,”
then that’s probably what you should be. Things
are only going to get hotter! So get ready by
getting with it, or getting out!

158. | hopeyou realizethat we'retryingto
help you makean educated decision by clearly
statingthat Peter and | will continueto publish
what theL ord showsus. We haveno intentions
of doing away with theradical doctrineswe now
have, or the ones the Lord may reveal in the
future. It'snot like Peter and | are“forcing” you
to preach the meat of the Word; we' re showing
you realistically what you can expect if you
chooseto remainamember of the Family. And of
course no oneisforcing you to stay in the Fam-
ily. You must, however, understand that to stay
in the Family but try to hide your association
with the Family and deny the meat of the Word
will not work; it will only hurt you and those you
work with. The Lord will seetoit that the mesat of
the Word is preached oneway or the other! That
is our unique calling and message as Endtime
prophets, and we must obey the Lord.

159. Each of you needstomakeadecision!
Todothisyou must:

1) Prayabout whereyou stand. Behonest with
yourself. Decidewhereyour convictionslie
and whether you’ re willing to stand up for
theradical doctrinesof the Family. Takeinto
serious consideration that the Family isnot
becoming mainstream, and the meat of the
Word will become known eventualy. You
can't hidefromit or think it won't beanissue.
Determinewher eyou want toservetheL ord
—intheFamily asCM, FM, or Active mem-
ber, or part of our general membership, orin
the church of your choice.

Makewhatever changesyou need to make.
That could mean a change of your classifi-

cationinthe Family, or no longer being part
of the Family and beginning anew lifeinthe
System.

If you decideto continueasa Charter mem-
ber, you'll need torid your life, Homeand
wor k of thecompromisesthat will only hurt
you and others, including your toning down,
ignoring, or denying either theradical doc-
trines of the Family or the Family name.

160. Peter and | areprayingfor you. Claim
the power of the keys for the changes you need
in your life, and for renewed conviction and
power of the Holy Spirit to be His witnesses.
Call on the keys for faith to know that as you
remain faithful to the Lord and HisWord, Hewill
befaithful to you and will supply all your needs!

Isn’t the Gospel Jesus and
salvation?

162. (Dad speaking:) | started arevolution,
and theFamily isstill arevolution today! You
are the called-out ones—called out from the
church system. Nothing has ever changed that.
You've been called out to preach a message of
love that no one else is preaching; that's what
I’ve always taught, and nothing has changed.

163. I've never been mainstream, the
Family’ snever been mainstream, and it never
will be! Those of you who want a mainstream
message, who prefer to stick to milk instead of
meat, can take your pick. If it's only salvation
you want to preach, then go to the churches. |
mean it! If that's what you want, 1’1l send you
withmy blessing. Thereare somewonderful folks
in the churches—sweet, sincere, and dedicated
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Christianswho lovethe Lord and want to preach
the salvation of Jesus.

164. Thisdoesn’t changethefact, however,
that theL ord hasgiven theFamily auniquecall-
ing—that which is distinct from mainstream
churches. And we've got to stay true to that
calling—the particular calling He' sgiven us!

165. I'll grant you, you’ ve been experienc-
ing thematuration of amovement for agood
many year s now. But just because the Family
has grown wiser, just because you’ re branching
out with new methods, new tools, new modes of
operation, and new tacticsto win theworld, just
because you' ve grown and have learned better
ways to become all things to al men, doesn't
mean you can back down on standing true to
the message that the Lord has given you. And
that isaunique message, aradical message! It's
amessage of love, of the Endtime, of the Law of
Love, of loving Him and doing morefor Him, of
letting His Spirit live, think, and movein you, of
standing up and defying the forces of evil that
prevail in the world today, of getting activated!

166. Yes, themain job of the Family isto
preach the Gospd toall nations. You areto make
disciples of al nations. | have no doubt there
aresincere Christiansin other groups, but when
the Lord tells you to make disciples of all na-
tions, He means for you to preach the unique
message He's given you to preach! He's given
the Family anew religion—areligion of love, a
religion of life and liberty, of loving each other
and loving the Lord. The Family’s message is
real religion, alivereigion, Endtimereligion!

