They are
My delight, My sunshine, and My song. Your
prayers demonstrate your need for Me, your
dependence on Me, your utter faith and trust in
Me, and this brings joy to My heart all the day
long.

How |
loveyour prayers. | liveto tend to each one, for
thisis My great pleasure, My delight, My life,
My song. (End of message from Jesus.)

8. (Jesusspeaking:) How wonderful arethe
prayersof My brides. How | ook forward with
great anticipation to these mornings spent in
prayer and supplication to Me [our Home's
twice-monthly prayer mornings]. Oh, thejoy it
bringsMeto hear the prayers of My dear loves.
Thank you, My dearest ones, for your prayers
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unto Me. They are My joy. (End of message
fromJesus.)

Accomplishments and Prayer

9. (Quedtion:) We veheard many timeshow
if wepray, You will help usget twiceasmuch
donein half thetime; that our prayersaremore
effectivethan working intheflesh. Butit'shard
for our carnal mindsto grasp how that’s so. Can
You explain more about how we can achieve
greater resultsthrough prayer rather than work?

10. (Jesusspeaking:) Prayer isaction. It’s
themost effectiveway of getting anything ac-
complished. Think of prayer as an operation
manual for anew piece of equipment. Prayer, like
the manual, will show you how to get the ma-
chine running, where to find the on/off button,
how it works. You can run around trying to fig-
ure it out yourself and you'll eventually learn
how to run themachine. But it would be so much
easier, and alot lesstime-consuming, if you take
the manual and read the instructions. You may
think it takes too much time when you could be
“discovering” the machine for yourself, but
you' resowrong. The manual hasquick and easy
operational pointers. You don’t have to worry
about breaking the machinewhileyou’relearn-
ing its functions, and you'll be able to get it
rolling sooner than if you decide your knowl-
edge about machinesis sufficient.

11. Prayer isjust likethat manual. You're
saving yourself a lot of hassles if you'll pray
more and hear from Me more, because you're
going to be getting My direct counsel and know-
how.

12. When you pray and then hear from Me,
| can show you exactly how thingswork. This
helps you to work better and faster and more
efficiently. Also, whenyou pray | gotowork for
you and take action on your behalf. So action
through prayer is yours for the asking. (End of
message fromJesus.)

13. (Jesus speaking:) There are many
thingsin thespirit that seemtobemysteriesto
you, when in reality they're very simple. It
doesn’t seem to make alot of physical senseto
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say that if you spend twice as long on your
knees, in prayer, doing absolutely nothing but
presenting your spirit before Mein humility and
subjection, that you will actually accomplish
more than if you spent that same time rushing
about feverishly attending to the many things
that you have to do.

14. It all dependson what sort of accomplish-
mentsyou’'relooking for. Yes, you might not
get out the door quite that fast. You may have
to cut back on some of that business you were
hoping to attend to. But look at it from abroader
perspective—what work are you trying to ac-
complish?lsitjust to survive another day?1sit
just to get some food on the table and your rent
covered? Or areyou trying to change theworld,
one heart at atime, one day at atime, to stand
up against the forces of evil that would doom
the souls of the world to damnation and spiri-
tual slavery? That's the work that you cannot
accomplish without My help and strength.

15. Let Metell you something about that
littleexchange between L uther and M elanch-
thon you hear told so often: Melanchthon knew
they had a lot of things to do that day. Luther
knew thisaswell. Luther also knew Melanchthon
wasmaking aperfectly logical suggestion to cut
their prayer time in half so they’d have more
time to get to al the little things that had to be
done that day. But Luther was not looking at
everything that had to be done that day. Hewas
looking further. He was|ooking beyond theim-
mediate physical matters, at the mission and
purposefor which | had placed him on Earth. He
knew that when times got so busy, it was easy
toforget where hisfocusreally should be. Sohe
knew that he had to spend more timein prayer,
not less—not so that he could do everything
that had to get done that day, but so that he
could make sure that what he was doing was
what | wanted him to be doing.

16. Heknew that onething doneright, in
My time, in My way, by My will, wasagreater
accomplishment than tendingto onehundred
pressingtasksthat surrounded him. Heknew
he could not |et theimmediate distract hisfocus
from those things that were eternal. And look
where it got him! Look what a mighty warrior



and follower of My Spirit he became, changing
the face of the world and history for centuries
tofollow!

