5.1’'mtelling you now that you’ rewrong.

6. It’sonethingfor senior teenstobeina
timeof decision. That’ stobeexpected; they're
still minorsand still under their parents’ care
legally. But those of you who are 18 or over,
and certainly those of you who are 21 or over,
should have made a definite decision about
what you want to do with your lives by now!
You've been in the Family long enough, read
enough Word, and had enough experience to
be accountable for your decisions.

7. Possibly someof you think you’redoing
okay just driftingalong, not really committing
totheL ord or theRevolution, but not really caus-
ing trouble either. Or maybe you don't really
mind living communally inthe Family, because
you redlize that it offers you a higher standard
of living than you'd have if you lived on your
own in the System. You don’t have to do much
work, you have your friends, you have sex at
least occasionally, etc., so you' rewilling to en-
dure a little fundraising, which you look at as
your “job,” and you sit through devotions or
your Home meetings as part of your “dues’ to
pay your rent in the comfy, cozy commune.

8.1 hatetotell you, but that just doesn’t cut
it! There are those who are sticking around the
Family because it's a cushy life, because your
friendsareinthe Family, becauseyou' retoo lazy
or scared to leave, becauseit’s simply comfort-
able and you can't think of anything better at
the moment, because you want to leave but
you're waiting for the opportune time, and in
the meantime you’ re taking advantage of free
room and board, because you enjoy the ben-
efits and it's a step up financially for you as
compared to how you' d liveif you were on your
own. You who fit that bill need to count the cost
and makeadecisionfor theLord. If you'reinthe
Family not because you honestly believe the
Word and want to live and diefor Jesus and this
Revolution, but because it's an easy life or you
don’'t have anywhere to go, then you need to
start finding aplaceto go! And | meanit!

9. Each of you YAsand SGAsneedstode-

cidewhat you'reherefor, and if you'reherefor
Jesus, then you need to makea commitment to
Him each day. It'sdying daily for the cause of
Christ that makes our Revolution different! You
should beinthe Family becauseyou love Jesus,
want to serve Him full-time, and you believe
thisis the best place to do that. Thisis not the
place for you if you're just looking for some
kind of “career,” or you'rejust biding your time
until you and your friends come up with some-
thing better or cooler or easier.

10. | want toask you: What can Peter and |
really expect of you per sonally? How much are
you willing to give? What are your expecta-
tions? Areyou adisciple of Jesus, or apart-time
missionary, or a social worker, or a Christian
Englishteacher, or just acool dude? How would
you describe yourself?

Later Followers Should

Demonstrate the Same Level

Of Conviction as the Pioneers

11. 1 realizethat your experiencesin life
arenot thesameasyour parents, therefore
you see the Family differently. One very big
differencein your mentality isthat many of you
feel the circumstances of theworld today make
your compromises legitimate. “After all,” you
wonder, “how can the same level of total dis-
cipleship be expected of us as was expected of
our parents when they were young? Thingsare
different now! We are different! Even the Fam-
ily isdifferent!”

12. Parents, shepherds, and Hometeam-
wor ksarestrugglingwith how much leeway to
give YAsand even SGAs. | want to shed some
light on this. Here is an excerpt of a prophecy
that got me thinking.

13. (Jesusspeaking:) Thebattleisgreater
thesedays, theyoung peoplefacemoreintense
spiritual battlesand a stronger pull from the
System. But that isno excusefor atoning down
of conviction or your beliefs, becausethey have
also been given much more spiritual education
and the new weapons. So even though the battles
aremoreintense, they are more equipped to fight
those battles, so the same can be expected of all
in the Family today as was expected in the be-
ginning.

14.1t’salieand trick of theEnemy tothink



thestandard of discipleship cannot bethesame
today becauseof circumstancesor theattitudes
of the second generation. That is the seed of
compromise, and all new religious movements
that ended in defeat through compromise fell
prey to that lie of the Enemy: that there was some
good “excuse” or “reason” why the followers
who came later shouldn’t be expected to dem-
onstrate the same level of conviction, dedica-
tion, and sacrifice as the pioneers. As soon as
that attitude is widely accepted, the new reli-
gious movement ison itsway to aslow but sure
death. (End of message from Jesus.)

15. (Mama:) TheL ordissayingthat when
weaccept theattitudethat today wecan’t beas
dedicated, that we can’t expect peopleto love
the Lord as much, to make the same sacrifices
anymore, to be completely devoted toliving for
othersand giving Histruth to thelost no matter
what, then begins compromise.

16. Thishashappened in our Family. I'm
not warning you about something that could
happen; it has happened. We are at that point
now. That kind of compromiseisrampant inthe
Family today. That’'s why we have so many
people in our CM Homes who don’'t even
vaguely resemble missionaries! It'sbecause our
expectations, our standard of faith and behavior
have become so watered down that peoplehardly
remember what the standard is! And that iscom-
promise.

17. TheL ord sayswhen that happens, and
when peopleaccept that lieof the Enemy that
you shouldn’t expect later follower s—meaning
new disciples or those of the second genera-
tion—to have the same dedication, conviction
or willingness to sacrifice, then you're dying!
Just read “Dropoutsl—Part 1" if you want to
seewhat I’'mtalking about. In 1971 Dad said:

Someone has said, “God has no grand-
children!” There’s no such thing as sec-
ond-generation Christians! Every new gen-
eration either has to drop out or cop out—
one or the other; bring forth new buds, or
die on the vine and become dead!

It's been sort of an inevitable cycle of
history that this is the way governments,
denominations, and movements of vari-
ous kinds all revolve! They're born in the

white-heat of the fires of inspiration and of
the desire for change, and, led by an
anointed leader, they fight and die for the
cause until they gain enough followers to
“come out from among them and be sep-
arate and touch not the unclean thing, and
have no fellowship with the unfruitful works
of darkness”—and a new “ecclesia” has
been formed—the new “called-out ones,”
the new church, the new dropouts!

And they revel in their newfound free-
dom, truth and beauty, love and peace,
until [arises a new generation] “which
knew not Joseph”—who don't appreciate
the freedom or the blessing because
they’ve never known anything else, so that
they’ve become lazy and lethargic and self-
satisfied and self-indulgent, with a false
sense of security, out of touch with the origi-
nal inspired leader and his teachings, and
out of touch with God—asleep, content,
“rich and increased in goods and having
need of nothing"—but actually, “wretched
and naked and blind” in the sight of God!
And the most shocking thing about this
condition is that they don’t even know it! It's
like a creeping paralysis which steals up
on them—and they're dead before they
know it!

Thereis no such thing as the peaceful
coexistence of good and evil! “l came not
to bring peace, but a sword!” One or the
other has to conquer! One or the other has
to be destroyed that the other might live!
You cannot serve two masters. You cannot
belong to both the System and the Revolu-
tion! It's impossible, because as Jesus
said, “You will either hate the one and love
the other, or hold to the one and despise
the other.” You'll either stay in the System
or you drop out! There’s no such thing as
hanging somewhere in between, sus-
pended between Heaven and Hell in some
kind of compromiser’s limbo!

But why, you ask, must this always be
true of a religious movement? Why is it
that every great revolution, revival, reforma-
tion or denomination has invariably, with-
out exception throughout time, slowed to a
standstill, cooled off, and frozen back into
the System, so that God had to call out each



time a new man, with a new motive, in a
new move, into a new movement, to purify
His Church and to purge them from the old
leaven, and to keep her a young new bride
without spot and without wrinkle, fresh and
clean, radiant and beautiful, vibrant and
alive, productive and fruitful?

Must this always be the fate of every
life?—Must it die? Of every nation?—Must
it fold? Must every reform eventually for-
malize?—Every revival die?—And every
revolution revolve full-scale back into the
System that gave it birth? Must we too pass
away?

Thank God, | don’t think there's enough
time left for it to happen to us! We're just
getting started! It's only the beginning, folks!
But the warning lesson is always there:
“Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth
take heed lest he fall” (1Cor.10:12). (ML
#42:5,12,13,20,24,27,28.)

18. (Mama:) It’ stheresponsibility of each
Family member toseetoit that wedon’t just
drift back intothe System, settlingdownin a
compromiser’s limbo. Each one of us has to
recognize and fight that “ creeping paralysis’ that
would threaten to destroy our whole movement,
to the point that God would have to raise up
someone else, someother “ecclesia,” someother
dropped-out church of believerswho arewilling
toleavethe death and conformity of the System
behind in utter abandonment to the Lord’swill.

19. Dad said 30year sagothat it didn’'t seem
there was enough timefor the Family to fall
prey tothecooling-down compromisethat has
defeated every revolution or refor mation that
has gone befor e us. But | ask you, how would
you judge this now? When you look at your
own life, Home, and country, what do you see?
Areyou still dropped out? Do you still fedl the
white-heat of thefires of inspiration and the de-
sirefor change? Or have you slowed to a stand-
till, cooled off, and frozen back into the System?

20. And you of the second generation, do
you not appr eciatethefreedom or theblessing
because you've never known anything else?
Have you become lazy and lethargic and self-
satisfied and self-indulgent, with a false sense
of security, out of touch with Dad and histeach-
ings, and out of touch with God? It sworth think-

ing about. Dad warned us 30 years ago, and |
think we need to take serious stock of how we're
doing. We can't just lope along, naively think-
ing that it will never happen to us!

21. You young peoplearethehopeof the
future. Dad said that, and Peter and | believeit.
Do you believe it? And what happens if you
compromise? What if you don't live up to what
the Lord expects of you? What then? Let’s be
honest. The Lord’s promises certainly comewith
conditions. Youwon't automatically fulfill Dad's
dream, your destiny, unless you live the way
the Lord wants you to.

22.1 know thingsaredifferent today than
30 year s ago. There are new temptations, new
time-wasters, and new sirens of the System call-
ing you. Some commonplacerealitiesof today’s
worldthat werevirtualy nonexistent for usFGAs
when we were young in the Family are the
Internet, e-mail, computer games, anorexiaand
other eating disorders, easy accessto birth con-
trol, easily availablevideos of everything imag-
inable, and cable TV with its hundreds of sta-
tions playing 24 hours a day!

23. Lifeiscertainly much different for you
SGAs. | realize you of our second generation
are different; you see things differently, and
you've had different experiences. | understand
that! | know you're not like your parents. The
point is not to cram you into the mold of your
parents, to makeyou think and act just like them,
or even desire the same things as them. For
heaven’'ssake! The Family has certainly changed
tremendously from the early days, so obviously
no oneistrying to go back to the past as far as
the way things were done. But we're talking
about the basic principles and requirements of
full-timediscipleship inthe Family. That has not
changed. It's the same for you of the second
generation no matter how different you arefrom
your parents! What Jesus said about being His
disciple hasnot changed! 1t’'sbeen the samefor
2,000 yearsand it will remain the same!

24. Here are some insightful comments
from oneour COs:

25. (CO:) Everyone who reads this GN
series will undoubtedly check to see how
they have allowed compromise into their
lives. Apart from the reasons given for why
some think that full-time dedication shouldn’t



be expected of the second generation, | feel
that part of the problem is simply a reluc-
tance of the young people to take the full
plunge and drop out totally in spirit from
the System—shunning the ways of the
world and its fun, entertainment and trin-
kets. It's kind of the attitude of wanting to
“have your cake and eat it too.”

26. It's not that the FGAs haven't battled
with worldliness over the years since they
dropped out, but | feel that there was in the
past more of an attitude or affirmation that
you were dropping out of the damned Sys-
tem, that the System is evil. So apart from
all the reasons listed, is there also an
undercurrent of just not wanting to have to
forsake the System all the way (After all,
what's wrong with the little foxes—whether
it be movies, System music, computer
games, cable TV, sports viewing, System
friends, System parties and so on?), which
renders people weak disciples instead of
revolutionary, anti-System disciples? People
begin to see the CM life as restrictive,
whereas the problem is more one of con-
viction and being convinced in their hearts
that fellowship with the unfruitful works of
darkness is wrong. (End of comments from
CO))

Times Have Changed,
But the Discipleship Standard
Remains the Same

27.(Mama:) | wasextremely interested in
the concept that in spiteof theintensebattles
and greater attacksof the Enemy, because of
thenew weapons, thekeysof theKingdom, the
Lord still expectsthe sameof us. Sadly, alot of
people now believe that the level of dedication
of earlier yearscan’t be expected today because
times have changed. Many of you have simply
accepted it as fact that people will be more
worldly, weaker spiritualy, will tolerate more
ungodly influences, waste more time, not be-
lieve the Word as wholeheartedly, not sacrifice
in the same way, not be willing to witness as
much, deserve more privacy and personal pos-
sessions, etc. Hereismorefrom the Lord onthis.
| was originally asking the Lord about you
young people, but obviously this counsel isfor

everyone.

28. (Jesusspeaking:) In theearly days of
the Family, your movement waswild, hot, and
radical! The hippieswere eager to throw off the
chains of conformity that bound them, and they
embraced the wild life of a disciple. They had
motivation to sacrifice, forsakeal, and livefor
Me fully, because they were coming out of the
System and into eternal life. They walked the
walk and talked thetalk of adisciple.

29. Timeshavenow changed. Theworldis
different and thetalk and walk that wereonce
accepted arenolonger acceptable. My Family
has had to adjust and change and put on a new
look in order to relate and minister to others.
However, something else has changed that I'm
not happy with, and thisisthe notion that many
people have that today’s discipleship standard
is not the same as it was in the days when |
formed My Endtime Family.

30. It’struethat thewor ld haschanged and
that times wax worse and worse. There are
greater battles, greater fears, greater illnesses,
greater temptations. The Enemy ispulling new
tricks out of his bag and attacking much more
than he did before. All these things the Enemy
has rained down on your heads, and some of
you have faltered and become weak. Others of
you have looked at your second generation and
your growing children and have felt that they
can’t be expected to uphold the same standard
as was once expected and required of al, be-
cause things are “so different now.”

