hear me say that? You 
who have grown up 
in the Family haven’t 
heard that word much, 
have you?

Jesus’ love and 
grace and forgiveness 

In other 
words, are 
your actions 
based on your 
faith in Jesus, 
and on your 
love for Him 
and for oth-
ers? Are you 
doing what 
you’re doing 
because you 

draw you closer to the 
Lord or to others, and if 
it doesn’t fill your heart 
with good things—with 
love and the desire to 
reach out to those 
around you—then what 
you’re doing isn’t of the 
Lord, it isn’t built on the 
Rock, and therefore it 
isn’t an act of faith but 
an act of sin.

That’s right—it’s a sin. 
Does it surprise you to 

love Him, and because 
you want to please Him 
and glorify Him in your 
body, mind, and spirit? 
If so, then there’s no 
Scriptural law against 
what you’re doing.

But if what you’re 
doing isn’t edifying or 
loving, if it’s selfish and 
carnal and based upon 
your own selfish de-
sires and the lusts of 
the flesh, if it doesn’t 

have set you free from the law of sin and the flesh. 
But He didn’t give you those freedoms just so that you 
would drift along, gratifying your own selfish de-
sires and weaknesses. He gave them to you so that you 
could be a happy and loving bride, able to show the 
world a loving and understanding God.

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“Brethren, ye 
have been called 
unto liberty; only 
use not liberty for 
an occasion to the 
flesh, but by love 
serve one another.

Love—that’s 
the standard. If 
it’s not loving, if 
it’s not full of 
love and full of 
the Lord’s Spirit, 
you’re not at lib-
erty to do it.

So even if 
something doesn’t 
look harmful to 
you, if it’s some-

Early Church] and 
listen to what the 
Lord has to say 

to you. Just be-
cause you want 
to do something 
badly enough 
doesn’t mean 
it’s faith that’s 
driving you, 
and it certainly 
doesn’t make it 
right. In fact, the 
things that some 
people are doing 
and saying they 
have the faith 
for are dead 
wrong. Some 
of these things 
are not only 
bad for you and 
for your spirit, 
but they’re bad 

for your testi-
mony, for your 
work, and for 
your high calling 
of winning the 
world.

I’m talk-
ing about music 
and movies and 
other worldly 
input that is 
slowly poison-
ing you and con-
taminating your 
spirit. You might 
deny—even to 
yourself—that 
these things are 
affecting you. 
You might say 
you have the 

faith for them, and 
you might even think 
you have the faith 
and the freedom to 
do them. But the truth 
is, you’re not free at 
all, because you’re