167. I've never taught you to pull your
punches, and I’'m not about to now. Look at the
Letters! If anyone thinks | only taught you to
preach the milk of the Word, go back and brush
up alittle on the older L ettersand what | taught
you. Granted, | taught you to use discretion, to
not go out of your way to offend people, but
I’ ve never been oneto hide or cover up thetruth
of themessage the L ord was giving usto preach
either.

168. What you folksneed todoisbalance
Scripturewith Scripture. Neverinal my years
when | was with you there on Earth did | advo-
cate the Family concentrating only on the milk
of theWord. Areyou kidding? Takealook at the

radical things | led you in! From our red-robed
prophet days, to reaching out to the most de-
spised and rejected of all—the hippies. We let
theworld know about our views on palitics, the
fall of America, the Arab Wall, and the Green
Paper Pig, just to name a few. We passed out
millions for the billions of MO Letters around
theworld—and those L etters had meat in them!
There was nothing mainstream about that! The
world heard about FFing—we didn’t hide our
light under abushel. Then came our postersthat
were read around the globe, and our view of
Heaven was afar cry different than most main-
streamingtitutions. If you'll do alittle homework,
you'll see | never taught you to stick to only a
mainstream message, to just themilk of the Word.

169. Use wisdom in bringing your babes
along, yes, but the idea is to get them off the
milk and on to meat!

170. There s nothing like the Family on
theface of the Earth! You know why? Because
the Lord Himself hascalled youtoliveHisLaw
of Love. He's called you to be dropped out of
the mainstream. He's given more truth, more of
the pure waters of His Word to the Family than
to any other group on the face of the Earth, and
He doesn’t expect you to sit on it and not liveit
or preach it!

171. When you tart settlingdown towhere
you want to pleasethemainstream, you' d better
watch out! Yes, you've got to use alittle wis-
dom. You'vegot to be Spirit-led. I’'m not saying
you need to go out and knock people over the
head with our radical doctrinesand beliefsright
off the bat. You' ve got to know your meat, and
most of al you haveto pray and be Spirit-led on
what to give to whom, on where you give it to
them, and on how fast you need to go in feeding
your friends and sheep the meat of the Word.

172. The Lord has called you to be His
mouthpieces, to deliver Hisvery uniguemess-
agetotheworld—and that messageisaradical
message compar ed to what other sarepreach-
ing. Themessage He' sgiventhe Family to preach
today is about the Endtime, about loving Him,
about witnessing. And for those who want to be
disciples and get closer to us, it's about being
His Bride. It's about loving Him and praising
Him and hearing from Him in prophecy.
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173.Did | ever pull my punches? Didn’t |
alwaysteach you to hit thingshead-on? What |
taught you wasto obey God, to follow God and
to betrueto giving out His message. If it's per-
secution you’ re worried about, you' d do better
toworry if you' re not getting some type of per-
secution for righteousness' sake. “Bewarewhen
all men think well of you!” Of course, we don’t
want to go out of our way to bring problems
upon ourselves, nor do we want to make the
Lord have to bring persecution to stir us up or
make us obey and get out the truth, but Jesus
promised that if they persecuted Him, they’ll
persecuteyou. Thegood newsisthis. HE's prom-
ised to keep you through it. He's promised to
help you rise above, and you will comethrough
victorious!

174. What you need towor ry about isnot
preaching the message He's given you to
preach! What you don’'t want to do is receive
persecution for not obeying what He'stold you
to do. I’ ve never been one to pull my punches,
and I’ m not about to start now. The unique mess-
age the Lord has given you to preach is what
the Family is all about. And now, in this era of
action, with the Activated vision, the world is
going to hear about it.

175. Why doyou think theLord isgiving
you the power toriseaboveand thekeysof the
Kingdom? He's giving you the power over all
impossibilities because He knows that’s what
you’ re going to need to preach the unique mess-
age He's giving you today—the message of
love, the message of HisLaw of Love, themess-
age of the End.