17.1 havecalled you, My children,toatask
nolessdauntingthan Luther’s, soit behooves
you to spend moretimein prayer, onyour knees,
seeking My will, imploring Meto work on your
behalf—to keep your mind on the bigger pic-
ture, the greater worksthat | would accomplish
through you, through your Homes, through
your ministries, through those you comein con-
tact with on aregular basis—not just the tasks
of your everyday survival, but the works of the
spiritinthe heartsand minds of men. Theseare
the works that mean the most to Me. These are
the accomplishmentsfor which you must strive.
Thisiswhat you will do better in—accomplish-
ing My will with greater accuracy and faster re-
sults—through taking the time to go slow, and
making sure you' re doing exactly what | want
you to be doing. (End of message from Jesus.)

18. (Jesusspeaking:) Why areprayersso
effective?—Because they tap into My reser-
voir of power. Rather than doing thejob on your
own and only using your own resources, wis-
dom, anointing and power, you have access to
My infinite power and wisdom and resources. |
can change situations and people’'s mindsin a
minute that would take you days to change on
your own. So the moretimeyou spend in prayer
asking My hand to move in the ways that it
needs to move in order to accomplish My will,
themoreeffectiveyouwill be. It will betimewell
spent.

19. In many situationsthat you find your -
selfin, it takesamiraclefor My will to beac-
complished, or a series of miracles. Even if
these miracles are not so outstanding on their
own, yet the little steps, the little events, can
add up to something big, and often whether the
job gets done or not, or whether My plan for
you comes through or not, depends on those
littlethings. Soin praying for each of thoselittle
things and specifically asking Me to work on
them, you’'re saving yourself a tremendous
amount of time. Things can then fall into place
and happen much more smoothly.

20. Of cour se, everything doesn’t always
go smoothly even when you do pray, because
I’'m also limited by the choices of others,
whether they yield to My Spirit or not.* Andthe
Enemy & so throws hisroadblocksin sometimes,
which | alow within the overall plan and pur-
pose for mankind. But things will go much
smoother than they would have if you hadn’t
prayed. So don't think that | didn’t answer your
prayers or they weren't effective, but just think
of how bad it could have been if you hadn’t
been praying! (End of messagefromJesus.) * (See
aso“Prayer Power,” ML #302:22, 27-29.)

The Impact of Prayer

21. (Dad speaking:) The Enemy really
fights prayer—not only prayer and prophecy
and hearing from the Lord directly, but hefights
prayer in general, any form of prayer and inter-
ceding on the behalf of others, because he
knows it has a good effect. It helps the Lord's
Kingdom in someway and therefore hindersthe
Enemy’sdirty work in someway. You might think
afew words of prayer here and there for others
isn't accomplishing much and isn’t really mak-
ing that much of a difference. You might think
that you’ re just going through the motions, that
maybe it's not getting anywhere and it's not
doing that much to cause changes to happen.
But that’s the farthest thing from the truth!

22. One reason people think that their
prayersaren’t making a lot of differenceis
becausethe Enemy fightsyou and triestodis-
courage you from praying, and another is be-
cause sometimesit takestimefor you to seethose
differencesin the natural. But just because you
don't see all the effects of your prayers doesn’t
mean that they’re not going to work in situa-
tions and lives and having a big effect.

23.All of our prayers eventhelittleprayers
you whisper in passingwhen theL ord brings
someonetoyour mind and you pray for them,
have an effect. It not only works together for
good in other peopl€e's lives, but in your own
lifetoo. Prayer bringsyou closer to God. It keeps
you connected with the spirit world and helps
you to stay intune, inspired, and going theright
direction. Even if you're praying for others or




about other situations that you aren’t involved
in personally, you're dwelling in the spirit, and
that’s very good for your own spiritua life.

24. Praying for people brings down the
Lord’s Spirit. It brings a spirit of faith, a posi-
tive spirit, because you're expecting God to
answer, to do something, to move, when you
bring your prayer request to Him. Just the fact
that you manifest faith in the Lord through your
prayers pleases Him, and Heworksin the situa-
tionor intheperson’slife. Hehearsit all and He
doesn't take your prayers lightly. He doesn’t
just brush them off or filethem away to take care
of later when He has time, but He takes each
prayer very seriously because He knowsyou're
sincere. He loves you and He loves the one
you're praying for, and He wants to help. He
wants to work and move and bring about the
changes needed, supply the needs, bring the
victories, do the miracles, and because of your
prayers, He can do all those things much more
quickly.