31. Itistruethat timeshave changed and
that thewar isacompletely different one. The
world isacompletely different world to reach.
Thepeoplearedifferent, thementalitiesare dif-
ferent, the methodsto reach them by are differ-
ent, and even your second generation and chil-
dren are different than you were. But that does
not change the discipleship standard—the code
of Endtime Christians that |'ve called you to
uphold.

32. Thestandard of discipleship isdefined
in the Bible. The Words of David built on that
definition, adding more explanation and appli-
cationtothetimesyou’ renow living in, but the
basics have not changed. Rather, they should
not have changed. In the Family they have been
watered down and are now almost unrecogniz-
able. But the standard as | seeit, as you should
seeit, isthe same.




33. Discipleship isdiscipleship! | require
the same of the Family today as| did of thefirst
disciplesinthe Family.

34. 1've given you sufficient power and
strength to combat all theforcesof the Enemy,
all theincreased attacksand hindrances.|’ve
given you supernatural power to stay abreast of
the times, to change, to revolute, to discern, to
understand. For every attack that comes your
way, for every sinister and evil attack, I'vegiven
you agreater power.

35. I'vegiven you thenew weapons. | have
given you the gift of greater understanding of
intercessory prayer. I’ ve given you the ability to
riseabove. I’ ve given you the keys of the King-
dom—and with these things, nothing isimposs-
ible to you. Nothing can overcome you. Noth-
ing can quench your fire. Nothing can stop you.

36. TheEnemy hascomein and spread a
great liethroughout the Family, and many have
bought it and swallowed it. Thisliesays: “Fam-
ily members today aren’t expected to uphold
the samelevel of dedication and conviction that
was expected in years past, because times have
changed. The world is different, the battle is
different, and wejust haveto accept that people
are going to be weaker, more worldly, tolerate
moreworldly influences, compromisein certain
areas, and even take back some of the System
garments that they threw off when they joined
the Revolution.”

37. Thisisthe Enemy’slie! It'snot true,
and believing thislieand allowing it to come
intoyour Homeand lifewill ruin the Family.
My spiritual requirementsfor you as Christians
and full-time disciplesremain the same. There-
quired level of dedication or conviction has not
dropped any down through the ages. It remains
the same—a high goal and standard to reach,
but one that, when reached, can turn the world
around and light the hearts of many, igniting a
revolution!

38. Over the years, the Family has been
weakened by many who haveaccepted alittleof
this System influence, alittle of that System
temptation. Peoplefelt the stronger spiritual at-
tacks, and after fighting for awhile, gave up and
let the Enemy gain some strongholds in their
livesandinthelivesof their children. They then
figured that with the increased intensity of the
battle, they were only expected to win 80% of

the fight now, rather than the 100% of victory
that they used to hold tenacioudly to.

39. TheEnemy hastricked many into be-
lievingthat now thespiritual playingfield isno
longer level, thereforethey can’t be expected
tokeep up with everything, and they quit trying
and quit expecting to maintain on all fronts.
But thisisnot true. Even though the spiritual
ante has been upped, and the Enemy has pulled
out hisbig guns, and the fight is definitely hot-
ter, harder, and more vicious, your weaponshave
been upgraded also. You have at your disposal
all the power that you need to fight against the
Enemy and combat his attacks.

40. Thespiritual standard hasremained
thesamesincethedaysof My early disciples
and thebirth of the Family, and will remain the
same. It should not have changed in your eyes,
and if it has, ask Me to help give you the re-
newed vision to once again charge and attack
and reclaim the land that you have given to the
Enemy. Raisethe standard in your personal lifel
Don't let the spiritual standard slide! Don't let
the dedication level remain where it is—make
sureit’sup to the top of the charts, fully hitting
the mark and hel ping to propel you forward!

41. Thisisachallengeto throw off your
present mindsets. Don't limit Me with your
thoughts or ideas of how | can change you. My
abilitiesarelimitless. If you' rewilling to put your
will on My side and stretch yourself and be-
come hot and on-fireagain, | can makeyouinto
awild and radical disciplejust likebefore. Or if
you've never experienced that in your life, just
give Meachance, and you'll seewhat athrill it
istobein My Endtime Family. You'll finally see
what it'sall about, and why it’sworth living and
dying for Me.

42.1t'sreally not worth livingin the Fam-
ily or dyingfor Meif you'rehalf-hearted or
havelost thevision. If your dedication haswaned
to the point that you figure, “Well, the Family’s
a great place, but people just aren't like they
usedtobe ... thefirehasgoneout ... something
is missing,” then you need to ask Me to light
your fire. | canand will, but you must bewilling
toforsake all your personal tripsand give Me a
solid chanceat your heart. Let Me havefull con-
trol and seeif | won't make you into anew per-
son—a happier, fulfilled, on-fire individual—
moving forward and 100% sure that the Family



iswhere you want to spend therest of your life.

43.What doyou think? Doyou look around
and see peoplewho need alittlemorefireand
umph in their lives? Look inthemirror. Are
you oneof them? If so, start right therewith the
personinthemirror andlet’sgiveyou amakeover.
L et’sget back to discipleship and forget all these
lies that the Enemy has put in your mind. Let
them go and ask Me what step number oneisto
rewiring you and getting you back to the ba-
sicsl Onceyou' vetaken that step, I'll show you
what step number two is, and then three and
four. And before you know it, you’ Il be making
great leaps of progress! (End of message from
Jesus.)

44. (Mama:) The main point to get from
that messageisthat thespiritual requirements
for us as Christians and full-time disciples
remain the same. The changing of world con-
ditionsisirrelevant. While battles are morein-
tense, it shouldn’'t make adifference, redly, be-
cause we have new weapons that give us the
power to rise above. This should clear up alot
of confusion and answer your questions about
what’s expected of disciplesin thisday and age.
All that compromising that comesfrom justify-
ingyour backdliding because of worsening world
conditions is wrong.

47. Thisiswhat you and so many of the
young peoplein theFamily need. Yougothrough
the motions, you do your jobs, you even have
loveand desire. But thereisstill something miss-
ing, and now, with thisnew “Conviction vs. Com-
promise” seriesand the new moves|’m making
inthe Family, everyonewill haveafair chanceto
get on board and catch the vision. If not, then
it's not the place for you.

48. Soit’sageneral call toarmsfor you, to
makethechoicetobea 110% disciple. Not an
executive, not a career girl, not a pillar, not a
bellwether, not atalented individual, but adis-
ciple. (End of message from Jesus.)

Comments from Carmen

49. (Mama:) Here are some comments
from Carmenin South America. They arein-
sightful and show the perspective of one SGA
that you other young people might relateto. (All
the COs read this seriesin advance of its final-
ization, in case they had suggestions or ques-
tions.)

50. (Carmen:) My prayer through read-
ing this series is for a revolution in my dis-
cipleship, my relationship with the Lord, and
my life in general. This is just what | per-
sonally needed at this time to get my heart
right with the Lord, with the Family, and to
determine where my place is, what God’s
highest is for my life. It's been a time of
evaluating everything and asking myself,



“What have | done with my life?” Having
such clear-cut truth from the Lord and you
is helping me get a few things straight and
I’'m personally very, very thankful.

51. | can’t cease marveling at the Lord'’s
faithfulness to give us just what we need
when we need it. He was wise to give us
the whole “nothing is impossible” truth
before we received this, because otherwise
| think there would be a great many people
who would feel it's simply impossible for
them to make it. If it weren't for the fact that
the Lord has promised us everything we
need to make it, the simplest solution
would seem to be to give up.

52. I've been praying for a lot of people
whom | know will take this very hard, but
they need it and the Family needs this. We
all need this! We are dying out here! We
have to have this overhaul, otherwise there
is no future for us. | got to the point where |
had to admit that the Family is falling apart,
and the truth is that it is, in a way. It's not
really, but if we were to continue as we are,
it would. Thank God He saved us!

53. | was wondering if in the upcoming
series there will be more of a direct chal-
lenge to the young people. I'm glad that the
punch will hit FGAs (or older Family adults)
between the eyes, because they are really
the stronger brethren. If they have a change,
there will probably be a great change in the
young people, because it will improve the
Family overall. There will be a change in
the quality of shepherding of Family mem-
bers, particularly young people; in the ef-
fectiveness, fruitfulness, and happiness of
the Homes, making the Family a better
place for young folks to do something for
the Lord, and making it NOT a place for
those who are here for the ride.

54. Maybe if the FGAs were doing more,
it would be harder for the young people to
coast along or “hide.” But as it is, since
there’s not much happening anyway, it's
real easy for a young person to not do much
and still seem like a real “go-getter” and
keep their Home happy without having to
believe and have faith. We really do have
good, on-fire, sold-out, busy young people,
too, so | don’t mean to put them all in a box.
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55. I was just looking over the GNs again,
and really, WOW! There’s not much to say
other than, AMEN! But there sure is a lot to
do. LHM! | feel challenged to forsake all.
TYJ! It truly is a privilege to be called and
chosen. ILY! Love, Carmen.

56. (Mama:) Carmen has made a good
point here—thel ord till expectsyou FGAsto
lead theway. Thisisespecially important for the
sake of your sampleto your children and young
people. If you older adults get busy and happy
for the Lord, then your kids will certainly be
more willing to listen to you and follow your
example. They're probably sick of sermonsthat
aren’t backed by lasting fruit and alifestylethat
says, “Thisisrea!”

57.Ontheother hand, however, you older
young people, especially you SGAS, should be
abletoget thetruth of what theL ord issaying
inthisseriesand takeresponsibility for your -
selveswithout the FGAshavingtohold your
hand and help you alongtheway. You' regrown
up, you're full-fledged adults, and you're ac-
countable. | expect to see that you're making
commitments and getting serious with the Lord
andliving thelife of full-timedisciplesno matter
what the FGAs around you are doing!

58. You older young peoplewill stand be-
forethe Lord to give account of yourselves.
There will be no excuses then. So forget about
what everyone else is doing—either your par-
ents, other FGAS, your friends, or whoever! Just
get right with God and serve Him! Be adisciple!
Set the standard yourself! Don’t wait for others!
This challenge is for you! You are without ex-
cuse!

Two Enemies of Youth!

59. 1 know you young peoplefacediffer ent
battlesthan the FGAs. Some of you are more
idealistic, some are more skeptical . Within your
world there's a huge variety of personalities,
situations, conflicts, and problems. But who-
ever you are, wherever you are, you haveacom-
mon enemy—two evil spiritual powersaretar-
geting you young people. They are the princi-
palities of Pan and Bacchus. | don’t liketo talk
about the Devil or his power, but in this case,
it's important that you know about these arch-
demons and are alerted to how they want to




destroy you. In knowing this, you can defeat
them through the power of the Lord and the
keys of the Kingdom!

60. (Jesus speaking:) When you'refight-
ingawar, you must know your enemy. Thesame
holds true in the spiritual warfare. While My
power isso much greater than the Enemy’s, the
intensity of the spiritual warfare will only in-
creasewithtime, so to be armed with the knowl-
edge of who you are fighting—to see the face
of your enemy, so to speak—will become more
and morevital in the daysto come.

61. Thiswill bepart of your increased power
through thekeys, and apart of your ministry
and witness—that of discerningand knowing
and being ableto cast out demons, and binding
and containing the powersthat fight against you,
specifically by name. This power has been af-
forded you through the keys. Now begins the
work of honing that power, developing that link
and connection with Me whereby all things—
eventheveil to the spiritua world—can belifted
and revealed to you in order to set the captives
free.

62. You ask about these principalities of
Pan and Bacchuswhowar against My young
ones.

63. It isPan—thear ch-demon whoseaim
isto gain control over the mind—who fights
with ferocity againg My youngchildren of David.
Under hisjurisdiction, Pan has his powers and
demonswho fight against My children, and one
of themisthe demon of rejection, theevil power
that seeks to question, demean, and reject My
truth, My Words. He is the enemy of faith, one
who actively seeks to cloud the minds of your
young, to bring up doubts, guestions, analyz-

ing, distortion, complexity, confusion, anything
that would stand in the way of simply taking in

My Wordsin childlike faith and belief. Because
themind isthe Devil’splayground, themainin-
road through which he seeks entrance to gain
control, he is the author of strong negativity,
depression, schizophrenia, even suicide and all
manner of mental illnesses.

64. Even some of your own ranks have
fallen, becausethey allowed their mindsand
their faith towander intothiscamp of rgection
of My Wordsand truth. Thisshould stir youto
see just how very serious the Enemy isin his

attempts to derail you, My brides, and how
equally serious you need to bein attacking him
and giving him no placein your heartsand minds.

65. Asfor Bacchus, hisjurisdictionisover
theprincipality and stronghold of addiction, of
which therearemany forms. Hismissionisto
separate My children from Me, to causethem to
turn to their addictions—any number of physi-
cal or fleshly crutches and excesses—instead
of turning to Me and leaning upon Me. His
mission is to cause dependency, a dependency
which hinders them from leaning and depend-
ing fully upon Me, thus stifling their growth and
connection with Me.

66. (Vision:) I'm seeing this demon—
clearly he' sademon, thear ch-demon Pan—but
he'snot ugly. HE snot horrificat all tolook at.
In fact, believe it or not, he's golden all over,
almost beautiful tolook at. I” d describe him best
as looking almost godlike in form—Iike the
Roman and Greek gods are often pictured. He
has ahuman form, big golden wings, and along
goldentail. Hehaslong fingernailsand toenails.
I’d say they’ realmost like claws, but he still has
human hands and feet. His face is also golden,
but he's clearly demonic. His eyes are fierce;
thereisna light in him or in his countenance.

67.He sbhald. Hehaspointed ears, and he
hasthesebig hornson thesideof hishead, like
ram’shorns, curling back towar d the back of
hishead. They'realso golden. Thereisthishig
ornate and beautiful deep red jewel or gemright
inthe middle of hishead—on top of hishead—
in between the horns. His head is definitely the
most noticeable thing about him—because of
the horns, and this jewel.