176. Yes, I’ vealwaystaught you to preach
Jesus, and who knowsmor eabout Jesusthan
you do?—About His personal life, His Heav-
enly Kingdom, and how He works and oper-
ates? What better way can you preach Jesus
than by teaching the world Histrue ways, about
loving Him and loving others—about His Law
of Love! Jesus said, “The words | speak unto
you, they are spirit and they arelife.” He said,
“My words are Me.” So if you want to preach
Jesus, you've got to preach the words He's
given you to preach. It's all Jesus. That's what
the Family’s message isto be—thewords He's
given us.

177. Yoursis a special calling, a unique
ministry, a unique message. It pays to obey
the Lord. It paysto stay true to what He shows
you. That'swhat He's calling the Family to do
today. That's what Mama and Peter are doing,
just like | did. That's the calling of prophets—
to obey what the Lord shows them today and
trust Him for the future. (End of message from
Dad.)

Q: Since most saved Christians don’t
accept that David can be our prophet,
and certainly not“the prophet of the
End,” should we try to hide this fact, or
should we even let go of this doctrine?

179. (Dad speaking:) God hasaplanand a
purposefor the Endtime, and if some people
don’t want to believethat God used measthe
Endtimeprophet to giveout Hismessage, then
that’s up to them. You can’t force people and
beat them over the head and makethem believe!
And I'm not surprised that church Christians
don't believe it, because they don’'t even be-
lievethat God is<till speakingtoday. Soit'sreally
going to stretch their faith to believe that not
only is God speaking today, but that He chose
little peoplelike me, and now Mamaand Peter, to
speak Hismessage for the Endtime.

180. | never thought of myself asa great
prophet; | just knewthelL ord wasreal, Hewas
moving, Hewas speaking, and for somerea-
son, He chose me to speak through. And |
couldn’t let the Lord down. | had to obey Him
by faith and give the words and message that
Hewanted meto giveto you and to theworld. |
loved theLord so much and I knew that Heloved
you so much and He was counting on me to be
willing to speak His message, no matter what
the cost.

181. 1 knew thechur ch Christiansin gen-
eral wouldn't likeit or receiveit and that they
would persecute us for it, but you can’t stop
the Spirit of God or His message and what He
wants to do and what He wants to say because
you're afraid that it might upset some Chris-
tiansand make them mad. | mean, if they haven't
even been able to accept that a prophet has
been among them, good night, they’ re going to
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haveahard timewith thethingsthe Lord hasin
storefor thefuture! Sol think if you'reworried
now to even let it be said that | was a prophet,
and not only a prophet but a great prophet, and
not only agreat prophet but the Endtime prophet,
you're going to have a lot more worries than
just that! Because the Lord is not going to stop
therel

182.1 never considered myself great and
I’m not great, but thelL ord hasagreat message
toget out and He'snot goingtostop there. You
just haveto make up your mind if you’ rewilling
to go on with the Revolution and go full speed
ahead into the future or not! You can stay back
there with the church Christians and read the
Old Testament and get afew jewels out of the
New Testament, but I’ m telling you, you haven't
seen anything yet!

183. God isabout to explode! Thefutureis
so far out that if you haven’t even got the faith
to speak the name of Father David with great
faith and conviction and pride in our message,
then Lord help you. | couldn’t carelessif afew
church Chrigtians’ feathersareruffled. Sowhat?!
Arethey going to be the ones who are going to
stand by your side and stand up for the truth
and uphold the standard and the Lord’s Name
inthe Endtimewhen the battlesareredlly raging?
Arethey the ones? Some of them might be, but
you' re certainly going to know whoitisby who
iswilling to receivethe L ord's message of today,
today.

184. 1t'sanew day! Thesearenew times,
and themessagesthat arecomingin arebrand-
new! So you'd better fasten your seat belt, be-
causeyou'reinfor thewildest ride of your life!
You're either going to go on with the Revolu-
tion, with Mamain the driver’s seat—and sheis
one wild and willing driver—or you had better
get off at the next stop. It's up to you. (End of
messagefromDad.)

Q:What’s wrong with making friends of
believing Christians?