25.He' sbound by HisWord, and if you pray
about something or for someone, He has to
work, Hehasto moveand apply your prayer
and do something. He said He would, and the
fact that you' re praying and holding Him to His
promises has a big effect. It has a bigger effect
than you can imagine—much, much bigger. The
Lord doesn’'t alwaystell you all the answersto
your prayers or let you see al the results; you
haveto takeit by faith, and sometimesyou have
to keep praying and beseeching like the impor-
tunatewoman. A lot of itisby faith, but whether
or not you get to see the results immediately,
you can trust that every prayer makes a differ-
ence.

26. Sometimesthe Lord letsyou seethe
resultsright away to encour ageyou and show
you that you’renot just going through themo-
tionsof prayer, but that Heheard and Hean-
swer ed. SometimesHe' Il let you seethemiracle,
the answer to prayer, so that you can praiseHim
and giveHim all theglory. Other timesyou don't
see it; you don't know what's happening and
you just have to trust and take it by faith. But
those times are important—maybe even more
important—because He's having to do more,

there are more factors involved, more steps to
take, and more of amiracleisrequired.

27.Sodon't giveup prayingfor others, be-
causeit’saveryimportant and very needed min-
istry. Your prayers are important, every single
one of them. They'rereal and they have areal
effect. They not only help others, but they help
you by keeping you closeto the Lord, soft, com-
passionate, and humble. (End of message from
Dad.)

When You Wish You Could
Do Something...

28. (Dad speaking to a busy mother:) |
know that at timeshavinglotsof kidscan seem
abit restrictive, but for every timeyou feel like
there's something you' d like to do but you just
can't get to it because the kids need you, | want
you to remember that your children arethe great-
est blessing, the greatest part of your testimony,
and then turn that desire to fill that other need
into aprayer.

29. If you'renot abletotend toit person-
ally, pray for it fervently! That will helpyouto
take positive action and will keep you from get-
ting frustrated. It will help you to tap into
Heaven and seethings more clearly, astheLord
sees them. It will accomplish the greatest pur-
pose of all—commanding the Lord’swill to be
done in that situation!

30. When you try to take care of some-
thingyoursdlf, if you'rebeing very prayerful
and loving you can hit themark; theLord can
anoint you to be His tool and accomplish His
purpose. But there are times for all of uswhen
we're not prayerful enough—I know | experi-
enced it while | was there. So although we do
get something done or make some change, at
timesit just creates another problem or it’snot a
completely smooth mission. We do our best,
but sometimes our best isn’t good enough, be-
cause we' re not prayerful enough. But when all
we can do is pray for something, we can rest
assured that the Lord is going to handle it per-
fectly!

31. While sometimes our flesh longs to
get involved and it really seemsnecessary from
our perspective, theL ord knowsbetter,and He




can bring about Hisperfect will just through
our prayers! That's not to say that we can’t
ever get involved, but sometimes we try to get
involved alot more than we need to. So if you
can’'t do anything about it in the physical, turn
those desires or frustrations into prayers for
theLord’s Spirit towork, and Hewill! Praisethe
Lord! (End of message fromDad.)

Prayer Angels

32. (Jesusspeaking:) Each personisborn
with threeangels. Oneisto pray for them through
their life—for what ismoreimportant than prayer,
asthe prayer will help to not only influence the
baby, but the other two guardians. The other
angel isthe guardian or protector angel to pro-
tect the person through life. And the third angel
isthe onethat influencestheir thoughts, always
trying to help them to make the right choices
and decisions and give them the strength to do
s0. Thisistheangel of the heart and conscience.
The three angels are assigned at conception,
because the prayers and protection are needed
from then on. There are also times when | per-
sonally assign other spirit helpersto help these
three angels. These spirit helpers likewise as-
sist inthese areas, to guard and protect, to pray,
and to influence the mind and heart.