68. Jesus, thisis very surprising, | was
bracing myself for seeing something much
mor e ugly and demonictolook at, especially
since, fromwhat You' veindicated, Panisanarch-
demon, apowerful demon of the underworld—
one of Satan’s main demons controlling the do-
minion of themind and whoisreally fighting us,
the children of David, ferociously.

69. (Jesusspeaking:) Satan and hisdemons
can takedifferent forms, just as Satan himsalf
can even appear asan angel of light. What you
have seen is indeed the arch-demon Pan. You
are seeing him in the form in which helikesto
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Call on the power of the keys

to overcome, destroy and defeat
the demons Pan and Bacchus!
These two evil powers could be
causing you personally a lot of
trouble, so launch an aggressive
attack today and rout them,
crush them, rebuke them!
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manifest himself, as agolden god, the great de-
mon who rulesover the dominion of the mind—
the mind that he seeks to elevate and lift up in
defiance of Me and My Words of truth. Thisis
histerritory, hisdomain—the“ mighty” mind of
man, in which he lives to wreak havoc, sowing
doubt, confusion, and complexity, the ultimate
goal being to turn My children away from sim-
plicity, from childlikefaith and belief inMeand
My Words.

70. Even his head and this golden jewel
placed atop it are symbolic of what he stands
sover eign over—the mind—that which he wor-
ships and has power over, and which he seeks
to use to displace Me.

71. And you wonder at hisgolden form?He
seeks, just like Satan, to counterfeit Meand My
spiritual world; thus he coats his formin gold,
butinreality heiscoated inthethick layersand
stench of pride. So | have placed horns upon
his golden head, which cannot and do not leave
him no matter what form he takes. They are a
witness against him, for they are symbolic of
his gross rebellion against Me and My ways
and My truth—a symbol of his stubborn and
gross idolatry.

72. Heisoften pictured in Greek mythol-
ogy ashalf-man, half-goat, playing upon pipes
in arural setting. Thisisthe common worldly
depiction of the mythologica god Pan. Thegods
and goddesses of Roman and Greek mythology
areoftenromanticized inthisway. But I’ veshown
you thereal picture of Pan, for heis much more
of a powerful threat and foe to be fought and
rebuked and cast out than a mere faun playing
mischievously upon his pipes amidst the forest
glades. However, | must alert you that this de-
piction of him playing upon pipes is indeed a
reality inthe spirit.

73. Pipesar esymbolic of some of hispow-
er swithin hisdominion over themind, for Pan
isthegreat bewitcher of themind, and musicis
one of hisvehicles allowing him entranceto
themind. His pipes arelikened unto those that
areinlaidin Satan himself, for they arethe pipes
of his music—the demonic chords which have
drawn many away from Me, My Words, and
My truth, even from desiring to seek after Me
and My truth.

74. So music that is not filled with My
Spirit, but rather Satan’swords, chords, and

propaganda, isalso hisdomain. For music has
great and awesome power over themind and the
spirit, and thus it can be a great polluter. It can
lift to the heavenlieswhen filled with My Spirit,
or it can drag to the lowest depths when Pan's
fingers, or those of Satan himself, play upon its
chords.

75. (Vision:) At thispoint I’ m seeing what
lookslikePan sliding down thissingle bar or
chord of music. He'ssliding down it with such
skill, aimost like he's surfing, but with super-
natural skill and stealth; it’slike he’'samaster at
it, very, very skilled. So, Jesus, he must be able,
just like the Selvegion, to morphin shape, even
downtothisminisculesizeto beableto betrans-
ported supernaturally to the mind through music,
all with the purpose, no doubt, of influencing
the mind in anegative way?

76. (Jesus continues:) Yes, Pan has this
power, and musicisoneof hisvehiclesallow-
ing him entranceto the mind. And now, My
love, | show you Pan in the form of his true
identity, in hisfallen, rebellious, and iniquitous
state. Look and behold hishideous spiritual form
from the depths of the netherworld!

77. (Vision:) Now I'm seeing this same
golden form changebeforemy eyesinto some-
thing quitedifferent! He'snow nolonger golden,
but green al overl—But a hideous green, and
there appear to be large splotches or boils or
spots on different parts of his skin. From adis-
tancethey look almost like scales, but as| focus
in more I’ m seeing that they’ re not scales—it's
just that his skin is diseased. This must be how
the Lord sees hisfal se golden covering of pride
—asthe diseased, sickening green that it really
is. Andit'samost asif | can smell hissickening
putrid stench! Awful!

78.1 can nolonger see much of hislower
half and legs, instead therearejust cloudsor
someform of vapor—likethelower half of him
hasnoform now, he'snot complete. Hisgolden
wings are gone and in their stead are these big,
black, leather-like bat wings, very ugly! Hishead
is monstrous—very, very gross and hideous.
Though hisbody still has somewhat of ahuman
form, hishead isno longer human; it'smonster-
like, almost half-dragon, half-insect. The jewel
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atop his head is gone; instead there are these
big mounds of deformed flesh ontop of hishead.
He dtill has the horns, but they’re not golden;
they are the same color as his flesh—that sick-
ening green. Hiseyes are yellow, huge caverns,
monster eyes. And hishandsare definitely claws
now—not just long fingernails, but webbed
claws. He's very hideous, horrible to look at,
and very, very clearly from the depths of Hell!

79. (Jesuscontinues:) Now you have seen
thefaceof your enemy, My love—hewho seeks
after themindsof My children, to cloud their
thinking and perception of Me and My Words
with hisvaporousfiction andidolatrouslies. Cast
him and hisminionsof rejection out of your midst
with a ferocity—with the same intensity with
which he seeksto lure, bewitch, and capture the
minds of My strong young warriors!

80. (Vision:) Oh my, what I’m seeingnow is
definitely demonic, very horrible. It sBacchus.
Thefirst visual impact isof seeing all these hor-
ribletentacles, resembling octopustentacles. At
first | thought it was snakes dlithering every-
where, but it's actually tentacles, multiple ten-
tacles. Then behind and at the core of thismass
of tentaclesisthisfat demon. Hehasabig belly,
abald head, and small, pointed ears. I’'m notic-
ing that his feet also turn into these octopus
tentacles—quite gross. He has very strong,
muscular arms with big leather bands on them,
which have silver studs on them.

81. He'slikeahugebrute, very ugly. These
tentacles seem to come out of his body every-
where, and seem to symbolize his power to grip,
to hold in addiction. They must be his evil ten-
tacles of addiction. He's sitting very laid back
on what appears to be his “throne,” this huge,
monstrous hewn-out stone throne.

82. He'stoweringover meand I’m at the
baseof histhronelooking up at him. He'slook-
ing down at me with this very cocky, arrogant,
complacent look on hisface, like, “Who areyou,
youlittleweakling?” It'salmost like he’strying
to scare me just by the sheer magnitude of his
weight and power. He hasthis spirit and attitude
of, “I can never be dethroned; my power istoo
great, too encompassing, too gripping!” | think
that's the ugliest thing to withess—this proud,
blatant spirit he's projecting. Lord help us!

83. (Jesuscontinues:) Thisisthehaughty,
proud prince of addiction, Bacchus. His
strength, hishold, and histentaclesare multiple
and strong, but they melt as butter when cut
with the power of the keys!

84. Thereisno tentacle of addiction, no
habit, nohold upon My children which cannot
be broken through the power of thekeys! He
seeksto bluff you, hoping you'll trembleand be
intimidated, and thus losefaith that hisgrip can
be loosened. But do not weaken and tremble,
having gazed upon the arrogance and strength
of thisdemon, but rather wield the keysin faith
and courage against him, for thisiswhat hefears
the most, knowing his doom is sure! (End of
visions and message from Jesus.)

85. (Mama:) Thisisan important revela-
tion! These two arch-demons are powerful in
the netherworld and they could be destroying
your sanity, fruitfulness, happiness and faith if
you're not fighting them! Be warned of their
vast influence! The arch-demon Pan has do-
minion over spheresrelated to the mind—rejec-
tion of the Word, doubts, confusion, distortions,
negativity, depression, schizophrenia, even sui-
cide and al types of mental illnesses. Bacchus
isthe prince of addiction. He will seek to make
you dependent on things other than the Lord.

86. | asked theL ord if thesear ch-demons
were only fighting the young people, as it
seemed they would definitely attack all children
of David. He said:

87. (Jesusspeaking:) They definitely fight
theyoung peoplemore, but they dofight all the
children of David. They fight the young people
more because their efforts are rewarded with
greater damage, greater control. Generally speak-
ing, the young people are more off guard spiri-
tually. They have allowed the Enemy into their
livesmorein general, through theworld, world-
liness, analytical thinking, and being concerned
about the opinions of men. So when these two
arch-demons fight the youth, they usually gain
greater inroads to their thoughts, minds, and
spirits. But certainly these evil powers are on
the lookout for anyone who would be a ready
target, either young or old. (End of messagefrom
Jesus.)
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88. (Mama:) The Lord has opened the
spirit world and revealed thisheavy truth tous
for areason—sowecan fight and defeat these
spiritual adversaries! They are powerless to
hurt usif we will use the weaponsthe Lord has
provided. We can conquer them through the
power of the keys.

Promises to Claim as You Call on
The Power of the Keys!

89. Here are specific promises that the
Lord gavethat you can claim asyou call onthe
keysto overcome, destroy, and defeat thesede-
mons! Thesetwo evil powers could be causing
you personally a lot of trouble, so launch an
aggressive attack today and rout them, crush
them, rebuke them!

| give you power over all of the Evil One’s
destructive forces through the keys. Noth-
ing can stand before the power of the keys
of the Kingdom.

84—

All manner of evil, all sickness, all spiri-
tual oppression, all blockages in the spirit
world can be overcome through the power
of the keys of the Kingdom.

84—

The Enemy’s power has been un-
leashed upon the ends of the Earth, but
the Evil One’s power will not touch Mine
anointed who hold high the standard and
power of the keys of the Kingdom.

Nothing of this world or Hell can stand
before the power of the keys. All power in
Heaven and dominion over Hell is given to
those who call on the keys of the Kingdom
in humility, yieldedness, and desperation.

Every evil oppression of the Devil is sub-
ject to the power of the keys.

There is freedom to be found in the
power of the keys. Every chain of vice, bad
habit, or evil addiction can be broken with
the power of the keys.

The power of the keys will cast down
every imagination, every false thing, every
high thing that would exalt itself against Me.
Through the power of the keys, every thought
is brought into subjection to Me.

System Education

90. (Mama:) Now let’smoveon toasubject
that isvery controver sial—System education.
When you older SGAs were young, the stan-
dard on education was very clear. We generally
homeschooled our kids, not wanting to corrupt
themin“mindless, godlessschools’ or turnthem
over as “sacrifices to Moloch.” But my, how
things have changed! As you know, with the
breakdown of the big Homes and Combo schools
and theimplementation of the Charter, therewas
adeclineinthe education of our children asyou
parents were getting your bearings and having
to make a lot of adjustments. There was some
flexibility given about sending children to Sys-
tem school in the Charter and in the L etter pub-
lishedin 1996 called “ Our Children’s Education”
(ML #3066, Lifelines23).

91. Thegtandar d of what the ord expected
wasclear inthat L etter, but unfortunately, gen-
erally speaking, thefull counsel hasnot been
followed. Theresult isthat there hasbeen asig-
nificant increase in the number of children who
now attend System school, but you parents are
not fulfilling your end of the bargain, which is
giving them more spiritual shepherding and
Word timeto make up for the negative, unhealthy
input they receive while in school.

92. It was made clear in the above-men-
tioned L etter that your children would suffer if
you didn’t devoteeven mor etimethan usual to
talk timesand per sonal shepherding, helping
them stay very close to the Lord through extra
spiritual cleansing and strengthening. But most
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of you parents who have your kids in System
schools have not obeyed that condition suffi-
ciently, and your children have suffered.

93. We've heard from many sourcesthe
foreboding war ning: “You think the older young
people have problems? You have no ideawhat
we' regoing tofacewhentoday’sOCsand JETTs
grow up!”

94. Some of you have lost faith for the
younger children of the Family, and in some
cases, you're saying they’re almost totally
sucked into the System, clueless asto what the
Family isall about, becoming very spoiled chil-
dren who have no interest in studying the Word
or witnessing, very rebellious and void of spiri-
tual understanding or respect, etc.

95. Itisacrimethat you havelet your kids
get tothisstate! It isunconscionable! TheLord
will hold you parents accountable for the train-
ing of your children whether they’re home-
schooled or in System schools. It's one thing to
do the best you can, to be obedient to the Lord,
toreadly giveit your best shot, and then if your
child decideslater inlifeto leavethe Lord's ser-
vicein the Family, there's not much you can do
about it. But to let your children become poi-
soned by the System at such tender ages, to not
protect them from the evil around them, and to
not give them a good foundation in the Word,
loving the Lord, and witnessing, isnearly unfor-
givable! God help you and have mercy on you
and yours!

96. Your children areyour most precious
“possession.” But are you more interested in
having leisure time, in not wanting to be con-
frontational, in relaxing after work, injust letting
them so-called “be happy” so you don't disci-
pline them or require that they obey? You will
reap what you sow, and those of you who have
put your darling children in System school swith-
out watching very, very carefully for their souls
will besorry! Youwill havehell to pay! You have
only begunto reap theflood of sorrowsthat will
come to your heart when you realize that the
Enemy hasripped off your children right before
your eyes, while you stood by, oblivious.