186. (Dad speaking:) There's nothing
wrong with making friends with believing
Christians. Wewant friends, and wetry to cul-
tivate good, fruitful, meaningful friendshipswith

others—not only Christians but with anyone
who shows a sincere interest in the Lord, the
Family, and our work. You Family membersare
highly skilled witnesserswho have been trained
by the Lord Himself and by me to put your best
foot forward and present your witnessin away
that will be easy for the person you're talking
with to relate to and accept.—Providing they
have a hunger and a vacuum in their heart for
the Spirit of God and for the truth and His mess-
age. And the Family knows that in order to do
that, you haveto show yoursdlf friendly and have
a friendly approach and cultivate their friend-
ship. That's just natural!

187. So of course there' s nothing wrong
with making friendswith Christiansor with
anyone—you havetodothat. That’syour first
step, and that’s your starting point in any wit-
ness. But true friendship is based on honesty,
openness, and good communication, and that
type of relationship isbuilt on faith and trust in
one another. And if whoever you' re witnessing
to, whether it'saChristian or anyone else, knows
that you're going to be open and honest with
them and that they can trust you to not be de-
ceitful or hide the truth, but that they can trust
you to be the kind of person that's going to be
open, then that’s going to win their respect and
deepen your friendship even more.

188. Soif you really want to win friends
and cultivatetrue, lagting, fruitful friendships,
honesty and opennessareavery big part of it,
and that means you' re going to have to be hon-
est and open with them about your beliefs, your
lifestyle, our doctrines, who you are, and why
you're doing what you're doing. Because of
course they’re going to be interested, they’'re
going to want to know about you.

189. If they'reinterested in the Spirit of
God and inthespirit they seein you, and they
start asking you questions, it’s because they
want toknow, they want tobefed. They’ rehun-
gry, they’ re sucking, they have avacuuminthe
spirit, and God is using that vacuum because
He wants to fill it. And He's going to fill it
through you, if you're yielded and willing and
open to be the channel to give them His Word,
love, comfort, encouragement, guidance and

message.
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190. Soif they start asking you about your
beliefson sex, for example, you can't just clam
up and say nothing! Because they’re going to
think that’s pretty strange and they’ re going to
wonder why you'’ re suddenly not willing to dis-
cuss something with them and be open and up-
front and honest about it.

191. It’ struethat church Christiansdon’t
generally likethesexual freedom theL ord has
given to us. He'swilling to give it to anyone,
but very few people have been willing to accept
it, believein it, and obey it. They think there's
something inherently wrong with enjoying sex
and being open and honest about it, especially
if you'reaChristian.

192. But theFamily doesn’t think there's
anythingwrongwith sex—wenever havel We ve
always been very open and forthright and hon-
est in our belief that sex is God-created, God-
ordained, Godly, beautiful, pure and wonderful
inHissight. That is, good, Godly sex, of course.
I’'m not talking about perverted, worldly, selfish
sex; I'mtalking about red loving sex whereyou' re
giving and caring and sharing and concerned
for each other.

193. The Family has never felt thereis
anything wrong with sex, and thank God He
used me to help set the Family people free to
believe it and live it and enjoy it and not be
dragged down by guilt, condemnation, and the
liesof the Devil.

194. So, I'm sorry that it isa point of con-
trover sy with church Christians. They’ veal-
ways screamed “ blasphemy” or “heresy” when
it cameto our sexual doctrines, and I’m sorry if
it'sadifficult thing for you to explain to Chris-
tians. But don’t worry if they’re not willing to
receiveit. We're not trying to conform to them
and to what they like or don't like, and to the
way they think we should be, think, or operate,
and what they think we should be preaching
and how they think we should be living!

195. The Family was not created to con-
form tothechurch system! TheLord ordained
the Family to be different, to be dropped out of
the church system, to be new and revolution-
ary and radical and willing and open to receive
God’s messages. God knew He couldn’t count
on the church Christiansto accept it, receiveit,

or liveit. That’swhy He started the Family, and
He'sbeen using the Family ever sinceto be His
vehicle to show the world not only the beauties
of good, Godly, loving sex, and how it can be
lived in love and enjoyed and shared, and that
it's not asin, but also other messages that God
cannot trust the churchy Christianswith because
they just reject them. They won't receiveit and
they won't do anything withit, so Hecan't give
it to them! He hasto choose peoplelikeyou, the
Family, who arewilling and ready to accept it.