33. Thishelp from the spirit world | make
availableto all, yet throughout one’s lifetime,
should the person make the choiceto reject their
help, should they through their majesty of choice
choose to do evil over good, then this will tie
the handsof hisor her angelsinasense, limiting
them in the influence and help they can give—
all because of the person’s choiceto do evil in-
stead of good. By your making theright choices
and yielding to My Spirit, you are strengthen-
ing theline of communication and opening your-
self toreceivethispositive help from My angels
and spirit helpers. When one chooses to reject
good and makes choicesto do evil, they areina
sense cutting themselves off from these who
could otherwise help them.

34. Theprayer angel isalwaysbeholding
My face because heisfacing M eand beseech-
ingMeand interceding for theonehe[or she]
is assigned to. He is praying not only for the

person, but for all that isgoing on around him—
the circumstances, the conditions, for My will
to be done in his life, for the other guardians
and helpers, ministering spirits, and departed
spirits who are assigned to the person, since
departed spirits also need help and instruction
and guidance and even strength of spirit. And
for you, My children, who live to do My work
and My will, | liveto makeintercession for you.
| pray for you awaysfrom the courts of Heaven.

35. Thosewholivefor Meand choosetodo
good can havemor ethan one prayer angel or
prayer warrior,just asthey can havemorethan
one protector and more than one counselor.
They can get them by asking, or they’ reassigned
according to the need. The greater responsibil-
ity people have, the more they give, the more
hel persand angelsthey receive. You receivehelp
according to the need. Those who give their
whole life to Me, who are constantly pouring
out and witnessing, like the children of David,
can have dozens of helpers, warriors, and pro-
tectors, to help them stand strong through the
trials and fight the battles they face.

36. They aregiven angd sof cour age, angels
of wisdom, angels of miracles, angelsto help
them receive prophecies, angels to help them
havefaith, to persevere, angelsthat help to heal
them, angels that even give them physical
strength. Some of you have a host of angelic
helpers. Some angels are just on temporary as-
signment. For example, when you go on a dan-
gerous mission you are even dispatched a band
of warrior angelsto protect you from harm, rob-
bers and mishaps. And when you fight heavy
spiritua battlesyou area so given warrior angels
to help you through your battles.

37. Thereareeven angelsassigned toyour
housesand car ssothat when you travel they go
with thecar toprotect it and you from danger.
Your angel that is always beholding My face
can pray for you while you travel and request
extraprotectorsto travel with your vehicle. Your
prayer angel also influences you to pray, re-
minding you to pray for your safety whileyou're
traveling and to be on guard, as well as giving
you many other prayer reminders throughout
theday. Your prayer angel can aso pray through



you when you don’t know what to pray for or
how to pray. Your personal prayer angel isvery,
very busy and has one of the most important
jobsin Heaven because | hear their prayersand
effect change according to their prayers and
your prayers.

38. A good example of what your prayer
angel doesisin the verse, “Take heed that ye
despise not one of these little ones; for | say
unto you, that in Heaven their angels do aways
behold the face of My Father which is in
Heaven.” This is an example of where your
prayer angel watching over you can pray for the
angels of vengeance to recompense any harm
that isdoneto you. (End of message from Jesus.)

What’s Stopping Us?
39. (Question:) What ar e some obstacles
that hold usback from praying more, and how
can weover comethem?

40. (Jesus speaking:) When a request is
near and dear toyour heart, whenyouaremoved
by it and feel for that person or desperately de-
sire for Me to work in that situation, then you
pray fervently and frequently. Conversely, when
you are not personally touched by a need or
request, it iseasier for it to pass you by without
receiving your desperate prayers.

41. So ask Meto giveyou the gift of em-
pathy for that situation, so you can put your-
self inthat person’s shoes—that sick child, that
afflicted adult, that Home facing persecution,
that person suffering intense spiritual attacks
or trials. As you are moved by the situation,
youwill remember to pray.

42.\When you aremoved, your prayerswill
move My heart and allow Meto movein the
situation, for the effectual fervent prayer of a
righteous man availeth much. When you call
unto Mewith your whole heart, then | will hear
you and answer you and show you great and
mighty things.

43. Sopray asif you werethe one suffer-
ing sickness, trials, spiritual attacks, perse-
cution, or facing financial need. Pray asif it
wereyour children, your wife, your family, your
Home, your contacts, your needs, and | will hear

and | will answer.