97. Thisisaserious, devastating situation
that threatensthefutureof the Family. It may
not threaten our future today or tomorrow, but
it will eventually, because you parentswho want
to be missionaries and live for Jesus will be

handicapped by rotten children who are are-
proach to your witness and lives as Christians!
Read what Dad has said in countless Letters!
[Note: See”Education (System)” inMOP 1fora
good overview of Dad's feelings about System
schools.] Raising our childreninthe nurtureand
admonition of the Lord is a foundation prin-
ciple of the Family! Dad had the vision that the
futureisin our children. He learned it person-
ally with “What Is That in Thy Hand” and he
didn’t fail to passit onto all of us.

98. Intheearly days, thestandard wasclear
that wehomeschooled our children, with few
exceptions. But today the L or d istestingyou by
allowing greater personal choice. He'sopened
the door for more options by not forbidding
various things—such as System jobs, System
schooling for young children, System education
for older children, etc. Thereare conditionsand
requirementsto meet if you areto participatein
these activities. Now we see who will obey and
hold to the highest standard simply out of love
and personal conviction. But sadly, the results
have not been very good.

99. Our children havearight toan educa-
tion asstated in the Charter, and it isthere-
sponsibility of theparentsto seetoit that they
get it! We're not against education. Education
isnecessary for our young people, and the Char-
ter has very definite standards and stipulations
along that line. (See “ Scholastic and Schedule
Rules,” page 242-245.) | am not saying we
shouldn’t give our children a good education.
They need agood education, it'simportant, and
it should be a priority!

100. I under stand that’ swhy many of you
parentsopted to put your kidsin System schoal,
becauseyou wanted to givethem agood educa-
tion, which isagood reason. | certainly am not
advocating that our children be uneducated or
that you slack off in your schooling of them.
That’s not the message of this GN. But you par-
ents are also responsible to train your children
spiritually and to protect them from harm! We
don't believe in ungodly education in an un-
godly setting from secular teachers, while sur-
rounded by often ungodly peers, who teach or
pass on al sorts of other attitudes and lessons
that tear down our beliefsand way of life, while
you parents do nothing or not enough to pro-
tect, nurture, shepherd and spiritually strengthen
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your kids against the negative input!

101. Thereisasad, widespread lethargic
mentality where Family members, both FGAs
and SGAs, are excusing your weak convictions,
outright disobedience, lack of dedication, and
your living just like the people of the world by
looking around you and thinking, “Oh well,
everyoneelseisdoingit.” That isinsane, ridicu-
lousreasoning! What makesit right just because
“everyone elseisdoingit”?!

102. Par ents, have someguts! Have some
conviction! Do what's best for your kids, even
if they may not redlize it at first. Make home-
schooling fun! Let your kids be the envy of all
the other poor little ones who are cooped up all
day in that boring, stuffy, substandard school
with those tired, burned-out teachers!

103. Of cour seschoolingyour kidsat home
isthe best! We' ve had yearsto test the freedom
theLord gavein the Charter and “Our Children’'s
Education,” and we now have plenty of proof to
show that sending our children to System school
and not investing the needed time to strengthen
them through shepherding is damaging their
spiritua lives; it's undermining their faith and
destroying their character!

104. Sofrom now on, Peter and | want it to
be known that we are not in agr eement with
System schooling for our children. We do not
feel it's fruitful! We believe it's causing more
harm than good! The mgjority of you parents
have proven that you’'re not willing or able to
keep your end of the bargain and giveyour chil-
dren the additional spiritual shepherding and
training in the Word they need, and conse-
guently that System schooling is hurting much
morethanit’s helping!

105. If you want to haveyour kidsin Sys-
tem schooal, you'll haveto provethat you'reobey-
ingtheconditionsput forthin“Our Children’s
Education,” and your kidswill havetobealiv-
ing example of it; otherwise, | say you’ re miss-
ing the Lord’s highest will and you're failing
God by failing your children!

106. As | was working on this Letter, |
wanted to make surewhat | was saying was
right. | felt quite convinced and it was fairly
obvious just from observing the fruit of the fad
of System schooling. It seemed very clear and
we' ve heard so many reportsover theyears, but
| just wanted to be absolutely sure that | wasn't

overreacting. | asked the Lord for yet another
confirmation and He gave ahot one, morethan |
expected!

107. (Jesusspeaking:) You'd better believe
I"m upset about this! I’'m furious! You haveno
idea how angry it makes Me when | see these,
My darlings, My babies, My precious creations
of love, put into the hands of total strangersto
be educated, without the parents being watch-
ful, prayerful, and diligent shepherds who care
for their souls, not just their education! That is
nearly inexcusable! It’slaziness and ahardness
of heartinthe parentsthat iscomparableto child
abuse.

108. Of cour se, the System won’t call Sys-
tem schooling abusive, becauseit goesalong
withther goals, their sandards, their program.
They’ve lulled most of the parents into a state
of spiritual stupor to where they’re so dull that
they don’t even carethat peoplethey don’t even
know are teaching their kids—some good and
even godly, but also athei sts, homosexual's, per-
verts, deadbeats, cowards, spiritless zombies,
and many just plain tired, bored, overwhelmed
teachers!

109. The education system istotally ac-
ceptabletothe System becauseit teacheschil-
dren what they need to know to become good
Systemites! Oh, there’s some grumbling, some
dissent and some outrage from country to coun-
try, but nothing compared to the millions of par-
entswho subject their children to such horrors.
Most parents look around at all the other par-
entswho are sacrificing their kidson the altar of
System education, and they don’t even see the
danger; they're lulled into a false sense of se-
curity. At least afew are starting to wake up due
to the actual violence in schools, but most are
blind and asleep and don’t even know their chil-
dren are being brainwashed and gutted of all
religious conscience.

110. But thechildren of David arewithout
excuse! You've had the Word for over 25 years.
David exposed the evils of the school system
from the beginning, and it’'sonly gotten worse—
much, much worse! You have noideahow dan-
gerous they are. You might as well throw your
kidsinto thefiresof Hell, becausethat’swhat it
isspiritually. Those damned schools are the seat
of atheism, lies, skepticism, materialism, homo-
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sexuality, perversion, and everything you'd
want to protect your children from if you were
responsible parents!

111. Intheworld, there’'sagreat hullaba-
loo about child abuse! “We must protect our
childrenfrom child abuse!” Yet those of theworld
are blind to the abuse they inflict upon their
own children spiritually, emotionally and some-
times even physically when they send them to
ungodly System schools. And you, My Family,
become abusers yourselves when you thrust
your children into the care and control of un-
godly people whom you don’t even know, and
you fail in your responsibilities to shepherd,
cleanse, protect and guidethemthroughiit. That
is abuse in My book! And I will hold you ac-
countable!

112.1f you'retoolethargicto seeyour sins
today, you will seethem oneday, and you will
weep! Everything you think you gained by ab-
dicating your responsibilities as Christian edu-
cators of your children, you will see as nothing
but husks! (End of message from Jesus.)

113. (Mama:) When | asked the Lord if
Peter and | wereseeingit correctly that nearly
all CM parentswho havetheir childrenin Sys-
tem school at present are out of God’s highest
will, becausethey havefailed intheir responsi-
bilitiesthat comewith that decision, He said:

114. (Jesus speaking:) That is definitely
true! Thereason isthat they'renot obeying;
they'renot doing what waslaid down astheir
responsibility if they wereto makethischoice.
They' vefalenasleep spiritually, they' ve become
derelicts, andit’sonly the beginning of sorrows,
for these problemswith the children will spread
as nothing you' ve seen before, if not stopped.
(End of message from Jesus.)

115. (Mama:) TheoptionintheCharter to
allow System schooling for children wasnot a
mistake. We needed to do something to ensure
that our children werereceiving the proper edu-
cation, and if you parents couldn’t provide the
education needed through homeschooling, then
you needed another option. You entered avery
turbulent time when the Charter was imple-
mented, at which time many of you shouldered
the full responsibility for the education of your

children, rather than having them in “school
groups.” It's understandable that many of you
needed help and you opted for System school-
ing. That was not necessarily the problem, as
we agreethat it's extremely important that your
children get an adequate education. The prob-
lemisthat youfailed to fulfill your responsibili-
ties to shepherd your children spiritually, and
that’ swhy the Lord and we are upset. You want-
ing your children to have an education is great!
Of course we agree with that! But the problems
came up because you did not follow all the con-
ditionsclearly specifiedin“Our Children’s Edu-
cation.”

116. | pray desperately that you can see
how thislack of obedienceregarding putting
your kidsin System school and not doing your
partiscompromise, and it growsfrom there.
Pretty soon no one disciplines their children
anymore, and there’smore TV watching for chil-
dren, including al kindsof bad, violent programs,
and eventually there’smore and morejunk food,
and the standard just slips and dlips and slips
until it'snonexistent! It'sall compromise—com-
promise that is not just hurting you, but your
children!

117. Peter and | arenot going to change
theCharter and forbid System schooling for
CM families. That will still be an option. Of
course, the point I’ m making isthat the counsel
in “Our Children’s Education” will need to be
obeyed. If you choose to put your children in
System school or keep them in System school
after reading thisGN, you will needto bewilling
to invest the extra time needed to keep your
children in the Word and spiritually strength-
ened. You can’t abdicate that responsibility.

118. After considering thereportswe've
heard over along period of time, and seeking
theL ord’sconfirmation, the conclusionwe've
reached is that most CM parents who are not
homeschooling their children are not in the
Lord’s highest will, not because having your
children in System school is inherently wrong,
but because you are not giving your children
what they need spiritually and you’ re not obey-
ing! This greatly displeases the Lord and us!
I"'m upset about it. It makes me very sad to think
of the devastating consequences that you'll
have to pay in the yearsto come. The most im-
portant and effective years to train your chil-
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drenwill have dlipped through your fingers, and
you'll be lamenting, but with no one to blame
but yourselves!

119.1t’sonethingif you put your children
into System school for alimited amount of time
sothey can learn thelocal languageand bea
good testimony and witnessdeeply. That could,
under the right circumstances and with the
Lord’s confirmation, be alegitimate option and
reason for taking advantage of the Charter clause
that allows System schooling for children. But
even in that case, you parents still need to do
your part to properly shepherd your children;
you still need to obey the guidelines put forthin
“Our Children’s Education,” because if you
don’t, even if you have a good reason for hav-
ing your children attend System school, which
is to learn the language, they will still be hin-
dered and corrupted spiritualy.

Promoting Higher Education Is
Contrary to the Goals of CM Living

120. Thereisalso adangerousnew trend
of older young peopledesiring higher educa-
tion (college or university training). It's one
thing to take acourse or two, or to get your high
school equivalency degree, but to enroll in full-
time higher education isawaste of timeand con-
trary to the goals of our movement and livesfor
the Lord! Promoting higher education for our
young people has never been one of the goals
of CM living. How can someone be afull-time
missionary if they’re a full-time student! They
can't, of course!

121. Parents, if your older kidschooseto
pursuehigher education, fine. If they' re deter-
mined to follow anindependent lifestyle and they
have no intention of being a missionary, fine.
That's their choice! If they're old enough to be
on their own, and if they’ re determined to get a
higher education and have some profession
other than serving the Lord, then help them get
set up outside your Home, wherethey can study
and pursue their goalswithout leading all your
other children in the Home in the same direc-
tion.

122. Theallowancein the Charter tohave
anon-CM member liveinaCM Homewasnot
soyou could haveolder kidshanging around
indefinitely, beingabad sampletotheir younger
brothersand sisters. It was meant to be atem-

porary setup to avoid parents having to move
out of their Home or go FM while they set up
their older child who doesn’t want to be in the
Family.

123. And you young people, if you' relook-
ing for higher education, if you' relooking for a
degree and some kind of non-missionary pro-
fession, that'sfine. Gofor it! But be brave about
it, be wholehearted, and get yourself an apart-
ment and get set up in the System and apply
yourself toyour job and studies. Don’t just stick
around the Home, leading your own life and
stumbling and confusing your younger brothers
and sisters! Get a life outside the Home! For
Heaven'ssake, kidsdoit al over theworld! There
are millions of kids who work and study; they
wouldn’t think of living at home with their par-
ents. They want their independence! You should
be the same! Take your secular schooling and
non-missionary goalsout of theHome. Dot for
your little brothers and sisters, if nothing el se!

124. Oneof our COscommented:

125. (CO:) Something | feel is perhaps
even more dangerous and more compro-
mising than System jobs is System school-
ing. | think the desire for secular education
that has risen amongst the young to help
raise their self-esteem, as well as the de-
sire that some FGAs have for a higher edu-
cation for their kids, are very damaging to
our way of life and convictions.

126. | have seen a trend along these
lines that | feel is hurting us a lot. Not that
I’'m against education, but it is my firm be-
lief that the education that we've given our
children is the best possible education we
could ever give them. (Mind you, | do real-
ize that lately many have slacked off in this
area and need to get back to our standard.)

127. As a proof of this, | can say that
when my three daughters left the Family,
as well as my wife’s sister and many others
that | know, they were very well prepared to
face the System with the education they’'d
received. Granted, they didn't have a high
school diploma, but that has not been a
hindrance to them as they all now have
such a diploma and are either going to col-
lege, getting degrees through the Internet,
or something like that.
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128. But because of the pressure many
parents get from their kids to be better edu-
cated, many are resorting to System schools
that are greatly damaging their faith and
affecting their younger brothers and sis-
ters.

129. | think if we were to closely follow
the educational curriculums that have been
made available to us through the CCHB,
CVC, and other Family-promoted courses,
our kids have more than enough to become
a success in life—in the Family or out of
the Family. | think Dad’s counsel as to what
most System employers look for when hir-
ing people goes beyond a great education.
They look for qualities such as faithfulness,
honesty, loyalty and diligence—all things
that we train our children in, and which we
do better than many others.