196. Sol’'m sorry if you can’t get thechurch
peopletoseeeyetoeyewith you about sex. You're
just goingtohavetodecidewhat’ smoreimport-
ant toyou. If it' smoreimportant for you to main-
tain your friendship with your church group or
your circleof church Christian friends, well, then
so beit; that's your decision and your preroga-
tive. But they' re gtill going to want to know your
beliefs on sex. They're still going to ask you
those questions, and you're going to have to
answer them. Soyou'll eventually haveto make
a decision between them and us!

197. It just comesdown tothefact that you
havetodecideif you believein themessagethe
Lord hasgiven usor you don't! Andif you're
for it and you believe it, you're not going to
have any trouble saying so and standing up for
the truth and the standard! And if you don't,
then you might aswell quit pretending and make
some decisions in your life about where you
want to servetheLord. After al, if you nolonger
have faith in our radical message and you con-
tinually want to hideit and deny it, you' d prob-
ably be happier in a different outfit whose be-
liefs are more in line with your own. (End of
messagefromDad.)

Q: If something isn’t done about our
approach regarding our radical beliefs,
we are going to go on stirring up the
media, making enemies, and for what
purpose?

199. (Dad speaking:) You havetokeep your
eyesand mind on thegoal and vision and spiri-
tual war fare. Themediagets stirred up because
the Enemy stirs them up, because he does not
want the Family to get out the Lord's message.
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These are the Endtime days and the spiritual
warfare is becoming hotter and more intense,
and the Enemy knows that the Lord is pouring
out Hismessage to the Family, and that the Fam-
ily iswilling to deliver it to theworld.

200. The Devil knowsthat the messages
you'vebeen given in these Endtimedaysare
just what the lost sheep arelonging for and
desiringtohear. They'reradical, they’ rerevo-
lutionary, and the Enemy gets so mad that he
triesto stir up themedia. He' swilling to do any-
thing he can to stop the voice of God. Of course,
he can't stop the voice of God, but he's still
crazy enough to try.

201. Godisin control and Heknowsjust
what thewor|d needsand when, and whotogive
it to and how to give it. And don’t worry; if
you're faithful to obey God's voice and where
He's leading you, He'll take care of you. He'll
protect you and do miracles for you in order to
take care of you. He' Il do mighty thingsfor you
as you step out by faith and boldly and un-
ashamedly tell the world God's message. You
have nothing to worry about, because when
you'reinthe center of God'swill and being used
as His mouthpiece and His tool, the media and
all their puny efforts are nothing in the face of
God’s mighty power and anointing.

202. Sowhat if themediagetsstirred up?!
Don'tworry if you offend afew peopleand make
afew enemies. Jesus always had enemies, those
who tried to kill Him because of what He said
and what He stood up for.

203.1 don’t carewhat our enemiessay; all
| careabout iswhat theLord tellsustodoand
say! That's what we're in this business for! |
love the messagesthe Lord has given us. | love
Hisfresh, hot, radical, beautiful, wonderful, thrill-
ing messages! Wouldn't you rather have to suf-
fer afew mockers and scoffers and theridicule
and criticism of afew enemies and the lash of
the media, than to give up your faithin God and
what He'sdoing today, right now, in these End-
time days?

204. TheL ord hastouseanew approach to
reach thisgeneration becausethey’resolost.
They’ reeven morelost, more hungry, and more
cold and dead in the spirit than previous gen-
erations. They need Hisradical, revolutionary,

far-out messages! That’swhat’sgoing to warm
their hearts and give them hope and open their
eyes. Sodon't be afraid to deliver it.

205. It’sonly thebeginning. God hasmuch
morein store! Hewantsto reach Hislost sheep,
sofollow closely and God will useyou mightily
and to the full, and you'll never be sorry. Be-
cause one day soon, all those that you were
instrumental in reaching, all those people that
you helpedtowintothe Lord will bewithyouin
Heaven, and you'll be able to thumb your nose
at all those scoffersand mockersand at the Devil
himself, and tell them that'swhat it was al for,
that’s what the purpose was—so that we could
winasmany aspossibleinto HisHeavenly King-
dom. (End of messagefromDad.)