44. Bewillingtobear theburdensof others
through your prayersfor them, through sacri-
ficing your time for them, through thinking of
them. Look not only on your own things—your
own affairs and battles—but look upon the
things of others. Lay down your lifefor themin
prayer, evenas| laid down My lifefor you. (End
of message from Jesus.)

45. (Jesus speaking:) When you'r e confi-
dent and you think you know what you’redo-
ing, becar eful, becausethat’ swhen your des-
peration in prayer goesright out thewindow.
It'savery common error on the part of My chil-
dren. You think you know what to do, or that
your plans are sufficient or more realistic than
Mine, so prayer takesaback seat. Andit’'sonly
whenyoufail that you realizethat you left prayer
behind, and Mewithiit.

46. 1t’snot enough toask Metoblessanew
pr oj ect—you need to do much mor ethan that.
You need to lay aside your pride by realizing
and admitting to Me and to yourself that | am
the only One Who can keep things floating and
keep you above water. Things have changed in
thisnew era, this era of action.

47.1’vebeen lenient and allowed you tosuc-
ceed in certain areason your own intimespast,
but now thingshavegotten tighter. Thebattle's
raging, the Enemy ismad, and your ranks have
to becometighter. There'sno moretimefor goof-
ing around—you need to start praying more
and coming to Mefor instructions. I sthat under-
stood?

48. What hindersyou isprideand self-con-
fidence. | know it's a hard saying, but you’'re
going to haveto forsake your prideif you want
tomakeit inthisoutfit. Thereisn’t timefor cor-
porals to be running around thinking they run
the show, or for sergeants to think they’ ve got
things under control on their own. Sorry, things
have simply changed. From now on you’re go-
ing to have to ask Me about everything, and
commit everything to Mein prayer.

49.I'mtheGeneral. | know what thebattle
plansare, soyour prideand self-confidenceis
goingtohavetobeleft behind. You' regoingto



have to leave it all behind and start coming to
Mefor everything—and when | say everything,
| meanit. There’sno other way around it; other-
wise, you might end up aliability to the rest of
your division because you think you're suffi-
cientinyourself. Don't |et that be you! (End of
message fromJesus.)

50. (Jesus speaking:) Sometimes you're
just plain too busy. You're so wrapped up in
what you' re doing and how important it is that
you forget what’'s most important. It’s not that
your work for Me is not important—it is! But
this you ought to do and not leave the other
undone. Work without prayer can befutile, even
if your intentions are to help and serve others.
But service for Me and others combined with
prayer isan unbeatable force.

51. Alongwith being too busy, sometimes
you get your prioritiesmixed up and have an
off-balance sense of what’s important. Some-
timesyou havetoo great a sense of self-import-
ance, thinking that your plans and what you
haveto do are moreimportant than the needs of
others, or more necessary than letting Mework
through you and for you. Selfishness and self-
centeredness can also hold you back from pray-
ing more fervently for others. Sometimes you
don’t even think of or remember their needs be-
cause you're too involved in your own. Of
course you have needs and problems, and they
need prayer too! And if you prayed more, you'd
probably have less of them.

52. You need torealize that while | need
your Sservice, your servicewithout prayer isn't
enough. Being busy, busy, busy all thetimeis
not enough if you don’t let Me work for you
and with you. Humble yourself before Me and
let Me in more, and you'll see clearly, little by
little, how much moreeffectively | canwork than
you can. (End of message from Jesus.)

53. (Jesusspeaking:) Some of you havelet
your self become carnally minded and accus-
tomed to operating more in the physical realm
and less in the spiritual realm. You have ne-
glected to use prayer in your lifeasmuch asyou
ought to, because you do not realize its power

in the spirit, because the spiritual is not as
presentinyour lifeasit should be. If you havea
lot of contact or interaction with the world and
worldly people, it's easy to get into their frame
of mind, of doing, pushing, and neglecting the
spiritual side of life. To bein My Family, | ask
that you be spiritually minded. To be an effec-
tive prayer warrior, thisbecomes essential. (End
of message from Jesus.)

Summary of things that hold us back
from praying:

Lack of compassion and putting yourself in
other people’s shoes.

Pride and self-confidence.

Being “too busy.”

Getting your priorities mixed up.
Selfishness and self-centeredness, or too
great a sense of self-importance.

Being carnally minded.

What to do to overcome:

— Ask the Lord for the gift of empathy.