130. But my concern is that many Fam-
ily Homes send their kids to System
schools, and | personally believe this is
having a very bad effect on us as a whole. |
know that some have said that we need to
prepare our children for the System, as
some might decide not to follow in our foot-
steps. Yes, | agree, but | still feel that the
education that we give them has no equal.
“O, how love | Thy law! It is my meditation
all the day. Thou through Thy command-
ments hast made me wiser than mine en-
emies: for they are ever with me. | have
more understanding than all my teachers:
for Thy testimonies are my meditation. |
understand more than the ancients, be-
cause | keep Thy precepts” (Psalm 119:97—
100). (End of comments from CO.)

131. (Mama:) Beforewegofurther, | want
toadd totheabove point about how our kidsin
theFamily learnimportant skillsthat areheld
in high esteem in the System. How you see
yourself and how you relate to and work with
people is known as your “emotional intelli-
gence.” Hereis an excerpt of an article called
“The Secret of Being Twice as Effectiveat Work
—Inside Information from the Renowned Psy-
chologist Daniel Goleman, Ph.D.”

No matter what you do for a living, your
intelligence quotient (1Q) counts for at most
25% of your effectiveness. Your emotional
intelligence—how well you deal with people,
manage relationships and understand
yourself—counts for much of the rest. To
reach the highest level of competence at
work, you must know how to manage your
emotions. You also must develop a fine
sense of how other people feel and what
they need.

In my analysis of internal data from 121
companies, emotional intelligence was
twice as important for star performance as
IQ and technical expertise combined. The
higher up the ladder | went, the more criti-
cal emotional intelligence became—ac-
counting for close to 90% of success in top
leadership positions. | found that people
with high levels of emotional intelligence
had the skills necessary to inspire, lead,
and persuade others to follow them. (End
of article excerpt.)

132. (Mama:) Thesubject of System and
higher education hasbeen coveredin “1ssues’
GNs,and | hatetorepeat, but | want tomakeit
very clear, for therecord, what theL ord’sview-
point isregarding thisso you will befully aware
when you come before the Lord on our world-
wide prayer and fast day! The counsel in this
next message relates to children and young
peopleof all ages. | will not comment further on
this message, as | believe I've made my posi-
tionclear. TheLordisasoimmensely clear. It's
up to you now to receive, accept, believe and

obey!

133. (Jesus speaking:) System education
iswherebecominga Systemitestarts. It' swhere
the process of becoming a flatlander begins.

134. An adequate education isa necessity
for copingintheworld today, no matter what
you do. Whether you’ re going to be amission-
ary or Mr. Super Systemite, there are certain
things you just need to know. The ideal for the
Family, and for any Christianswho want to pro-
tect their children and youth from the damaging
influences of System society, remains of course
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for the youth to be taught at home, by their par-
ents or others who share their parents' strong
beliefs. If, however, the parents aren't able to
provideabasic education, itisnecessary in some
casesfor childrento have extrahelpintheform
of classesin aschool or by aprofessional tutor.
These cases, however, should be few and far
between, arare exception, in the most unusual
circumstances, and then the onus falls on the
parentsto provide the spiritual guidance necess-
ary to counteract the negative pull of the Sys-
teminfluence.

135. Theproblemswith System education
are many. You don’'t even need Meto tell you
that. All you haveto doislook around. Read the
news. Hear what millions of homeschoolers
around the world are saying. Everyone knows
that schools today are becoming dangerous
places, and that you can’t entrust your child to
that kind of system. And that’smainly just talk-
ing about their physical safety and the quality
of education, both academic and moral, that the
worldly school system provides, which has been
on the decline for years. That is what most of
the world is up in arms about concerning the
school system.

136. When it comesto the Family, tothe
children of youwhoareMy called-out Endtime
soldiers, thedanger sthat lurk in the school-
yardsaregreater and moreprofound. Not only
are you in many cases putting your children at
risk physically and emotionally by subjecting
them to the supposed “melting pot” that schools
have become; but far worse, you are putting
their faith—not just their faith in the particul ar
beliefs of the Family, but even in the basics of
Christianity—in serious jeopardy. The schools
inthe U.S. and parts of Europe are perhapsmuch
morefar gonein thissensethan schoolsin other
partsof theworld, especially in third world coun-
trieswhich have a Christian heritage and back-
ground.

137. AsSatan hasgained control over the
kingdomsand gover nmentsof theworld, in so
doing hehasgained control over most, if not
all, of theeducational systems. Thethingsthat
are taught to your children in such an environ-
ment go far beyond the simple basics of literacy
and necessary knowledge. They learn these
things in the process, but along with it they
“learn” so much more—most of whichwould be

better left unlearned. For starters they learn to
exalt the System, to exalt the mind of man and
the strength of self. Thisis directly in opposi-
tion to the way of My Spirit, which teaches to
depend on Me, and to be humble.

138. The essence of System education is
pride; it'sabout being intellectual, superior,
and self-sufficient. It'sabout prestige. It'sabout
developing your skillsand mind for the purpose
of bettering your own lifeand of acquiring more
money and goods for yourself and your family.
Of course, you can counter that all the things
that are taught can also be used for good; that is
true, and sometimesthey are. Nevertheless, the
fact remains that within the educational system
of theworld thereis adeeply rooted element of
worldliness and carnal reasoning that is power-
ful and pervasive and cannot be escaped if you
are educated within that system.

139. | have admonished you torear your
childrenin “thenurtureand admonition of the
Lord” and to passon tothem thelight of the
great truthsthat you’ vebeen given through My
prophet David. However, when you turn your
children over to the educationa systems of the
world, you are entrusting their moldable minds
and hearts to Mammon, to Moloch, to him who
rules over the governments of the world and
seeksto devour al who are easy prey—and easy
prey your young ones are. | speak here of both
your youngest little ones and your teenagers
and college-age children—your youth of all
ages.
140. Those who are very young seem in
somewayslessvulnerableto seriousnegative
influencesthat under minetheir faith, because
the things they’ re being taught are basic, their
minds are till fresh with simple faith, they're
less questioning, and seem to pick up less car-
nal or worldly mindsets or doubts. However,
because they are simple and fresh, they are in
some ways more susceptible to the subtler in-
fluences of evil. Because they have not yet de-
veloped discernment or been rooted in thefaith,
their faith and spiritua strength can be under-
mined very easily—evenif not by outright doubt
and fal seteaching, by the mere absence of spiri-
tuality and faith in the atmosphere where they
study and learn.

141. Wor seyet, in somepartsof theworld,
from thevery beginning of acurriculum chil-
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dren arebeing taught thingsthat areagainst
My Godly standar ds—from evolution, tothe
acceptance of homosexuality, and more. Even
in a private or supposedly Christian school
where these things may not be taught outright
as part of the educational program, be assured
your children will encounter people, whether
teachers or other students, who do not have
faith and who by their words and deedswill tear
down the faith of your children.

142. These things | have said are things
that you know—you know of the evils of the
System and the educational system in particu-
lar—but you have not fully realized how many
weakening and worldly influences and attitudes
of compromise have entered your ranksthrough
the channel of supposed “education.”

143. One of the strongest aspectsof com-
promiseand car nal-mindednessistheattitude
that many young peoplehavedeve oped toward
education. They have been persuaded, in one
way or another, that they need more education
than the mere basi cs. Some do need specialized
instruction or training in a certain skill for the
sakeof their ministry for Me, and there aretimes
when | would encourage peopleto take certain
classesor coursesto learn the thingsthey need.
However, | will now state for the record that |
am opposed to “higher education,” and the fact
that many of the youth in the Family desire to
obtain it is very dangerous.

144. 1t isunder standabletowant or desire
toincreaseyour skillsand talents, but sadly,
for themost part, higher education doesnot do
that. Higher education is used as a precision
tool inthe hand of Satan to dupe the masses, to
confuse the minds and hearts of the youth who
subject themselvestoit. Prideisat theroot of it,
the very core of the matter, and thisisin direct
conflict with the truths of My Spirit.

145. The essence of all this learning is
that manisgod, that themind isthegreatest
power, that thetruth iswhat you perceiveit to
be. When you get to the essence of what is be-
ing taught in almost every subject, thisiswhat it
comes down to. It comes down to man exalting
himself and forgetting Me. And as My Word
says, when men do not liketo retain Mein their
knowledge, they become reprobates—without
conscience, without conviction, without faith.
This is compromise of the truth in one of its

highest forms. Thisis a spirit that has no place
inMy Endtimearmy.

146. Those who insist on obtaining a
higher education are leaving the Family in
spirit. Even if they remain in a Family Home,
even if they think they still want to serve Me
and sincerely plan to do so, thefact isthat their
spiritswill becompromised. Their mindswill be
damaged. They will not remain Charter disciples
for long—certainly not in spirit, and in most
cases not in body either. It is only a matter of
time before the deceitful and delusional gases
of the Enemy will seepinto their spiritsthrough
thiscrack.

147. Receiving a System higher education
islikewillingly opening achanne toyour mind
for thevoicesof theworld and thevoicesof the
netherworld, invitingthem in. It'sgiving them
free entrance to come and make themselves at
home in your heart and spirit.

148. Thisisa very serious breach in the
spiritandit’snot onetobetaken lightly. Unfor-
tunately, it often is. It's looked upon as being
pretty “innocent” or “reasonable” or “under-
standable.” 1t’s looked upon as something that
will encourage the young people, lift their self-
esteem and confidence, keep them from feeling
inferior, and also provide them with useful tal-
entsand skills. Well, there's nothing wrong with
encouragement or healthy self-esteem, and you
need alittle bit of confidenceto get throughlife.
However, the mentality of allowing or even pro-
moting System education for these reasons is
fundamentally flawed. It's backward. It's con-
torted and twisted.

149. Thetruthisthat learning thethings
you need toknow and having agood foundation
in basic scholastics, aswell as devel oping your
skillsin certain key areas, give you the needed
self-esteemn and confidence. But subjecting your-
salf toafull worldly scholastic curriculumislike
eating the full contents of a garbage can be-
cause you know there’'s some good food still
left in there! Maybethereis, but there are other
ways you can get it!

150. Plus, thisvery mindset of “ needing”
tohavethishigher educationiswrongin that
you really don’t need it, and by letting yoursel f
be convinced that you do, you're letting the
Enemy put you into a cage—the trap that he's
put so much of the System into. You should
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stand fast in the liberty | have given you, rather
than being entangled with this heavy yoke of
bondage. So many in the world are fully con-
vinced that they have to have this or that to be
happy, fulfilled, or content. The truth is, you
don’t! And not only that, but education, money,
glory and power have not been known to make
anyone truly happy or content.

151. Furthermore, keep in mind that when
| called youtobeMy disciples, | didn’t call you
toalifeof self-better ment or finding or creat-
ing a more “ideal” lifestyle for yourself—I
called you totakeup your crossand follow Me.
| called you to befishers of men. | called you to
make disciplesof dl nations. If you have healthy
self-esteem while you're at it, good for you. If
you don't, you can ask Me for encouragement
and you can find things to do that you' re good
at and that you find fulfillment in. You don’t have
to go to the System and System education to
find that!

152. My young oneswho seek after such
education, especially if you arenot yet fully of
age, may feel that you arenot knowledgeable
enough to makethedecision to forsakeall—
includingadesired System education—tofol-
low M e. But youwho are parents and shepherds
must help these onesto see the truth, to see the
light. If you aregoing to be My disciple, aChar-
ter member, then | would that you forsake this
desire whichisapull of the System and of the
Enemy—that you commit it to My hands.

153. It ispermissible under the Charter
guiddinesfor someonetoattend outsideschool
or classes, and thisis for the sake of those
where such exceptions are necessary. If you
somehow missed out on some hecessary school-
ing when you were younger, by all means study!
Get yourself books or a teacher or enroll in a
class of some sort and learn. Or if you need to
take atest or two to validate the education that
you havefor legal purposes or some other good
reason, such asbeing ableto legally homeschool
your own children, then do so. But that’savery
different matter than seeking after higher educa-
tion just to “feel better about yourself” or to be
more “worldly wise” or “knowledgeable” just
for the sake of it. If you really want to be My
disciple, then part of that is being like My dis-
ciplesof old who forsook all and followed Me.

154. | never said that it doesn’t cost any-

thingtofollow Meor toforsakeall! Some of
you haven't had anything to forsake in your
younger years. You lived off of the forsakings
of others. Youdon't know what it'sliketo own a
lot of things or be too attached to your posses-
sions—and believe Me, that's for the best. Yet
many of you are gifted with bright minds and
you havefallen prey to the temptations of Satan,
who seeks to convince you to leave My calling
inyour lifeto better your own mind and provide
more opportunitiesfor yourself.

155. What you need to “ forsake” then is
not the thingsyou possess, but thedesirefor
thesethings. If you arereally adisciple, if serv-
ing Meisyour goal inlife, what other “ opportu-
nities” do you really need? Be honest with your-
self. Why do you want it? If it's so that you can
havea“backup” or a“way out” when you don’t
want to be in the Family anymore and so that
you can build yourself agood lifeand makealot
of money when that happens, well, what areyou
waiting for? Why not go out and do that now? |
know, though, that in many casesyou have been
sincere—although sincerely deceived—truly
believing that higher education would helpyou
inyour serviceto Me. Let Mestatefor therecord
that thisis not the case.

156. System education isnot for your sake,
it'sfor the System’s sake. It'sthe System fat-
tening up their youth so asto later offer themto
Moloch to keep the furnace of their industry—
their money-making, capitdigtic, selfish universe
—qoing. Without acontinual new stream of well-
prepared, intelligent, but brainwashed youth to
keep the markets going, selfish flatlander
Systemites would eventually lose their much-
prized self-profiting lifestyles. Thusthe Enemy
continues to brainwash—or better said “brain-
dirty” —the hearts and minds of old and young
around theworld, to persuade them to feed their
childrento the educational system, to beginand
then carry through with the process of complete
flatlanderization.