Pray for others as if you were the one suf-
fering.

Realize and humbly admit that you do not
have the answers or solutions and that you
need the Lord’s help.

Realize the power of prayer and your lack
of power without it.

Humble yourself before the Lord and let
Him in more.

Pray to become more spiritually minded.

If You Won’t Fail, | Won’t Fail

54. (Jesusspeaking:) | know it’shard, but
you need tofind atimethat you can set asdefor
prayer, and then keep toit. You vedready seen
the difference that your prayers have made in
thelivesof your loved ones—and how it wasin
great part due to your fervent and desperate
continual prayers. You have no idea of the ac-
tual physical good that your prayersaccomplish
—but they do! Don't fail those you love by
failing to pray for them! Do it every day, and |
promise that you will not fail to seetheresults.
(End of message from Jesus.)

55. (Mama:) Her € s something from the
L ord explainingtothe shepher dsof oneof our
unitstheeffect prayer hashad in someof the
young peopl€e' slives:

56. (Jesusspeaking:) If you had ahabit or a
wrong attitudethat you needed to change, and
peoplewer epraying desperately for you every
singleday about it, you'd feel the conviction of
My Spirit to change. And so do these young
onesfeel that moving of My Spiritintheir lives,
that convictionthat I’ m expecting it of them. It's
aspiritual thing. Your prayers are spiritual, and
every time you pray for these young ones and
the changes| want them to make, you’ re spiritu-
ally compelling them to make those changes, and
they will as long as they’re yielding and desir-
ing to do so. It's a law of My Spirit that your
prayers have an effect; they move My hand and
they go to work in the lives of those you pray
for.

57. You can seeit right now in the steps
and changesthat thisoneismaking because of
your prayers. She'shearing from Mein proph-
ecy every day, and that’savery big step for her.
She 4till has to fight the Enemy’s doubts, but
she’s coming to Me for answers to her ques-
tions. Thisis awonderful victory, areal major
step forward, and you should be proud of her,
and excited that you played apart in helping her
to moveforward.

58. You can seeit with another onewho’s
mor eopentoothers ideas, whoisreally trying
tobeloving in her words and actions, lessharsh
or in your face about her opinions.

59. Another isgtill fightingwith many ques-
tions, but he' stryingtobemor eupbeat, posi-
tive, toincludethe older generation morein his
conversations. He' s trying to go out of hisway
to accommodate peopl€e's needs and requests.
He'sreally trying to be ablessing, to show more
impartial love.

60. Someonewhodidn’t think hecould re-
celveprophecyissuckingand listeningtoMy

voiceevery day, fightingfor everyword, by faith.
It'sareal strugglefor him, but he'sgoing for it.
He'sdesperateto hear from Mebecauseheknows
he needs to. He's desperate for the changes he
needsto make and iswilling to do thingsthat he
never felt he could do before.

61. Sokeep praying, My faithful veterans,
becauseyour prayersarehavingavery big ef-
fect. Evenif you don't get to see dl the effects
of your prayers, not only are they working, but
they’re good for you too because it helps to
keep your hearts broken for My sheep. (End of
message from Jesus.)

63. (Jesus speaking:) Praying for other
peopleiswhat loveisall about—it’s putting
your lovein action in thespirit. You' renot only
thinking of them and desiring to help, but you're
doing something about it.

64. Intercessory prayer requiresyou to
givefrom your heart. It stretchesyour lovefor
the person for whom you’ re praying. Your love
for them obligesyouto call on Mefor their help.

65. One of the most beautiful results of
prayingfor other peopleisthat your vision be-
comeslessselfish. It fillsyour heart with more
lovefor the person, because your love for them
makes you want to help them in any way poss-
ible, and prayer is the key. When you pray for
someone you add more power to the victory.
The backing is stronger, thus the answer more
forthcoming. It keeps you desperate for some-
oneelse, soyour lifedoesn’t just revolve around
you alone; you're reaching out and asking Me
to help othersaswell.

66. Prayer likethisisan example of self-
lessness, of esteeming other s above your self.
It's love in action—reaching beyond your own
needs and filling the vacancy within someone
else’slife. It's making Me the core, the focus,
the central figure and center spread. And be-
cause you're going out of your way to help
others, | reward your sacrificeandlove by using



the prayers to change and improve your life as
well. Also, if someone knowsyou're faithful to
pray for them, in your time of need they will be
the prayer support you need as well.