157. The Devil wantsto make all of you
ener gy sour cesto feed his System. He doesn’'t
care about you. He sure as anything doesn’t
care about your “ self-esteem.” He doesn’t care
about you being a success. He just cares about
suck, suck, sucking youinto his System, to con-
tinue to feed his monster, to provide fodder for
his great furnace.
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158. If you want toknow thetruth, that’'s
what higher educationisall about. Sofor God's
sake, and for your own sake, if you want to be
My disciple, get asfar away from higher educa-
tion as you can! Run from it as if it were the
Black Death, because it isin spirit. If you let
yourself get fully absorbedinit, it will morethan
likely mean your spiritual death.

159. Some of you of theyounger genera-
tion might wonder: “1f System education isso
bad, sodeadly or lethal spiritually, then how did
all our parents manage to go through 12 or
moreyearsof it and turn out okay? Not only
okay, but very dedicated to the
Lord, very anti-System.” Well,
thetruthisthat | called your
parents’ generation out of
that, and they followed
gladly because they'd had
enough of the System to
learnto hateit. | asked them
to forsake it, and they did.
For someit was more diffi-
cult than others, though,
because their minds had
been conditioned by the
System to believe it was a
necessity, that they couldn’t
get through life without it.
Othersleftit behind, but for
years and years, and some
tothisday, have had to fight
against the tentacles of
worldly mindsetsthat grew
and devel oped withinthem
in their years of System
schooling.

160. Furthermore,
keep in mind that theedu-
cation given totheprevious
generation, whileworldly
and carnal and ungodly at
itsheart, wasnot nearly as
blatantly anti-God or anti-
truth astoday’s. Therewas
still astronger Christian el-
ement inthefirst world na-
tions, and therewas at | east
somesenseof standardsand
morals. Today, thatisal but
gone in many nations.

161. Also, bear in mind that most of your
parentsdidn’t finish college; somedidn’t even
finish high school. They went through their
basic years of schooling, but many did not pur-
sue higher education. And | dare you to find
many of them who regret they didn’t. Of those
who did earn degrees of someform or another, |
dare you to find many who can say it hasreally
mattered. You don't need that kind of head stuff-
ing to serve Me, and you certainly don’t need to
throw away yearsof your life—yearsthat could
be your most fruitful and productive years of
service to Me—obtaining it.

For God's sake, and for your own
sake, if you want to be My disciple,

get as far away from higher education

as you can! Run from it as if it were
the Black Death, because
it is in spirit!
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162. (Jesus speaking:) Though some
Family member sreceived higher education
beforejoiningtheFamily and they appear
to be much used because of it, it is| who
outfitted them with their giftsand talents,
and | would use them even without the
higher education, aslong asthey yield those
talentsto Me. In most cases, thosewho have
had former higher education have had to
“unlearn” most of what they’ve received
from the System, and their personal testi-
moni es show that the head stuffing of higher
education did little good, but rather it was
their experience and self-learning and fol-
lowing Me, learning to let Melead, that has
made them what they are. An honest as-
sessment would reveal that higher educa
tion served to teach them more than any-
thing what not to do, and overall it was a
sad waste of time, energy and resources.

163.1 am abletoteach and trainyouin
all you need toknow, in thesemoder n high-
tech times, for My ways and wisdom far
exceed that of modern man. Thetruthis, if
you would put your full force, timeand en-
ergy into allowing Metolead and train you,
| would. (End of message from Jesus.)

164. 1t all comesback down tothefact that
“hewhoforsaketh not all that hehath, cannot
be My disciple.” Whatever you're holding on
to that’s more important to you than Me or fol-
lowing Me is wrong and unnecessary. It's just
that simple. If an education is so important to
you that you want to leave My service, even for
atime, to get it, you're not dedicated enough.
Even if you say that you're still in the Family
andtheoretically serving Me, if what you' reredly
doing is spending athird or half or more of your
waking hours absorbed in study and self-bet-
terment, you' re not really serving Me, and your
dedicationislacking.

165. If you want to serve M e, then doit!
Don't let yourself get bogged down in the mire
and morass of System education. It's time to
forsake these worldly weights and get fully on
board for Me. It's time to renew your convic-
tionsto “come out from among them and beye
separate.”

166. Don't let your self get sucked intothe
worldly educational system and subject your -

self to its faith-destroying tactics. If you do,
you' Il waste precious days, months, or years of
service and spiritual strength, and in the long
run, youwill regretit. It hasthe potential toruin
your service for Me, and it can happen very
subtly and very quickly. It may look like awhite-
sand beach, but redly it's a sand trap—quick-
sand! You think you're headed for beautiful,
blue, deep waters, but the Enemy will seeto it
that you never get there, that you stay stuck
wading through the sand forever, dying of thirst.

167. If you want to serve M e, don’t let it
happen toyou. Comeinstead to My fountain of
living waters. | don’t offer empty promises. |
have the real truth, knowledge that counts, an-
swersto your questions. | offer the only waters
that can ever truly quench your thirst. (End of
message fromJesus.)

Where Are the Leaders?

168. (Mama:) Well, Family, what do you
think? Wherearetheleader s? Wherearethe
ones who are willing to break away from the
crowd and bedifferent? Every truly great work
of God or any great accomplishment in lifeis
performed by the kind of person who doesn’t
just go along with the crowd!

169. In the Family’searlier yearswehad
many peoplelikethat—r eal idealists, noncon-
formists, idol smashers, revolutionaries. At
one glance you knew those people were going
somewherefor God! And many arestill with us
today, thank God! But what about you young
people? Where are you young leaderswho are
willing to break away from the System that lures
you and puts you to sleep? Where are those of
you who want to be different from all the mil-
lions?!

170. Wherearetheiconoclastsand war -
riorslike Gideon and Samson? Theleaderslike
David? The prophets and miracle workers like
Elijah and Elisha? The giants of faith like
Abraham, Moses, Daniel or Nehemiah? The
mighty witnesseslike Paul ? The do-or-dierevo-
[utionaries like Luther? The fervent soul-win-
ners like Moody, and the fiery Endtime proph-
ets, teachersand leaderslike our own dear Dad?

171. You young people—you senior teens,
YAsand SGAs—areinfluencing your younger
brothersand sisters! You' rethe onesthey look
to. You'll be held accountable for the sample
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you set and for leading them to the Lord or to
the System, depending on how you live your
lives. All they haveto do iswatch you. How do
you spend your time? What do you talk about?
What do you love? What kind of education are
you looking for? Why do you live in a Family
Home? Areyou adisciple?

172.1f you don’t plan on beingafull-time
discipleand you prefer tostudy and get higher
education, that’ syour choice. Butif you dowant
to be a disciple and you want to dedicate your
energy, resources, ta ents, and time 100%to serv-
ing the Lord asadisciple, then thereisn’t room
for pursuing higher education, just like there
wasn't in the earlier years of the Family. If you
want to be free in spirit to dedicate yourself to-
tally tothe Lord, but you fedl pulled or distracted
by the desire for excessive worldly knowledge,
get down in desperate prayer and ask the Lord
to help you have His vision and priorities. Re-
buke any influence that Pan might be trying to
have over your mind or thoughts, or any way he
might betrying to get you to reject the truth and
the simplicity of the Lord’s Word and the spiri-
tual standard of discipleship.

The Need for Adequate
Godly Education!

173. Beforeclosing thissubject, | want to
again emphasizetheextremeimportanceof our
children’s education. We don’'t want anyone
coming away from reading thisGN thinking it's
not important for our children to receive an ad-
equate education by fulfilling the guidelinesin
the Charter, or possibly going further to com-
plete high school -level courses. Some Homesor
families are delinquent in the education of their
children, and thistoo iswrong. The point is not
to pull your kids out of System school and then
let them hang around the house all day, idle,
wasting time! That isnot homeschooling.

174. You asparentsareresponsibletoboth
educateand spiritually train your children. The
choice is yours as to whether you send your
children to System school. That is still an op-
tioninthe Charter. We're not saying you can't;
it's not prohibited. But if you do, please don’t
overlook your responsibility to shepherd them!
Read “Our Children’s Education”; it's al ex-
plained in detail there. But don't just read it!
Obey it! Be doers of the Word!

175.1 do not want to seeabacklash tothis
counsel in which you parents pull your kids
out of System school and their education goes
topot! | want to see our children receive both—
agood education and spiritual shepherding and
training! They need and deserve both!

176. If therearechildren or Homesthat
aredelinquent in theeducation of their chil-
dren, you cannot usethisL etter asan excuse
to continuein your disobedience. That is not
the point of this counsel.

177. Oneof the COscommented:

178. (CO:) Right now in a lot of our
Homes there is an anti-education attitude,
so to speak. Perhaps in some areas there
is a tendency toward too much education,
but at least in some situations, there is
actually the opposite happening, where
you have quite a bit of peer pressure go-
ing on to the point that our JETTs and junior
teens think that they really don’t need edu-
cation; that once they get to be a certain
age they can just not worry about it or not
work at it much. They think it's just a waste
of time generally. This attitude goes down
to some of the younger kids too, the OCs.
In other words, you’ll have kids who actu-
ally don’'t even come close to having the
Charter-required education, but once they
turn 16, they dictate to their Home and/or
parents that according to the Charter, they
don’t have to have school hours or do any-
thing educationally any longer. And this
creates sort of an impression amongst the
junior teens and even the JETTs and OCs
that education of any kind is really not
needed.

179. While we are not emphasizing Sys-
tem education and higher education, we
do want our children to get a good educa-
tion, and in some instances, a high school
education of some kind, be it CLE or CVC,
GED or whatever the case might be—not
going to System high school to get a dip-
loma, but rather homeschooling, of
course, which is what we're referring to
here, so that they do get a good basic edu-
cation. A fair number of our kids may not
choose to serve the Lord. Having a basic
education will allow them to have a better
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chance to accomplish something in their
lives. (End of comments from CO.)

180. (Mama:) If any of you kidsfeel that
all educationisawaste of time, you'rewrong!
You havearight to agood education, and you're
responsibleto apply yourself to get it! Accord-
ing to the Charter, if someoneturns 16 and they
haven’t completed the required curriculum, they
still have to keep studying a minimum of eight
hours per week until they do, in addition to lo-
cal language studies. Even if you senior teens
have completed the curriculum, you need to have
academic studiesfour hours per week—and the
Charter isspecificin saying that’s not just voca
tional training on thejob. Studying isobviously
important!

181. You kids need a good education,
whether you decidetostay intheFamily or leave.
You need an adequate education for whatever
profession you choose, whether to be a mis-
sionary and full-timedisciplein the Family, or to
eventually pursue something el se outside of the
Family. We are not promoting higher education,
nor are we promoting System education that
pollutes your spirit, but al of you young people
should have the minimum required in the Char-
ter, and even more, a high school education
through homeschooling, if that's how you feel
led.

182. Please seethe Scholastic and Sched-
uleRulesin the Charter, page 242—244, which
definetheminimum education. Also, the open-
ing for kidsto get their GED or local equivalent
is granted on page 80 of the Charter in the
“Rights of Children.” [Note: For more counsel
on education from the Letters and other pubs,
please see the Letter Links at the end of this
GN]

Problematic Issues
With Sexual Aspects
Of the Law of Love
183. Thelast subject | wish to addressin
this GN isthe Law of L ove. There have been
hundreds of pages published onthe Law of Love,
and yet there are some serious problemsin the
implementation of the sexual side of it. Some of
the most problematic issues have to do with:

184. 1) Not enough shepher ding of unfr uit-
ful or out-of-control relationships. There are
very specific guidelinesin the “Law of Love’
series. There are rights, responsibilities, and
rulesspelled out clearly. But it's clear from many
specific situationsthat we' ve been informed of,
and from situations that have come up in our
own Home, that to livethe Law of Love happily
and for it to bear good fruit, problem situations
haveto be shepherded. “Living the Lord’sLaw
of Love, Part 10" (ML #3210, GN 813) explains
clearly that such shepherding isvalid and nec-
essary, and yet there is till very little counsel
or help given, even when serious problemscome
up with the sexual sharing amongst singles or
married people.

185. Part of theproblem isbecause often
oneof the peopleinvolved doesn’t want to cause
trouble, soheor shecoversfor theerrant per-
son. For exampl e, there are married women who
endure very unloving, selfish, and wrong ac-
tions by their husbands, but these wives are not
willing to expose their husbands' behavior and
ask for help because they know their husbands
will retaliate and make life miserable for them.
There are singleswho would like help, but they
know their steady boyfriend/girlfriend will go
ballistic with jealousy and take it out on them,
making them fed likethey betrayed the onethey
love by asking for help.

186. If you need help, but you don't ask for
it, or if you do explain the problem but say,
“Don’'t say anything or let him/her know | told
you,” how are you going to get any help? No
wonder there’ sso little shepherding, and thelack
of shepherding makes it possible for unfruitful
relationships to go unchecked and continue to
hurt others.

187.2) Peoplemisusingthel aw of L oveto
get what they want. Some people pursuerela-
tionships that are not the Lord’s will, or they
make “demands’ on others that are not appro-
priate, and they excuse their behavior by say-
ing they’'re“living the Law of Love.”

188. There are situations where men
threaten toleavetheir wivesif they can’t have
what they want. These husbands are blatantly
disobeying the counsel to put their primary rela-
tionshipfirgt, their marriage, and to consider their
wives' fedlings, etc. But oftenthewifeinsucha
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situation feels there’s not much she can do, be-
causeif she makesit hard on her husband, he'll
threaten to leave her.

189. Many of these marriages havekids,
and of cour sethewifedoesn’t want tobeleft a
single mother, so she endures it, often being
blamed for the problemsin the marriage because
“she’sjealous.” All the whilethe husband does
such things as womanize and carry on relation-
ships behind her back; doesn’t honor her as his
wife publicly; doesn’t give his wife sufficient
sex, affection, and emotional support; refuses
to stop an outside relationship even when she
doesn’'t have the faith for it.