67. Prayer isaform of giving unselfishly
without expectinganythinginreturn, but there
aredividends. Try itand you'll experiencethem.
(End of message from Jesus.)

68. (Jesus speaking:) Asyou pour out, |
will pour in. Give, and it shall be given unto
you. Asyou pour out your heart to Mein prayer
for othersand their situations, | will ook at your
heart and your situation and care for you. As
you give all you haveto Mein prayer and con-
cern for others, | will answer in ways greater
than you canimagine. | will pour out an hundred-
fold unto you and shower your life with bless-
ings.

69. That’s My rulein giving—the more
you give, themoreyou will receive. That'show
you receivejoy inyour life—Jesus, Others, and

70. Asyou taketime and beseech Mefor
others, | will even answer prayers that you
haven’t yet been abletoformulateor put into
wor ds. Sometimes you may not know what to
pray specifically, but as you beseech Me for
others, as you acknowledge Me and commit
people and situations to Me, | will honor that
time you've taken for others, because it's My
job as your Husband to see that you are well
caredfor.

71. Asyou care for othersand are con-
cerned about them and their needsand ar etak-
ingtimeto pray for them, you becomelesswor -
ried about your self and your own needs.

You will become more Christlike and
full of Me, so that people will see more of Me
and less of you.

Just asno
man isan island and your lifeis bound to affect
others, so no prayer stands alone. No prayer
starts and ends with a single entity or asingle
purpose. One prayer accomplishes many pur-
posesand is multiplied many timesover. For ex-
ample, say you pray for a headache and | heal
that aching head. The immediate fruit of that
prayer is that the headache is gone, yet that
prayer bears much more fruit than one healed
head. Through one prayer, your faith has been
boosted, and when others hear of the healing,
their faith is often boosted aswell. The result of
this boost of faith then continues bearing fruit
asit goes along.

79. Your prayershavearippleeffect—on
and on they go, bearing fruit in many ways.
When you pray for someone and their life is
touched by the result of your prayers, likewise
thefruit of your prayersin that person’slifewill
also bear fruit and have an effect on others
lives. Because onelife reapsthe benefit of your
prayers, other lives are also touched through
the positive results in that one person’s life.

80. So many thingshappen asaresult of
your prayers, sogreat istherippleeffect your
prayers have on the world. Your prayers not
only create ripples, but when they bounce off
others, they arereflected in moreripples, which
in turn bounce and reflect even more! So your
prayers have a cross-ripple effect—the ripples
of your prayers go out in all directions, back-
wards and forwards, up and down, top to bot-
tom, from side to side, over and above and be-

yond, reaching out in many directions and ways
you never dreamed possible, creating ever more
ripples as they do so.

81. Theday you seethecross-rippleeffect
of every prayer you ever prayed will beagreat
day!

84. He's the only One Who can change
heartsand minds, and He' sthe only One Who
can bring people to the point where they're
ready to make spiritual changes. The best thing
you can do to help people and help situations
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isto pray for them. Really pray for them. You
can’'t do the miracle, but the Lord can, and your
prayers move Hishand and make things happen
inthespirit. It not only helpsto set thingsup for
the miracle to happen, but gives you peace of
mind that you’ ve done the best thing you could
possibly do. When you commit things to the
Lordin prayer, then you canjust trust that what-
ever happensisin Hishandsand under His con-
trol.

85. Peopledon’t fully realizehow import-
ant prayer is, and especidly if they’ revery work-
oriented people, accomplishment-oriented
people, it's all the harder for them to just pray
and not always be doing something in the physi-
cal. You have to understand that only God can
work in the spirit to change things, to change
people, change situations, and the best thing
you can do to help God and help others is to
pray for them. He expects you to pray, and if
you're not praying, often He hasto wait before
He can do the big miracles, because He wants
you to pray and keep on praying.

86. Prayer isavery mysteriousspiritual
phenomenon and it’simpossibleto fully under-
stand how the Lord chooses to work, how He
chooses to answer prayer, why some prayers
are answered quicker than others, why He does
an obvious miracle in one situation and not in
another. You can’t expect to know everything
about God's business, but you can trust that
your prayers have an effect, and avery big one.