190. Some sexual relationships are pur-
sued not out of sacrificial loveand genuinecon-
cern for theother person, but out of lust and
sdlfishness. Evenif noofficial Law of Loverules
are broken, lustful, selfish behavior breaks the
spirit of the Law of Love and the principle by
which our lives should be governed!

191. Thesethingsarewrong! Thisshould
not happen! Thisisnot living the Law of Love!
Thisis abusing the freedom God has given us
in the Word. These problems are not the result
of the doctrine, but of people making bad, un-
loving, selfish decisions!

192. Some of these pitiful, problematic
Stuationscausetheoneor onesinvolved toreally
gotothelL ord—usually theonethat’shurting
and left out—and though we do not condone
the actions of those not acting according to the
Law of LoveandtheLord swill inthisway, there
isat least good fruit in that person’s walk with
the Lord. But there are situations where that
doesn’t happen, and it just resultsin pain, heart-
ache, and aloss of faith and self-esteem, which
is so sad!

193. 3) People taking advantage of our
sexual freedom and wrongly applyingit to have
sexwith outsiders. Thereisalot of sex goingon
between Charter members and outsiders. Some
people confess, many don’t. Anyone can see
that this behavior puts the Family at risk, espe-
cially when people continue to have sex with
members of the CM Family after having had sex
with outsiders.

194. Someoner ecently wrote me, saying,
“Thisisamatter that | believe concernsthe
well-being of our Family. One of the reasons

that we havethe* no sex with non-CM members
ruleismainly because wewould rather not have
sicknesses, such as AIDS [or other STDg], in
our Homes. Unfortunately, the spirit is willing
but the flesh is weak, and being so, as you're
most probably aware, many of us have broken
thisrule. Some of ushave confessed and MANY
haven't,and MANY of thosewho haven't talked
totheir COsand/or V Ssarestill in active sexual
activity with other CM members who are un-
aware of their adventures.”

195. Thisisno surpriseto Peter and me.
Weknow of themany Charter infractionscon-
cerning sex with outsider s, and often when the
personfinally confesses, it becomes known that
he or she has continued having sex with mem-
bers of the CM Family. Judging by the pattern,
it'snot surprising, nor do | feel it would beinac-
curate to assume that there are plenty of CM
memberswho have had sex with outsiderswho
have not confessed, and therefore are putting
otherswhom they sharewithinthe CM Family
at risk.

196. Thisiswrongly applying the sexual
freedom of the Law of L ove! Thisisaserious
problem that we have grappled with and prayed
about for years. What can we do? Home shep-
herdsand areaofficers can’t watch people every
minute of the day and night! We can't make
peopl e confess. We can’t make peoplefeel con-
victed and have a conscience. We can't make
peopl e see the seriousness of their actions. Peter
and | are presently in counsel with the COs re-
garding this and will continue to seek the Lord
for solutionsto this problem.

At the Heart of These
Unloving Acts Is Compromise
197. You might wonder why in theworld

I'm talking about these specific Law of L ove
problemsin aserieson conviction ver suscom-
promise. This might seem off the subject, but
it's not. It's very much on the subject, because
at the heart of these unloving acts is compro-
mise!

198. When you disobey theWord, when you
lack thefear of theL ord, when you har den your
heart to others’ needs, when you blow off the
Lord’s checks because of selfishness and lust,
when you disregard the spirit of the Law of Love
and selfishly wrest the Word to your own ad-
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vantage, it resultsin compromise. You who are
guilty of misusing the Law of L ove as mentioned
above have compromised the truth of the Word.
You’ ve compromised for gain—to get what you
want or to protect yourself. Whatever your rea-
sons for doing what you do, it's definitely not
putting the Lord and obedience to the Word
firgt.

199. 1f you wer er eally desperatetoberight
with the Lord, if you wanted more than any-
thing to be obedient and yielded, if your motiva-
tion was pure—to show sacrificial sincerelove
to al involved or affected by your actions—if
you weretruly concerned about the sample you
were setting for your children, younger mem-
bers, Active members, etc., you'd certainly not
engage in these wrong activities or attitudes.
All of thosethings| just talked about arewrong,
and if you' redoing them, you' resinning, you're
disobeying, and you' re compromising.

The Doctrine Is Sound
—It’s the Implementation
That’s in Question!

200. Peoplein our Family and even Active
member shavebeen stumbled, not so much by
theconcept of theL aw of L oveor thedoctrine,
but by the samplesthey’ ve seen. People have
been burned, disillusioned, and some have even-
tually even rejected the doctrine of full freedom
inthe Law of Love becausethey fed it'shurtful,
it doesn’t bear good fruit, and people use it as
an occasion to the flesh. This is very sad, be-
cause what happens is that the Word, Dad's
teachings, the Lord’ struth about the Law of Love
iswhat gets blamed for the wrong, whereasit's
people who are to blame; it's those who are not
really livingthe Law of Loveat al, but who say
they are! Then when things go awry and people
arehurt, it’sthedoctrine of the Law of Lovethat
takestherap! That'snot fair. The Lord said:

201. (Jesusspeaking:) Peoplear gueagaingt
theLaw of L ove, sayingit only bear sbad fruit,
or that becauseit bear ssomebad fruit, it’sno
good. Because there are many individuals in-
volvedin complicated relationships, and there are
so many different situationsand different levels
of dedication, love, and obedience, of course
there will be a huge variety of “fruits’ borne
fromtheimplementation of the Law of Love.
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202. Wherethereisperfect loveand obe-
dience, thereisperfect good fruit—but usu-
ally thereisamixture of both good and bad
fruit. But even though there are problems and
even bad fruit at times, that still shouldn’'t be
blamed on the doctrine. The doctrine is not on
trial here; it's the people's implementation of it
that must bejudged. The question isnot whether
the doctrineisright. It is. The question is whe-
ther the people can be trusted with it.

203. Thereisnodoubt about thevalidity
and truth of thefull freedom of theL aw of L ove.
David received the truth from Me, and he was
faithful to giveit to the Family. Mariaand Peter
have built on that truth. There is no doubt that
the full freedom of the Law of Love is of Me;
that is not in question. (End of message from
Jesus.)

204. (Mama:) What thismeansisthat there
will beavariety of fruit bornefrom people's
livingthefreedom of theL aw of L ove. Insome
cases it’s good, in some cases it's bad, and in
many casesit’s amixture of good and bad. But
the hurt and bad fruit of some people’s living
the Law of Love shouldn't be blamed on the
doctrine itself. The doctrine is sound, but it's
the implementation by somethat isin question.

205. About judging L aw of L overéation-
ships: Evenindtuationsor relationshipswhere
thefruitisgood overall, therewill probably be
somemistakes, dips, or wrongdecisions. This
happens becauselifeis complicated and people
aren’t perfect. Even when people are trying to
do the right thing, they don't always make it
100%. So you need flexibility when judging the
fruit of something, because just because there
are some wrong things, boo-boos or hurts, that
doesn’t cancel out all the good. And if thereis
more good than bad, or if there is a preponder-
ance of good and some bad, then generally you
could consider that it's good fruit. Perfectionis
not required for arelationship or situation to fall
into the “bearing good fruit” category.

Suspend Sexual Freedom?

206. Besidesthe problemsmentioned ear -
lier, thereis also a general contempt for the
Law of Lovein theFamily today. | often get let-
ters lecturing me about how | shouldn’t be
“pushing” sexual sharing. | receive Bibleclasses




in which some of you are trying to disprove
Dad's teachings on this subject. | receive re-
proofs from those who think we shouldn’t be
preaching the sexual aspect of the Law of Love,
lest we stumble some poor, unsuspecting church
person. And therearelots of upset young people
who think living the Law of L ove does nothing
but wreck marriages, so you' retaking the stance
that you'll have a monogamous relationship,
sinceyou fed that’sthe only thing that will last
or work.

207. 1 readily admit that thereareserious
problemsin howtheL aw of L oveisbeinglived,
especially because peoplearebeing hurt and
stumbled! And I’ m not talking about “ good hurt”
whereyou allow yourself voluntarily to be hurt.
I'm talking about bad hurt! (See “Living the
Lord'sLaw of Love, Part 2,” ML #3202:177-195,
GN805.)

208. It becomesquitepuzzling after awhile
totry toknow what to do about these ongoing
problems, how to improve them. We've pub-
lished about everything we can asfar as specific
guidelines, tips, and rules. We've put various
amendmentsin the Charter regarding the Law of
Love. We've tried to educate the Family. But
still, these serious problems persist.

209. | finally reached a point wherel seri-
oudy wonder ed if we' d havetosuspend thesexual
freedom of theL aw of L ovefor thewhole Fam-
ily. | mean, if these relationships can’t be shep-
herded, if therulescan’t beenforced, if the Fam-
ily can’t be ruled by love and make good deci-
sions according to the full counsel of the Word,
then what can we do? | began to wonder if we
hadn’t reached the same point the Apostle Paul
had when he recommended that the celibate stay
that way, or get married if they must, but avoid
any other sort of sexual freedom or libertieswhat-
soever.

210. 1f theFamily couldn’t handlethefree-
dom, if you couldn’t betrusted, then | wondered
if maybetheL ord would takeit away. | thought,
“Well, if many of the Family continue to dis-
obey, compromise, hurt and stumble others, then
possibly weneed to just do away with the sexual
freedom totally, for everyone, so we can get on
with our mainjob of winning theworld.” We've
been getting so many complaints about the L aw
of Love, about how it's causing nothing but
harm, that | thought maybe we had reached the

point where the Lord could no longer trust us
with it. That was a sad thought, but | honestly
considered it and pondered it.

211. Peter and | areboth per sonally con-
vinced that thefull freedom of theL aw of Love
as Dad taught us, including the sexual free-
dom, isthetruth, and for thosewholiveitin
loveit’sawonderful blessing of God. Wefedl
very privileged to know thistruth as Dad taught
us. But weareasoredistsand we aren’t closed
totheideathat if the Family comesto the point
where it's obvious that you're not learning to
live the Law of Love in the right spirit, if it's
consistently causing more harm than good, if
it's being misused and causing nothing but hurt,
thenwewill stop it. We could amend the Charter
so there would be no sexua contact or sexual
activity between any individual s of any agewho
arenot officialy married to each other. Thenwe' d
be back to where we were before the revelation
Dad received about the Law of Love, and back
towheremost churches (and certainly most dedi-
cated missionaries) are today.

212.1 asked theL ord if it wastimefor this,
or what we could do to solvethese problems.
HereisHisreply.

God’s Hands Are Tied
—The Choice Is Yours!

213. (Channel describes a vision:) | see
Jesusand HisFather up in Heaven. It'ssucha
sad, sad picture. | can’t help but cry. Jesuslooks
very sorrowful. Oh, Jesus, help us! Forgive us,
Lord, for making You so sad.

214. The Father issitting on Histhrone
and JesusisknedingbeforeHim with Hishead
down, Hisarmsare stretched up toward Him, as
if Heismaking apleato His Father. He'sinter-
ceding on our behalf. Jesus is weeping almost
uncontrollably. He' sasking His Father, “1sthere
no other way?’

215. God isalsoweeping. Heisvery majes-
tic, very kingly, very powerful, but it'salmost as
if al that hardly matters. He looks very sober,
very sad, just like Jesus. God is looking down,
and He is slowly shaking His head back and
forth, and He's crying.

216. God standsup, looking down at Jesus,
shaking Hishead, extremely sad. Hisarmsare
in front of Him, and His hands are tied at the
wristswith abig thick rope.
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217. God reachesdown to Jesus, and with
Histied handsHeliftsup His Son, and Jesus
embracesHim. It seemsthey aretrying to com-
fort each other.

218. They'restandingtherein an embrace,
and God says, “ Son, You know | desirenothing
mor e than to change this situation, but My
handsaretied. Only the Family themselves can
untie these cords. Only they can turn this tide
that is upon them.

240. People are constantly blaming the
problemsin relationships and broken mar-
riageson that naughty, bad L aw of L ove. They
practically cursethe Law of Love and insinuate
or even say openly that anyone who practices
the Law of Loveisafool. It's araging contro-
versy, and those who oppose the sexual freedom
of theLaw of Lovearevery vocal about it. | guess
you feel it's your special calling in life to set
straight those who actually have open marriages/
relationships, or who share sacrificialy. Youdon't
associate anything good with the Law of Love.

241. But thereisanother sidetothisthat |
want you to think about: The sexual freedom
that you young people enjoy with each other,
the singles having sex with each other, the
singles living together as boyfriend and girl-
friend without committing to marriage, etc., isall
aresult of the Law of Love. Without the Law of
Love, that wouldn’t be possible.

242. BeforethelL aw of L ove, therewasno
extensivesharing even between singles. Singles
inthe Family went without sex before they were
married, somefor years! It was Dad'srevelation
about the Law of Lovethat gave usthefaith and
freedom to have sex outside of marriage. Other-
wise, wewere bound by thetraditionsof thelaw
like al the other churches, and especially mis-
sionaries.

243. One SGA in our Home was shocked
that theLaw of L ove hasanythingtodowith
single people’ sfreedom to have sex with each
other. Her takewasthat becauseyou young people
have grown up with that freedom all your lives,
youdon'trelateit at all tothe Law of Love. This
again confirmsthat all the bad is blamed on the
Law of Love, but nothing that you consider good
or beautiful or funiscredited tothe Law of Love.
That seems quite imbalanced and unfair to me.

244. Theideacametomethat it would help
toconsider how different the Family would be
today if Dad had never taught us about the full
freedom of the Law of Love.

245. Heré sDad toteach us. Hewhohasan
ear tohear, let him hear!

Life in the Family
Without the Law of Love

246. (Dad speaking:) Some of you seem to
think that the Family and everybody in it would
bebetter off if thesexual freedom of theL aw of
L oveweredoneaway with or curbed. Boy, oh,
boy! Some of you guysreally have noideawhat
you' resaying. You wannaknow something? The
Law of Loveissomething that’s much easier to
justify by Scripture than is the concept of not
living it! What do you think of that? JesusHim-
self said, “All the law isfulfilled in this: Thou
shalt lovethy neighbor asthyself.” That’swhat
it comes down to. That'swhat the Law of Love
is.

247. Okay, so some might say that’sfine
and good, but why doesthat havetoincludesex?
It doesn't really. You can follow Jesus' teach-
ings to some degree without involving sex. Or,
some say, even if the sexual part of the Law of
Loveis“lawful” in God'seyes, itisn’t “expedi-
ent,” andit’'smessing up peopl€e'slivesand mar-
riages. Well, | grant you, life could be somewhat
“simpler” without the sexual freedom the Lord
has given us, but if you really think about it, |
don’t think you'd tradein all the benefits.

248. So, let’ stakealook at what lifewould
belikein theFamily if wedidn't havetheL aw of
Love. Well, basically we' d be like most church
Christians. We' d abide by the rules they abide
by. We'd abstain from all sex outside of mar-
riage. Of course, they don't all necessarily
“abide” by their own rules these days; but if
they don’t, they're in most cases suffering ter-
rible guilt and condemnation because they be-
lieve they’ re sinning against the Lord.

249.1njust about every religion, premari-
tal sex of any kind is considered a sin. How
would you liketo liveunder thoserules? Do
you eventhink it'sright that people make acom-
mitment to live together and love each other
forever without knowing if they like having sex
together? It sure doesn’t make much sense. My
goodness, no wonder so many marriages don’t
last! That might seem avery “carna” viewpoint,
and you might say that if you really love each
other it doesn’'t matter, or you'll find away. But
let metell you, when you live with someone day
after day, night after night for years, sex does
matter.

250. Think about all thesinglesin theFam-
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ily, all thepeoplewhodon’t havea special some-
one, and who maybenever will, or not for many
years. Should they be condemned to lives of
abstinence? Without the Law of Love, they
would be. That'swhat the church teaches! Why
do you think so many people are sick and tired
of religion, soured on anything churchy or Chris-
tian or Jewish or Muslim or whatever? It's be-
causereligion and restriction are generally syn-
onymous!

251. There are hardly any outfitsin the
wor ld that believeboth in Jesusand in sinless
sex!l—Meaning that there are hardly any people
in the world, especialy religious people, who
can enjoy sex without feeling guilty if they're
not married! Maybe some of you think that is
theideal, that the world would be moreinnocent
and pureif everyonelived by those mores. Well,
in somewaysit's true that the world's standard
has gone down, and the way society has be-
come more tolerant of less responsible sexual
behavior has led to more irresponsibility and
more immorality. It's true that people are less
considerateand careful intheworld at largewhen
it comes to sex. They have less regard for the
consequences because there aren’t really any
conseguences for anything, legally speaking.

252. But think about it: 1f you could choose
toether liveareigiouslifewhereyou beieved
sex beforeyou weremarried wasasin, orif you
could livea“secular” lifewithout God or faith,
just to feel you had that freedom to have sex,
what would you choose? Tough choice, huh?

253. Another sad thing isthat even the
peoplewhodon’t consder themselvesreligious
or “churched,” don’t havethefreedom tohave
sex without guilt. They still for the most part
feel terribleabout it. They feel it separatesthem
from God. They feel they don’'t even have a
chance. Many even leave the church or neglect
their faith because of it. There are a few indi-
viduals here and there who realizethat the Lord
lovesthem no matter what, or even who believe
and understand that sex is a gift of God and to
be enjoyed, whether you' re married or not. But
they are few and far between. And even if they
believeit, they’ re hard pressed to find a partner
who shares both their faith inthe Lord and their
faith to do those kinds of things without con-
sidering it wrong.

254. The Family without theLaw of Love

would mean that all you kidswould havegrown
up being taught that sex was a sin, hounded
and watched by your parents to make sure you
weren't having any, and then entering your post-
teenage adult life desperate ashell to find some-
oneto marry so you could have some sex! Mean-
while, you' d be dating here and there, like the
System Christian young people, trying to find
that someone, and you'd be so frustrated, so
distracted.... In many casesyou’ d probably end
up leaving your servicefor the Lord so that you
could get some sex, or going ahead and doing it
and feeling terribly condemned. It would steal
your joy of the Lord and your pleasurein living
for Him.

255. 1f you’ vegrown up with that freedom
all your life, asmost of you have, you haveno
ideahow restrictiveand confiningit isto not
haveit! Not only thefreedomto have sex, butin
many cases even the freedom to be alone with
someone of the opposite sex. Or to do some-
thing like have a party where you dance with
everybody, even other people’s boyfriends or
girlfriends, husbands or wives, would not be an
option. You would either have your boyfriend
or girlfriend, and maybe some sex onthe sly, or
nothing at all; or maybe you’ d be going behind
someone’sback with their boyfriend or girlfriend,
maybe behind your best friend’s back, and feel -
ing horrible about it.

256. Someof you would probably bealways
on thevergeof ruining your friendships, be-
causethosekinds of things, intheworld at large
and especialy in any Christian community, are
just not done. And if they are done, they are not
talked about. And if they are talked about, it's
big trouble!

257.0ntomarriages. If therewasnoL aw
of Love, you'd behaving sex with thesameper -
son for therest of your lifeoncemarried. Okay,
if you love them, admittedly that’s not so bad.
People have done it for thousands of years. But
have they really? I'd venture to say that prob-
ably lessthan half of the coupleswho have ever
married throughout history have been faithful
to their spouse and only their spouse for their
wholelife.

258. It’snot just the stuff of moviesand
novelsto haveaffairsand extracurricular ad-
ventures. It'slife. God created peopleto have
emotions aswell as physical sexual needs, and
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there are always going to be other people be-
sides your husband or wife who you are going
to find yourself in intimate situations with and/
or be attracted to. I'm not saying that it's al-
waysgood or right to follow your impul ses, and
certainly the Law of Lovewould not beworth it
for the sake of that freedom only.

259. I'm just saying that’ swhat happens
everywherein theworld, in the Family or not,
and the big differenceis that in the Family, be-
cause of the Law of Love, you actually havethe
training and knowledge of how to handleit right.
Plus, you don’t have to face condemnation for
therest of your lifeover it. | mean, really, in many
people’s minds having an affair outside their
marriage is comparableto stealing or even kill-
ing someone! That's how condemned they are.
That’s how convinced they are that it's wrong.
Isthat right? Isthat kind of self-righteous, con-
demnatory, legalistic, restrictive mindset some-
thing you would want the Family to live by?

260. Without the L aw of L oveour Family
Homeswould be missing out on agreat deal.
Your interactionswould besadly lacking. Even
the “innocent” giving of frequent hugs, putting
your arms around each other, holding hands, all
of that would be taboo.

261. Without theL aw of L oveyou’d havea
lot of single peoplein the Family, peoplewho
really want to serve Jesusand who arewilling
togiveup alot todothat, suffering unnecess-
arily. You'd have people starved for love, for
sex, evenfor smpletender affection. You' d have
people going without, being discouraged, feel-
ing unloved, and in a lot of cases probably
marrying the wrong person just because they
needed someone to have sex with.—Or leaving
the Lord's service because they just couldn’t
takeit. Lord help us!

262. You know, that did happen a bit at the
start of theFamily. TheLord hadn’t yet revealed
the Law of Love to us, so we abided by the
usual rules of most Christian groups when it
cameto sex. You didn’t have it until you were
married, and that was that. People werewilling
to do it, to make that sacrifice, and the Lord
allowed them to betested in that way. But some
just couldn’t takeit; it wastoo hard. | think alot
of them would not have lasted that long, or
would have become very unhappy and even
bitter if things hadn’t changed at some point.

263. TheL aw of L oveisoneof thecorner-
stonesof our radical beliefsthat setsusapart
from the church, and there is no way we are
going to leave it behind, say it was wrong, or
discontinue believing and practicing it! Yes,
therearepotential problemswith thekind of free-
domthat it allows, and, yes, therearetimeswhen
we need to clarify things or provide guidelines.
That’swhat that 12-part GN seriesonthe Law of
Love was all about. There are alot of miscon-
ceptions about the Law of Love, but if you read
through that serieswith an open heart and mind,
| dare say thereisnot asingle onethat won't be
cleared up. There are problems that result from
the Law of Love, but asMamaand | must have
said amillion times, those problems are not the
fault of the Law of Love—they’re the fault of
people practicing it improperly or neglecting to
truly walk in love. They're the fault of people
not living the Law of Love.

264. TheLaw of L oveisabeautiful gift of
God! Itisthemeansby which we havethefree-
domto enjoy loving, Godly sex, with or without
being married, and within and without our mar-
riages. It is the means by which we are able to
dedicate our lives to the Lord and serve Him
full-time and be able to haveloving fellowship,
affection, and care, whether or not we ever find
amateto share every part of our liveswith. Itis
the means by which we are able to care for our
single parents and meet their needs. Itisalso a
means by which weare ableto exposethe hypoc-
risy of the church system—all those peoplewho
either say they don’t do it and are lying, or who
arelivingin guilt and condemnation, or who are
s0 God-damned self-righteous about their sexual
morality that they’ re practically no earthly good
to anyone else.

265. God deliver usfrom that sickening
spirit of self-righteousness! That'sreally what
it is when people go around saying that “the
Law of Loveisthecause of al the marriage prob-
lems in the Family.” “Why don’t we do away
with the Law of Love and have monogamous
relationships?’ God help us!

266. Then therearesomepeoplewho think
that it’sfineto havethat sexual freedom for
singles, because they “need” it—but not for
mar ried people. But wheredo you draw theline?
You can’t really draw it too clearly at any point
because there will always be a valid reason to
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stretch it a bit further to cover all the possible
needs that arise. There are so many scenarios,
especialy inamissionary movement asdiverse
as ours. There are singles who live in a Home
whereeveryoneelseismarried. How would they
manage? There are married people who have
chosen to stay together for the sake of their chil-
dren, but who, with the consent of their spouse,
have agreed they have a need for sexual com-
panionship outside of their marriage.

267. Then ther € sthebottom line, and that
isthefact that theL ord blessesmarried couples
giving and sharing and openingtheir livesto
others, according to Hisleading and as outlined
intheLaw of LoveLetters. That'sthe crux of the
matter—that the Lord intends for everyone to
shareand give, asHeleads, and though married
and deeply inlove and committed to each other,
God blesses couples giving and sharing with
others. You can never lose by giving in love—
that’sGod'slaw, and it appliesto everyone, mar-
ried or single!

268. Thereisenough hardship and diffi-
culty in theFamily and communal living with-
out ushavingto ask peopletodowithout sex—
whichissomethingthat theL ord never said we
havetodo. Already therearegirlsin placeswhere
there are no guys around, or singles in places
with no other singles around, and these people
make tremendous sacrificesand sometimesdon’t
know if they’ re gonnamake it. There'sonly so
much we can do, and there are some rules we
have to have for now, like not having sex with
outsiders. But theleast we can doismakeallow-
ance to meet these people’s needs from within
our own ranks! Theleast wecandoismakeit as
easy as possiblefor them to get what they need.
We oweit to our brothersand sisterswho arein
need to meet that need—and without the sexual
freedom of the Law of Love, that would not be
possible.

269. Well, meditate on thesethings. Pon-
der. Reflect. Think about your life, and think
how different it would have been or would be
now without the Law of Love. | don’t mean think
about all the bad stuff and the times you were
hurt or hurt someone. | know that’struein many
cases; | don't deny it. But | believeif youwould
think about it in the big picture and scope of
life, you' d probably realizethat in someof those
cases the hurt could have been far worse with-

out the Law of Love; or in some cases the con-
sequences of living without the Law of Love
would be so dreadful that the complications or
hurts seem far preferable.

270.1 know that’ sabit of ageneralization
and it won't apply to every case. Nevertheless,
thefact isthat with or without the Law of Love,
people will have sex and they will have it out-
side of marriage. We' re carnal creatures of pas-
sion. It'stheway God made us. BlameHim! But
at least with the Law of Love there are guide-
lines, thereiscommunication, thereare“rules’
about it being between consenting parties. Take
away the Law of Love and you take away all of
that, and it's each man for himself and each
woman for herself and there’s going to be alot
morehurt, alot moresuffering, alot moreneglect,
alot less unity.

271. 1f youwant togtick around in thisFam-
ily, learntoembracethelL aw of Loveand trea-
sureit for thewonder that it is, and thank the
Lordfor all theproblemsand heartacheit has
solved. Or if you can't take it, if you don’t be-
lieveit, then be my guest and go to the churches,
who believethat all sex outsidemarriageisasin.
Thereareplenty of peoplewhowould agreewith
you onthat score. We renot mainstream, but we're
intheright stream, the one that’s going the way
God wants this Family to go! (End of message
fromDad.)

272. (Mama:) | want you young peoplees-
pecially toreally think about how thingswould
befor you per sonally without thisfreedom. It's
not a question of picking out the things you
like, the various freedoms you want, and then
discarding or condemning all therest. Openyour
eyes to the truth that al those fun things you
like so much are allowed only because of the
truth of the Law of Loveas Dad taught us. With-
out it, you'd be confined to the same religious
laws as the majority of church Christians.

273.1f you want thesefreedoms, if you like
thelifeyou live, if you enjoy your dating and
sexual variety, if you like the fact that you're
not condemned if you like someoneand do some-
thing sexy with that person, then wise up and
realize that you have the freedom because of
Dad! Quit being hypocrites and complaining
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about the freedom on one hand, while taking
advantage of it with the other!

274. And for those of you who can’t accept
thefull freedom of the L aw of L ove, who con-
tinueto think it'swrong, ungodly, immoral and
adulterous, you'd better find another place to
live and servethe Lord! Go whereyou can live
according to the moral code you have chosen,

without being faced with the sexual freedom of
the Law of Love, because it’s not going away!
